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“a simplified baptism which omits mention of the devil” is now favored by the clergy who have test-marketed it throughout the United Kingdom. Claiming that the traditional rejection of the devil and all rebellion against God “put off people who are offended to be addressed as sinners,” clergy claimed that they found it much easier to ask parents and godparents to make vows that do not mention Satan.

I see.  So, we are to Preach according to a test-marketing to see what people want to hear, and then we adjust the Gospel message to fit their wicked, sinful hearts, and thus a "another Gospel" is to be formed based on "test-marketing" what people want to hear – which then is simply a fable.

Hmmm, seems as though the Anglicans would have worked out well in the Church at Galatia, who sought to please men not God, and Preached "another Gospel”.  Which is not another Gospel, as their is ONLY one Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but they sought to Preach "a different Gospel, another, different than the one once delivered to the Saints of God concerning their common Salvation and faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Jude 1:3".  Which a True Worshiper, a True Saint of God, is to please God and not to please man, and a True Saint is to fight for the True Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for man's Salvation.  If they please men, they ARE NOT the servants (SLAVES) of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. 

Galatians 1:6-12
6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel:

7 Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ.
8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.

9 As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.
10 For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ.
11 But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man.
12 For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.

What is the Command, on how to Preach?

2 Timothy 4:1-4
1 I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom;
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.

3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;

4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.



Responding to a population “which sees no pressing reason to spend Sunday mornings or any other time in Church,” the Guardian reports, the new and improved baptism service also deletes the instruction to the godparents that the child will keep God’s commandments, and learn what a Christian “ought to know and believe to his soul’s health”— promising only that the church “shall do all that we can to ensure that there is a welcoming place for you. We will play our part in helping you guide these children along the way of faith.”


Baptism, as practiced by the early Christian Church:

Baptism was always performed by the early Christian Church by totally immersing the Converted, Born Again Believer in water -- typically in a stream, river or lake.  Baptism of a new Christian was a major watershed in their life, and in the life of their family, and their new Church family.  Many individuals are described in the Holy Scriptures i.e.:  the (New Testament) who heard the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, believed on Him alone as their Lord and Savior, and were immediately converted and quickly Baptized.

Infants and very young children were not baptized. 

There are references to families being baptized together, which included the household slaves.  However, it is clear by the study of Baptism in the Holy Bible that those who BELIEVED on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth were Saved, Acts 16:25-34 -- see below, which immediately disqualifies babies and young children.  Baptisms were thus performed only on:  youths, individuals who had reached the age of accountability -- who had already converted to Christianity by their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone, and on adults.
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Acts 16:25-34

25 And at midnight Paul and Silas prayed, and sang praises unto God: and the prisoners heard them.

26 And suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison were shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened, and every one's bands were loosed.

27 And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled.

28 But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here.

29 Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas,
30 And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?
31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.

Note:  The qualification for Salvation, to be Saved, is Believing on the Lord Jesus Christ . . . 

32 And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house.
33 And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway.


34 And when he had brought them into his house, he set meat before them, and rejoiced, believing in God with all his house.


Note:  They were Saved and were Baptized by Believing in God, AND Believing in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is One Lord, One God:  Deuteronomy 6:3-5; Mark 12:28-31; 1 Corinthians 8:6; John 5:21-23; John 5:26-27; Revelation 18:8,
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One MUST believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in order to believe in the One Triune God.  As you cannot separate them, as they are ONE God.
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1 Peter 3:21-22

21 The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ: 
22 Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him.
Note:  There are some false Christian denominations that love this verse, and misquote it openly, because it seems at first to support the view called "Baptismal regeneration." That is, the act of Baptism itself does something to the candidate, and they make claim that it Saves by bringing about the New Birth. So, for example, one of the baptismal liturgies for infants says, "Seeing now, dearly beloved brethren, that this child is regenerate, and grafted into the body of Christ's Church, let us give thanks."  Not!
Let's study the Word of God and see what the Holy Spirit is teaching by the Apostle Peter.  The Apostle Peter seems very aware that his words, given by the Holy Spirit, are open to dangerous misuse.  This is why, as soon as they are out of his mouth, the Holy Spirit then has the Apostle Peter qualifying them lest we take them the wrong way.  " . . . even baptism doth also now save us . . .".  Certainly, at first reading or first glance it does sound like physical water in Baptism has a Saving effect in and of itself -- apart from Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and thus Faith in God the Father.  The Apostle Peter knows that is what it sounds like, and so he immediately adds, " . . . (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ."

Thus, when I speak of Baptism Saving, the Apostle Peter says, I don't mean that the physical water of Baptism -- by the immersing the body and cleansing the flesh -- has any Saving effect!  What is meant is that, insofar as Baptism is "but the answer of a good conscience toward God," (or is "the interrogation of a good conscience,") referring to the interrogations that used to be put to those who desired Baptism:  Such as, dost thou renounce satan and repent from your sin?  Dost thou believe on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for your Salvation?  Then it as the answer of a good conscience toward God, by the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ -- which Saves.  Therefore, in order to prevent blasphemous mistakes, the Apostle Peter declares what he means by Saving Baptism.  Saving Baptism is NOT the outward ceremony of washing with water, which, in itself, does no more than put away the filth of the flesh.  Saving Baptism, of which the Baptismal water is but an outward sign of the INWARD Saving of the Holy Spirit of God.  Not the outward physical ordinance, but when a man by the regeneration of the Holy Spirit was enabled to repent of his sins, and profess True Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for his Salvation; by believing in God and God's promises to him, as one of God's Chosen, one Called of God, as a True Worshipers, one Born Again, one of God's Elect, and believe in God's purpose for a Christian's new life.  As one now uprightly following a good conscience, having been cleansed by the Holy Spirit by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of one's mind Titus 3:4-7, i.e.:  their conscience, as in the presence of the Living God. Baptism does NOT Save -- 1 Corinthians 10:1; 1 Corinthians 10:2; 1 Corinthians 10:5; Jude 1:5.  Water saved Noah not of itself, but by sustaining the Ark built in faith, Hebrews 11:7, resting on God's Holy Word, as it was to him the sign and means of a kind of regeneration, of the earth. The flood was for Noah "a baptism," as the passage through the Red Sea was for the Israelites.  By this "baptism in the flood," Noah and his family were saved, being transferred from the old world to the new, a shadow of what was to be in the New Birth, one being Born Again.  Noah was immediately transformed from immediate destruction to lengthened probation, from the temporary companionship of the wicked to a continued Communion with God, from the severing of all bonds between the creature and the Creator to the privileges of the Covenant.  So, we too are thus Saved by spiritual Baptism, which being Baptized in water physically is an outward sign of the inward change of the Holy Spirit of God, John 3:5; Ephesians 5:1-27; Titus 3:5-7; Hebrews 10:22; 1 John 5:6.  It is the Ark, which in the New Testament is represented by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and in God the Father's Promises to His Chosen (of Whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS the New Testament "Ark," the one in whom a man can be Saved) to those Born Again -- not the physical earthly water -- which is the instrument of Salvation.  As the water only flowed around the Ark, so too in a man's Baptism, which only washes and cleanses the outside of a man, which though is a sign of the change represented by the water Baptism when accompanied with the Holy Spirit's inward conversion of the man.  Thus, eliciting a confession of faith "toward God" by their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their spiritual "Ark," and an open renunciation of satan, when flowing from "a good conscience toward God," assure one of being Saved from God's Wrath.  A good conscience's interrogation (including the satisfactory answer) toward God by faith in the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  As Baptism applies to us the power of the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrection.  Therefore, as the Lord Jesus Christ's death unto sin is the source of the Born Again Believer's death unto, Romans 6:4; Romans 6:11; Romans 8:10-11, and so deliverance from, sin's penalty and power, so too the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrected life is the source of the Born Again Believer's new spiritual life, his Salvation -- being Saved from the Wrath of the Almighty God.

The "church" of Jesus Christ of Latter-day "aints" uh, Saints . . . (Mormons) baptizes individuals by proxy after their death.  This, along with the Roman Catholic "church," and other "churches" false faith has NOTHING WHATSOEVER to do with the Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, but simply pleases men.
