The Church of England, in 1531 King Henry VIII of England broke away from the Roman Catholic "church," and declared himself as head of a separate English Church.  King Henry VIII denied the pope Clement VII's authority to deny him a divorce, so Henry VIII set up his own "church," with King Henry VIII being the "head," and then granted himself divorce.  Henry VIII closed Roman Catholic monasteries in England, and took their treasures. King Henry VIII took the Roman Catholic "churches" vast wealth in order to finance his wars.  Yet, Henry VIII was not sympathetic to Protestants, believing himself a Roman Catholic despite his actions; remaining a Roman Catholic all his life.  King Henry VIII wrote a book called Defending the Faith which condemned Martin Luther and his followers.  Being a believing Roman Catholic, and against the Protestants, in 1521 King Henry VIII also published Assertio Septem Sacramentorum ("Defence of the Seven Sacraments"), the work represented a staunch defense of papal supremacy.    Despite having been given the "honor" from the Roman Catholic "church," by "pope" Leo X which gave King Henry VIII, the Official title of  Fidei Defensor in Latin which means, "Defender of the Faith," King Henry VIII still broke away from the Roman Catholic "church".  The official title of Fidei Defensor in Latin which means, "Defender of the Faith," is now held by the Queen of England, as the head of the Church of England. Initially prompted by a dispute over the annulment of the marriage of King Henry VIII to Catherine of Aragon, the Church of England separated from the Roman Catholic Church in 1534 and became the established church by an Act of Parliament in the Act of Supremacy, beginning a series of events known as the English Reformation.[7] The then Archbishop of Canterbury Thomas Cranmer, navigated a middle way between two of the emerging Protestant traditions, namely Lutheranism and Calvinism, thus denying both as Luther denied Calvinism, and John Calvin denied Lutheranism.  By the end of the century, the retention in Anglicanism of many traditional liturgical forms and of the episcopate was already seen as unacceptable by those promoting the most developed Protestant principles.  During the reign of Queen Mary I and King Philip, the church was fully restored under Rome in 1555. The pope's authority was again explicitly rejected after the accession of Queen Elizabeth I when the Act of Supremacy of 1558 was passed. Catholic and Reformed factions vied for determining the doctrines and worship of the church. This ended with the 1558 Elizabethan Settlement, which developed the understanding that the church was to be both Catholic and Reformed: (Note:  The Church of England was to be "double-minded," James 1:8; James 4:8).

· Reformed in that it has been shaped by some of the doctrinal principles of the 16th century Protestant Reformation, in particular in the Thirty-Nine Articles and the Book of Common Prayer.[8] 
Since the Reformation, the Church of England has used an English liturgy. During the 17th century, political and religious disputes raised the Puritan and Presbyterian faction to control of the church, but this ended with the Restoration. The contemporary Church of England still continues to contain several doctrinal strands, now generally known as Anglo-Catholic and Evangelical. This reflects early divisions. In recent times, tensions between theological conservatives and progressives find expression in debates over the current ordination of women and homosexuality within the church.

The Church of England is divided into parishes, grouped into dioceses presided over by a bishop. The Archbishop of Canterbury is the Primate of All England, leading the Church of England and acting as a focus of unity for the wider Anglican Communion. The General Synod is the legislative body for the church and comprises bishops, clergy and laity. Its measures must be approved by both Houses of Parliament.

The Archbishop of Canterbury, Primate of All England, Justin Welby, has a precedence of honour over the other archbishops of the Anglican Communion. He is recognized as primus inter pares, or first among equals. The archbishop does not exercise direct authority in the provinces outside England, but instead acts as a focus of unity.
The Anglican Communion considers itself to be part of the One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church and to be both Catholic and Reformed. For some adherents it represents a non-papal Catholicism, for others a form of Protestantism though without a dominant guiding figure such as Luther, Knox, Calvin, Zwingli or Wesley.[4] For others, their self-identity represents some combination of the two. The Anglican Communion encompasses a wide spectrum of belief and practice including evangelical, liberal, and Catholic.
Thus, like the Roman Catholic "church," the Church of England, which is the Anglican "church," and in the United States of America called The Episcopal Church (TEC), has a man as its "head", denying the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Head of His Church.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Church was not political, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had declared to Pontius Pilate. The Episcopal Church describes itself as being "Protestant, yet Catholic".[5] In 2010, it had 2,125,012 baptized members, of which 1,951,907 were in the U.S., making it the nation's 14th largest denomination.[1][6] As of 2012, membership had declined to 2,066,710 active baptized members, of whom 1,894,181 were in the United States. The church reported that 1,588,057 of the baptized members were "communicants in good standing".[7] The church is also known as the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America (ECUSA).[4][8][9] 

The church was organized after the American Revolution, when it separated from the Church of England whose clergy are required to swear allegiance to the British monarch as Supreme Governor of the Church of England,[10] and became the first Anglican Province outside the British Isles.[11]

In 1513, Henry allied with the Holy Roman Emperor, Maximillian I, and invaded France with a large, well-equipped army, but achieved little at a considerable financial cost. Maximillian, for his part, used the English invasion to his own end, and this prejudiced England's ability to defeat the French. This foray would prove the start of an obsession for Henry, who invaded again in 1544. This time, Henry's forces captured the important city of Boulogne, but again the Holy Roman Emperor, Charles V, supported Henry only as long as he needed to and England, strained by the enormous cost of the war, ransomed the city back for peace.

His contemporaries considered Henry in his prime to be an attractive, educated and accomplished king, and he has been described as "one of the most charismatic rulers to sit on the English throne".[2] Besides ruling with considerable power, he also engaged himself as an author and composer. His desire to provide England with a male heir – which stemmed partly from personal vanity and partly because he believed a daughter would be unable to consolidate the Tudor dynasty and the fragile peace that existed following the Wars of the Roses[3] – led to the two things for which Henry is most remembered: his six marriages and the English Reformation. Henry became morbidly obese and his health suffered, contributing to his death in 1547. He is frequently characterised in his later life as a lustful, egotistical, harsh, and insecure king.[4] He was succeeded by his son Edward VI.

According to one global source, the Vatican is the main destination for over $55 billion in illegal Italian money laundering and the number 8 destination worldwide for laundered money, ranked well ahead of such offshore havens as the Bahamas, Switzerland, and Liechtenstein.

In a recent report by the London Telegraph and the Inside Fraud Bulletin, the Vatican was named as a top "cut out" country along with the offshore banking centers of Nauru, Macao, and Mauritius. A "cut out" country is one whose banking secrecy makes it is all but impossible to trace laundered funds back to their source. 

The Vatican Bank is desperately resisting a legal action for an accounting of stolen World War II assets in a San Francisco Federal court (Alperin v. Vatican Bank) filed by Serb and Jewish Holocaust survivors. Contrary to the above reports, a declaration filed under penalty of perjury by the Vatican Bank's attorney, Franzo Grande Stevens, states in part that the Vatican Bank's "fundamental purpose is to promote pious acts" and that its depositors "are essentially limited to Vatican state employees, members of the Holy See, religious orders, and persons who deposit money destined, at least in part, for works of piety." Stevens also declared to the court that the Pope controls the Vatican Bank and that bank records are not retained after ten years.
It seems that the Vatican Bank, a major illegal money laundering operation, is hiding behind the benign image of John Paul II. Given the Vatican Bank's alleged involvement with Nazi loot and current links to organized crime, a reckoning cannot be far off.
