You know how the worldly "churches" teach:  that the Lord Jesus Christ is the Great Physician.  He came that we are to have life more abundantly.  By His strips we are healed.  All of this is true, but we have to understand the Lord Jesus Christ main concern, and what is being taught in spiritual healing not the physical (Matthew 9:4-6), although the Lord Jesus Christ did heal the physical.  He did so to everyone, including non-believers.  To special people, the Elect though, He told them their faith had healed them.

Matthew 9:18-29

18While he spake these things unto them, behold, there came a certain ruler, and worshipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead: but come and lay thy hand upon her, and she shall live. 

19And Jesus arose, and followed him, and so did his disciples. 

20And, behold, a woman, which was diseased with an issue of blood twelve years, came behind him, and touched the hem of his garment: 

21For she said within herself, If I may but touch his garment, I shall be whole. 

22But Jesus turned him about, and when he saw her, he said, Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith hath made thee whole. And the woman was made whole from that hour. 

23And when Jesus came into the ruler's house, and saw the minstrels and the people making a noise, 

24He said unto them, Give place: for the maid is not dead, but sleepeth. And they laughed him to scorn. 

25But when the people were put forth, he went in, and took her by the hand, and the maid arose. 

26And the fame hereof went abroad into all that land. 

27And when Jesus departed thence, two blind men followed him, crying, and saying, Thou son of David, have mercy on us. 

28And when he was come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith unto them, Believe ye that I am able to do this? They said unto him, Yea, Lord. 

29Then touched he their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it unto you.

If we have spiritual understanding, discernment, we see that it is not the physical that has made us sick, but sin.  It is what comes out of the man (sin) that defiles him, makes him unacceptable spiritually and is what brings forth physical (and spiritual) death.  Those who are Elect of God, though, the physical healings come from faith. 

Matthew 15:16-28

16And Jesus said, Are ye also yet without understanding? 

17Do not ye yet understand, that whatsoever entereth in at the mouth goeth into the belly, and is cast out into the draught? 

18But those things which proceed out of the mouth come forth from the heart; and they defile the man. 

19For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: 

20These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man. 

21Then Jesus went thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon. 

22And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 

23But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 

24But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 

25Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 

26But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs. 

27And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 

28Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.

Notice here that She is of Canaan and not a Jew.  She addresses the Lord Jesus Christ using his Jewish Title, Lord, thou Son of David.  Son of David is a Jewish title.  If she were a Jew he may have spoken directly to her, but being a Gentile she had no claim on Him as Son of David.  It is not until she WORSHIPPED Him, then speaks to Him as a Gentile must speak as He is our Lord alone, begging for mercy at all cost for we have nothing to offer Him.  In this attitude, one of Worship, one of humbling herself before Him and declaring Him as Lord alone, the Lord Jesus then speaks and says her faith is great and has healed her.

 

Does it mean eveyone is healed who are Elect of God?  No, in may be God's Will that we carry this forth in our lives for His Glory.

2 Corinthians 12:7-9


7And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 

8For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 

9And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.

Remember:  Mercy is a plea to change one's condition.  The cry is to change our condition.  God show's Mercy and His Compassion to those He choses to do this to, not everyone.

Exodus 33:18-20

18And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory. 

 19And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy. 

 20And he said, Thou canst not see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live

Romans 9:14-16

14What shall we say then? Is there unrighteousness with God? God forbid. 

15For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. 

16So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy.

Mark 10:47-52


47And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou son of David, have mercy on me. 

48And many charged him that he should hold his peace: but he cried the more a great deal, Thou son of David, have mercy on me. 

49And Jesus stood still, and commanded him to be called. And they call the blind man, saying unto him, Be of good comfort, rise; he calleth thee. 

50And he, casting away his garment, rose, and came to Jesus. 

51And Jesus answered and said unto him, What wilt thou that I should do unto thee? The blind man said unto him, Lord, that I might receive my sight. 

52And Jesus said unto him, Go thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. And immediately he received his sight, and followed Jesus in the way.

Strange that the Lord Jesus Christ ask the man what his request was?  What wilt thou that I should do unto thee? And the blind man said unto him, Son of David that I may receive my sight.  What wilt thou that I should do unto thee? Bartimaeus had cried for mercy without specifying what mercy, and he had asked this mercy of Christ as Messiah, the Son of David. The Lord Jesus Christ therefore in His Royal Majesty asked Bartimaeus to name the mercy, thus suggesting to him the fullness of the treasury of His power and Grace, to which he came.  What means this vehement cry? What is it thou designest by mercy? Is it money thou askest for in order to relieve thy wants? Or is it with understanding you call me the Messiah, the Son of David that thy sight may be restored?  It is the latter.  With this, the Lord Jesus Christ gives him the mercy he sought:  his sight.

Again, see the Gentiles crying for Mercy . . .  However, as the Lord Jesus Christ showed compassion to many who were not Jews, the Elect of God not only had a physical change but a spiritual one.  Only one returned to Worship God the Son by falling down at his feet, which is an act of Worship, because of this great gift of healing the Lord Jesus Christ had done to him by showing him mercy.

Luke 17:11-19

11And it came to pass, as he went to Jerusalem, that he passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee. 

12And as he entered into a certain village, there met him ten men that were lepers, which stood afar off: 

13And they lifted up their voices, and said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. 

14And when he saw them, he said unto them, Go shew yourselves unto the priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were cleansed. 

15And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and with a loud voice glorified God, 

16And fell down on his face at his feet, giving him thanks: and he was a Samaritan. 

17And Jesus answering said, Were there not ten cleansed? but where are the nine? 

18There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. 

19And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee whole.

The blessings are spiritual not health, wealth, and social benefit from being a Christian.  Christianity is not a "sissy" religion.  In fact, it is tougher to be a Christian than not.  We are under command to love the Lord Jesus Christ, as God the Father, more than even our own family.  Anyone who does not is not worthy to be His Disciple.  If we are following True Christianity as a True Worshiper, one of the Elect, the Lord Jesus Christ says the world (satan's family) will hate you (John 17).  We are not a part of that world, not to be even conformed to it (Romans 12:1-3), but to be transformed in our minds to follow what God has done to our hearts.
