
2 Corinthians 12:1-4

1 It is not expedient for me doubtless to glory. I will come to visions and revelations of the Lord.

2 I knew a man in Christ above fourteen years ago, (whether in the body, I cannot tell; or whether out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;) such an one caught up to the third heaven.

3 And I knew such a man, (whether in the body, or out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;)

4 How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter.

Note:  There can be no doubt the Apostle Paul here speaks of himself. Whether Heavenly things were brought down to him, while his body was in a trance, as in the case of ancient Prophets, or whether his soul was dislodged from the body for a time, and taken up into Heaven, or whether he was taken up, body and soul together to Heaven (paradise), he knew not. We are not capable, nor is it fit we should yet know, the particulars of that glorious place and state, Heaven (paradise). The Apostle Paul here did not attempt to publish to the world what he had heard there, but he set forth the Doctrine of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Doctrine of Christ.

The Apostle Paul's past life unfolds before his eyes. The Corinthians obliged him to think of things which he had left behind. After having ended his account, and declared that he would glory in his infirmities alone, there was one circumstance that recurred to him. Nothing can be more natural, more simple, than all these communications.  It was the sovereign power of God in the Lord Jesus Christ, in which the man, he, the Apostle Paul had no part. It was a man in Christ of whom he spoke -- such a one had been caught up to the third Heaven, to paradise, in the body, or out of the body, he knew not.   The third Heaven.  The first heaven, our sky.  The second heaven, the stars, i.e.:  outer space, the third Heaven where God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost with the Hosts of Angels dwell.  The third Heaven, also called the Heaven of Heavens, is distinctly a spiritual realm containing (or being traveled by) Angels and God:



Genesis 28:12
12 And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth, and the top of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels of God ascending and descending on it.

Deuteronomy 10:14
14 Behold, the heaven and the heaven of heavens is the Lord's thy God, the earth also, with all that therein is.


1 Kings 8:27
27 But will God indeed dwell on the earth? behold, the heaven and heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house that I have builded?


Note:  False religions, Islam, Mormons, and Hindus believe in seven heavens.  The seven heavens are the seven layered realms of the spiritual upper world where "generally angels and other spiritual beings" such as Paradise and Hell and the souls of the false prophets exist.

Hell is below and beneath Heaven, not in one of the "seven heavens," as there are only three Heavens mentioned in the Holy Bible, 2 Corinthians 12:1-4.


Isaiah 14:9
9 Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations.

Isaiah 14:15
15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

John 8:23
23 And he said unto them, Ye are from beneath; I am from above: ye are of this world; I am not of this world.

Ezekiel 31:16
16 I made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him down to hell with them that descend into the pit: and all the trees of Eden, the choice and best of Lebanon, all that drink water, shall be comforted in the nether parts of the earth.

Ezekiel 31:17
17 They also went down into hell with him unto them that be slain with the sword; and they that were his arm, that dwelt under his shadow in the midst of the heathen.

Ezekiel 32:21
21 The strong among the mighty shall speak to him out of the midst of hell with them that help him: they are gone down, they lie uncircumcised, slain by the sword.

Ezekiel 32:27
27 And they shall not lie with the mighty that are fallen of the uncircumcised, which are gone down to hell with their weapons of war: and they have laid their swords under their heads, but their iniquities shall be upon their bones, though they were the terror of the mighty in the land of the living.


Amos 9:1-4

1 I saw the Lord standing upon the altar: and he said, Smite the lintel of the door, that the posts may shake: and cut them in the head, all of them; and I will slay the last of them with the sword: he that fleeth of them shall not flee away, and he that escapeth of them shall not be delivered.

2 Though they dig into hell, thence shall mine hand take them; though they climb up to heaven, thence will I bring them down:

3 And though they hide themselves in the top of Carmel, I will search and take them out thence; and though they be hid from my sight in the bottom of the sea, thence will I command the serpent, and he shall bite them:

4 And though they go into captivity before their enemies, thence will I command the sword, and it shall slay them: and I will set mine eyes upon them for evil, and not for good.



Jonah 2:2
2 And said, I cried by reason of mine affliction unto the Lord, and he heard me; out of the belly of hell cried I, and thou heardest my voice.

Note:  Jonah physically died, but spiritually was alive.  When the great fish, shark, spit him out after three days, God brought him back to life.



Matthew 5:22
22 But I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council: but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.

Matthew 10:28
28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.
Note:  Fear God, the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Righteous Judge, who has the authority/power to caste into Hell, the place of torment.


Matthew 11:23
23 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to hell: for if the mighty works, which have been done in thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day.

Note:  Capernaum is the city where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth chose to dwell for a time and to fixed his abode there.  Where the Lord Jesus Christ first began to Preach, and where such a train of miracles were done by Him.  Exalted unto heaven, or seemed to be being such a glorious looking city to behold it sitting very high and lofty, so that it seemed to reach unto heaven.  Capernaum, which is, by interpretation, "the village of comfort," at first sight looks to be a place higher than Mount Carmel, but will be brought low down to Hell.


Matthew 16:18
18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

Note:  ". . . That thou are petros (Peter,) . . ."  Petros in the Greek means:  rock.  Literally a small stone, a pebble, a small rock found along a pathway or roadside.  An isolated rock.  A stone . . . such as a man may throw.  A rock or stone that can be easily moved. " The Lord Jesus Christ said that you, Peter, are just a small stone or pebble, one I found along a pathway or roadside, a rock or stone that can easily be moved.  Upon this rock (Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ would build His Church upon himself, ". . . and upon this rock . . . "  Rock here is a different word from Peter or petros.  Rock now mentioned in the Greek is petra means:   Petra means:  a rock, ledge, cliff, cave, stony ground.  A mass of connected rock, a detached great stone or boulder, a huge mass of rock (a boulder), such as a projecting cliff, a majestic projecting rock, cliff.  The Lord Jesus Christ Himself, the rock, the rock of offense.

Luke 12:5
5 But I will forewarn you whom ye shall fear: Fear him, which after he hath killed hath power to cast into hell; yea, I say unto you, Fear him.

Note:  Fear the Son of God Who has been given All Authority/Power in Heaven and earth by God the Father, Matthew 28:18-19.  The Lord Jesus Christ Who alone is the Judge who has the Authority/Power, John 5:21-23, to cast into Hell, the place of torment.



Luke 16:19-31
19 There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously every day:
20 And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full of sores,
21 And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: moreover the dogs came and licked his sores.

22 And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried;

23 And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom.

24 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame.
Note:  Hell here, the place of torment.


25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented.

26 And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence.

27 Then he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father's house:

28 For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into this place of torment.
Note:  Hell= here the place of torment.


29 Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them.

30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, they will repent.

31 And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.


Note:  The beggar was carried by Angels unto Abraham's bosom.  Angels are in Heaven, the third Heaven.  There, too, was Abraham, the father of the Jewish faith.  This is showing, although the rich man was a Jew, calling him Father Abraham, he did not by his Jewishness enter into Heaven, but was sent to Hell.  There is a great divide between Heaven and Hell, and one who resides in one place cannot go to the other place.

Psalm 16:10
10 For thou wilt not leave my soul in hell; neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.


Note:  Hell here = the grave.

Acts 2:27 
27Because thou wilt not leave my soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.
Note:  Hell here = the grave.


Acts 2:31 
31He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.
Note:  Hell here = the grave.



James 3:6
6 And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and it is set on fire of hell.

Note:  Hell here= the place of torment.



2 Peter 2:4
4 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;

Note:  Hell here = place of torment, chained, waiting judgment (the second judgment).  The Greek word here for Hell is Tartarus ("Tartaros") which means:  thrust down to Tartarus or Gehenna.  Tartarus/Gehenna is different from Sheol/Hades which is the abode of the dead, i.e.:  the grave.  Tartarus ("Tartaros") is a Greek name for the under-world, especially the abode of the damned – hence to cast into hell; to send into the subterranean abyss reserved for demons and the dead alienated from God the Father by denying the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord and Savior.  Tartaros (the deepest abyss of Hades); to incarcerate in eternal torment – thus to be cast down to Hell AND be delivered into chains of darkness . . . The Greek word here of darkness is zophos which means:  Darkness, murkiness, gloom.  The meaning of zophos is murky, appalling gloom, referring to darkness so dense and foreboding it is "felt", gloom (as shrouding like a cloud) -- blackness, darkness, mist;  this is apocalyptic, gloomy darkness associated with the nether world bringing its indescribable despair (incredible gloom). 



Daniel 12:1-3

1 And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book.

2 And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt.

Note:  Many sleep in the dust of the earth, i.e.:  Hell here = place of torment.
Death is oftentimes compared to "sleep," in which the senses are bound up, and the body is in a state of inactivity, John 11:11.  The resurrection from the dead is expressed by awaking out of sleep, when the body shall rise fresh and vigorous, in full health and strength, as a man out of a comfortable sleep, Psalm 17:15.  The word "many" is used because as all will not sleep, so all will not be awakened; there will be some that will be alive and awake at the Lord Jesus Christ's coming, 1 Corinthians 15:51-52.  The innumerable multitude of the dead, the word many is sometimes used for "all,” Romans 5:15.
Some raised from their sleep to everlasting life; to the enjoyment of everlasting life and happiness with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in the world to come; a phrase often used in the New Testament, though never before in the Old.  Expressive of that felicity and bliss which the true Saints of God enjoy in Heaven after this life is over, first in the separate state of the soul, and then, at the resurrection, in soul and body, and of the everlasting continuance of it.  They that shall enjoy this are those that are written in the Lamb's Book of Life, or are ordained unto eternal life, Chosen so before the foundation of the world, , who are redeemed by the blood of the Lamb – the Lord Jesus Christ, regenerated by His Spirit and Grace, justified by His Righteousness, adopted into the family of God through Christ Jesus, are heirs of God, and joint-heirs with the Lord Jesus Christ -- these are the dead in Christ, which rise first, the first Judgment.

Some to shame and everlasting contempt; wicked men, who lived in a course of sin in this world, without any remorse or shame who denied the Lord Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior thus being condemned by God.  When they shall rise from the dead, they will rise with all their sins upon them, and with a full conviction of them in their consciences, and will be ashamed of them.  Will be ashamed of their sins when they appear before God and will be had in contempt by the the Judge the Lord Jesus Christ, by God's elect Angels, and all good men, and this reproach shall never be wiped away.

The Lord Jesus Christ seems manifestly to have respect to this passage, when he speaks of men coming out of their graves at the last day, "some unto the resurrection of life, and others unto the resurrection of damnation," John 5:28-29.  Upon these words by the Lord Jesus Christ it may well be thought the Apostle Paul grounded his faith of the resurrection of the dead, both just and unjust, Acts 24:14-15. 

Though the resurrection of both is spoken of here and elsewhere together, yet it will be at distinct periods of time; the resurrection of the just (the first Judgment) at the beginning of the thousand years, Revelation 20:4-5, and that of the wicked at the end of the thousand years, Revelation 20:11-15.

Between the first and second resurrections, there will be the intermediate state of the Saints dwelling with the Lord Jesus Christ on earth; where they will be favored with Christ Jesus' presence, and the rewards of His Grace, to which the following verse has respect.

3And they that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they that turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever. 

Revelation 20:12-15

12 And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.


Note:  Death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them; "death," which is here represented as a person, and elsewhere as a king, reigning and having power over men, signifies death in general, and every kind of death of which men have died, whether natural or violent, over whom it will now have no longer dominion.  The body that sinned or served God shall, in righteous retribution, be the body also that shall suffer or be rewarded.  "Death" and "Hell" here are personifications.  Death and Hell will be obliged to deliver up all its subjects; and "Hell" here signifies the grave, which will now be opened, and deliver up all its prisoners, all that have been buried in the earth, including those who have died in the waters as we see from Job:

Job 26:5
5 Dead things are formed from under the waters, and the inhabitants thereof.



Note:  The Old Testament Saints only knew Hell as “the realm of the dead”. “Sheol” did not mean a literal grave or a particular sepulcher, but rather referred to the unseen world. The grave was simply a FIGURE OF HELL AND DEATH. So the word was used in a broad sense. It sometimes implies the grave and yet at other times implies Hell damnation, the place of torment.

Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible clearly cannot refer to the grave alone as Hell, because even the righteous go to the grave! However, the wicked go to Hell which is a place of judgment, fire, brimstone, and nashing of teeth, where worms always are turning.

The grave is called Hell (where everyone's body goes who dies on this earth, including Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, the Elect of God,) but there is another Hell which is where the wicked go after judgment.

“Hades” is the New Testament Greek word For the Old Testament word for Hell, “Sheol”. Hades was the way the pagan Greeks understood what Christians call Hell. Again, the word “Hades” has different meanings. We must let the Holy Bible guide our thoughts.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth referred to Hell as:

Mark 9:44
44 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.

Note: Here Hell is the place of torment.

Acts 2:31
31 He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.

Note: Here Hell is the grave.


Further note:  So, we see Hell has two locations, one the grave, the other a place of torment. Lazarus went to the Paradise (Heaven,) but the rich man went to the place of torment, Luke 16:19-31.   The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth did not go to Hell with the damned, the place of torment! Furthermore, the Lord Jesus Christ did not suffer after death being in the place of torment (Hell), but in the grave (Hell). As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died, He said with a loud voice, "It is finished!" It is finished, the debt paid, His work done, the wrath of God turned aside for the sins of His people, His Chosen, His Called, His Elect, the True Worshipers, those Born Again. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Commanded His Spirit to return Home to God the Father. The Lord Jesus Christ's body lay in the grave, Hell. Christ Jesus did not go to the Hell of torment, but the grave; as the Lord Jesus Christ had completed payment, paid the price demanded by God’s Justice, paid the price with His own blood, turning away the wrath of God for all that come to God by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for their Salvation.


Mark 15:36-38

36 And one ran and filled a spunge full of vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink, saying, Let alone; let us see whether Elias will come to take him down.

37 And Jesus cried with a loud voice, and gave up the ghost.

38 And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom.


John 19:30
30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.


Luke 23:46
46 And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, he said, Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: and having said thus, he gave up the ghost.


Note:  The confusion comes from the misunderstanding of Hell. The idea of some terrible underworld ruled by Hades comes from Greek mythology and not from the Holy Bible. Thus, people have drawn into Christianity concepts of Hades/Sheol, Tartarus, and Gehenna, as Hell. However, these three terms have very different meanings and significance, and in no way refer to the underworld of the living dead. 

Hades/Sheol is the Hebrew/Greek word that is often rendered as Hell, but the literal translation is "Underworld," "Mass Grave," "Common Grave," or "pit". The Old Testament designation for the place of the dead (good or bad) are there in the underworld, in different levels or chambers, apartments, the innermost parts, inside. 



Proverbs 7:6-27

6 For at the window of my house I looked through my casement,

7 And beheld among the simple ones, I discerned among the youths, a young man void of understanding,

8 Passing through the street near her corner; and he went the way to her house,

9 In the twilight, in the evening, in the black and dark night:

10 And, behold, there met him a woman with the attire of an harlot, and subtil of heart.

11 (She is loud and stubborn; her feet abide not in her house:

12 Now is she without, now in the streets, and lieth in wait at every corner.)

13 So she caught him, and kissed him, and with an impudent face said unto him,

14 I have peace offerings with me; this day have I payed my vows.

15 Therefore came I forth to meet thee, diligently to seek thy face, and I have found thee.

16 I have decked my bed with coverings of tapestry, with carved works, with fine linen of Egypt.

17 I have perfumed my bed with myrrh, aloes, and cinnamon.

18 Come, let us take our fill of love until the morning: let us solace ourselves with loves.

19 For the goodman is not at home, he is gone a long journey:

Note:  See also Luke 20:9-20.

20 He hath taken a bag of money with him, and will come home at the day appointed.

21 With her much fair speech she caused him to yield, with the flattering of her lips she forced him.

22 He goeth after her straightway, as an ox goeth to the slaughter, or as a fool to the correction of the stocks;

23 Till a dart strike through his liver; as a bird hasteth to the snare, and knoweth not that it is for his life.

24 Hearken unto me now therefore, O ye children, and attend to the words of my mouth.

25 Let not thine heart decline to her ways, go not astray in her paths.

26 For she hath cast down many wounded: yea, many strong men have been slain by her.

27 Her house is the way to hell, going down to the chambers of death.

Note:  Verse 10 above, "And, behold, there met him a woman...". A married woman, an adulteress, as the account of her shows. As soon as she discerned the young man who she knew, by his air, walk, and dress, was a fit person for her lust, she at once set out from her house, or the corner where she stood, and met him. This whore, adulteress, did not wait till he came up and made his suit to her, but she went out, and first attacked him. Wherefore the word "behold" is prefixed as a note of admiration at the impudence of the woman, and as a note of attention for us to observe the consequence of this affair. This woman represents the woman on a scarlet-colored beast, the Mother of Harlots, who, though she pretends to be the spouse of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is naught but an arrant whore, 


Revelation 17:1
1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

Note:  This whore, great in her blasphemies toward God, she wears the attire of a harlot.


Revelation 17:4
4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication:


Note:  This adulteress comes out not with her face veiled, as Tamar was, Genesis 38:14, for though that might be the sign of a whore in the daytime, yet not in the night, as this was. Rather with showy gaudy garments, such as the Athenian whores wore, or short ones (meaning tight to the body), as the Roman whores who would wear their clothes to attract attention which fitted to her body, neat and well shaped, to recommend her. So the woman, representing the whore of Rome, is said to be arrayed in purple and scarlet color, and decked with gold, and precious stones, and pearls. This signifying the outward pomp and splendor of the false Romish religion, designed to captivate weak and unwary minds, 
and subtle of heart. She is a great whore, renown for all of her artful and intriguing methods to seduce and ensnare. Christians all, should be "reserved of heart," i.e.: cautious and wary what she said and says, where she entices by speaking of everything that was encouraging, but kept back what was discouraging. Where she keeps her own heart to herself, while she stole the hearts of others. Christians are to beware of the subtlety of the "popes," "priests," and their Jesuits, as well as other emissaries of Rome, to deceive the hearts of the simple, as the coming of the antichrist was after the working of satan, with all deceivableness of unrighteousness, which will take men down to the pit, Hell.


2 Thessalonians 2:9-12

9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,

10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.

11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.




Isaiah 14:4-20


4 That thou shalt take up this proverb against the king of Babylon, and say, How hath the oppressor ceased! the golden city ceased!

5 The Lord hath broken the staff of the wicked, and the sceptre of the rulers.

6 He who smote the people in wrath with a continual stroke, he that ruled the nations in anger, is persecuted, and none hindereth.

7 The whole earth is at rest, and is quiet: they break forth into singing.

8 Yea, the fir trees rejoice at thee, and the cedars of Lebanon, saying, Since thou art laid down, no feller is come up against us.

9 Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations.

10 All they shall speak and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as we? art thou become like unto us?

11 Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee.

Note:  Hell here is the place of torment.


12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!

13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

16 They that see thee shall narrowly look upon thee, and consider thee, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake kingdoms;

17 That made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; that opened not the house of his prisoners?

18 All the kings of the nations, even all of them, lie in glory, every one in his own house.

19 But thou art cast out of thy grave like an abominable branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through with a sword, that go down to the stones of the pit; as a carcase trodden under feet.

Note:  Stones of the pit,here Hell= the place of torment.

20 Thou shalt not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people: the seed of evildoers shall never be renowned.

Note: satan is cast out of the grave, and does NOT go with them who are in the grave, buried. Instead, Hell, the place of torment is where satan and his demons, and all who are not Christians shall be:



Hell has two locations, one the grave, the other a place of torment.



Ezekiel 31:16 
16I made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him down to hell with them that descend into the pit: and all the trees of Eden, the choice and best of Lebanon, all that drink water, shall be comforted in the nether parts of the earth.


Ezekiel 32:27 
27And they shall not lie with the mighty that are fallen of the uncircumcised, which are gone down to hell with their weapons of war: and they have laid their swords under their heads, but their iniquities shall be upon their bones, though they were the terror of the mighty in the land of the living.


Matthew 11:23 
23And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to hell: for if the mighty works, which have been done in thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day.


Luke 10:15 
15And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted to heaven, shalt be thrust down to hell.


2 Peter 2:4 
4For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;


Note:  Perdition, is the darkest part of Hell, the Hell of torment which means: The destruction which consists of eternal misery in Hell.


John 17:12 
12While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.


Philippians 1:28 
28And in nothing terrified by your adversaries: which is to them an evident token of perdition, but to you of salvation, and that of God.


2 Thessalonians 2:3 
3Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;


1 Timothy 6:9 
9But they that will be rich fall into temptation and a snare, and into many foolish and hurtful lusts, which drown men in destruction and perdition.

Hebrews 10:39 
39But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul.


2 Peter 3:7 
7But the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.
Note: The Second Judgment, the day when ungodly men are sent to perdition, the place of eternal torment, Hell.


Revelation 17:8 

8The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.



Revelation 17:11 
11And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition.



Note:  Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible clearly cannot refer to the grave alone as Hell, because even the righteous go to the grave! However, the wicked go to Hell which is a place of judgment, fire, brimstone, and nashing of teeth, where worms always are turning.

The grave is called Hell (where everyone's body goes who dies on this earth, including Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, the Elect of God,) but there is another Hell which is where the wicked go after judgment.  Hell has two locations, one the grave, the other a place of torment. 

Perdition, is the darkest part of Hell, the Hell of torment which means: The destruction which consists of eternal misery in Hell. The destruction which consists in the loss of Eternal Life, which consists of eternal misery, perdition, the lot of those excluded from the Kingdom of God, that is Heaven.

Christians, are not in Hell in torment when we die, but in the grave (also called Hell) in the Holy Bible.  To be absent from the body for a Christian is to be with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that sits at the right hand of God the Father in Heaven.  The physical body dies, the Spirit immediately, quicker than the blink of an eye goes to Heaven.
1 Corinthians 15:52

52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
2 Corinthians 5:5-9
5 Now he that hath wrought us for the selfsame thing is God, who also hath given unto us the earnest of the Spirit.
6 Therefore we are always confident, knowing that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord:
7 (For we walk by faith, not by sight:)
8 We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord.
9 Wherefore we labour, that, whether present or absent, we may be accepted of him.
Matthew 10:28
28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.
Note:  Fear God, the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Righteous Judge, who has the authority/power to caste into Hell, the place of torment.
Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth didn't got to Hell (the place of torment,) but was in Hell (the grave) for three days. God the Father always has had the keys to Hell and death. Always. The keys of Hell and death were never taken from God, for no one can take anything out of the Father's Hand, for He is stronger than all.



John 10:27-30

27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.
Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is God, the very Son of God, and like His Father, no man is able to pluck anything out of the Son of God's hand, either, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and God the Father are One God, Deuteronomy 6:4-5.

30 I and my Father are one.

Note:  God the Father gave to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- the Elect of God which are His sheep, before the foundation of the world. God the Father, who gave all judgment over to God the Son, gives God the Son the Keys to Hell and death, as the Judge, to cast the ungodly into Hell -- the place of torment.


Revelation 1:18
18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death. 


John 5:21-23

21 For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them; even so the Son quickeneth whom he will.

22 For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son:

23 That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him.
