Desmond Mpilo Tutu (born 7 October 1931) is a South African social rights activist and retired Anglican bishop who rose to worldwide fame during the 1980s as an opponent of apartheid. He was the first black South African Archbishop of Cape Town and primate of the Church of the Province of Southern Africa (now the Anglican Church of Southern Africa).

God Is Not A Christian: Desmond Tutu And The Dalai Lama's Extraordinary Talk On God And Religion
http://www.huffingtonpost.com/2013/01/07/god-is-not-a-christian-tutu-dalai-lama_n_2421553.html
Now that the Dalai Lama had his say, he put his orange visor back on his bald pate.
 Tutu replied, “Let me just say that one of the things we need to establish is that”—long pause—“God is not a Christian.” He paused again and turned to look at the Dalai Lama with a mischievous glint in his eyes. It had the intended effEct. The Tibetan leader laughed with abandon. Apparently, Tutu was not done with horsing around.
 “Are you feeling better?” Tutu asked the Dalai Lama, who inclined his body far away from his friend and covered his eyes in mock surrender.

“We could go on, but . . .” Tutu turned thoughtful. He enunciated his words with great care, and paused for a long time after each phrase. He picked up the Dalai Lama’s earlier thread. “The glory about God is that God is a mystery. God is actually quite incredible in many ways. But God allows us to misunderstand her”—at this, the audience went wild; the applause was loud and spontaneous—“but also to understand her.”

“In Buddhism no creator,” the Dalai Lama said at the Chan Centre. “But we also accept Buddha, bodhisattvas, these higher beings.   Dalai Lama said, "If the circumstances are such that a female Dalai Lama is more useful, then automatically a female Dalai Lama will come."


The Episcopalian "Religion" is straight out of the pits of Hell.  They teach that performing the Seven Sacraments, as originally orchestrated by the Roman Catholic "church" are absolutely essential to go to Heaven. The Episcopal Church is the American Counterpart of the Church of England or Anglican Church of England.  There are 75 million worldwide and 2.3 million in the United States of America, with the Episcopal Church being formed in America in 1789 in Philadelphia.  Membership is on the decline, with a 28% since 1965.  Headquarters in America is in New York for the Episcopal Church.

This church was formed in 1534 when it broke away from the Anglican Church over the matter of King Henry VIII who wanted to divorce his wife and the "pope" wouldn't let him. As Church historian A. A. Davis notes - “There does not seem to have been any doctrinal matter involved at all when the Church of England was born. Luther objected to the Doctrines and the practices of the Roman Catholic "church," but the Church of England seems to have come about purely by accident.

King Henry VIII of England had become dissatisfied with one of his wives, and incidentally he only had six of them. I learned a little ditty many years ago concerning the fate of the wives of Henry VIII. It went like this “Divorced, beheaded, died, divorced, beheaded, survived.” He divorced the first one; he beheaded the second one; the third one was fortunate to die a natural death; the fourth one he divorced; the fifth one he beheaded; but, the sixth one outlived him. He had fallen in love with beautiful Anne Boleyn. He wanted a divorce from Katherine. The "pope" claimed the right, as he has until this day, as supreme authority in domestic affairs. When the Prime Minister of England chided the King regarding his desires, and the 
"pope" would not grant him a divorce, Thomas Cromwell said to him: “You are the King of England . Why don’t you just write a letter to the "pope," and in your own way, tell him to go jump in the lake, then organize "a Church of your own".  Then, write yourself a bill of divorcement, go marry the woman of your choice.” King Henry VII said it was a pretty good idea. That is just about what happened in history. He wanted another wife and he got her. And the world got another false "church". That is just as plain and blunt as I know how to put it. There is not a historian of any reputation that will refute one statement that I have made. Now do not misunderstand me. There were no Doctrinal matters involved at the time of the Church of England’s birth, but after it was instituted, there were many good and needed reforms instituted. They threw overboard some of the most repulsive Roman Catholic Doctrines, the chief one was the celibacy of the Priesthood. The Anglicans do permit their "Priests" to be married. They did away with the Roman Catholic idea of purgatory and limbo, and in the main as a Doctrine, did away with confessional. Though in some instances, they have sought to return it. But they brought with them from the Roman Catholic "church," "their mother 'church'" these same Doctrines, infant baptism, and a state religion.” It was the Church of England, under the enforcement of their laws, that imprisoned John Bunyan, a Baptist Preacher, and kept him in jail for 12 long years in a Bedford prison, during which time he gave to the world that matchless piece of literature, “The Pilgrim’s Progress.” John Bunyan was imprisoned not by the Roman Catholics or the Lutherans, but imprisoned by the Church of England, because he Preached against the baptism of infants. They offered John Bunyan his freedom several different times if he would promise not to Preach against the baptism of infants. (The Trail of Blood, pg. 87)

Though not under "papal" or the "popes" authority, many Roman Catholic practices remain intact in the Church of England, (Anglican) or Episcopal Church.

The Episcopal Church is facing real struggles with liberalism within its ranks.  Most no longer believe the Holy Bible to be God's inerrant word, and many Church leaders do not believe in the Deity of Christ as being the Only Begotten Son of God.




HOW ARE THEY SAVED?

The Episcopal Church believes in a Sacramental Salvation . . .

The Episcopal "church" believes, like Roman Catholicism, in a “sacramental” salvation. It is taught that Salvation is achieved (which is works) by performing the 7 Sacraments, beginning with:  Baptism as an infant, then Confirmation, worshiping the Eucharist (Eucharistic adoration is a practice in the Roman Catholic, Anglo-Catholic and Lutheran traditions, in which the Blessed Sacrament is exposed and adored by the faithful.[1][2]  Adoration is a sign of devotion to and worship of Jesus Christ, who is believed by Catholics to be present Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity, under the appearance of the consecrated host, in the form of hosts or bread. As a devotion, Eucharistic adoration and meditation are more than merely looking at the Blessed Host, but are believed to be a continuation of what was celebrated in the Eucharist.[3] From a theological perspective, the adoration is a form of latria, based on the tenet of the presence of Christ in the Blessed Host.[4][5]  Christian meditation performed in the presence of the Eucharist outside of Mass is called Eucharistic meditation. It has been practiced by such as Peter Julian Eymard, Jean Vianney and Thérèse of Lisieux.[6][7][8][9][10] Authors such as the Venerable Concepcion Cabrera de Armida and Blessed Maria Candida of the Eucharist have produced large volumes of text based on their Eucharistic meditations.[11][12][13]  When the exposure and adoration of the Eucharist is constant (twenty-four hours a day), it is called Perpetual adoration. In a monastery or convent, it is done by the resident monks or nuns and, in a parish, by volunteer parishioners since the 20th century.[14] In the opening prayer of the Perpetual chapel in St. Peter Basilica Pope John Paul II prayed for a perpetual adoration chapel in every parish in the world.[15] Pope Benedict XVI instituted perpetual adoration for the laity in each of the five sectors of the diocese of Rome.[16],) paying penance (Penance is repentance of sins as well as the proper name of the Roman Catholic, Orthodox Christian, and Anglican Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation/Confession. It also plays a part in non-sacramental confession among Lutherans and other Protestants. The word penance derives from Old French and Latin poenitentia, both of which derive from the same root meaning repentance, the desire to be forgiven (in English see contrition). Penance and repentance, similar in their derivation and original sense, have come to symbolize conflicting views of the essence of repentance, arising from the controversy as to the respective merits of "faith" and "good works".  The attitude of penance or repentance can be externalized in acts that a believer imposes on himself or herself, acts that are themselves called penances. Penitential activity is particularly common during the season of Lent and Holy Week. In some cultural traditions, this week, which commemorates the Passion of Christ, may be marked by penances that include flagellantism or even voluntary pseudo-crucifixion. Advent is another season during which, to a lesser extent, penances are performed. Acts of self-discipline are used as tokens of repentance. Positive acts of self-discipline include devoting time to prayer or reading of the Bible or other spiritual books. Examples of negative acts of self-discipline are fasting, continence, abstaining from alcohol or tobacco, or other privations. Self-flagellation and the wearing of a cilice are more rarely used. Such acts have sometimes been called mortification of the flesh, a phrase inspired by Romans 8:13: "If you live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live."  Such acts are associated also with the sacrament. In early Christianity, public penance was imposed on penitents, the severity of which varied according to the seriousness of the offences forgiven. Today the act of penance or satisfaction imposed in connection with the sacrament for the same therapeutic purpose can be set prayers or a certain number of prostrations or an act or omission intended to reinforce what is positive in the penitent's behaviour or to inhibit what is negative. The act imposed is itself called a penance or epitemia,) following Holy Orders (Holy orders in the Roman Catholic "church" includes three orders: bishop, priest, and deacon.

Note:  There are only two Office in a Christian Church, both held by men.  The Office of Bishop, held by a man called an Elder.  The Office of Deacon, also held by a man.

The Roman Catholic "church" regards ordination as a Sacrament. In the phrase "holy orders", the word "holy" simply means "set apart for some purpose." The word "order" (Latin: ordo) designates an established civil body or corporation with a hierarchy, and ordination means legal incorporation into an ordo. In context, therefore, a holy order is simply a group (such as bishop, priest, and deacon,) with a hierarchical structure that is set apart for ministry in the Church, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Holy_orders_(Catholic_Church) (see picture associated with the link to the left),) matrimony, (Marriage (also called matrimony or wedlock) is a socially or ritually recognized union or legal contract between spouses that establishes rights and obligations between them, between them and their children, and between them and their in-laws,) and unction (To anoint is to pour or smear with perfumed oil, milk, water, melted butter or other substances, a process employed ritually by many religions. People and things are anointed to symbolize the introduction of a sacramental or divine influence, a holy emanation, spirit, power or God. It can also be seen as a spiritual mode of ridding persons and things of dangerous influences, as of demons (Persian drug, Greek κηρες Keres, Armenian dev) believed to be or to cause disease.  Unction is another term for anointing. The oil may be called chrism). Unlike most other Protestant Churches which believe the elements of the Communion service (grapejuice or wine, and bread) are merely symbolic, the Episcopal Church believes as does Lutherns and the Roman Catholic "church" in the real presence of Christ in these elements. (Mead’s pg. 134, 11 ed.)


Infant Baptism
The Anglican Church practices infant baptism, teaching that infants receive the Holy Spirit and are regenerated through baptism. Baptism is by pouring, sprinkling, or immersion. Baptism, as one of the Sacraments and channels of grace is necessary for salvation in the Episcopal Church. “The 39 Articles allow for teaching baptismal regeneration” Religious Bodies of America (pg. 290)

There are several "Christian" denominations which were originally formed because of their opposition to infant baptism, making a stand against the Roman Catholic system of error. It certainly is true that the Doctrine of regeneration by infant baptism is heresy.  Along with this heresy, some "Christian churches" now have more heretical rules than the Pharisees. They place importance on adult baptism that is not in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible. They say one is not saved by Baptism on the one hand, but on the other hand they say that one is disobedient to the point of being lost if they do not get Baptized. They will not allow membership in their denomination without an approved Baptism in their denomination. Some of these "churches" even impose dress codes, attendance, and social codes that are strictly heretical, but incorrectly refer to this legalism as simply being fundamental. "I do believe that something happens at the baptism of an infant, particularly if the parents are Christians and teach their children Christian truths from childhood. We cannot fully understand the mysteries of God, but I believe a miracle can happen in these children so that they are regenerated, that is, made Christians through infant baptism. If you want to call that baptismal regeneration, that's all right with me" (10/10/61, The Lutheran Standard).

Bockelman said, "One would assume that, as a Baptist, Dr. Billy Graham would be opposed to infant baptism." Bockelman not only found this not to be the case, but that Graham's wife, Ruth, and all their children but the youngest, were baptized as infants. (Reported in the Summer 1991 Dorea, pp. 9-10.)

Stained-glass windows, gleaming altars, vested choirs, and a glorious ritual are not only beautiful, but also give the worshiper a deep sense of the continuity of the Christian spirit and tradition. Next to the stress on episocopacy, its liturgical worship is a distinguishing feature, varying in degree according to high-or low-church inclinations. Its roots are in the Church of England and include the reading, recitation, and intonation by priest, people and choir of the historic general confession, general thanksgiving, collects, psalms, and prayers.


Ecumenism
For the past two decades or more many Anglican leaders, including the archbishops, have been attempting to reconcile the Church of England with the Roman Catholic "church". The Episcopal Church is very active in all ecumenical ventures and is a member of both the National Council of Churches and The World Council of Churches.

Those who hold for the importance of Apostolic Succession via episcopal laying on of hands appeal to the New Testament, which, they say, implies a personal Apostolic Succession (from the Apostle Paul to Timothy and Titus, for example). They appeal as well to other documents of the early Church, especially the Epistle of Saint Clement.  In this context, Clement explicitly states that the Apostles appointed Bishops as successors and directed that these Bishops should in turn appoint their own successors; given this, such leaders of the Church were not to be removed without cause and not in this way.  Further, proponents of the necessity of the personal Apostolic Succession of Bishops within the Church point to the universal practice of the undivided early Church (up to AD 431), before being divided into the Church of the East, Oriental Orthodoxy, the Eastern Orthodox Church and the Roman Catholic Church.

Many Protestants deny the need for this type of continuity[1][6] and the historical claims involved have been severely questioned; Eric Jay comments that the account given of the emergence of the episcopate in chapter III of Lumen Gentium "is very sketchy, and many ambiguities in the early history of the Christian ministry are passed over"[7]
