“Stand for what is right. Even if it means standing alone.”   As did Antipas in the Holy Bible:

Antipas is one of the few martyrs mentioned in the Holy Bible by name. Not only is he mentioned in the Holy Bible, he was spoken of by the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Revelation 2:13, below, which records the martyrdom of Antipas, who did not deny the Faith and was faithful to the point of death.
Antipas' martyrdom cannot be refuted of his death as recorded in 92 A.D. by Simeon Metaphrastes is that he was roasted alive in a copper bull-shaped altar. Antipas refused to deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and “worship the Roman Emperor” Valentinian II (375-92 A.D.,) just as the Hebrews young men, Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael and Azariah (more commonly known by their Babylonian names – Belteshazzar (Daniel), Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego) refused to worship anything or anybody except the one True God, Jehovah God.  Antipas was martyrd in front of his Congregation for refusing to deny the Lord Jesus Christ.
Antipas, whose name means “against all,” was advised that “The whole world is against you!” for believing in and following the Lord Jesus Christ as the Son of God; refusing to worship the Emperor as "god" as a result he was sentenced to be martyred.  His response was, “Then, I am against the whole world!”  Antipas refused to deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as his Lord, God, and Savior.  The Lord Jesus Christ mentions Antipas in the Book of Revelation:
Revelation 2:13
13 I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, even where Satan's seat is: and thou holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.
