3 The words of his mouth are iniquity and deceit: he hath left off to be wise, and to do good.
 

Psalm 37:3
3 Trust in the Lord, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed.

 

Psalm 37:27
27 Depart from evil, and do good; and dwell for evermore.

 

Psalm 53:1

1The fool hath said in his heart, There is no God. Corrupt are they, and have done abominable iniquity: there is none that doeth good.
 

Psalm 53:3
3 Every one of them is gone back: they are altogether become filthy; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.
Psalm 119:68
68 Thou art good, and doest good; teach me thy statutes.
Note:  So we see, that there is no man who does good.  Only God is good, and only God does good.  A man can do good, but he still is not good.  Again, only God is good.

 
Proverbs 11:17
17 The merciful man doeth good to his own soul: but he that is cruel troubleth his own flesh.
Note:  Showing mercy is doing good.

 

Proverbs 17:22
22 A merry heart doeth good like a medicine: but a broken spirit drieth the bones.
Note:  A merry heart, then, in showing mercy, is like a medicine, it can heal.

 

Ecclesiastes 3:12
12 I know that there is no good in them, but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life.
 

 

Ecclesiastes 7:20
20 For there is not a just man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not.
Note:  No man is able to be just, do good, and not to sin.  Only God has that ability, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

 

 

Jeremiah 4:22
22 For my people is foolish, they have not known me; they are sottish children, and they have none understanding: they are wise to do evil, but to do good they have no knowledge.

Note:   Sottish in the Hebrew means:  silly, like to play, act as fools, foolish.

 

Jeremiah 13:23
23 Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? then may ye also do good, that are accustomed to do evil.

Note:  Just like an Ethiopian or a leopard cannot change the way they look, neither can a man do good, for they are accustomed to do evil.  Accustomed in the Hebrew means:  Disciples or learners of evil, taught to do evil, become accustomed to doing evil, becoming expert in doing evil, skillful in doing evil.
 

Micah 2:7
7 O thou that art named the house of Jacob, is the spirit of the Lord straitened? are these his doings? do not my words do good to him that walketh uprightly?

Note:  The Word of God does good to him (shows mercy) is like medicine to him that walketh upright, one who follows the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

 
Zephaniah 1:12
12 And it shall come to pass at that time, that I will search Jerusalem with candles, and punish the men that are settled on their lees: that say in their heart, The Lord will not do good, neither will he do evil.

Note:  They deny God will dispense rewards and punishments. In the day of the Lord's Judgment, it will clearly appear that those who perish, fall to Divine Justice for breaking God's Law, will spend all eternity in Hell for they have no interest by faith in the Redeemer's, the Lord Jesus Christ's Atoning Sacrifice of Himself for their sins.

 

 

Matthew 19:17
17 And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.
Note:  Since he was not calling the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth good, not calling Christ Jesus God, did not come to Worship the Lord Jesus Christ as God, but was instead relying on his works to keep the Law.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ tells him that if he was to enter into Eternal Life, he would have to keep the Commandments -- perfectly.  Not to err even once in his whole life.  Not to think evil, nor do evil.   However, the problem has already been determined by God, and reported to man by the Prophet Jeremiah, in Jeremiah 13:23 above, and again below, in that man has learned his whole life to do evil.  Therefore, what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was telling him that He could not enter into Heaven by his false attempt at keeping God's Law perfectly.  Why, because man is evil.  Man is expert at being evil.  Our sin covers every part of us:  our mind, body, soul.  Our heart is stony, dead in its trespasses and sins, Ephesians 2:1-9, and in that condition a man cannot even see God, much less enter into Eternal Life.

Jeremiah 13:23
23 Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? then may ye also do good, that are accustomed to do evil.

Note:  Just like an Ethiopian or a leopard cannot change the way they look, neither can a man do good, for the are  accustomed to do evil.  Accustomed in the Hebrew means:  Disciples or learners of evil, taught to do evil, become accustomed to doing evil, becoming expert in doing evil, skillful in doing evil.


Psalm 73:1

1Truly God is good to Israel, even to such as are of a clean heart.

 

Deuteronomy 4:31
31 (For the Lord thy God is a merciful God;) he will not forsake thee, neither destroy thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers which he sware unto them.

 

2 Chronicles 30:9
9 For if ye turn again unto the Lord, your brethren and your children shall find compassion before them that lead them captive, so that they shall come again into this land: for the Lord your God is gracious and merciful, and will not turn away his face from you, if ye return unto him.

Matthew 5:44-45
44 But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;
45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.
Note: Do good here means:  Show mercy, even when they don't deserve it.  Not feigned (feigned:  not genuine or real) forgiveness.  Not acting out forgiveness.  Act toward them so that others will speak well of your actions, so that your actions will be well-perceived, viewed as good.  Do good like someone who is winsomely attractive:  (winsome means:  generally pleasing and engaging often because of a childlike charm and innocence.  Free of anger).

 

 Matthew 12:7
7 But if ye had known what this meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice, ye would not have condemned the guiltless.

Note:  See Hosea 6:6 below:

Hosea 6:6
6 For I desired mercy, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings.

 

Hosea 1:7
7 But I will have mercy upon the house of Judah, and will save them by the Lord their God, and will not save them by bow, nor by sword, nor by battle, by horses, nor by horsemen.

 

Deuteronomy 6:25
25 And it shall be our righteousness, if we observe to do all these commandments before the Lord our God, as he hath commanded us.

 

Exodus 33:19
19 And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of the Lord before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy.
 

Exodus 34:7
7 Keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation.

 

Romans 9:15
15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.
 

Romans 12:2
2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.
Note:  Good here in the Greek means:  Intrinsically good, good by its very nature, good whether it be seen to be so or not.   Not part of man's nature.  This describes what originates from God and is empowered by Him in their life, through faith.  What is God's Will for us to do?  Show Mercy and He has shown Mercy to us.

Romans 13:4
4 For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.

 

Philippians 2:13
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

Note:  Good here in the Greek means:   Good-will (Goodwill:  Willing effort:  because of one's own will, cheerful consent, benevolent interest or concern,) favor, pleasure, satisfaction, happiness, wish, purpose or desire.
Hebrews 13:16
16 But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.

 Note:  Good here means:  Beneficence (Beneficence:  doing or producing good, especially by performing acts of kindness and charity) -- to do good.  

3 John 1:11
11 Beloved, follow not that which is evil, but that which is good. He that doeth good is of God: but he that doeth evil hath not seen God.
Note:  First good, i.e.:  " . . . but that which is good."  That which is intrinsically good, good in nature, good whether it be seen to be so or not.  Second good, i.e.:  "He that doeth good is of God: . . ."  Properly, to do what is inherently good, i.e. is inspired and powered by God.  To be a a well-doer (as a favor or a duty).  To do some one a favor for their benefit.   

 

Mark 3:4
4 And he saith unto them, Is it lawful to do good on the sabbath days, or to do evil? to save life, or to kill? But they held their peace.

 Note:  Mark 3:4; Luke 6:9; Luke 6:35; 1 Peter 2:15; 1 Peter 2:20; 1 Peter 2:17
Luke 6:9
9 Then said Jesus unto them, I will ask you one thing; Is it lawful on the sabbath days to do good, or to do evil? to save life, or to destroy it?

 

Luke 6:27-28
27 But I say unto you which hear, Love your enemies, do good to them which hate you,
28 Bless them that curse you, and pray for them which despitefully use you.

 

Luke 6:33
33 And if ye do good to them which do good to you, what thank have ye? for sinners also do even the same.

 

Luke 6:35
35 But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend, hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be the children of the Highest: for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the evil.

 

John 5:29
29 And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.

 

Acts 10:38
38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.
Note:  Good here in the Greek means:   Intrinsically good, good in nature, good whether it be seen to be so or not.  It is their very nature now to do good, not evil.  Describes what originates from God and is empowered by Him in their life, through faith.

Romans 3:12
12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.
 

Romans 7:21
21 I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me.
Note:  As the Law of God exhorts to goodness, so does the Law of sin (that is, the corruption in which we are born) forces us to wickedness.  Our mind, in that it is regenerated (Saved by the Grace of God by faith alone in His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) coexists with the Law of God, but the flesh, that is, the whole natural man, is a bond slave to the Law of sin. Therefore, in short, wickedness and death are not of the Law, but of sin, which reigns in those that are not regenerated (Saved,) for they neither wish to do good, neither do they do good, but they wish and do evil.  In those that are regenerated (Saved,) it strives against the Holy Spirit or Law of the mind, so that they cannot live at all as well as they want to, or be as free of sin as they want to.
 

Galatians 6:10
10 As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of faith.
 

1 Timothy 6:17-19
17 Charge them that are rich in this world, that they be not highminded, nor trust in uncertain riches, but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy;
18 That they do good, that they be rich in good works, ready to distribute, willing to communicate;
19 Laying up in store for themselves a good foundation against the time to come, that they may lay hold on eternal life.

 

James 4:17
17 Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.

 

1 Peter 3:11
11 Let him eschew evil, and do good; let him seek peace, and ensue it.

 

Zechariah 7:8-10
8 And the word of the Lord came unto Zechariah, saying,
9 Thus speaketh the Lord of hosts, saying, Execute true judgment, and shew mercy and compassions every man to his brother:
10 And oppress not the widow, nor the fatherless, the stranger, nor the poor; and let none of you imagine evil against his brother in your heart.

 

Psalm 89:14
14 Justice and judgment are the habitation of thy throne: mercy and truth shall go before thy face.
 

Isaiah 16:5
5 And in mercy shall the throne be established: and he shall sit upon it in truth in the tabernacle of David, judging, and seeking judgment, and hasting righteousness.
 

Deuteronomy 7:11-13
11 Thou shalt therefore keep the commandments, and the statutes, and the judgments, which I command thee this day, to do them.
12 Wherefore it shall come to pass, if ye hearken to these judgments, and keep, and do them, that the Lord thy God shall keep unto thee the covenant and the mercy which he sware unto thy fathers:

29 But he, willing to justify himself, said unto Jesus, And who is my neighbour?
30 And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead.
31 And by chance there came down a certain priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by on the other side.
32 And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, came and looked on him, and passed by on the other side.
33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was: and when he saw him, he had compassion on him,
34 And went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him.

12 For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.
Note:  Merciful in the Greek means:  Covenant-mercy:  Which delivers or rescues the Born Again Believer by the Lord Jesus Christ's Atonement of Himself (bringing Divine satisfaction by appeasing God's Wrath against sin).  
Let's see what the Holy Bible declares about this God Who rescues and delivers:

Daniel 6:25-27
25 Then king Darius wrote unto all people, nations, and languages, that dwell in all the earth; Peace be multiplied unto you.

26 I make a decree, That in every dominion of my kingdom men tremble and fear before the God of Daniel: for he is the living God, and stedfast for ever, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed, and his dominion shall be even unto the end.

27 He delivereth and rescueth, and he worketh signs and wonders in heaven and in earth, who hath delivered Daniel from the power of the lions.
Note:  These two words in the Hebrew, delivereth and rescueth do not have an alternate meaning.  Simply:  Delivers and rescues (from His Wrath).

 
Hebrews 8:12
12 For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 
Note:  Merciful in the Greek means:  Covenant-mercy:  Which delivers or rescues the Born Again Believer by the Lord Jesus Christ's Atonement of Himself (bringing Divine satisfaction by appeasing God's Wrath against sin).
