Linda, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as satan was trying to use the Word of God -- as though that was possible, by quoting it to the Lord Jesus Christ out of context to try and temp the Lord Jesus Christ said to satan:
Matthew 4:1-11

 1Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil. 

 2And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred. 

 3And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. 

 4But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 
 5Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, 

 6And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. 

 7Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. 
 8Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; 

 9And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. 

 10Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 
 11Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him. 

Let's look at some important principles here.  satan uses Holy Scripture, quotes it to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, verse 4, " . . . It is written . . ."
First principle:  Lots, and lots, -- most "preachers" today are false teachers, wolves in sheep's clothing, "ministers of light" as they try to be, and they use and quote Holy Scripture, for even their father, satan, who is the tempter, the deceiver, quotes Holy Scripture.  Many people, complain and challenge the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Holy Judge on Judgment Day, that He maybe perfect in every way . . . except, He got it wrong concerning them:
Matthew 7:21-23
21Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. 
 22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 

 23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.


Note:  This doubling of the name by the Jews is expressive "of love," and finding “Grace and favor”.  They try and use this ploy against the Lord Jesus Christ during judgment . . . , i.e.:  We "love you.  We are in your "Grace" and have your "favor," because we've DONE . . .


The response to by the Lord Jesus Christ to these who claim they "love Him," is:  I never knew you . . . He then passes Judgment instantly and with finality, and cast them into Hell for all eternity.

Luke 6:45-46

 45A good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is evil: for of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh. 
 46And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?




Second principle:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth explains how to defeat those who falsely makes claims with Holy Scripture, once discernment is used and they are found NOT to be His.  How . . . by "testing the Spirits".  The Lord Jesus Christ, too, quotes extensively from the Holy Bible, but correctly:  "It is written . . ."  Thus sayeth the Lord, etc . . .  Then, EVERY WORD of God is important.  A single Word, added or taken away changes the whole of the Truth.  satan knows this, and his children know this, so they love to twist or change the meaning of a single word so that "it sounds right to man."

It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 
Proverbs 14:12-13

 12There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death. 
 13Even in laughter the heart is sorrowful; and the end of that mirth is heaviness.


The Lord Jesus Christ gave a direct Command not to change a single word, period.:

Revelation 22:18-19


18For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: 

 19And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

Matthew 24:35


 35Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.


The "contradictions" which appear, is because man in "his wisdom" hasn't study the Word of God having the Holy Spirit enlighten his eyes and ears to God's Truth, which is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Word.
John 5:33


 33Ye sent unto John, and he bare witness unto the truth.


John 1:14-18

14And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

15John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spake, He that cometh after me is preferred before me: for he was before me. 

 16And of his fulness have all we received, and grace for grace. 
 17For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. 
 18No man hath seen God at any time, the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

John 8:31-32

 31Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 

 32And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.
John 8:36

36If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.

John 8:45-46

 45And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. 

 46Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me?

John 7:28

 28Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know me, and ye know whence I am: and I am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye know not.



John 5:19-20


19Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. 

 20For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself doeth: and he will shew him greater works than these, that ye may marvel.

There are those today who claim "truth," like the Scribes and the Pharisees, but they would like them seek to kill the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who IS GOD'S TRUTH.
John 8:37-38


37I know that ye are Abraham's seed; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you. 

 38I speak that which I have seen with my Father: and ye do that which ye have seen with your father.
John 8:25-29


25Then said they unto him, Who art thou? And Jesus saith unto them, Even the same that I said unto you from the beginning. 
 26I have many things to say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him. 
 27They understood not that he spake to them of the Father. 
 28Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. 
 29And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.
John 14:6


6Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.



Now, Linda, to answer your question.  Truth cannot change.  If something is pure, clean, whole or complete, if you add to it, or take away from it, then it is no longer True.  Thus, the Command by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth not to add to nor take away anything from the Book, the Holy Bible.

I can speak Truth, I can omit in the midst of speaking that Truth other information then that Truth becomes deception.  When we go into a Court of Law, at least they used to ask you to place your left hand on the Holy Bible, raise your right hand and swear to ". . . tell the truth, the WHOLE truth, and nothing but the truth."  Why?  Simply because partial Truth, although true is deception.



Mark 1:34-38

 34And he healed many that were sick of divers diseases, and cast out many devils; and suffered not the devils to speak, because they knew him. 

 35And in the morning, rising up a great while before day, he went out, and departed into a solitary place, and there prayed. 

 36And Simon and they that were with him followed after him. 

 37And when they had found him, they said unto him, All men seek for thee. 
 38And he said unto them, Let us go into the next towns, that I may preach there also: for therefore came I forth.

Did every single man on the face of the earth seek after the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth?  No.  Those who were in the group of people who lived in that day, and had heard of or seen the Lord Jesus Christ's mighty works.

Mark 5:19-21

 19Howbeit Jesus suffered him not, but saith unto him, Go home to thy friends, and tell them how great things the Lord hath done for thee, and hath had compassion on thee. 

 20And he departed, and began to publish in Decapolis how great things Jesus had done for him: and all men did marvel. 
 21And when Jesus was passed over again by ship unto the other side, much people gathered unto him: and he was nigh unto the sea.

Did every single man on the face of the earth marvel?  No.  All men in a group, those who had heard from this man about the Lord Jesus Christ marveled.
Mark 11:28-33

28And say unto him, By what authority doest thou these things? and who gave thee this authority to do these things? 

 29And Jesus answered and said unto them, I will also ask of you one question, and answer me, and I will tell you by what authority I do these things. 

 30The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or of men? answer me. 

 31And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven; he will say, Why then did ye not believe him? 

 32But if we shall say, Of men; they feared the people: for all men counted John, that he was a prophet indeed. 
 33And they answered and said unto Jesus, We cannot tell. And Jesus answering saith unto them, Neither do I tell you by what authority I do these things.

Did everyone on the face of the earth count John the Baptist as a Prophet indeed?  No, those who heard of John the Baptist or heard his Preaching, who believed him to speak God's Truth, believed John the Baptist was a Prophet of God.
Mark 13:12-13

12Now the brother shall betray the brother to death, and the father the son; and children shall rise up against their parents, and shall cause them to be put to death. 
 13And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.

Will the Apostles be hated of all men, above all other men or by all men?  No, just those who hate God, and His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  No, True Worshipers, those Born Again, do not and did not hate the Apostles.  All here does not mean every single person on the face of the earth, but a group; those who hate God and His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Luke 3:15-16

15And as the people were in expectation, and all men mused in their hearts of John, whether he were the Christ, or not; 
 16John answered, saying unto them all, I indeed baptize you with water; but one mightier than I cometh, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with fire:

Did every person on the face of the earth wonder in their hearts if John the Baptist was the Messiah, the Christ?  No, John the Baptist said unto the all, everyone there in that group.
John 1:6-8

 6There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 

 7The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe. 
 8He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.

Was John the Baptist so simple, so gullible to believe that if he bore witness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that all men who ever lived, all those on the face of the earth during his time would believe?  No.  All doesn't mean every single person on the face of the earth.  All means a group.  All men of a group, those Called by God the Father before the foundation of the world, might believe since he bore witness of the Lord Jesus Christ.
John 12:31-33

31Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. 

 32And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me. 
 33This he said, signifying what death he should die.

Is every single person on the earth drawn to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, because He was crucified at Calvary?  No  All men of a group, though, those who are Christians are drawn to Him.  Many hate the Lord Jesus Christ even today.
Acts 4:19-21

 19But Peter and John answered and said unto them, Whether it be right in the sight of God to hearken unto you more than unto God, judge ye. 

 20For we cannot but speak the things which we have seen and heard. 

 21So when they had further threatened them, they let them go, finding nothing how they might punish them, because of the people: for all men glorified God for that which was done.
Did every single person on the face of the earth, including all of the Scribes and the Pharisees glorify God because of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's death on the Cross of Calvary?  No.  All those who Worship God, and who understood the Truth of the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ and who believed on Him gloried God.
1 Timothy 2:1-4

 1I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; 
 2For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. 

 3For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 

 4Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.

Is it God's Will that all men, every single person on the face of the earth, be saved?  Let's look at the Greek for the word "all":
Original Word: πᾶς, πᾶσα, πᾶν
Part of Speech: Adjective
Transliteration: pas
Phonetic Spelling: (pas)
Short Definition: (all, the whole, whosoever, every kind, each, every ( every meaning "as many as")) all here means "all" in the sense of "each (every) part (or person) to whom it applies." The emphasis of the total picture then is on "one piece at a time." (ananeóō) then focuses on the part(s) making up the whole or a group – viewing the whole in terms of the individual parts.
So, the Apostle Paul declares that they were to first of all give prayers, thanks, etc . . . , and that they are to be made for all men (every person to whom it should apply, i.e.:  Kings, and all in authority.  Why?  , " . . . that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty."

Who will that all men (every person to whom it should apply) . . . to be saved.  Do you "worship" a god who wills that all men are saved, and then caste some out who claim love for Him in and by His Only begotten Son?  Makes no sense does it.  Is that "god" so week that he "wills" all men to be save, but does not save them nor even prays for them?  John 17:9, 20-21.
All can mean individually every single person, or collectively all within a group, or some of all types (which form a group):
... "the whole world has gone after him" Did all the world go after the Lord Jesus Christ? "then went all Judea, and were baptized of him in Jordan."  Was all Judea, or all Jerusalem, baptized in Jordan? "Ye are of God, little children", and the whole world lieth in the wicked one". Does the whole world there mean everybody, even those who are Saved, lies in satan? The words "world" and "all" are used in some seven or eight senses in Holy Scripture, and it is very rarely that the word "all" means all persons, taken individually. The words are generally used to signify that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has redeemed some of all sorts -- some Jews, some Gentiles, some rich, some poor, some slave, some free, and has not restricted His redemption to either Jew or Gentile ... 
Acts 2:46-47

 46And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart, 

 47Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.
Acts 13:48

 48And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.
Not all are saved, except those that SHOULD BE, as they were ordained to eternal life (Chosen, Called, True Worshipers, those Born Again).  Do all follow the antiChrist?

Revelation 13:8
8And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
Revelation 17:8

8The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.

" . . . : and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder . . . "  all that live on the earth, EXCEPT:  those . . . whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, (shall not wonder) after the beast . . .
The Greek word "wonder" means:  to wonder, wonder at, marvel, to admire, to be wondered at, to be had in admiration.  Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is always specific.  It doesn't say . . . might wonder, or could wonder, but SHALL WONDER (admire, marvel at, held in admiration).
