Matthew 16:1-4
1 The Pharisees also with the Sadducees came, and tempting desired him that he would shew them a sign from heaven.

2 He answered and said unto them, When it is evening, ye say, It will be fair weather: for the sky is red.

3 And in the morning, It will be foul weather to day: for the sky is red and lowering. O ye hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky; but can ye not discern the signs of the times?
Note:  Hypocrite in the Greek means:  actor.  They acted as though they were little gods, having the ability to discern between good and evil, and the time of the Messiah's appearing, but missed the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
4 A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas. And he left them, and departed.


Note:  The Pharisees and the Sadducees came together, and because they were of their father, satan, the devil, they challenge the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the very Son of God.  Just as satan did challenge God in the Garden of Eden:
Genesis 3:1-6
 1Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? 
2And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: 
3But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.
4And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: 

5For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. 

6And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. 

Note:  Man has come to be as gods, knowing good and evil, being able to discern right and wrong, good and evil.  However, God has taken that discernment away from those who are lost, so they can discern the weather, but not when the Son of God Himself appears.

Genesis 3:21-23
21 Unto Adam also and to his wife did the Lord God make coats of skins, and clothed them.

22 And the Lord God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:

23 Therefore the Lord God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.

Trends since 1986

For example, between 1986 and 1996 (inclusive), a period of 11 years, there were "just" 15 earthquakes listed by USGS of magnitude 7.0 or greater. This is not markedly different (albeit a slight decrease) from previous (similar periods) during the 20th century, where an average of around 18 occurred.


However, between 1997 and 2007, a period of only 11 years, there were 99 earthquakes with magnitude 7.0 or greater : This is more than a six-fold increase on the previous similar period - and is a stark increase on any earlier decades in 20th century, too.
The trends, particularly since 1997 support the wider realization of Biblical Prophesy concerning the "End Times".

Matthew 24:1-31
 1And Jesus went out, and departed from the temple: and his disciples came to him for to shew him the buildings of the temple. 
 2And Jesus said unto them, See ye not all these things? verily I say unto you, There shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down. 
 3And as he sat upon the mount of Olives, the disciples came unto him privately, saying, Tell us, when shall these things be? and what shall be the sign of thy coming, and of the end of the world? 
 4And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. 
 5For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. 
 6And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet. 
 7For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. 
 8All these are the beginning of sorrows. 
 9Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake. 
 10And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another. 
 11And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many. 
 12And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold. 
 13But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. 
 14And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come. 
 15When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) 
 16Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains: 
 17Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing out of his house: 
 18Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. 
 19And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! 
 20But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day: 
 21For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be. 
 22And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those days shall be shortened. 
 23Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is Christ, or there; believe it not. 
 24For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect. 
 25Behold, I have told you before. 
 26Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret chambers; believe it not. 
 27For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. 
 28For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together. 
 29Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken: 
 30And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. 
 31And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.  
Note:  The Elect being gathered had met the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in the air (taken to Paradise, Heaven immediately), and been held in Heaven until the Tribulation of those days end.  Immediately after the tribulation of those days . . . and THEN SHALL APPEAR . . . the Son of Man coming in the clouds of Heaven with power and great glory . . . and the Holy Angels shall gather together His Elect from one end of Heaven to the other, not from the earth, as the Rapture had already happened BEFORE the Tribulation of those days.

Let's see what the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth proclaims:



Psalm 82:6
6 I have said , Ye are gods; and all of you are children of the most High.


Note:  What is being spoken of by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is that the one's contending with Him, the Scribes and the Pharisees were as gods, in that they were called to be the Judges over others, that is they were called to determine good or evil according to what was written in God's Law, and they were the higher powers of the nation of Israel, ordained by God to make these judgments.  Much of the Jews authority in this realm was taken from them by the Romans, and since that time the secular authorities which are Ordained by God, determine good or evil of their citizens according to their laws, and because these secular authorities do, in some sort, represent the Divine Majesty, in the government of nations and kingdoms, these powers now lie with them.  This was so during the early days of the Apostles.  Example, having one put to death was taken from the religious leaders, and placed into the hands of the pagan Romans.  That is why the Jews took the Lord Jesus Christ in front of the secular kings.



John 10:33-38

33 The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God.

34 Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods?

35 If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the scripture cannot be broken;
Note:  Don't miss Who had said this in the Old Testament, i.e.:  the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, “I said, Ye are gods?” whom Asaph had Prophesied concerning in Psalm 82:6 above as saying, 1 Chronicles 25:1-2.

36 Say ye of him, whom the Father hath sanctified, and sent into the world, Thou blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of God?

37 If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not.

38 But if I do, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I in him.


Genesis 3:5
5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.



Romans 13:1
1 Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God  : the powers that be are ordained of God.

Note:  Higher powers are civil authorities, they are secular government officials and are sometimes called principalities and powers. 



Titus 3:1 
1 Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work,

Note:  Higher Powers are sometimes called principalities and powers, those ordained by God for His purpose.  We are to submit ourselves to every ordinance (law) of man, unless it goes against God's Law, against God's Holy Word. 



1 Peter 2:12-18

12 Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that, whereas they speak against you as evildoers, they may by your good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.

13 Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme;

14 Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do well.

15 For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men:

16 As free, and not using your liberty for a cloke of maliciousness, but as the servants of God.

17 Honour all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honour the king.

Note:  Honour all men.  Honour here in the Greek means:  to value them, value the preciousness of the individual, and to show forth love to them, brotherly love.  THEN, the Apostle Peter divides the civil life of man, by occasion of those things of which he spoke above, into two general parts: that is, into those duties which private men owe to private men, and especially the faithful Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers to the faithful Born Again Believers, and into that subjection by which inferiors are bound to their superiors, as Commanded by the Apostle Paul, 1 Corinthians 11:3, but so that kings are not made equal to God, seeing that fear alone is due to God alone Who has the Authority/Power to cast into Hell, Matthew 10:28, i.e:  that is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who is the sole Judge and at once both equal to God the Father, John 10:33, Philippians 2:5-11, and at the same time under God the Father, Who alone as the Judge then has the Authority/Power to cast into Hell for all eternity and to Save those Whom He chooses, John 5:21-23, www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc, and honor to kings. Honour the king and/or governor, who, so far as he acts the part of a civil magistrate:   preserves the peace, the property, the prosperity, and the liberty of his subjects, and is a terror to evil workers, and an encourager of good ones, and who is to rule according to the laws of God, and civil society, making himself thus deserving of great honor and esteem from men.  Which then is to be shown by his subjects speaking well of him, by a cheerful subjection to him, and by an observance of the laws of his government, and by payment of tribute, i.e.:  taxes, and doing everything to make him easy, and honorable in his government.  Thus, indicative of the advice thus given by Isocrates, "Fear God, honor your parents, revere your friends, and obey the laws of government." 
Thus, The king, and/or governor, is to be honored; but God alone, in the highest sense, feared, i.e.: with reverential fear.

Honour the King then includes all the same as what we are to do to men, but additionally for “the King, who is King of kings, 1 Timothy 6:14-16; Revelation 17:14; Revelation 19:11-16, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth” we are called to show fear, i.e.:   reverence (Reverence means:  Especially, profound adoring awed respect, which is a man's Worship, and Adoration, and giving Glory to God Who is worthy to receive fully that Glory being offered by man and Angels, Luke 2:14, ) for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS the Almighty God, www.alemattec.com/The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Almighty God!.doc.
