Egypt is the King of the South.  We need to pay attention to them and Syria, the King of the North.
In Daniel 9:27 
 27And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.

Daniel 11:33
 33And they that understand among the people shall instruct many: yet they shall fall by the sword, and by flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many days.

Daniel 12:3
 3And they that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they that turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever.
the word translated "many" has the article in Hebrew, and signifies the mass of the people, which makes the force of these verses much more simple. Also, in contrast with the masses (Daniel 11:33). They that understand Holy Scripture being taught of God, shall instruct the many: there will be the activity of love for the Truth in these times of trial. In Daniel 12:3, we have again those that understand associated with those that instruct the many in righteousness. Again, Daniel 11:33. They become victims, in verse 35, to violence. This last verse reaches, as we have seen, to the end of this people's history, while under the dominion of the Gentiles. 


Daniel 11:1-37

1Also I in the first year of Darius the Mede, even I, stood to confirm and to strengthen him. 

2And now will I shew thee the truth. Behold, there shall stand up yet three kings in Persia; and the fourth shall be far richer than they all: and by his strength through his riches he shall stir up all against the realm of Grecia. 

3And a mighty king shall stand up, that shall rule with great dominion, and do according to his will. 

4And when he shall stand up, his kingdom shall be broken, and shall be divided toward the four winds of heaven; and not to his posterity, nor according to his dominion which he ruled: for his kingdom shall be plucked up, even for others beside those. 

5And the king of the south shall be strong, and one of his princes; and he shall be strong above him, and have dominion; his dominion shall be a great dominion. 

6And in the end of years they shall join themselves together; for the king's daughter of the south shall come to the king of the north to make an agreement: but she shall not retain the power of the arm; neither shall he stand, nor his arm: but she shall be given up, and they that brought her, and he that begat her, and he that strengthened her in these times. 

7But out of a branch of her roots shall one stand up in his estate, which shall come with an army, and shall enter into the fortress of the king of the north, and shall deal against them, and shall prevail: 

8And shall also carry captives into Egypt their gods, with their princes, and with their precious vessels of silver and of gold; and he shall continue more years than the king of the north. 

9So the king of the south shall come into his kingdom, and shall return into his own land. 

10But his sons shall be stirred up, and shall assemble a multitude of great forces: and one shall certainly come, and overflow, and pass through: then shall he return, and be stirred up, even to his fortress. 

11And the king of the south shall be moved with choler, and shall come forth and fight with him, even with the king of the north: and he shall set forth a great multitude; but the multitude shall be given into his hand. 

12And when he hath taken away the multitude, his heart shall be lifted up; and he shall cast down many ten thousands: but he shall not be strengthened by it. 

13For the king of the north shall return, and shall set forth a multitude greater than the former, and shall certainly come after certain years with a great army and with much riches. 

14And in those times there shall many stand up against the king of the south: also the robbers of thy people shall exalt themselves to establish the vision; but they shall fall. 

15So the king of the north shall come, and cast up a mount, and take the most fenced cities: and the arms of the south shall not withstand, neither his chosen people, neither shall there be any strength to withstand. 

16But he that cometh against him shall do according to his own will, and none shall stand before him: and he shall stand in the glorious land, which by his hand shall be consumed. 

17He shall also set his face to enter with the strength of his whole kingdom, and upright ones with him; thus shall he do: and he shall give him the daughter of women, corrupting her: but she shall not stand on his side, neither be for him. 

18After this shall he turn his face unto the isles, and shall take many: but a prince for his own behalf shall cause the reproach offered by him to cease; without his own reproach he shall cause it to turn upon him. 

19Then he shall turn his face toward the fort of his own land: but he shall stumble and fall, and not be found. 

20Then shall stand up in his estate a raiser of taxes in the glory of the kingdom: but within few days he shall be destroyed, neither in anger, nor in battle. 

21And in his estate shall stand up a vile person, to whom they shall not give the honour of the kingdom: but he shall come in peaceably, and obtain the kingdom by flatteries. 

22And with the arms of a flood shall they be overflown from before him, and shall be broken; yea, also the prince of the covenant. 

23And after the league made with him he shall work deceitfully: for he shall come up, and shall become strong with a small people. 

24He shall enter peaceably even upon the fattest places of the province; and he shall do that which his fathers have not done, nor his fathers' fathers; he shall scatter among them the prey, and spoil, and riches: yea, and he shall forecast his devices against the strong holds, even for a time. 

25And he shall stir up his power and his courage against the king of the south with a great army; and the king of the south shall be stirred up to battle with a very great and mighty army; but he shall not stand: for they shall forecast devices against him. 

26Yea, they that feed of the portion of his meat shall destroy him, and his army shall overflow: and many shall fall down slain. 

27And both of these kings' hearts shall be to do mischief, and they shall speak lies at one table; but it shall not prosper: for yet the end shall be at the time appointed. 

28Then shall he return into his land with great riches; and his heart shall be against the holy covenant; and he shall do exploits, and return to his own land. 

29At the time appointed he shall return, and come toward the south; but it shall not be as the former, or as the latter. 

30For the ships of Chittim shall come against him: therefore he shall be grieved, and return, and have indignation against the holy covenant: so shall he do; he shall even return, and have intelligence with them that forsake the holy covenant. 

31And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily sacrifice, and they shall place the abomination that maketh desolate. 

32And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he corrupt by flatteries: but the people that do know their God shall be strong, and do exploits. 

33And they that understand among the people shall instruct many: yet they shall fall by the sword, and by flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many days. 

34Now when they shall fall, they shall be holpen with a little help: but many shall cleave to them with flatteries. 

35And some of them of understanding shall fall, to try them, and to purge, and to make them white, even to the time of the end: because it is yet for a time appointed. 

36And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt himself, and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is determined shall be done. 

37Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers, nor the desire of women, nor regard any god: for he shall magnify himself above all.

Over the centuries the Church has always characterized the moment of Holy Communion with sacredness and the greatest respect, forcing herself constantly to develop to the best of her ability external signs that would promote understanding of this great sacramental mystery. In her loving and pastoral solicitude the Church has made sure that the faithful receive Holy Communion having the right interior dispositions, among which dispositions stands out the need for the Faithful to comprehend and consider interiorly the Real Presence of Him Whom they are to receive. (See The Catechism of Pope Pius X, nn. 628 & 636). The Western Church has established kneeling as one of the signs of devotion appropriate to communicants. A celebrated saying of Saint Augustine, cited by Pope Benedict XVI in n. 66 of his Encyclical Sacramentum Caritatis, ("Sacrament of Love"), teaches: “No one eats that flesh without first adoring it; we should sin were we not to adore it” (Enarrationes in Psalmos 98, 9). Kneeling indicates and promotes the adoration necessary before receiving the Eucharistic Christ.

. . . By giving the Eucharist the prominence it deserves, and by being careful not to diminish any of its dimensions or demands, we show that we are truly conscious of the greatness of this gift. We are urged to do so by an uninterrupted tradition, which from the first centuries on has found the Christian community ever vigilant in guarding this “treasure”. Inspired by love, the Church is anxious to hand on to future generations of Christians, without loss, her faith and teaching with regard to the mystery of the Eucharist. There can be no danger of excess in our care for this mystery, for “in this sacrament is recapitulated the whole mystery of our salvation”.104

62. Let us take our place, dear brothers and sisters, at the school of the saints, who are the great interpreters of true Eucharistic piety. In them the theology of the Eucharist takes on all the splendour of a lived reality; it becomes “contagious” and, in a manner of speaking, it “warms our hearts”. Above all, let us listen to Mary Most Holy, in whom the mystery of the Eucharist appears, more than in anyone else, as a mystery of light.


Note:  Mary, a mystery of light, as a “church” dedicated to her, this church proclaims this “mystery of Mary being light” and is Mystery Babylon the Great …, Revelation 17:1-18.
Gazing upon Mary, we come to know the transforming power present in the Eucharist. In her we see the world renewed in love. Contemplating her, assumed body and soul into heaven, we see opening up before us those “new heavens” and that “new earth” which will appear at the second coming of Christ. Here below, the Eucharist represents their pledge, and in a certain way, their anticipation: “Veni, Domine Iesu! (I came, Lord Jesus! )” (Rev 22:20).
In the humble signs of bread and wine, changed into his body and blood, (I need to interrupt here, My Note:  The bread and wine do NOT change at all by the command of some satanic “priest” of the Roman Catholic “church”.  This is my body . . . that is, spiritually, the bread offered during a TRUE Christian Communion signifies and represents the Lord Jesus Christ's body – SPIRITUALLY.  It is the Lord's passover. In the Communion Supper the Lord Jesus Christ draws the Apostles attention to the blood of the New Covenant, a New Testament adding that which extends it to others besides the Jews, i.e.:  also to the Gentiles (without naming them) . . . “ . . . which is shed for many for the remission of sins."  Moreover, this blood is not, as at Mount Sinai, only to confirm the Covenant.  The blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was shed for the remission of sins.  So that the Lord's Supper presents the continued remembrance of Christ Jesus slain, Who, by dying and being resurrected, has broken with the past, has laid the foundation of the New Covenant, obtained the remission of sins, and opened the door to the Gentiles to enter into Heaven.  It is only in the Lord Jesus Christ's death that this sanctified supper presents Him to us.  The Lord Jesus Christ's blood is apart from His body.


The Lord Jesus Christ's blood of the Covenant, that is to say, by which the new league and a New Covenant (New Testament) is made.  By the making of leagues (Leagues:  A covenant or compact made between persons, parties, states, etc . . . , for the promotion or maintenance of common interests or for mutual assistance or service.) the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth used the pouring of wine to represent the shedding of  His blood which paid in full the price for a man's sin.  The red wine in the cup was an emblem and representation of the Lord Jesus Christ's precious blood shed for the remission of sin, representing what shortly would happen for all of the Elect of God in both the Old Covenant and the New Covenant.  Drink ye all of it. Observe that the Lord Jesus Christ simply said of the bread, "Take, eat; this is my body." Reverence for the Eucharist
65. A convincing indication of the effectiveness of eucharistic catechesis is surely an increased sense of the mystery of God present among us. This can be expressed in concrete outward signs of reverence for the Eucharist which the process of mystagogy should inculcate in the faithful. (190) I am thinking in general of the importance of gestures and posture, such as kneeling during the central moments of the Eucharistic Prayer. Amid the legitimate diversity of signs used in the context of different cultures, everyone should be able to experience and express the awareness that at each celebration we stand before the infinite majesty of God, who comes to us in the lowliness of the sacramental signs.

Adoration and eucharistic devotion

The intrinsic relationship between celebration and adoration
66. One of the most moving moments of the Synod came when we gathered in Saint Peter's Basilica, together with a great number of the faithful, for eucharistic adoration. In this act of prayer, and not just in words, the assembly of Bishops wanted to point out the intrinsic relationship between eucharistic celebration and eucharistic adoration. A growing appreciation of this significant aspect of the Church's faith has been an important part of our experience in the years following the liturgical renewal desired by the Second Vatican Council. During the early phases of the reform, the inherent relationship between Mass and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament was not always perceived with sufficient clarity. For example, an objection that was widespread at the time argued that the eucharistic bread was given to us not to be looked at, but to be eaten. In the light of the Church's experience of prayer, however, this was seen to be a false dichotomy. As Saint Augustine put it: "nemo autem illam carnem manducat, nisi prius adoraverit; peccemus non adorando – no one eats that flesh without first adoring it; we should sin were we not to adore it." (191) In the Eucharist, the Son of God comes to meet us and desires to become one with us; eucharistic adoration is simply the natural consequence of the eucharistic celebration, which is itself the Church's supreme act of adoration. (192) Receiving the Eucharist means adoring him whom we receive. Only in this way do we become one with him, and are given, as it were, a foretaste of the beauty of the heavenly liturgy. The act of adoration outside Mass prolongs and intensifies all that takes place during the liturgical celebration itself. Indeed, "only in adoration can a profound and genuine reception mature. And it is precisely this personal encounter with the Lord that then strengthens the social mission contained in the Eucharist, which seeks to break down not only the walls that separate the Lord and ourselves, but also and especially the walls that separate us from one another." (193)
The practice of eucharistic adoration

67. With the Synod Assembly, therefore, I heartily recommend to the Church's pastors and to the People of God the practice of eucharistic adoration, both individually and in community. (194) Great benefit would ensue from a suitable catechesis explaining the importance of this act of worship, which enables the faithful to experience the liturgical celebration more fully and more fruitfully. Wherever possible, it would be appropriate, especially in densely populated areas, to set aside specific churches or oratories for perpetual adoration. I also recommend that, in their catechetical training, and especially in their preparation for First Holy Communion, children be taught the meaning and the beauty of spending time with Jesus, and helped to cultivate a sense of awe before his presence in the Eucharist.

Here I would like to express appreciation and support for all those Institutes of Consecrated Life whose members dedicate a significant amount of time to eucharistic adoration. In this way they give us an example of lives shaped by the Lord's real presence. I would also like to encourage those associations of the faithful and confraternities specifically devoted to eucharistic adoration; they serve as a leaven of contemplation for the whole Church and a summons to individuals and communities to place Christ at the centre of their lives.

The Roman Catholic “church's” Eucharistic Prayer is the heart of the “Liturgy of the Eucharist”.  In this satanic prayer, the celebrant, i.e.:  the satanic Roman Catholic “priest,” acts in the person, as a substitute, in place of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as head of His body, the Church. A complete solemn bow of the body is equivalent to a single-knee genuflection (Genuflection:  An act of bending the knee or touching it to the ground in reverence or worship). 

, but this genuflection traditionally is not as symbolically reverent as the complete kneeling posture. (This is why traditionally the Exposed eucharist is honored with a full kneeling posture.) 

Or:

Marian teachings received considerable impetus at the Councils of Ephesus 431 A.D., and Chalcedon 451 A.D., both of which upheld the Title theotokos ("God-bearer," or Mother of God) as descriptive of Mary. The doctrine of Mary's bodily assumption into heaven can be traced to Apocryphal documents dating from the 4th century, but this doctrine was not officially formulated and defined for Roman Catholics until 1950 (see Assumption of Mary). 
The term apocrypha is used with various meanings, including "hidden", "esoteric", "spurious", "of questionable authenticity", ancient Chinese "revealed texts and objects" and "Christian texts that are not Canonical (Canonical:  Canon comes from the greek word κανών kanon, "rule" or "measuring stick", an authoritative list of books accepted as Holy Scripture; all others are rejected).  Apocrypha are text outside the Holy Bible, that "didn't measure up".   Apocrypha is originally Greek (ἀπόκρυφα) and means "those hidden away". Specifically, ἀπόκρυφα is the neuter plural of ἀπόκρυφος, an adjective related to the verb ἀποκρύπτω [infinitive: ἀποκρύπτειν] (apocriptein), "to hide something away."[1]
The doctrine of Mary's Immaculate Conception was a matter of dispute throughout the Middle Ages. In 1854, however, Pope Pius IX declared that Mary was freed from original sin by "a special act of grace the moment she was conceived in the womb of Saint Anne". (Roman Catholic tradition names Saint Anne and Saint Joachim as Mary's parents.) 
Pope Pius XII strongly promoted Marian piety during his reign (1939-58). Because Roman Catholic teaching holds that Mary is deserving of the "highest veneration," the church observes 17 Marian festivals each year, 5 of which are major: Immaculate Conception, Dec. 8; Purification, Feb. 2; Annunciation, Mar. 25; Assumption, Aug. 15; and Birth, Sept. 8. The rosary contains 50 Ave Marias ("hail Marys"), and devotion to the "immaculate heart" of Mary is popular in some circles. 
The Immaculate Conception is a Roman Catholic doctrine asserting that Mary, the mother of Jesus, was preserved from the effects of original sin from the first moment of her conception. The doctrine was defined as a dogma binding on Catholics by Pope Pius IX in the papal bull Ineffabilis Deus (1854). The doctrine as defined was debated by theologians during the Middle Ages and was rejected by Saint Thomas Aquinas. It is based on the biblical idea of Mary's holiness (Luke 1:28), early church teachings on Mary as the "new Eve," and the belief that Mary is the mother of God (Theotokos, or "God-bearer"), articulated at the Council of Ephesus (431; see Ephesus, Council of). The feast of the Immaculate Conception is observed on Dec. 8.

Daniel 11:38

38But in his estate shall he honour the God of forces: and a god whom his fathers knew not shall he honour with gold, and silver, and with precious stones, and pleasant things.
Note:  Beside honoring Mary with many precious gift:  gold, silver, precious stones, and pleasant things . . .  he, the antiChrist, will honor the God of forces . . .

Who is the God of forces? This is the pagan Roman "god" that Roman Catholics (generally unwittingly) still honor.  In imperial Rome, the Emperor was responsible for all military, political, and religious matters (hence that is part of why he for a while held the title Pontifex Maximus, a title now claimed by Roman Catholic Pontiffs.  It is not included in the Pope's official titles, but then again neither is Vicar of the Son of God, which was a title used by a faked document giving the Roman Catholic "church" vast amounts of land in Europe, called the Donation of Constantine   (Latin, Donatio Constantini) where supposedly the Emperor Constantine transferred authority over Rome and the western part of the Roman Empire to the pope.  During the Middle Ages, the document was often cited in support of the Roman Catholic "church's" claims to spiritual and earthly authority.
Again, who is the God of forces?  An official Vatican pronouncement, back in 1302 A.D. confirms that the Catholic Church should be responsible for the use of the sword--warfare. 
Both, therefore, are in the power of the Church, that is to say, the spiritual and the material sword, but the former is to be administered for the Church but the latter by the Church; the former in the hands of the priest; the latter by the hands of kings and soldiers, but at the will and sufferance of the priest. However, one sword ought to be subordinated to the other and temporal authority, subjected to spiritual power...Furthermore, we declare, we proclaim, we define that it is absolutely necessary for salvation that every human creature be subject to the Roman Pontiff (THE BULL UNAM SANCTAM , 1302. English translation taken from a doctoral dissertation written in the Dept. of Philosophy at the Catholic University of America, and published by CUA Press in 1927. In Medieval Sourcebook, http://www.fordham.edu/halsall/source/b8-unam.txt). 

Thus, Roman Catholic leaders do endorse killing and the use of the military under the Authority of the Church leadership (the Crusades and the Inquisitions are simply two of many examples). Hence they do, worship a "God of forces".

Note:   And the king shall do according to his will,.... Not Antiochus, for he could not do as he would, being curbed by pagan Rome; and there are many things which follow that cannot be applied to him; rather the Roman people, under the name of a king or kingdom, the Holy Roman Empire, rising up to universal monarchy, upon the decline of the Grecian empire, are meant; and these Romans did what they would, subdued kingdoms at pleasure, and gave laws to the whole world; and particularly which now is the little horn, or Rome Papal, antichrist, 

Daniel 7:7-8

7After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns. 

8I considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among them another little horn, before whom there were three of the first horns plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this horn were eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking great things.  Certainly Antiochus was a type, and is called by the same name, 

Daniel 8:9
 9And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which waxed exceeding great, toward the south, and toward the east, and toward the pleasant land.
". . . the pleasant land.), i.e.:  Israel.

from this the transition is easy from the type to the antitype, with whom everything said agrees: for the pope of Rome, claiming infallibility, does, or has done, whatsoever he pleases; regarding neither the laws of God nor man, but dispensing with both at his pleasure; coining new doctrines; appointing new ordinances; setting himself up above councils and princes; taking upon him a power to depose kings and set them up as he pleases; with many other things done by him in an arbitrary and despotic way, both civil and religious; and with none does the character agree as with him, as well as what follows:  and magnify himself above every god; that is so called, whether angels whom he claims he commands, or the kings of the earth he claims an authority over, those gods in heaven, and gods on earth; which is the exact description of antichrist, as given by the Apostle Paul, who has manifestly a reference to this passage

2 Thessalonians 2:4
 4Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.


Who opposeth,.... Or is an opposer, an adversary of the Lord Jesus Christ, this pope, this antichrist; who opposes Him in His Kingly Office, this 'pope' styling himself the head and spouse of the church, assuming to himself all power in heaven and in earth, taking upon him to dispense with the Laws of Christ, and to make new ones; who opposes the Lord Jesus Christ in His Priestly Office, by pretending to offer Him up again in the sacrifice of "the mass", and by making angels and dead saints, intercessors and advocates; and also in his "prophetic office", by teaching for doctrines the commandments of men, and setting up unwritten traditions before the Word of God, requiring the worshiping of images, angels, and saints, when the Lord Jesus Christ requires that the God the Father  only should be worshiped and served; and by introducing the "doctrine of works and of merit" instead of Grace, and with a multitude of other things, in which he most manifestly appears to be diametrically opposite and contrary to the Lord Jesus Christ and His teaching and Commands;  "and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped".

Yes, "and shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods;" the true God, to whom angels and civil magistrates are subject, being His creatures, and acting under Him; but such is the arrogance of this man of sin, that he takes upon him to speak against God, and such things as are astonishing; and it may be extremely wondered at that he should dare to speak them, as to call himself God on earth, the Vicar of the Son of God (Vicar meaning substitute); to take such things to himself, which only belong to God, as by claiming all power in heaven, earth, and hell; power to bind the consciences of men, and impose what he pleases on them; to make new articles of faith; to pardon the sins of men; to open and shut the gates of heaven when he pleases; the "pope" speaks other blasphemies against God, his mouth, given him to speak, utters.;

Revelation 13:5
5And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.


Yes, he shall prosper until the indignation be accomplished; the wrath of God upon the Jewish nation for their rejection of their Messiah; until the time of their conversion is come; and then antichrist shall be destroyed, to make way for it; until that time he shall prosper and flourish, more or less, until the 1260 days or years are ended, the date of his reign, 

Revelation 11:2
 2But the court which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two months.


Yes, for that that is determined shall be done; all the decrees and purposes of God shall be accomplished; all respecting the state and condition of the people of God under this antichrist, particularly the people of the Jews, and concerning the reign and ruin of the papal antichrist.

Daniel 11:37. Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers,.... Or the Apostles of Christ, from whom he "pretends to descend", and whose successor he would be thought to be: now their God was the Lord Jesus Christ, whom they worshiped and adored, believed in, embraced, professed, and Preached; but whom this papal antichrist disregards, though he would be thought and claim to be His vicar on earth; yet slights the Lord Jesus Christ, yea, opposes and acts contrary to Him, in His Offices of Prophet, Priest, and King, and therefore is rightly called antichrist:  nor the desire of women; plural meaning wives, not desirous of having wives, or enjoying women in or out of lawful marriage; but forbidding his priests to marry, as is notoriously a tenet of the antichrist, and foretold by the Apostle Paul, in agreement to this prophecy:

1 Timothy 4:3
3Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.

Otherwise, none more lustful or desirous of women in an unlawful way than the Romish priests:  nor regard any god; either the true God, and His Laws, or any god in a metaphorical sense, any king or potentate on earth; showing no respect to any authority, or to any laws, divine or human:  for he shall magnify himself above all; above all gods, real or nominal, as in:

2 Thessalonians 2:4
 4Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

Not in the temple of Jerusalem, which was to be destroyed and not rebuilt, and was destroyed before this man of sin, the 'pope' was revealed; but in the Church of God, so called, 

1 Corinthians 3:16
 16Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?

As living stones are the temple of God or, as "the house of God"; for antichrist rose up out of, and in the midst of the church; and it was a true Church in which he first appeared, and over which he usurped power and authority; though it has been so corrupted by him, as now to be only nominally so; here he sits, and has homage done him by his creatures, as if he was a god, and is not only styled Christ's vicar, but is worshiped as god on earth, and "our Lord God the Pope"; so in the triumphal arch at the entry of Pope Sixtus IV, these lines were put, "oraculo vocis, mundi moderaris habenas, et merito in terris crederis esse Dens"; the sense is, that he governed the world by his word, and was deservedly believed to be God on earth; and their canon law says, "it is clearly enough shown, that the pope cannot be loosed or bound by any secular power; since it is evident that he is called God by that pious prince, Constantine, and it is manifest that God cannot be judged by men." Pope John XXII is expressly called "our Lord God the Pope": "he shall say to all, I am the Lord God";

Ezekiel 28:2
 2Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thine heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, I am a God, I sit in the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou art a man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:  the same blasphemy is expressed in the next clause, shewing himself that he is God; by usurping a power over the consciences and souls of men; by dispensing with the Laws of God and man; by assuming to himself all power in heaven and in earth; by taking upon him to open and shut the gates of heaven at pleasure; and by pardoning sin, which none but God can do; this is the mouth speaking great blasphemies:

Revelation 13:5
 5And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months

pope Clement VI proclaimed a jubilee, and promised forgiveness of sins to all that should come to Rome; and in his bull for it says, that "if any that was confessed should die by the way, he should be free from all his sins; "and we do command the angels," that they take such a soul out of purgatory entirely absolved, and introduce it into the glory of paradise.

Daniel 9:36-45 speak of this 'king,' as does:
Isaiah 30:33
 33For Tophet is ordained of old; yea, for the king it is prepared; he hath made it deep and large: the pile thereof is fire and much wood; the breath of the LORD, like a stream of brimstone, doth kindle it.

For Tophet is ordained of old, . . .  The place long ago appointed for the ruin of the Assyrian army, which pitched here: this was a valley near Jerusalem, the valley of the son of Hinnom; so called, from the drums and tabrets beat upon here, to prevent parents from hearing the cries of their infants offered to Molech in sacrifice: into it was brought the filth and dung of the city; here malefactors were buried, it is said; and such as were condemned to burning were burned here; and such as had no burial were cast here; so that it was an image and picture of hell itself: and the word "Gehenna," used for hell, comes from "Gehinnom," or the valley of Hinnom, the name of this place "for hell is ordained from the worlds (or before the worlds), because of their sins."   To to be called Tophet, because whoever is deceived by his imagination (or evil concupiscence) falls into it.

Matthew 25:41
 41Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:

Jude 1:4
 4For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ.



Yea, for the king it is prepared; for Sennacherib king of Assyria; that is, for his army, which perished here, though he did not; or for kings, the singular for the plural; for his princes, which, as he boastingly said, were "altogether kings,"

Isaiah 10:8 
 8For he saith, Are not my princes altogether kings?

Particularly for Rabshakeh, the general of his army, who might be so called, and was eminently one of these kings. Understood of hell, it may not only be interpreted of satan, the king and prince of devils, for whom and his angels the everlasting fire of hell is prepared, . . .

Matthew 25:41
 41Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:
but also for the antichrist, the king of the bottomless pit, and of all antichristian kings;  in hell, the "fire" is the wrath of God; the "wood" or fuel ungodly men:  the breath of the Lord, like a stream of brimstone, doth kindle it; the pile of fire and wood. "The Word of the Lord, like an overflowing torrent of brimstone, shall kindle it;" it shall be done by His order, at His Word at His Command. In hell, the wrath of God will be like a continual stream of brimstone, keeping up the fire of it, so that it shall ever burn, and never be quenched; hence it is called a lake burning with fire and brimstone; into which Satan, the beast, and false prophet, and the worshipers of this antichrist, will be cast:

Revelation 14:10
 10The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb:

The allusion is to the fire and brimstone rained by Jehovah, from Jehovah, upon Sodom and Gomorrah:

Genesis 19:24
24Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out of heaven;

Isaiah 57:9
 9And thou wentest to the king with ointment, and didst increase thy perfumes, and didst send thy messengers far off, and didst debase thyself even unto hell.
