Buddhist prayer beads are an important part of prayer rituals and religious practices within the religion of Buddhism. Simply put, they are a counting tool that are used to keep track of the number of times the user recites the mantra (a type of religious chant) during meditation. They have much in common with prayer beads that are used in a number of other religions across the world.

These prayer beads are referred to as the ‘japamalas’. The concept of ‘japa mala’ is found conventionally in Hinduism and Tibetan Buddhism where the user relies on the prayer beads to count mantra recitations. One uses these prayer beads by passing one prayer bead over with the finger for every recitation.


Matthew 6:7-8

7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.


Ecclesiastes 5:5-7

5 Better is it that thou shouldest not vow, than that thou shouldest vow and not pay.

6 Suffer not thy mouth to cause thy flesh to sin; neither say thou before the angel, that it was an error: wherefore should God be angry at thy voice, and destroy the work of thine hands?

7 For in the multitude of dreams and many words there are also divers vanities: but fear thou God.

Note:  Yes, for in a multitude of dreams, [there are] many vanities, [so] also in a multitude of words . . . , but fear thou God!  Give no heed to dreams, even the multitude (multitude means:  abundance, numerous, a great number, that which becomes many, that is in the tens of thousands), nor to the many words of men, which are vain and foolish; but keep close to and meditate day on night on the Word of God, and Worship God and fear Him, Worship God both internally and externally, in Spirit and in Truth; for herein lies the sum and substance of True Religion, as opposed to those above who think by the abundance of Words God hears them.  So how does man Worship in Spirit and in Truth, which is man's duty to God?


Ecclesiastes 12:13
13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.

Jeremiah 23:28
28 The prophet that hath a dream, let him tell a dream; and he that hath my word, let him speak my word faithfully. What is the chaff to the wheat? saith the Lord.

Note:  Let the false prophet declare that it is his own fantasy, and not slander my Word as though it were a cloak to cover his lies.  It is not enough for God's Ministers to abstain from lies and to speak the Word of God, but there is judgment in alleging it, and that it may appear to be applied to the same purpose that it was spoken in Truth:

Ezekiel 3:27
27 But when I speak with thee, I will open thy mouth, and thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; He that heareth, let him hear; and he that forbeareth, let him forbear: for they are a rebellious house.



1 Corinthians 2:13
13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.


1 Corinthians 2:4-5

4 And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power:

5 That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God.



1 Corinthians 2:1-2

1 And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not with excellency of speech or of wisdom, declaring unto you the testimony of God.

2 For I determined not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified.


Joshua 1:8
8This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.



Psalm 1:2
2But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.



Psalm 143:5
5I remember the days of old; I meditate on all thy works; I muse on the work of thy hands.
Note:  Muse here means:  to muse, meditate upon, study, ponder.
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
