The International Pentecostal Holiness Church (IPHC) or simply Pentecostal Holiness Church (PHC) is a Pentecostal Christian denomination founded in 1911 with the merger of two older denominations. Historically centered in the Southeastern United States,[3] particularly the Carolinas and Georgia, the Pentecostal Holiness Church now has an international presence. In 2000, the church reported a worldwide membership of over one million—over three million including affiliates.[2]

Heavily influenced by two major American revival movements—the holiness movement of the late 19th century and the Pentecostal revival of the early 20th century[4]—the church's theological roots derive from John Wesley's teachings on sanctification.[5][6]
Several ministers who were raised in the Pentecostal Holiness Church have come to have greater name recognition than the church itself, such as Oral Roberts, an internationally known charismatic evangelist; Charles Stanley, a former President of the Southern Baptist Convention; and C.M. Ward, a former Assemblies of God radio preacher.

A personal inquiry to Luther Rice about 15 years ago (2001) regarding Stanley's doctorate revealed that they didn't even have a copy of Stanley's dissertation. I was told by the registrar that his dissertation was a sermon series on the Psalms. A sermon series, my brethren, is not a ThD dissertation. It isn't even a DMin dissertation. So, you must decide if his doctorate is real, i.e., based on given norms of doctoral study. 

3. No one goes to "Bible School" and earns a doctorate, as Bible schools are most typically either 2-year or 4-year institutions. legitimate doctorates are earned at universities and seminaries.

Andy Stanley, son of Charles Stanley, is the pastor of North Point Community Church in Alpharetta, Georgia. He is one of the most influential “evangelicals,” is considered a master of communication, and is a church growth guru who teaches pastors how to build megachurches. Though Stanley’s church is not Southern Baptist, he is widely supported among Southern Baptists and represents the rapidly growing “emerging” side of the Convention.

In 2016, he said, If you don’t go to a large church, you are so stinking selfish ... and don’t care about your kids” (“Andy Stanley’s Problem with the Bible,” deliveredbygrace.com, Mar. 31, 2016). 

In August 2016, he said that if he were the pope, “I would have all the churches that are dying, dying, dying, dying sell their buildings and give their money to the church planters” (interview with Russell Moore, ERLC conference, Aug. 25, 2016). 

Stanley holds a “tolerant” view of homosexuality. He says he has no intention of pushing a Christian agenda on other people (The New Rules for Love, Sex and Dating). He says that churches should not make people feel like they have to leave “because they’re gay” (“Dr. Charles Stanley and Son Andy,” The Gospel Herald, Apr. 23, 2015). In a sermon entitled “When Gracie Met Truthy,” April 15, 2012, Stanley described a couple in his church who divorced when the wife discovered that her husband was in a sexual relationship with another man, and instead of disciplining the man, the church allowed the homosexual couple to move to another “campus” of North Point Church and work together as a “host” team. That’s not biblical grace; it is 2 Timothy 4:3-4 “after their own lusts” apostasy. 


Stanley minimizes the importance of the virgin birth. “Stanley’s December 3, 2016, sermon may be the most controversial yet. In his sermon, Stanley minimized the importance—if not the reality—of the virgin birth of Jesus Christ. ‘A lot of people don’t believe it, and I understand that,’ Stanley said. He added, ‘Maybe the thought is they had to come up with some kind of myth about the birth of Jesus to give him street cred later on. Maybe that’s where that came from’ (Baptist News Global, ‘Virgin Birth Debate Interrupts Regular ‘War on Christmas’ Program,’ 12-21-16). Stanley then noted that it is interesting that only two of the four gospels mention the virgin birth, and said ‘Christianity doesn’t hinge on the truth or even the stories around the birth of Jesus ... It really hinges on the resurrection of Jesus.’ Earlier this year, Stanley minimized the importance of the role Scripture plays in the life of the believer, and minimizing the importance of the virgin birth of Christ is simply the next step in this downward trajectory. The virgin birth of Christ is vitally important, for without the virgin birth, mankind would not have a Savior (the God-man) and no resurrection could have occurred! Despite what Stanley says, Christianity does hinge on the truth surrounding the birth of Jesus Christ. Stanley’s statements are dangerous and his conclusions are completely unbiblical. Discerning believers must beware of those who minimize vital doctrinal truths in an attempt to relate to those who reject such truths in the first place” (Matt Costella, Fundamental Evangelical Association, Dec. 23, 2016). 


Stanley consistently disparages the Bible. 

In 2009, he said that preaching through the Bible verse-by-verse “isn’t how you grow people. ... No one in the Scripture modeled that. There's not one example of that” (The Exchange with Ed Stetzer, Mar. 5, 2009). But the preacher is commanded to “preach the Word” (2 Ti. 4:2). How can he preach the Word without preaching verse-by-verse? The preacher isn’t giving the Word as the Bible writers were; he is preaching the Word already given. Stanley is comparing apples with oranges. A good example of preaching expositorily is Nehemiah 8, where the priests exposited the book of the law. “So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading” (Neh. 8:8). Here, the priests were not giving new revelation; they were not writing Scripture; they were preaching Scripture, and they went verse-by-verse.

In 2014, Stanley said, “Don’t say the Bible says. Say the author’s name who wrote the Bible” (Stanley, Deep and Wide). 

On Aug. 25, 2016, in a conversation with Russell Moore at the Ethics and Religious Liberty Commission conference held in conjunction with the Southern Baptist Convention annual conference, Stanley said, “I would ask preachers and pastors and student pastors in their communications to get the spotlight off the Bible and back on the resurrection.” This is nutty, of course, because it is impossible to understand Christ’s resurrection apart from the Bible. 

In 2016, in his Easter Sunday message, Stanley said, “If you said to me one-on-one, Andy, I’m not a Christian ... but I’m going to let you take your best shot at convincing me to follow Jesus’--Here’s what I wouldn’t do ... I wouldn’t try to convince you with the Bible. ... I would start with the resurrection of Jesus without the Bible.” Again, this is complete nonsense, as it is the Bible alone that records the resurrection and its infallible evidences. 

In 2016, in a series “Who Needs God?” Stanley said, “If the Bible is the foundation of our faith, it’s all or nothing. Christianity becomes a ‘fragile house of cards’ religion. Christianity becomes a fragile house of cards that comes tumbling down when we discover that perhaps the walls of Jericho didn’t. ... What your students have discovered, and if you read broadly you’ve discovered, it is next to impossible to defend the entire Bible. But if your Christianity hangs by the thread of proving that everything in the Bible is true, you may be able to hang onto it, but your kids and your grandkids and the next generation will not.” The things he says are not supported by evidence include the young age of the earth, the global flood, the miraculous Exodus from Egypt, and the walls of Jericho falling down. Stanley’s idea that it is next to impossible to defend the whole Bible is gross heresy. Jesus and the apostles certainly believed and defended all of it, every jot and tittle. 

In 2018, Stanley said, “If you were raised on a version of Christianity that relied on the Bible as the foundation of faith, a version that was eventually dismantled by academia or the realities of life, maybe it’s time for you to change your mind about Jesus. Maybe it’s time for you to consider the version of Christianity that relies on the event of the resurrection of Jesus as its foundation” (Stanley, “Aftermath” sermon series). Pastor Chris King rightly observes, “Any Christian leader who questions the reliability and usefulness of God’s Word is either terribly confused or a false teacher. Either way, such a teacher is a dangerous influence. A ‘version of Christianity’ that does not rely on the Bible is not Christianity” (“The Dangerous False Teaching of Andy Stanley,” deliveredbygrace.com, Aug. 16, 2018).

In 2022, Stanley tweeted, “The Christian faith doesn’t rise and fall on the accuracy of 66 ancient documents. It rises and falls on the identity of a single individual: Jesus of Nazareth” (Mar. 8, 2022). In a sermon on March 14, he called the Bible “ancient declarations of superstitious men” (@ReformationCLT).

As far as J.I. Packer, he started out, it appears, on the right road.  He met C.S. Lewis, and from hearing him dedicated his life to the Lord Jesus Christ.  Again, all we can do is look at the fruit, to see what he is producing, and what he has produced.

I often hear things like, well I've been bless by hearing Joyce Myers, who is a false teacher.  Charles Stanley, too, is a false teacher.  I've been blessed by hearing things that he said, until I heard him deny Election, and mimicking the Roman Catholic church's system of error that man sovereignly seeks after God and chooses Him. Instead of following Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible that states EXACTLY the opposite. Man does NOT SEEK after God. Man always seeks his own advantage and says in his heart, I WILL, which separates us immediately from God requiring us to keep God's Law perfectly without error our entire life. Not only that, but thinking pure thoughts without a single thought that is sinful. The Lord Jesus Christ explained that is impossible. Therefore, how do we get to God? Grace alone. Therefore, I stopped listening to J.I. Packer.  He has no real discernment.  The Psalm says:

 5Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous. 

 6For the LORD knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the ungodly shall perish.


We do not walk with the ungodly, nor do we stand in the way (stand with sinners just hanging out talking to them, (The way means on or by the road, stopping to talk with them as we travel down the road of life.) who repeatedly deny Holy Scripture, as we don't share our portion with swine,) nor do we sit in the seat (sit under someone's teaching) of the scornful as they mock or try to destroy your faith.

It is not our job to "convert" anyone.  It is solely the job of the Holy Spirit.  We offer, Preach or Teach (meaning to speak the Truth of God concerning Jesus Christ), the Gospel.  If we find their heart is receptive, we continue to offer. However, we don't continue to offer if they are striving against the Word. Such as, OK, then what about this? What about this then, etc . . . If they are not receptive to the Word, we don't cast our pearls before them.


J.I. Packer is a frequent contributor to and an executive editor of Christianity Today (this used to be a Magazine that support and stood for Doctrinal Truth of Holy Scripture, but is nothing now but a filthy rag that offers diverse opinions, like lots of "Christian" radio). In recent years, he has supported the ecumenical movement but believes that unity should not come at the expense of abandoning orthodox Protestant Doctrine, or at least this is what he claims to keep himself in good favor with those who have sound Doctrinal beliefs. Nonetheless, his advocacy of ecumenicism has brought sharp criticism from some conservatives, particularly after the publication of the book Evangelicals and Catholics Together: Toward a Common Mission (ed. Charles Colson, Richard J. Neuhaus) in which Packer was one of the contributors.
Packer is a false teacher, unless he completely repents.  He is in the same vein as Oral Roberts, Joyce Meyer, Kenneth Copeland, Creflo Dollar, John Hagee, Binny Hinn, Billy Graham, etc . . .  Whole denominations have gone over to setting aside Doctrine to accept the Roman Catholic church/state's system of error.  (World Council of Churches).

The World Council of Churches, WCC, is first and foremost a fellowship of “churches” who've become warm toward the Lord Jesus Christ and he vomits them out of His Body (of believers), and this book is a vivid illustration of that reality. The descriptions, lists, statistical data and other information presented in these pages give a striking picture of the extent and diversity of this fellowship. It encompasses a Christian population of some 590 million people, in close to 150 countries in all regions of the world, comprised of over 520,000 local congregations served by some 493,000 pastors and priests, as well as countless elders, teachers, members of parish councils and others. This is not simply a handbook of the WCC’s member churches. At all levels – global, regional and sub-regional, national and local – they interact with other churches which, for various reasons, are not formally part of the Council’s membership. By combining in one volume all the conciliar and confessional bodies and their membership, this book demonstrates concretely the reach of the ecumenical movement and also shows how much broader it is than the WCC alone.

A highly influential book promoting the charismatic "Manifest Sons of God" doctrine is Destined For the Throne by Paul E. Billheimer. In a chapter titled, "God's purpose for the Church," regarding the extension of the Godhead, Billheimer wrote: "The Union goes beyond a mere formal, functional or idealistic harmony or rapport. It is an 'organic relationship of personalities'; through the new birth we become bona fide members of the original, cosmic family. ..." Billheimer claims he received his "insights" by personal ministry of the "Holy Spirit." He concludes, "Thus through the new birth-and I speak reverently -- we become the 'next of kin' to the Trinity, a kind of 'extension' of the Godhead." Charismaniacs Jan and Paul Crouch of TBN mailed out hundreds of thousands of this book in 1985 and 1986. Even now they send it out as a fund raiser. The foreword to the book was written by Billy Graham. (Reported in Bold Truth News.)
Billy Graham has also taken the "low road" with respect to pop psychological gospel being espoused by so many of today's leading "evangelicals." Two examples follow: (a) Billy Graham endorsed the Life Application Bible (along with Charles Stanley, Howard Hendricks, and D. James Kennedy), a study Bible with study notes in support of self-love and other humanistic concepts (e.g., study note to Romans 12:3 -- "Healthy self-esteem is important because some of us think too little of ourselves ... the key to an honest and accurate evaluation is knowing the basis of our self-worth -- our identity in Christ ..."; and Genesis 1:26 -- "Knowing that we are made in God's image, and thus share many of His characteristics, provides a solid basis for self-worth ... Because we bear God's image, we can feel positive about ourselves ... Knowing you are a person of worth helps you love God ..."). Billy Graham said that, "The Life Application Bible is a great step forward in helping Christians apply the Bible's life-changing message in their lives."
(b) Billy Graham states in his book, Answers to Life's Problems, "... faith in God is very, very important," but apparently not enough -- "God may choose to use an able psychiatrist to help you with some of the problems you are facing ... Therefore, you should not feel that you are wrong in seeking the help of a psychiatrist or trained psychologist if that will help you deal with some deep- seated emotional problems. Seek one who will not discourage your faith in God. Your Pastor can perhaps suggest a Christian psychiatrist in your area."
Eugene Peterson's The Message has swept into Christian bookstores, homes, and churches from coast to coast. In the first four months after its mid-July, 1993 release, 100,000 copies of this "New Testament in contemporary English" were printed by NavPress and 70,000 books were sold. Apparently, most readers were delighted: "The Message is so good it leaves me breathless," wrote popular New Age author Madeleine L'Engle in her endorsement. Billy Graham has also endorsed The Message: "The Message is one of the most dynamic recent versions of the New Testament that I have seen ... Children can easily understand it, and veteran Bible readers will see Christ's words in a fresh light." In fact, Billy Graham even authorized a special edition of The Message to be distributed by his Evangelistic Association -- it contains "... many explanations that I've written to help you understand what the New Testament says."
However, The Message teaches a different gospel and a different morality than the Holy Bible (as well as a worldly/warm fuzzy view of life). For example, The Message translates the Lord Jesus Christ's statement in John 14:28, "The Father is the goal and purpose of my life," versus the Holy Bible's "... The Father is greater than I." In 1 Corinthians 6:18-20, the words "Flee fornication, unlawful relations, that is those not allowed under God's Law in the Old Testament" are deleted and the words "avoids commitment and intimacy" are added. (One could conclude that "commitment and intimacy," not marriage, set the boundaries for acceptable sex.) In Romans 1:26-27, the words "God gave them up ..." are deleted and words that qualify homosexuality are added (providing a loophole for committed homosexuals who "love" each other; thus lust becomes the sin, not the choice of a same-sex partner). There are hundreds of examples like these in The Message.
