Genesis 15:1

4 I will go down with thee into Egypt; and I will also surely bring thee up again: and Joseph shall put his hand upon thine eyes.
Exodus 20:20
20 And Moses said unto the people, Fear not: for God is come to prove you, and that his fear may be before your faces, that ye sin not.
Deuteronomy 1:21
21 Behold, the Lord thy God hath set the land before thee: go up and possess it, as the Lord God of thy fathers hath said unto thee; fear not, neither be discouraged.
Deuteronomy 20:1-4
1 When thou goest out to battle against thine enemies, and seest horses, and chariots, and a people more than thou, be not afraid of them: for the Lord thy God is with thee, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.
2 And it shall be, when ye are come nigh unto the battle, that the priest shall approach and speak unto the people,
3 And shall say unto them, Hear, O Israel, ye approach this day unto battle against your enemies: let not your hearts faint, fear not, and do not tremble, neither be ye terrified because of them;
4 For the Lord your God is he that goeth with you, to fight for you against your enemies, to save you.
Deuteronomy 31:5-9
5 And the Lord shall give them up before your face, that ye may do unto them according unto all the commandments which I have commanded you.
6 Be strong and of a good courage, fear not, nor be afraid of them: for the Lord thy God, he it is that doth go with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee.
7 And Moses called unto Joshua, and said unto him in the sight of all Israel, Be strong and of a good courage: for thou must go with this people unto the land which the Lord hath sworn unto their fathers to give them; and thou shalt cause them to inherit it.
8 And the Lord, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee, he will not fail thee, neither forsake thee: fear not, neither be dismayed.
9 And Moses wrote this law, and delivered it unto the priests the sons of Levi, which bare the ark of the covenant of the Lord, and unto all the elders of Israel.


Joshua 5: 10-15

10 And the children of Israel encamped in Gilgal, and kept the passover on the fourteenth day of the month at even in the plains of Jericho.

11 And they did eat of the old corn of the land on the morrow after the passover, unleavened cakes, and parched corn in the selfsame day.

12 And the manna ceased on the morrow after they had eaten of the old corn of the land; neither had the children of Israel manna any more; but they did eat of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.

13 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted up his eyes and looked, and, behold, there stood a man over against him with his sword drawn in his hand: and Joshua went unto him, and said unto him, Art thou for us, or for our adversaries?

14 And he said, Nay; but as captain of the host of the Lord am I now come. And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and did worship, and said unto him, What saith my Lord unto his servant?

Note:  In that Joshua Worships Him, he acknowledges Him, as the Captain of the Host of the Lord, i.e.:  the Lord of Hosts, to be God: in that He calls Himself the Lord's Captain He thus declares Himself to be the Son of God, the Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who had come to be the Captain of the people.  Behold, there stood a man over against him; not a mere man, nor a created Angel in an human form, but a Divine Person in such a form, even the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who did frequently appeared in this manner to the Patriarchs; as is clear from the Worship paid unto Him by Joshua, by his calling Him his Lord, the one that rules over him, and by owning himself to be His slave, as a servant (literally in the Hebrew:  bondage, bondman, bondservant, manservant,) and by the ground on which he stood, being Holy made so by His mere Presence, as well as by His Title, the Captain of the Lord's Host, as the Lord of Hosts.  The Angel, the Messenger of God, sent as the Redeemer of Israel, the Lord of Hosts did come, as the Captain of the people, with His sword drawn in His hand; Whose sword is said to have a two-edged blade with which one comes out of His mouth, and sometimes one girt on His thigh.  Here, though, the Lord of Hosts comes with His sword drawn.  Drawn out of His scabbard, to justify the war with the Canaanites, and to encourage Joshua to proceed in it. The Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's sword has been drawn against His enemies, and those of His people from the beginning, ever since the fall of man, when enmity commenced between Him and the seed of the serpent, the devil, satan; the Lord of Host's sword has appeared drawn when here on earth combating with all our spiritual enemies of His people, and will never be put up until all enemies are put under His feet.  Joshua the leader of Israel went unto Him, which showed great courage, presence of mind, and magnanimity, and said unto him, [art] thou for us, or for our adversaries, the Canaanites? The reason, was that Captain of the people, the Lord of Hosts appearing in this warlike posture with His sword drawn, Joshua had concluded it was to take on one side or the other, either on the side of Israel, or of the Canaanites.  At first, Joshua wasn't sure, and he seemed to suspect that it was on the side of the latter, and that he was one that was come to defy the armies of Israel, as Goliath afterwards did, 1 Samuel 17; and to engage in a single combat with Joshua their General, and so thus between them alone to decide the war; in which, had this been the case, Joshua was ready to fight with him, until he saw Who He was, the Captain of the Hosts of the Lord, the Lord of Hosts.

Thus, yet again, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth appears as the Captain of the Host of the Lord, for He said, " . . . am I now come." The Captain, the Leader, as an Ensign, the Lord of Hosts of the Armies both in Heaven and in earth, over all Angels and men whom God has Called, His Elect, and particularly of this people, those of Israel, called out of Egypt by God the Son, who brought forth His Armies of Angels to free the people of Israel:


Exodus 7:4
4 But Pharaoh shall not hearken unto you, that I may lay my hand upon Egypt, and bring forth mine armies, and my people the children of Israel, out of the land of Egypt by great judgments.

So that though Joshua was Israel's General, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was the Captain over the Nation of Israel, as its War God, the one who came with sword drawn to defend His people, as the very Lord of Hosts, the Son of God Himself who thus appears, and so Joshua understood Him as more than a mere man, but as God Himself, and therefore showed a readiness to do whatsoever He should Command him to do.  The spiritual Israel of God, that which is His Church, is in a militant state, and has many enemies to combat with:  sin, satan, satan's world (his family), all the false teachers, many coming in as Ministers of Light, destroying the flock.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is their Leader and Commander, the Captain of their Salvation and souls, and has all necessary qualifications to lead His people:  wisdom, courage, and might, for such an office.

If this Captain of the Host of the Lord was a mere man, coming to represent God as a True Worshiper of God, he would not allowed the mighty warrior Joshua, the General of the Hebrew nation to fall at his feet and Worship him.  As the True Worshipers know to Worship only God, as when Cornelius fell at the Apostle Peter’s feet to offer his Worship.  The Apostle Peter simply would not allow it:
Acts 10:25-26
25 And as Peter was coming in, Cornelius met him, and fell down at his feet, and worshipped him.
26 But Peter took him up, saying, Stand up; I myself also am a man.
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was the Captain over the Nation of Israel, as its War God, the one who came with sword drawn to defend His people, as the very Lord of Hosts, the Son of God Himself who thus appears:

Exodus 15:3
3The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name.


Psalm 24:8
8 Who is this King of glory? The Lord strong and mighty, the Lord mighty in battle.

Isaiah 51:15
15But I am the LORD thy God, that divided the sea, whose waves roared: The LORD of hosts is his name.

Note:  The Lord of Hosts, the Lord thy God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that divided the sea, was the God of Israel, the Mighty God, that fought for His people, with a strong right arm did He fight.

Joshua fell on his face to the earth; in reverence of this Divine and illustrious Person, whom he now understood to be who He was, the very Son of God, the Lord of Hosts, and Joshua assumed the correct position before Him, " . . . And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, . . . " and did Worship Him; gave Him religious Worship and adoration, which had he been a created Angel he would not have given to him, nor would such an one have received it:


Revelation 19:10
10 And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

" . . . and said unto him, what saith my Lord unto his servant?" That is, Lord what Commands have you for your slave, or what Commands had He to lay upon Joshua, for as His slave he was ready to execute them.  Joshua was heartily willing to be subject to Him, to fall on his face and Worship Him.  Worship the Lord of Hosts, Who now steps forth as the Chief General of the Israelite forces, and Joshua the General of Israel was now to consider himself, and behave, as an Officer under Him, and to obey all Orders that should be given, by the Lord of Hosts.

15 And the captain of the Lord's host said unto Joshua, Loose thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place whereon thou standest is holy. And Joshua did so.



Behold, there stood a man over against him; not a mere man, nor a created Angel in an human form, but a Divine Person in such a form, even the very Son of God, the Only Begotten Son of the Father, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who did frequently appeared in this manner to the Patriarchs; as is clear from the Worship paid unto Him by Joshua, by his calling Him his Lord, the one that rules over him, and by owning himself to be His slave, as a servant; and by the ground on which he stood, being Holy made so by His mere Presence, as well as by His Title, the Captain of the Lord's Host, the Lord of Hosts.
Isaiah 44:6
6 Thus saith the Lord the King of Israel, and his redeemer the Lord of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.
Revelation 22:12-13
12 And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.
13 I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.
Deuteronomy 32:39
39 See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

11 And they burn unto the Lord every morning and every evening burnt sacrifices and sweet incense: the shewbread also set they in order upon the pure table; and the candlestick of gold with the lamps thereof, to burn every evening: for we keep the charge of the Lord our God; but ye have forsaken him.

12 And, behold, God himself is with us for our captain, and his priests with sounding trumpets to cry alarm against you. O children of Israel, fight ye not against the Lord God of your fathers; for ye shall not prosper.


Deuteronomy 31:6

10 And I said unto you, I am the Lord your God; fear not the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but ye have not obeyed my voice.
11 And there came an angel of the Lord, and sat under an oak which was in Ophrah, that pertained unto Joash the Abiezrite: and his son Gideon threshed wheat by the winepress, to hide it from the Midianites.
12 And the angel of the Lord appeared unto him, and said unto him, The Lord is with thee, thou mighty man of valour.
13 And Gideon said unto him, Oh my Lord, if the Lord be with us, why then is all this befallen us? and where be all his miracles which our fathers told us of, saying, Did not the Lord bring us up from Egypt? but now the Lord hath forsaken us, and delivered us into the hands of the Midianites.
14 And the Lord looked upon him, and said, Go in this thy might, and thou shalt save Israel from the hand of the Midianites: have not I sent thee?
15 And he said unto him, Oh my Lord, wherewith shall I save Israel? behold, my family is poor in Manasseh, and I am the least in my father's house.
16 And the Lord said unto him, Surely I will be with thee, and thou shalt smite the Midianites as one man.
17 And he said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, then shew me a sign that thou talkest with me.
18 Depart not hence, I pray thee, until I come unto thee, and bring forth my present, and set it before thee. And he said, I will tarry until thou come again.
19 And Gideon went in, and made ready a kid, and unleavened cakes of an ephah of flour: the flesh he put in a basket, and he put the broth in a pot, and brought it out unto him under the oak, and presented it.
20 And the angel of God said unto him, Take the flesh and the unleavened cakes, and lay them upon this rock, and pour out the broth. And he did so.
21 Then the angel of the Lord put forth the end of the staff that was in his hand, and touched the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and there rose up fire out of the rock, and consumed the flesh and the unleavened cakes. Then the angel of the Lord departed out of his sight.

Note:  Thy staff, which in the Hebrew means either:  a support, a walking stick, or sustenance.  Sustenance means of sustaining life; such as nourishment sustains life. Same Hebrew word as in Psalm 23:4.

22 And when Gideon perceived that he was an angel of the Lord, Gideon said, Alas, O Lord God! for because I have seen an angel of the Lord face to face.
23 And the Lord said unto him, Peace be unto thee; fear not: thou shalt not die.
24 Then Gideon built an altar there unto the Lord, and called it Jehovahshalom: unto this day it is yet in Ophrah of the Abiezrites.
Note:  The Lord by a voice from Heaven, since the Angel, after he ascended, verse 21 above, might have been the one to cause this voice to be heard, seeing Gideon was in great fear, because Gideon knew this was an Angel of the Lord, which is another proof of this Angel being Jehovah Himself, the Eternal Word of God.
An Altar here for God!:

Gideon called it Jehovahshalom meaning the Lord is peace, the Lord who is the author and giver of peace, temporal, spiritual, and eternal. The Lord is our peace, a fit name for the Angel that appeared to him, who was no other than the man of peace; the one Who is our peace, the author of peace between God and man, the great Mediator bringing peace between God and man, the Prince of Peace, the Mighty God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
2 Kings 6:15-17
15 And when the servant of the man of God was risen early, and gone forth, behold, an host compassed the city both with horses and chariots. And his servant said unto him, Alas, my master! how shall we do?
16 And he answered, Fear not: for they that be with us are more than they that be with them.
17 And Elisha prayed, and said, Lord, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he may see. And the Lord opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw: and, behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire round about Elisha.
2 Chronicles 20:17
17 Ye shall not need to fight in this battle: set yourselves, stand ye still, and see the salvation of the Lord with you, O Judah and Jerusalem: fear not, nor be dismayed; to morrow go out against them: for the Lord will be with you.


Isaiah 35:4
4 Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your God will come with vengeance, even God with a recompence; he will come and save you.
Isaiah 41:13
13 For I the Lord thy God will hold thy right hand, saying unto thee, Fear not; I will help thee.

Isaiah 43:1
1 But now thus saith the Lord that created thee, O Jacob, and he that formed thee, O Israel, Fear not: for I have redeemed thee, I have called thee by thy name; thou art mine.
Jeremiah 46:27
27 But fear not thou, O my servant Jacob, and be not dismayed, O Israel: for, behold, I will save thee from afar off, and thy seed from the land of their captivity; and Jacob shall return, and be in rest and at ease, and none shall make him afraid.

5 And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness against the sorcerers, and against the adulterers, and against false swearers, and against those that oppress the hireling in his wages, the widow, and the fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger from his right, and fear not me, saith the Lord of hosts.

7 But even the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear not therefore: ye are of more value than many sparrows.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth uses this illustration to show you that those Elect of God will not be forgotten and therefore not lost, as He, the Mighty Son of God looses none that the Father has given Him.
Luke 12:32
32 Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom.
John 12:15
15 Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass's colt.
Acts 27:23-25
23 For there stood by me this night the angel of God, whose I am, and whom I serve,
24 Saying, Fear not, Paul; thou must be brought before Caesar: and, lo, God hath given thee all them that sail with thee.
25 Wherefore, sirs, be of good cheer: for I believe God, that it shall be even as it was told me.
Note:  Here, in Acts 27:23 above, the Angel of God, One of the Ministering Spirits that stand before God, and who was sent by the Lord Jesus Christ to the Apostle Paul, whom the Apostle Paul announces, “ . . . whose I am, and whom I serve, . . .”.  The Apostle Paul said the words declaring his allegiance to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, i.e.: whose I am, and whom I serve.  As in:


Acts 23:11
11 And the night following the Lord stood by him, and said, Be of good cheer, Paul: for as thou hast testified of me in Jerusalem, so must thou bear witness also at Rome.
Joshua 5: 13-14
13 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted up his eyes and looked, and, behold, there stood a man over against him with his sword drawn in his hand: and Joshua went unto him, and said unto him, Art thou for us, or for our adversaries?

14 And he said, Nay; but as captain of the host of the Lord am I now come. And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and did worship, and said unto him, What saith my Lord unto his servant?


Isaiah 55:4
4Behold, I have given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people.

Note:  Meaning the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, of whom King David was a figure.  Behold, the Messiah cometh, the Great God, the Wonderful Counselor, the "I AM,"  the "I AM, HE" "THE LORD OF HOSTS" for His people, as a Leader and a Commander.
Isaiah 11:10
10 And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the root of David, the root of Jesse:  Revelation 22:16
Isaiah 11:12
12 And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth.

Revelation 1:17-18
17 And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:
18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.

Note:  Who created the earth, the ends of the earth?  Answer:  The Creator God, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, created ALL things:  John 1.

29 He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength.

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall:

31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.
Isaiah 9:6-7
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.
7 Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.

The Lord Jesus Christ is the Creator God who created all things for His Own pleasure, following God the Father's instruction, not doing His Own Will, but being fully One with God the Father, and God the Holy Ghost, One God in creation, the fullness of the Godhead revealed in Christ Jesus, Colossians 2:8-9, shown forth to us as the Mighty God:
Psalm 50:1
1The mighty God, even the Lord, hath spoken, and called the earth from the rising of the sun unto the going down thereof.
Psalm 132:1-5
1 Lord, remember David, and all his afflictions:
2 How he sware unto the Lord, and vowed unto the mighty God of Jacob;
3 Surely I will not come into the tabernacle of my house, nor go up into my bed;

4 I will not give sleep to mine eyes, or slumber to mine eyelids,
5 Until I find out a place for the Lord, an habitation for the mighty God of Jacob.
