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Romans 13:8-10
8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
Note:  Love, loveth in the Greek means:  I love, wish well, to take pleasure in, long for, which denotes the love of reason (Reason:  Sound judgment; good sense.  Using logic as a premise of an argument. The power of intelligent and dispassionate thought, or of conduct influenced by such thought.  To think or argue in a logical manner.  Reasons which should determine belief or action.  To conclude, to convince, persuade, to support with reasons).  To esteem (Esteem:  Have a favorable opinion or judgment; having respect or regard).  Properly, to prefer, to love by taking pleasure in, to wish well toward, or to long for another.  Thus, for the Born Again Believer, preferring to "live through Christ Jesus".  To love, then, means actively doing what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth prefers, with, by, and through the Lord Jesus Christ (by Christ Jesus' power and direction), 1 John 4:8-10,16-17.  Love for a Christian is always defined by God as –  "A discriminating affection which involves “choice and selection".  So that in effect, in the life of the True Worshiper, the Born Again Believer, the Lord Jesus Christ is living His life through the Born Again Believer by the Believer embracing God's Will (coming to the knowledge of Truth, 1 Timothy 2:4 -- Note:  The word All in 1 Timothy 2:4 in the Greek can mean everyone, however here it does not and simply does NOT apply to this verse.  Furthermore, the word All can also mean "all within a group," – which is the meaning, -- which IS the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who is the Truth, John 14:6,) and in this knowledge then choosing the Lord Jesus Christ's choices (The Lord Jesus Christ's Will) over their own will, and obeying them through His power.

Continuing with Romans 13:9 -- Comprehended in the Greek means:  Summed up.  Summing up all the parts as a comprehensive (organized) whole. Therefore, the summary (summing up) then of the Second Table of the Ten Commandments, i.e.:  Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment – FULFILLS the Law of Loving thy neighbor.  In other words, NOT doing these things to someone fulfills the Lord Jesus Christ’s Commandment to love thy neighbor.
10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.
Note:  Romans 13:8, "Owe no man any thing, . . . "  Christians must avoid useless expense, and be careful not to contract any debts they have no power to discharge. They are also to stand aloof from all venturesome speculations and rash engagements, and whatever may expose them to the danger of not rendering to all their due owed. Do not stay in any one's debt. Give everyone his own that is owed, fully. Do not spend on yourselves that which you owe to others. Many, though, who are very sensible of their financial trouble, think little of the sin, of being in debt to another.  Forgive us our debts, which is our trespasses against others, and in trespassing when we may also sin against God.  All sin is against God; therefore, ONLY God can forgive sin, Psalm 51:1-4.  Sin is a debt owed to God which a man cannot pay, and by NOT keeping the Laws of the Second Table, an offense (trespass) is then made against our neighbor.   Love to others includes all the duties of the Second Table. The Second Table, the last six of the Ten Commandments are all summed up in this royal Law:  “ . . . Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself”.  With the same sincerity that thou lovest thyself, though obviously not in the same measure and degree, a man is to love his neighbor as himself, and is so doing will desire the welfare of his neighbor, to do to them as he would that they did to him.  Indeed, on this is built that Golden Rule, Matthew 7:12, of doing as we would be done by. Love is a living, active principle of obedience to the whole of the Law, Matthew 7:12; Matthew 22:36-40.  Let us then avoid injuries to the persons, acquaintances, property, and characters of men.  Christians should not do to any man any kind or degree of evil.  Ministers specifically, but indeed all Christians are Called to study God's Holy Word, Holy Scriptures, to faithfully and rightly divide the Word of God, the Holy Bible in order to know the Truth of God.  In so doing, finding himself/herself approved before God, and to be useful in every station of life to a man's neighbor.  We as Christians, Called to study God's Holy Word to avoid false doctrines, as these false doctrines being profane, empty, and mere babble, spread like a cancer in the Churches, 2 Timothy 2:15.  The Apostle Paul shows us how very few judgments need to be executed, that is, if we so order our life as no man may justly require anything from us, besides only that which we owe one to another within the Brethren, we should toward all men show a perpetual law of charity (charity=love) by keeping the Second Table of the Law.

The 10 Commandments . . . 
Exodus 20:1-17; Deuteronomy 5:6-21
First Table -- Proper Worship of the Living God, Jehovah.
Commandment #1:
3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.


Note:  All men fail at this Commandment.  Indeed all fail every day of our lives to keep this Commandment.  All have and do sin against this Commandment every day.  IF we could keep this Commandment, there would be no need for any of the others, yea, indeed no need for any further Law.  It is impossible for a mere man to keep this Commandment.  A Scribe, a Lawyer, Doctor of the Law, tried to trip up the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by asking Christ Jesus this question . . . , 


36 Master, which is the great commandment in the law?  The Lord Jesus Christ then in His answer to this Lawyer, expounds on the 1st Commandment which is 38 This is the first and great commandment, . . .  which is also shown above as the First Commandment of God, which is:    3Thou shalt have no other gods before me.  In the Lord Jesus Christ's explanation, Matthew 22:35-40, to this Lawyer, the Lord Jesus Christ declares, "Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind".  Indeed, this is an impossibility for a mere man to keep.  In order to do what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares, we would, at all times, every single moment of our lives, think not of our own self, but of the Glory and Honor of God the Father in order to keep the First Commandment.  Only God, the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, kept this Commandment, John 5:30; John 8:28.  Not ONLY can we not keep the First Commandment, perfectly, but we deceive ourselves thinking we can keep the Second Table of the Law, as did the rich young ruler, Matthew 7:12-14; Matthew 19:16-26; Mark 10:17-27; Luke 13:22-24; Luke 18:18-27; John 14:6.
Commandment #2:

4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;

6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.
Commandment #3:
7 Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.
Commandment #4:
8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:

10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.


Note:  The Old Testament regulations that govern the Sabbath observances are indeed ceremonial, not moral, aspects of the Law.  The Ceremonial Law, for Christians is no longer in force, but has passed away along with the sacrificial system, the Levitical Priesthood that had changed, meaning turned from God and was subsequently cursed by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/Shiloh . . . The Tribes of Dan, Ephraim, Judah, etc . . .  Levi -- their Priesthood destroyed, therefore the Tithe ended.doc, and all other aspects of Mosaic Law that prefigured the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
The Apostle Paul, in his letter to the Colossians . . .

Colossians 2:16-17
16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days:
17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.

Note:  "Which are a shadow of things to come;. . ." explicitly refers to the Sabbath as "a shadow of Christ".  The shadow, which is the image in the Old Testament is no longer binding since the substance, the reality which is the (Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) has come.  Indeed, It is quite clear in the above verses in Colossians that the weekly Sabbath here is in view.  The phrase "a holyday i.e.:  a (festival,) or a new moon or a sabbath days" refers to the annual, monthly, and weekly holy days of the Jewish Calendar, 1 Chronicles 23:31; 2 Chronicles 2:4; 31:3; Ezekiel 45:17; Hosea 2:11.  If the Apostle Paul, in Colossians 2:16-17 above, was referring to special ceremonial dates of rest in those passages, why would then the Apostle Paul have used the word "Sabbath" in addition?   There would not have been a need to mention Sabbath days, as the Apostle Paul had already mentioned the Ceremonial dates when he spoke of holyday i.e.:  (festivals,) and new moons.
The Sabbath was the sign to the Nation of Israel written in the Mosaic Covenant, Exodus 31:16-17; Ezekiel 20:12; Nehemiah 9:14, and was a perpetual sign, as an everlasting Covenant, Exodus 31:16; Leviticus 24:8, given as well to Gentiles that converted to Judaism under the Ceremonial Law, (today for Christians, though, not binding,) as God declares Himself even in the Old Testament to be the God of the Gentiles, as well as of the Jews, and of all that fear God, and believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, of every nation, who are accepted with Him.  They are all one made as one in Christ Jesus, and all partakers of the same promises and blessings of God’s Covenant now a New Covenant.  Under the Old Covenant strangers, and the sons of strangers, were to have an Inheritance among the children of Israel, as in Gospel times Isaiah 55-57, which before these Gentiles were not allowed, Deuteronomy 23:1-5.  Since we are now under the New Covenant, the New Testament, Hebrews 8:1-13, we are no longer required to observe the sign of the Mosaic Covenant, the Old Testament Law, which was our Schoolteacher, until faith (in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) came, Galatians 3:1-29.

The New Testament never Commands Christians to observe the Sabbath. 

The Christian Church met on the first day of the week, called the Lord's Day, Acts 20:7; Revelation 1:9-11.  Nowhere in all of the Old Testament are the Gentile nations Commanded to observe the Sabbath, nor are they condemned for failing to do so.  It certainly would have been by Commandment if the Sabbath observance were meant to be an eternal moral principle.  There is no evidence in the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible of anyone keeping the Sabbath before the time of Moses, nor are there any Commands in the Holy Bible to keep the Sabbath before the giving of the Law at Mt. Sinai.  Thousands of years had passed since the Lord rested in His creation, without a Command to keep the Sabbath.  When the Apostles met at Jerusalem in a  Council,  Acts 15:1-41, they did not impose the Sabbath, Sabbath keeping on the Gentile believers by Command.  The Apostle Paul warned the Gentiles about all sorts of sins in his Epistles, as did the other Apostles, but breaking the Sabbath was never once mentioned by any of them.  The Apostle Paul called the Galatians, "fools, Galatians 3:1-29" and in Galatians 4:10-11, the Apostle Paul rebukes the Galatians for thinking God expected them to observe special days, which also included the Sabbaths.  The Apostle Paul in Romans 14:5, forbids those who observe the Sabbath (these were no doubt Jewish Born Again Believers who believed it was necessary to keep the Old Testament Law, as well as false Brethren who came in as spies to destroy Christianity from within, Judaizers, (https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Judaizers) to bring Christians back into bondage of the Old Testament Laws which Christians have been freed from, Galatians 2:3-5, to condemn those who did not (Gentile believers) observe the Old Testament Laws -- including the Sabbath.  Indeed, the early Church leaders, from Ignatius to Augustine, taught that the Old Testament Sabbath had been abolished for Christians.  They taught that the first day of the week, Sunday, the Lord's Day, was the day when Christians should meet for Worship.  Sunday has not replaced Saturday as the Sabbath.  Rather the Lord's Day is a time when Born Again Believers, True Worshipers, those Called of God, gather to commemorate the author and finisher of our faith, the Lord Jesus Christ and His resurrection, Hebrews 12:2, which occurred on the first day of the week.  Every day to the Born Again Believer is one of Sabbath rest, since we have ceased from our spiritual labor, and are resting in the Salvation of our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Hebrews 4:9-11. 
Therefore, while Christians follow the pattern of designating one day of the week as a day of rest for the Lord's people to gather in Worship, we do not refer to this as the Sabbath, but as the Lord's Day.  As the Sabbath -- which is a rest for God's people -- is no longer a day, but a person, i.e.:  the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Sabbath was a rest, set aside as a day (shadow) for the Nation of Israel.  The Sabbath, no longer is Commanded nor required of Christians, for the Sabbath was a shadow, a literal day for rest.  The Sabbath is no longer a shadow (a day,) but is now the reality that the shadow foreshadowed (Foreshadowed:  To represent, indicate, or typify beforehand, i.e.:  to prefigure.  To represent as a suggestion of (something that has not yet happened,)) in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in whom Christians now have our rest:  Hebrews 3:9-18; Hebrews 4:1-11; Matthew 11:28.  The shadow (Old Testament Sabbath) foreshadowed the reality which was to come, and now which has come of the rest of God's people IN the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
In this rest -- in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; Christians have peace with God . . .
The Jews, whom followed the Sabbath "religiously," found in their disobedience to God, that God refused to allow them to enter into His Rest . . . Psalm 95:6-11; Hebrews 3:1-19.  Therefore, God's rest was not simply a day, which the Jews followed, but peace with God.

John 14:23-27
23 Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.

24 He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me.

25 These things have I spoken unto you, being yet present with you.

26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.
27 Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.
Ephesians 2:11-22
11 Wherefore remember, that ye being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision in the flesh made by hands;

12 That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:
13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.
14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us;
15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace;

16 And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby:

17 And came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to them that were nigh.

18 For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father.
19 Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, and of the household of God;

20 And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone;

21 In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord:

22 In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.
2 Peter 3:13-18
13 Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.

14 Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look for such things, be diligent that ye may be found of him in peace, without spot, and blameless.

15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you;

16 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction.

17 Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness.

18 But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and for ever. Amen.
Second Table -- Proper Worship of the Living God, Jehovah, in our relationship with others.


Commandment #5:
12 Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee.
Commandment #6:
13 Thou shalt not kill.
Commandment #7:
14 Thou shalt not commit adultery.
Commandment #8:
15 Thou shalt not steal.
Commandment #9:
16 Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour.
Commandment #10:
17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's.

Note:  Loving our neighbor means NOT to do against them the Commands in the Second Table of the Law, it does NOT mean, that Christians in ANY WAY should be as Franklin Graham states, “ . . . should be gay friendly”.  Fulfilling the Second Table of the Law does not require a Christian to be friendly in any way towards gays or any others who openly oppose God and His Law.  This brings into question what constitutes then friendship.  What constitutes a friend?  When we say friendship, do we mean mere acquaintances we interact with at the office or at school, by interacting within the world (satan’s family) as part of everyday life?  Do we mean people we occasionally see or talk to or to whom we are required to in order to do our jobs or studies?   Or,  do we mean being their friend or so friendly that we hang out with them outside of our regularly work, school, and/or come to openly accept them in their sin and receive them as our friend so as "not to judge them," www.alemattec.com/Judge not, not!, 2.doc, to the point of having even then an emotional bond with them?  
Should Christians Then Be Friends With Unbelievers, (Non-Christians), non-Believers?
The Holy Bible Commands Christians to be the “light” in a dark world.  We need to be loving, kind, and gentle with all people.  Indeed, we need people to see Christ Jesus in us.  This means whether they are the nicest people we know, or whether they are terrible pagans doing every kind of "sin in the book," we are supposed to be Christ like, indeed be a reflection of the Lord Jesus Christ.
2 Corinthians 4:6

6 For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
Indeed, therefore, we are supposed to set an example and love all, using the Second Table of the Law shown above.  We aren’t supposed to engage in sin nor to love sin, but we are called to love people according to the Second Table of the Law, not to be friends with them who are in darkness, who are opposed to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Indeed, we are called NOT to walk along with the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful, no have fellowship with them, but reprove them:
Psalm 1:1-6
1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.
Note:  The ungodly are the reverse of the righteous, both in character and condition.  The ungodly are led by the counsel of the wicked, in the way of sinners, to the seat of the scornful.  The ungodly have no delight in the Law of God, nor do they bring forth fruit but that what is evil. The righteous are like useful, fruitful trees, www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc.  The ungodly are like the chaff which the wind drives away, the dust which the owner of the floor desires to have driven away, as not being of any use. They are of no worth in God's account, how highly soever they may value themselves.  All men are by nature and practice ungodly, without God, without the true knowledge, fear, and Worship of the Holy, Just, Righteous, Living God and are at enmity against Him.  It is a character that belongs to God's Elect as well as all others.  Here it describes the truly reprobate part of mankind, profligate and abandoned sinners, such as Jude speaks of in Jude 1:1-25.  " . . . nor standeth in the way of sinners, . . . "  Their "way" is not only their "opinion," but their sinful course of life, which is a way of darkness, the way means the road, Matthew 7:13-14, which is a crooked path, and a road that leads to destruction and death -- Hell.  Happy is the man that does "not stand" in this way, which denotes openness, impudence, and continuance, though he may backslide for a while, fall into this way for a time, but God Calls a True Worshiper to repentance, and he does not abide in it, Romans 6:1-10.  Happy is the man that does not sit with nor keep company with such persons, who comes not into their assembly, and does not associate himself with them, nor approve of their dispositions, words, principles, and actions, Psalm 26:1-5.  Indeed, there is the seed of the woman and the seed of the serpent.  A godly man, that he may avoid the evil, utterly renounces the companionship of evil-doers, and will not be led by them, as their communications with a Born Again Believer, if an ongoing friendship is established will corrupt a Christians manners (Manners, in the Greek means:  Morals, habits, behavior patterns, daily life-style, unwritten customs or behavior based on tradition,) 1 Corinthians 15:33.     

Psalm 1:1-6

1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. 
2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.
3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.

Note:  Men as trees . . . , www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc, Isaiah 54:17.


4 The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff which the wind driveth away.

5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.

6 For the Lord knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the ungodly shall perish.
Ephesians 5:11

11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.

Note:  As Children of Light, under God the Father -- the Father of Lights Who never changes, nor does God's Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Malachi 3:6, James 1:17; Hebrews 13:8, we are to walk in the Light, 1 Thessalonians 5:5-6; Matthew 26:36-41; Matthew 6:13; 1 Peter 2:5-10.
What has God given His Holy Word in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible for, but so that Christians can walk as Light in the world (World:  here, meaning satan's family).  Not of the world, but in the world.

Along with being Light, there is never an acceptance of a non-believer's sin, but we are Called to Preach the Word of God -- always, the same Word of God not matter what the season.  The Word of God is that Christians are not to freely accept as friends those who openly live in sin before us, who love not the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who walk in darkness, under the guise using the phrase -- "hate the sin, but love the sinner".  Using this phrase, many people in the "churches" have twisted God's Word and become friends with those who openly oppose the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This is treason against the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and is blasphemy against the Holy Spirit.  We witness without being someone's friend.  We can be friendly, to a point.  However, with a heretic, after one or two admonition -- reject . . .
Titus 3:9-11
9 But avoid foolish questions, and genealogies, and contentions, and strivings about the law; for they are unprofitable and vain.

10 A man that is an heretick after the first and second admonition reject;

Note:  Heretick in the Greek is one who causes division, argues about what Holy Scripture means without a foundation.  A Heretick is a factious person, specializing in half-truths and misimpressions "to win others over" to their personal opinion having in himself a (misguided zeal) – while creating harmful divisions among Born Again Believers. 
Admonition in the Greek means:   A warning, admonition, counsel.  Calling attention to God's Truth, i.e. (by implication) using a mild rebuke or warning -- admonition.  Properly, setting (placing) the mind through God-inspired warning ("admonition") using reasoning found in the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible to declare God's mind on any given subject of contention. 

11 Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.
2 Timothy 4:2
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.
1 Timothy 5:20
20 Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may fear.
How else would we show our light in an openly sinful world? How else would we ever win people over to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth?  There is a lot of confusion and disagreement on the topic of Christian friendships coming from not defining the word friend.  There are certainly different types of friendships.  When we define friend, we can frame a more proper perspective of what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible teaches us on the topic.

Let's define then at least two basic types of friendships:  What are our close friends and others outside that circle who are mere acquaintances.
Intimates, or those who are our close friends – This refers to people you spend time with on purpose (outside of your job or other forced or required time).  These intimates you spend time with by choice.  In other words, more than a mere acquaintance, these friends you call or make time to spend time with each other, you might E-Mail at least maybe semi-regularly, or text, spend time together every so often or even frequently, go out to eat, or to get coffee, or maybe even see a movie, etc . . . .  These are people you at least semi-trust with at least part of your private life, people you care  about, and/or who may have many common interests.  Even, maybe develop over time a serious and deep relationship with these friends.  They may come to know you on a deep level, and you know them, too.  You might even confide very personal things concerning you or other close intimates or close friends with this type of friend.

Acquaintances –  Are people you merely come across in you daily life as we go through the world (satan's family).  Perhaps it is a co-worker,  or a friend of a friend, or a distant neighbor, someone we've even met online.  These are people who we are friendly with, however we don’t have enough in common with them, and for some reason, we simply never spend any time with them. You tend to only see them, or talk or communicate with them then on rare or isolated occasions (unless you work together or are forced into contact by going about normal daily routines, going to the bank, a child's soccer game, etc . . . ,) and that is the extent of your "friendship," which is merely being polite or friendly.  These are certainly then more shallow in terms of emotions and bonds, and normally you certainly would not confide personal things to them.

11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolator, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat.
2 Thessalonians 3:14 
14 And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company with him, that he may be ashamed.
Simply put by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . .

Matthew 12:30
30 He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad. 

John 3:14-21
14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up:
15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Note:  World in the Greek here is kosmos:  An "ordered system"   An organized grouped.  Here, a family unit. This family unit is God’s family, those that believeth on the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Alternately, kosmos also means satan’s family, consisting of "the ungodly multitude; the whole mass of men alienated from God, and therefore hostile to the cause of Christ". 

17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.
18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.
19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.

Should Christians, then, Drop Non-Christians with whom they have Unscripturally become Friends?

The truth, if it be told, is that if a Christian was evangelizing friends that are non-believers as they are Called to do, instead of developing a friendship with them, a Christian would not  have to leave an unrepented sinful friend(s); as they will probably leave you.
Either you will not enjoy hanging with your older unrepented friends as much, or they won’t enjoy hanging with you.  In fact, if you evangelize friends, and not hang out with them, even old friends that you had prior to becoming a Christian, these friends will even begin to speak evil of you.

1 Peter 4:3-5
3 For the time past of our life may suffice us to have wrought the will of the Gentiles, when we walked in lasciviousness, lusts, excess of wine, revellings, banquetings, and abominable idolatries:

4 Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them to the same excess of riot, speaking evil of you:
5 Who shall give account to him that is ready to judge the quick and the dead.
Deuteronomy 22:10
10 Thou shalt not plow with an ox and an ass together.

Note:  The one was a clean creature -- the ox, and the other an unclean -- the ass, and this instance is put for all others; with which agree the Jewish canons, which run thus, "Cattle with cattle, wild beasts with wild beasts, unclean with unclean, clean with clean (i.e. these may be put together).  However, unclean with clean, and clean with unclean, are forbidden to plough with, to draw with, or to be led together." The mystery of this is, that godly and ungodly persons are not to be yoked together in religious fellowship of any kind outside of what is required at work or other required contact, or with them for the sole purpose of evangelizing.  Being friends with them is forbidden.  Being friendly with all when evangelizing is required of a Christian.


2 Corinthians 6:14-18

15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?

Again, the 10 Commandments . . . 
Exodus 20:1-17; Deuteronomy 5:6-21
First Table -- Proper Worship of the Living God, Jehovah.
Commandment #1:
3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.
Note:  All men fail at this Commandment.  Every day of our lives.  We all have and do sin against this Commandment every day.  IF we could keep this Commandment, there would be no need for any of the others, yea, indeed no need for any further Law.  It is impossible for a mere man to keep this Commandment.  A Scribe, a Lawyer, Doctor of the Law, tried to trip up the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by asking Christ Jesus this question . . . , 36 Master, which is the great commandment in the law?  The Lord Jesus Christ then in His answer to this Lawyer, expounds on the 1st Commandment which is 38 This is the first and great commandment, . . .  which is also shown above, the First Commandment of God, 3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.  In the Lord Jesus Christ's explanation, Matthew 22:35-40, to this Lawyer, the Lord Jesus Christ declares, "Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind".  Indeed, this is an impossibility for a mere man to keep.  In order to do what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares, we would, at all times, every single moment of our lives, think not of our own self, but of the Glory and Honor of God the Father in order to keep the First Commandment.  Only God, the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, kept this Commandment, John 5:30; John 8:28.  Not ONLY can we not keep the First Commandment, perfectly, but we deceive ourselves thinking we can keep the Second Table of the Law, as did the rich young ruler, Matthew 7:12-14; Matthew 19:16-26; Mark 10:17-27; Luke 13:22-24; Luke 18:18-27; John 14:6.

Commandment #2:

4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;

6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.
Commandment #3:
7 Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.
Commandment #4:
8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:

10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

Note:  The Old Testament regulations that govern the Sabbath observances are indeed Ceremonial, not moral, aspects of the Law.  The Ceremonial Law, for Christians is no longer in force, but has passed away along with the sacrificial system, the Levitical Priesthood that had changed, as it had turned from God and cursed by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/Shiloh . . . The Tribes of Dan, Ephraim, Judah, etc . . .  Levi -- their Priesthood destroyed, therefore the Tithe ended.doc, and all other aspects of Mosaic Law that prefigured the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.Alemattec.com/The Sabbath is for the Jews alone . . .  .doc.
Second Table -- Proper Worship of the Living God, Jehovah, in our relationship with others.

Commandment #5:
12 Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee.
Commandment #6:
13 Thou shalt not kill.
Commandment #7:
14 Thou shalt not commit adultery.
Commandment #8:
15 Thou shalt not steal.
Commandment #9:
16 Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour.
Commandment #10:
17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's.

Nine of the 10 Commandments are repeated in the New Testament.  The ONLY Commandment of the 10 Commandments NOT repeated as a Commandment in the New Testament was the Sabbath:
Exodus 20:8-11 (Not repeated as a Command for Christians)
8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:

10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.
Luke 18:18-21
18 And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

19 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good, save one, that is, God.

20 Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother.

21 And he said, All these have I kept from my youth up.
Mark 10:18-20
18 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.

8 But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully;

9 Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers,

10 For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine;

11 According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.

James 2:1-12
1 My brethren, have not the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory, with respect of persons.

2 For if there come unto your assembly a man with a gold ring, in goodly apparel, and there come in also a poor man in vile raiment;

3 And ye have respect to him that weareth the gay clothing, and say unto him, Sit thou here in a good place; and say to the poor, Stand thou there, or sit here under my footstool:

4 Are ye not then partial in yourselves, and are become judges of evil thoughts?

10 For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

11 For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law.

12 So speak ye, and so do, as they that shall be judged by the law of liberty.
1 Corinthians 8:1-13
1 Now as touching things offered unto idols, we know that we all have knowledge. Knowledge puffeth up, but charity edifieth.

2 And if any man think that he knoweth any thing, he knoweth nothing yet as he ought to know.

3 But if any man love God, the same is known of him.

4 As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one.

5 For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,)

6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

7 Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled.

8 But meat commendeth us not to God: for neither, if we eat, are we the better; neither, if we eat not, are we the worse.

9 But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a stumblingblock to them that are weak.

10 For if any man see thee which hast knowledge sit at meat in the idol's temple, shall not the conscience of him which is weak be emboldened to eat those things which are offered to idols;

11 And through thy knowledge shall the weak brother perish, for whom Christ died?

12 But when ye sin so against the brethren, and wound their weak conscience, ye sin against Christ.

13 Wherefore, if meat make my brother to offend, I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I make my brother to offend.
