Genesis 5:1-32

1 This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that God created man, in the likeness of God made he him;

2 Male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day when they were created.

3 And Adam lived an hundred and thirty years, and begat a son in his own likeness, and after his image; and called his name Seth:

4 And the days of Adam after he had begotten Seth were eight hundred years: and he begat sons and daughters:

5 And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years: and he died.

6 And Seth lived an hundred and five years, and begat Enos:

7 And Seth lived after he begat Enos eight hundred and seven years, and begat sons and daughters:

8 And all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years: and he died.

9 And Enos lived ninety years, and begat Cainan:

10 And Enos lived after he begat Cainan eight hundred and fifteen years, and begat sons and daughters:

11 And all the days of Enos were nine hundred and five years: and he died.

12 And Cainan lived seventy years and begat Mahalaleel:

13 And Cainan lived after he begat Mahalaleel eight hundred and forty years, and begat sons and daughters:

14 And all the days of Cainan were nine hundred and ten years: and he died.

15 And Mahalaleel lived sixty and five years, and begat Jared:

16 And Mahalaleel lived after he begat Jared eight hundred and thirty years, and begat sons and daughters:

17 And all the days of Mahalaleel were eight hundred ninety and five years: and he died.

18 And Jared lived an hundred sixty and two years, and he begat Enoch:

19 And Jared lived after he begat Enoch eight hundred years, and begat sons and daughters:

20 And all the days of Jared were nine hundred sixty and two years: and he died.

21 And Enoch lived sixty and five years, and begat Methuselah:

22 And Enoch walked with God after he begat Methuselah three hundred years, and begat sons and daughters:

23 And all the days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years:

24 And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.

Note:  Enoch did not die, but was not, God took him.  Enoch was the seventh from Adam.  Enoch did not see death:  Hebrews 11:5, but it is appointed that men die once, Hebrews 9:27.  Therefore, I believe that Elijah, who did not see death, but went to Heaven in a flaming Chariot, and Enoch are the two olive trees (two men of Israel, as spiritual Israel is the Olive tree) who are the two witnesses of Revelation.   The Olive Tree is spiritual Israel, the converted Jewish people, and that Gentile believers, have been grafted in.  It should be understood that the Olive Tree is not the Church (meaning all of those present at Worship). Some people are born naturally into the Olive Tree (Jews), but no one is born physically into the Church, the Body of Christ. The only way one can enter into the Body of Christ is by being Born Again by faith in the Lord Jesus of Nazareth alone as one's only Lord and Savior.  The Olive Tree is also Not Israel, that is the nation of Israel as a whole.


Spiritual Israel is the Olive tree, made up also of the New Testament Church, those of the seed of Abraham, as God's Chosen, the True Worshipers of God, those Born Again, God's Elect.


Zechariah 4:11-14
11 Then answered I, and said unto him, What are these two olive trees upon the right side of the candlestick and upon the left side thereof?

12 And I answered again, and said unto him, What be these two olive branches which through the two golden pipes empty the golden oil out of themselves?
Note:  Pipes, that through which oil is poured.  Oil is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The golden oil is the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  
13 And he answered me and said, Knowest thou not what these be? And I said, No, my lord.

14 Then said he, These are the two anointed ones, that stand by the Lord of the whole earth.

These two anointed ones, which are also the two witnesses of Revelation  11.
Some say the two anointed ones, the "two witnesses" are:  Law and the Gospel: the two Testaments that witness in the Church for the Truth of God.  Some, that the two witnesses, the two anointed ones were Joshua and Zerubbabel, by which are the twofold supports of the Church, the Civil power – Government, politics (answering to Zerubbabel) and the Ecclesiastical power – Religious, pertaining to the Church (answering to Joshua, the High Priest).  However, the Civil power, government and politics is NOT of the New Testament Church, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth told Pilate, that the Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom, the Kingdom of Heaven which is God's Church on the earth, is NOT of this world, John 18:35-37.The Lord Jesus Christ Church, is not material nor political, but SPIRITUAL.

Yet others say, as John Wesley, the two anointed ones, the two witnesses are:  Christ and the Holy Spirit.

This shows the error by which John Wesley, NOT a man of God, BUT a false-preacher/teacher, a wolf in sheep's clothing proves himself.

John Wesley (/ˈwɛzlɪ/[1]; 28 June [O.S. 17 June] 1703 – 2 March 1791) was an Anglican cleric and Christian theologian. Wesley is largely credited, along with his brother Charles Wesley, as founding the Methodist movement (the Methodist “church”) which began when he took to open-air preaching in a similar manner to George Whitefield. In contrast to Whitefield's Calvinism, Wesley embraced the Arminian doctrines that were dominant in the 18th-century Church of England. Methodism in both forms became a highly successful evangelical movement in Britain and later in the United States. His work also helped lead to the development of the Holiness movement and Pentecostalism.
John and Charles Wesley were missionaries in the Church of England and had returned home after an unsuccessful mission in the colony of Georgia. They were disillusioned and discouraged with their own faith, and began attending prayer meetings on Aldersgate Street in London, searching for answers. In 1738, they both had revival experiences, which John described as being “strangely warmed” in the heart. With this newfound excitement and energy in spiritual matters, they and their Aldersgate companions began to develop guidelines, or methods, in seeking spiritual renewal. Thus, the name Methodist.  This led to a national renewal movement within the Church of England, which was then brought to America by colonists. The early Methodist movement in America was mostly led by laypeople in the 1760s, and was still within the communion of the Anglican Church. In 1769 and 1771, John Wesley sent preachers, including Francis Asbury, to the colonies to help strengthen and guide the Methodist efforts. During the Revolutionary War the Methodists were an unpopular lot due to John Wesley's Tory stance, as well as the unwillingness of many Methodist preachers to take up arms in support of the colonies. Following the American Revolution, John Wesley saw the need to develop a distinctly American church communion, and the Methodist Episcopal Church in America was formed in Baltimore in 1784.

Belief in the inerrancy of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, is very low among Methodists, even though they affirm the authority of the Holy Bible, 2 Timothy 3:16-17,  2 Peter 1:21, they do not follow it. Sadly, this is indicative of many inconsistencies between the “doctrine and practice” of the Methodist Church.

Methodists are EXTREMELY liberal today and openly ordain women as their Preachers, going against, and therefore denying, the Word of God in their disobedience.  Today, the main threats faced within the church are regarding the place of homosexuals within the church. Historically, the church has always condemned homosexual practice as sin, and that is still the official position of the church. There is a strong and growing movement to grant full communion to practicing homosexuals and even to allow them into the clergy. Many people believe this will result in a major split of the denomination.

Zechariah 4:14
14 Then said he, These are the two anointed ones, that stand by the Lord of the whole earth.
“ . . . that stand by the Lord of the whole earth.” Stand by the Lord, the Creator and Governor of the universe, Great Governor of the World, (as mentioned in our countries Articles of Confederation, http://www.alemattec.com/Christian America, Articles of Confederation, Thomas Jefferson, the Resurrection, Patrick Henry, Islam and Obama's 'weakness'.doc), as His Ministers of the Word are on His side, abide by His Truths and ordinances, and are faithful to His cause and interest.  Stand before the Lord of the whole earth, as they are His Ministers, and serve Him alone.  Stand, which shows their work is NOT done.  That it is the Lord's Work they are engaged in, and that they continue and persevere in it.  Likewise it shows that they are under His eye, notice, dispose, care, protection, and authority.  These two anointed ones are in His favor, and enjoy His presence. 

The Olive Tree cannot be Israel. Some natural branches are broken off the Olive Tree, representing Jews who do not believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Messiah, even though they are physically still alive, they are spiritually dead. Yes, they are physically alive but are spiritually dead, and are thus the broken off branches. However, no one can be broken off of the nation of Israel, as long as he is physically alive. The often-heard dictum, “I was born a Jew and I will die a Jew,” is an accurate saying. Once a person is born into the Covenant nation of Israel, he remains within it until physically dead.

The Olive Tree is the Spiritual Commonwealth of Israel

If the Olive Tree is not the Church alone and it is not Israel alone, what is it? The Apostle Paul refers to the Commonwealth of Israel, and that the Olive Tree is the Spiritual Commonwealth of Israel.

Ephesians 2:11-13

11 Wherefore remember, that ye being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision in the flesh made by hands;

12 That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:

13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.

The Olive Tree is Spiritual, composed of Righteous, Born-Again, the Elect of God, the True Worshipers, both Jew and Gentile together.

The word the Apostle Paul uses for commonwealth in the Greek is politeiva (politeias), akin to the English words politics, people or nation. Through the blood of Israel’s Messiah (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth), we Gentiles who were once aliens, have been made nigh (brought near) to the Commonwealth of Israel, but are not identical to it. Thus, we have the figure of the Olive Tree, which is the Spiritual Commonwealth of Israel. It is spiritual Commonwealth of Jew and Gentile together, because only righteous, born-again, blood-bought believers of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as Lord, God, King, Savior are in the Olive Tree, again whether Jew or Gentile. It pertains to Israel, because the root is the fathers of Israel — Abraham, Isaac and Jacob — and the natural branches are Messianic Jews, who remain in the Olive Tree by virtue of their faith in Yeshua, Jesus the Christ, the Son of God, the Lord of Hosts, the redeemer of Israel.

Isaiah 44:6 
6Thus saith the Lord the King of Israel, and his redeemer the Lord of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.

Isaiah 47:4 
4As for our redeemer, the Lord of hosts is his name, the Holy One of Israel.

Isaiah 54:5 
5For thy Maker is thine husband; the Lord of hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called.

Jeremiah 50:34 
34Their Redeemer is strong; the Lord of hosts is his name: he shall throughly plead their cause, that he may give rest to the land, and disquiet the inhabitants of Babylon.

The Olive Tree is a group of people, a family, made so in the Commonwealth of Israel, with Allegiance to the King of the Jews, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord of Hosts, the Redeemer of the Holy One of Israel.

The Olive Tree is the Commonwealth of Israel, because Gentiles have been attached (grafted in) to the Olive Tree who owe allegiance to Israel’s Book, the Holy Bible, to Israel’s God the Father , and to Israel’s Messiah, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. This is similar to the British Commonwealth, in which the people of Canada, Australia, and others nations within the Commonwealth are not actually citizens of England, but owe allegiance to the Queen, and have a special relationship with the British people. We, the Gentiles who have been Born Again, who have trusted in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Messiah, have a special relationship with Israel, its people and its Land, and have sworn allegiance to the King of the Jews alone as our Lord and Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.




Now, returning to our text in Genesis 5 . . .

25 And Methuselah lived an hundred eighty and seven years, and begat Lamech.

26 And Methuselah lived after he begat Lamech seven hundred eighty and two years, and begat sons and daughters:

27 And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and nine years: and he died.

28 And Lamech lived an hundred eighty and two years, and begat a son:

29 And he called his name Noah, saying, This same shall comfort us concerning our work and toil of our hands, because of the ground which the Lord hath cursed.

30 And Lamech lived after he begat Noah five hundred ninety and five years, and begat sons and daughters:

31 And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred seventy and seven years: and he died.

32 And Noah was five hundred years old: and Noah begat Shem, Ham, and Japheth.



Genesis 6:8-10

8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord.

9 These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a just man and perfect in his generations, and Noah walked with God.

10 And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.


List of the names, and their meanings, in Genesis 5:

Adam=Man - mankind
Seth= appointed
Enosh=mortal
Kenan - Chenan= sorrow
Mahalalel=the Blessed God
Jared - Yared=shall come down - descends

Now, let's put these names together, and let's see what God has to say using genealogies . . .

1) Man or mankind (is) appointed, as being mortal, sorrow; (but) the Blessed God (the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the I AM, the I AM HE,) shall come down (from Heaven), teaching (or) dedicating to God the Father, as a Preacher, His death shall bring the despairing rest or comfort.

Or,

2) Man, or mankind (is) appointed, as being mortal, sorrow; (but) the Blessed God (the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the I AM, tyhe I AM HE,) descends (from Heaven) teaching, dedicating to God the Father, as a Preacher, His death shall bring the despairing comfort or rest.


Remembering that the number five is the number of "grace" in the Holy Scriptures, Mahalalel (the blessed God) (see highlighted name above) is the fifth name in Chapter Five, and from it, we can clearly see God's Grace flowing out from this Chapter. Five is the Hebrew letter hey , and it stands for: "to behold" i.e., revelation in its most ancient form. It also expresses; "thought, speech and action on behalf of the Divine, the God of Abraham, Issac, and Jacob.




Matthew 4:23
23 And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people.


1 Timothy 1:14-17

14 And the grace of our Lord was exceeding abundant with faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.

15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.

16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.

17 Now unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.
