Those who have been reading my writing for years know I'm a King James Only man.  However, the King James is not a perfect translation, but the closes to the Original Greek we have.  Therefore, it is up to a Preacher, Teacher, etc . . . to see what the Original Greek states, and offer the understanding, for how will they know without a Preacher, a true Preacher, one Called of God to prophesize, that is speak His Truth (to utter by or as if by divine inspiration)?  The King James Version left out part of the meaning of a single word in verse 14 below that is in the original Greek.  It therefore, causes much confusion.  People believe God's peace is to all men.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Commands not to add to nor take away anything from His Words.  Taking away one word in the King James Translation causes much confusion.

Luke 2:1-14

 1And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be taxed. 

 2(And this taxing was first made when Cyrenius was governor of Syria.) 

 3And all went to be taxed, every one into his own city. 

 4And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:) 

 5To be taxed with Mary his espoused wife, being great with child. 

 6And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were accomplished that she should be delivered. 

 7And she brought forth her firstborn son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because there was no room for them in the inn. 

 8And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock by night. 

 9And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and they were sore afraid. 

 10And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. 

 11For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord. 

 12And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger. 

 13And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, and saying, 

 14Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men.

Note:  good will in Luke 2:14 directly above is the Greek word, eudokia, which means "with whom He is pleased"!  Not good will toward all men, but those whom He is well pleased.

Which should read:  14Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men with whom He is pleased. Though all men share in the providential goodness of God, yet not in His special good will, free grace, and favor.  ONLY this is reserved to Elect men, to whom a child was born, and a Son given, even the Prince of Peace, the Mighty God.  It was from God's good Will to these persons, the Elect, God's Called, God's Chosen whom He loved with an everlasting love in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and laid up goodness for them in Him, blessed them with all spiritual blessings in Him, and made a Covenant with Him for them alone.

The last word in Luke 2, verse 14 was left out of the King James Version, which is the Greek word eudokias, which means:  "with whom He is pleased"!  Properly, what seems good or beneficial to someone; "their good pleasure."  The root Greek word is eudokeó, which means:  "I am well-pleased, think it good, I am resolved".  Properly, what seems good (pleasingly acceptable in His sight).


This completely aligns with what the Lord Jesus Christ said:

Who is the peace toward?  Men whom He is pleased.  Those whom He is NOT pleased with, there is no peace, but a sword of His Word which will cause strife, discord, conflict; deadly opposition between eternally hostile principles, penetrating into and rending asunder the dearest ties – families, and dividing out or causing division between them.  The Lord Jesus Christ came to divide out His from the world, even down to families.  Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ let’s Born Again Believers, God’s Elect know that there will be both public and private divisions which will follow, wheresoever His Gospel is Preached with power; yea, this is His design even through the opposition of devils and men. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has to provide by a conquering peace overcoming the evil that is in the way of His peace. Hence, to Preach the Gospel of purity and peace always arouses the opposition of the evil doer. Evil has to be put down by the Word of God before peace can prevail. Hence, while the great end that the Lord Jesus Christ proposes is peace, the immediate result of His coming, and of the Preaching of the Gospel, was and is opposition and bloodshed. I come not to send peace . . . but a sword. The only sword that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth or His followers, that is His disciples, His learners use in the conflict is the Sword of the Spirit, but the persecutor, those that persecute Christians have in every age turned upon them the carnal sword. The sword is sent, because persecutors, evil doers, non-believers use it upon Christ’s Church, those Born Again, the True Worshipers.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to give Christians peace with God, peace in our consciences, peace with our Brethren, but the Lord Jesus Christ told us in the world ye shall have tribulation . . . .
14Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men with whom He is pleased.


Matthew 10:33-39
