Genesis 1:27 (King James Version)

 27So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.
Genesis 2:23
23And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.
Genesis 5:2
2Male and female created he them; and blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day when they were created.
Moses assigns a common name indiscriminately to both, first man then woman in order that posterity might learn more sacredly to cherish this connection between each other, when they saw that their first parents were denominated in the beginning as one person.

Also, by giving them both one name, he notes the inseparable conjunction of man and wife before there was sin.

First the male, and then the female out of him, though both in one day, made from the earth.

God called their name Adam, in the day when they were created, as this name was imposed upon him by God, to put him in mind of his original, that he was of the earth, earthly, formed by God from the dust of the ground; and the same name was given to Eve, because she was made out of him, and because of her marriage with him, and union to him; on that account, as ever since, man and wife bear the same surname (last) name, the name was given them from their junction and union together in love; so their name was to signify being joined, being the most fair and beautiful of the whole of God’s creation.
