Psalm 81:8-16
8 Hear, O my people, and I will testify unto thee: O Israel, if thou wilt hearken unto me;

9 There shall no strange god be in thee; neither shalt thou worship any strange god.
10 I am the Lord thy God, which brought thee out of the land of Egypt: open thy mouth wide, and I will fill it.
11 But my people would not hearken to my voice; and Israel would none of me.
12 So I gave them up unto their own hearts' lust: and they walked in their own counsels.
13 Oh that my people had hearkened unto me, and Israel had walked in my ways!

14 I should soon have subdued their enemies, and turned my hand against their adversaries.

Note:  When a man, and a nation, hearken unto God and His Holy Word, and walk in God's ways, God causes even his enemies to be at peace with him, Proverbs 16:7.

15 The haters of the Lord should have submitted themselves unto him: but their time should have endured for ever.

Note:  Even those who hate the Lord God, and today His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, should have submitted themselves unto Him so as NOT to received the Wrath of God, and so that God would turn His Hand against their enemies, i.e.:  The enemies of their nation.  If they had, hearken unto God's Voice, and walked in God's ways, God would have fed them with . . . (next verse).

16 He should have fed them also with the finest of the wheat: and with honey out of the rock should I have satisfied thee.

Note:  All the wickedness of the world is owing to man's self-wilfulness.  People are not religious in the True sense of following Jehovah God and His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, because they will not be so. God is not the Author of their sin.  God, when man will not hearken unto God's Holy Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and walk in His ways, God turns them over to the lusts of their own hearts, and the counsels of their own heads.  The Lord God declares, that Jehovah God alone is wiser, smarter than man, see Isaiah 55:7-9 below.  If they do not reason well, as God gives them over to a non-functioning spiritual mind, a reprobate mind when they refuse to follow Him and His Messiah, His Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Romans 1, specifically, Romans 1:28, the blame must be upon themselves. 

Note:  The Greek word Adokimos, in Romans 1:28 means reprobate, i.e.:  Unfit, not standing the test, not approved, to condemn strongly as unworthy, unacceptable, or evil, (in the Dictionary:  To foreordain to damnation, http://www.merriam-webster.com/dictionary/reprobate) rejected, worthless (literally or morally) -- castaway, to refuse to accept -- to reject.


What enemies sinners are to themselves! It is sin that makes our troubles long, and the working out of our salvation slow. Upon the same conditions of faith and obedience to God's Holy Word, hearkening to them, and walking according to them in God's ways do Christians hold those spiritual and eternal good things.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Bread of Life, John 6:35,41,51, and the Lord of Hosts, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc, the Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Rock of Salvation, Deuteronomy 32:15; 2 Samuel 22:47; Psalm 18:46; Psalm 62:7; Psalm 89; Isaiah 17:9-11, and Jehovah God, the Lord of Hosts, the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ's promises are as honey to pious minds, . . . with honey out of the Rock, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, should God the Father have satisfied thee, verse 16 above, and Psalm 119:103.  However, those who reject the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord, Master, and Savior are condemned of God, John 3:17-18, and are the children of disobedience, the children of God's Wrath, Ephesians 2:1-3.


Isaiah 55:7-9
7 Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the Lord, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.

9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.
