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55. Small wonder, therefore, if Holy Writ bears witness that the Divine Majesty regards with greatest detestation this horrible crime and at times has punished it with death. As St. Augustine notes, "Intercourse even with one's legitimate wife is unlawful and wicked where the conception of the offspring is prevented. Onan, the son of Juda, did this and the Lord killed him for it."[45] 

Note:  Therefore, if if you are having sexual relations with your own wife, according to Roman Catholic "doctrine," you cannot use birth control because your seed is not doing its intended job.  Therefore, masturbation, is unlawful, and a sin, and you are condemned by God for it.  Let's see what the Holy Bible states . . .
Genesis 38:6-10
6 And Judah took a wife for Er his firstborn, whose name was Tamar.

7 And Er, Judah's firstborn, was wicked in the sight of the Lord; and the Lord slew him.

8 And Judah said unto Onan, Go in unto thy brother's wife, and marry her, and raise up seed to thy brother.

Note:  Go in and marry Er's wife, Tamar, who is a widow, since God slew Er for being wicked.  A woman was given to be the help meet, a help to the man, Genesis 2:18.  Thus, when any woman married into a family, she was, in a certain sense, given up to the name of that family.  

9 And Onan knew that the seed should not be his; and it came to pass, when he went in unto his brother's wife, that he spilled it on the ground, lest that he should give seed to his brother.

Note:  This order was for the preservation of the stock, since the child begotten by the second brother would have the name and inheritance of the first: a practice which is abolished in the New Testament.  Moses here uses a word not common for marriage, but which was peculiar to the marrying of a brother's wife according to a Law given in his time.  It appears to have been a custom before, and which the Patriarch might be directed to by the Lord, in such a case when a brother died, and left male heir, for the sake of multiplication of seed, according to the divine promise, and which in the time of Moses passed into a Law, see Deuteronomy 25:5.  " . . . and raise up seed unto thy brother."  That a son might bear his name, and enjoy his inheritance. This Law or custom was partly political, to continue the paternal inheritance in the family, and partly typical.  However, this Law was enforced strictly by God, as from the Tribe of Judah was the seed from which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was to be born.  Knowing Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, satan thus moved in the heart of Onan NOT to procreate, 2 Timothy 2:24-26, in hopes of causing the Lord Jesus Christ NOT to be born, Who was and is the firstborn among many Brethren, Romans 8:29.  In the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, all things was to have the preeminence, Colossians 1:18. This was from the ancient Patriarchs, which had no doubt that this Law came from Divine revelation, and was taught by the descendants of Shem, and handed down from father to son.

10 And the thing which he did displeased the Lord: wherefore he slew him also.
Note:  Onan's behavior was done out of envy to his brother, as it may be out of covetousness to get his brother Er's estate into his own hands, and especially as it frustrated the end of such an usage of marrying a brother's wife.  This covetousness, and failure to provide an heir for his brother Er, was not only a check upon the multiplication of Abraham's seed as promised, but since the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was to come from Judah, this was doing all to hinder it.  " . . . wherefore he slew him also."  That is, in like manner as God had slain his brother for his wickedness, verse 7 above.



Leviticus 15
Note:  Seed of Copulation in verse 16, is semen, normally associated with sexual intercourse.  Verse 19, "woman have an issue," is her menstrual period. 

Seed of Copulation, was not merely the affect of an accidental discharge, but was usually the effect and consequent of wantonness and uncleanness, and a dissolute course of life, filling men's bones with the sins of their youth, and leaving them to mourn at the last, when all the pleasures of their wickedness have vanished, and nothing remains but the pain and anguish of a rotten carcase and a wounded conscience.  Thus, the "Seed of Copulation" was called the "Running of the Reines," which is what is know today as Gonorrhea.
See:
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Leviticus Verse 16 and on, this man made every person and thing unclean that he touched, or that touched him, verses 4-12.  His bed, his chair, his saddle, and every thing that belonged to him, could not be touched without a "ceremonial uncleanness contracted," which a man must remain conscious to himself of till sunset, and from which he could not be cleansed without washing his clothes, and bathing his flesh in water.   This signified the contagion of sin, the danger we are in of being polluted by conversing with those that are polluted, and the need we have with the utmost circumspection to save ourselves from this "untoward generation," Acts 2:38-40, Romans 12:2, 2 Corinthians 6:14-18, for the men of Belial were wicked men, serving other "gods," Deuteronomy 13:13-18 as well they did abominations.  Belial is satan.  Belial, a devil, a demon, and in fact is a name for satan.  Belial, an appellation (Appellation:  An identifying name or title.) of Satan, which stresses satan's deep-seated wickedness, as – "the one who is utterly worthless because he is vile."

Furthermore, the men of Belial were sodomites, homosexuals, Judges 19:22 . 

Note: Above "untoward generation" . . . In the Greek untoward means in Acts 2:40, Crooked, perverse, wicked, unfair, curved, tortuous, bent, twisted, froward.


Froward is synonymous with all the other words listed, and is used in:  1 Peter 2:18. 

Romans 6:19-23
19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

20 For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness.

Note:  The word servants above in the Greek means Slaves.  " . . . ye were free from righteousness."  They had no righteousness, nor were they desirous of any.  In actuality, they were averse to righteousness, threw off the yoke of the Law of Righteousness, and lived in a very unrighteous manner, while under sin.  Hence, "the free will of man" in an unregenerate state is NOT FREE to, but free FROM righteousness.  In this condition, a man cannot come to God.  He is free from righteousness, and the slave of sin.  Free enough to do evil, and free from all that is good.  What obligation lies upon Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, those Called of God, who are delivered from this bondage of corruption, and the servitude of sin, to a life and service of righteousness.  This Born Again Believers have to righteousness of their own to declare, but the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.

21 What fruit had ye then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death.

Note:  Persons may imagine within themselves they enjoy a real pleasure while they are serving divers lusts, but this is only imaginary, it is not real.  This imaginary pleasure is but for a season, Hebrews 11:24-26.  It issues in bitterness and death, nor is there any real satisfaction in it.  When men have endeavored to gratify their carnal lusts and sensual appetites in every way that can be devised, they still remain as they were.  Nor can they reflect with real satisfaction, and without some slinging remorse, upon the methods they have pursued to gain it.  Is there any true honor in sin?  Nothing but what is scandalous and disgraceful to human nature comes from sin, i.e.:  shame, and even destruction of the flesh, 1 Corinthians 5:1-6, which sooner or later, is the fruit of sin.
" . . . whereof ye are now ashamed?"  Some men may be indeed for the present so hardened as not to blush and be ashamed at the commission of the vilest sins, Jeremiah 6:15; Jeremiah 8:12.  Such are they who have no sense of sin, and have no fear of God, nor any regard to men of any shame for their behavior.  Therefore, they do sin openly, and without any shame, withou guise, glory in it, and make their boast of it.  However, when people are wrought upon by the Holy Spirit of God, they are ashamed of their sin.

By saying they were "now ashamed?" The Apostle Paul makes it plain that he is not referring to that disgust at themselves, and remorse of conscience by which those who are the most helplessly who had been "sold under sin" are often stung to the quick.  Before being Saved, they were NOT ASHAMED.  Now they were carrying a feeling of self-reproach, which pierced and weighed them down as the Children of God, the Born Again Believers, those Called of God, True Worshipers, as they think of the dishonor which particularly their past life did to the name, honor, and Glory of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the ingratitude it displayed, the violence it did to their own conscience, its deadening and degrading effects, and the death--"the second death"-- by which their sin was dragging them down, UNTIL God's Grace arrested them.  God's Grace Saved them, cleansed them, made them righteous before God, and took away the stain of sin before God by the blood of the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.

23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Note:  What fruit has the sinner then of those things whereof he has so much reason to be ashamed?  As modesty is an ornament of Grace to the head and chains about the neck, so chastity is health to the navel and marrow to the bones.  Uncleanness in the form of a venereal disease is a wound and dishonor, the consumption of the flesh and the body, and a sin which is often its own punishment more than any other.
Jude 1:23
23 And others save with fear, pulling them out of the fire; hating even the garment spotted by the flesh.
Note:  A believing expectation of eternal life will arm us against the snares of sin: lively faith in this blessed hope will help us to mortify our lusts.

Note:  The same rule for men applied if he had what is "an accidental discharge" at night, commonly called a "wet dream".

Deuteronomy 23:10-11
10 If there be among you any man, that is not clean by reason of uncleanness that chanceth him by night, then shall he go abroad out of the camp, he shall not come within the camp:

11 But it shall be, when evening cometh on, he shall wash himself with water: and when the sun is down, he shall come into the camp again.
Note:  We have reason to be thankful that we need fear no defilement, except that of sin, nor need ceremonial and burdensome purifications as was under the Ceremonial Law, the Law of Moses. These Laws remind us that God sees all things, even those which escape the notice of men.  




Romans 6:13-16
13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.
14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.
Note:  Romans 5:19-21.

15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.
16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?


". . . for ye are not under the law, but under grace."  This freedom is, therefore, a Spiritual freedom which does not suspend nor destroy the Law of Moses, the Ceremonial Law, but which supplies what the Law demands, namely Justice and Mercy, the "weightier issues of the Law".   
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fulfills all of the Law, period.  The Lord Jesus Christ passed Judgment on the Scribes (Doctors of the Law,) and the Pharisees, and calls them hypocrites, i.e.:  actors, faking their positions.  The Scribes and Pharisees used only the Letter of the Law, and judged according to it, not as God Judges man.  Thus, in using the exact Letter of the Law, and judging according to it, the Scribes and Pharisees missed the "weightier matters of the Law:  Judgment, Mercy, and Faith".
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The "Weightier matters of the Law:  Judgment, Mercy, and Faith" silence the Law so that it has no further cause to drive God's people on, nor make demands of them who are Saved by God's Grace. It's as though you owed something to a moneylender and couldn't pay him.  In the time that the Apostle Paul wrote the Letter to the Romans, the moneylender could take everything you had, then cast you into debtor's prison. The ONLY other recourse you had was that a relative or a pious man would pay for you, and give you what you needed to satisfy your debt. That's exactly how the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth freed us from the Law. Therefore our freedom is not a wild, fleshy freedom that has no obligation to do anything. On the contrary, it is a freedom that does a great deal to honor and give Glory to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, indeed everything in the form of our praise, as a Born Again Believer, the Elect of God, the True Worshiper, one Called of God is now freed of the Law's demands, obligations, and debts.  Those who owed the greatest debt, should do likewise to those that are indebted to them, and they should have the greatest love, Matthew 18:21-35, toward the one that paid their debt, Mark 12:28-33, John 21:15.

Thank God we are under Grace, and not under the Law of Moses, the Ceremonial Law.  Thank God for His unspeakable gift in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


2 Corinthians 9:15

15 Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift.


Some think, that it was not a physical gift of the Corinthians that the Apostle Paul was glorifying, but the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Lord Jesus Christ Who is to be sure "the unspeakable gift" of God.  Who, though His Own Son, God's Only Begotten Son, the Son of God's love, His Beloved, God's Son and heir, yet God gave the Lord Jesus Christ to be a Covenant to the people, the Head of His Church, the Savior of sinners, and to be a sacrifice in their room and stead.  Indeed, none can tell how great this gift is, which is so suitable and seasonable, so large and comprehensive, nor declare the love both of the God the Father and God the Son, which is expressed in it. Thankful we should be for it, and our thankfulness should be shown by highly prizing and valuing this gift of God by laying the whole stress of our Salvation on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  By our ascribing all the Glory of our Salvation to Him alone, and by giving up ourselves to Him, and to His interest, by walking worthy of Him in all well pleasing, and by communicating to the support of His cause.

If God of His Own free Grace, and unmerited love, has given His Only Begotten Son to and for His people, and with Him all things freely given to those who are His, those Born Again, both the riches of His Grace and Glory, then they ought to freely and bountifully to communicate temporal good things to the poor members of the Household of the Lord Jesus Christ, for whom God the Father and God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth have an equal love, as for themselves, Mark 12:28-33. 

Therefore, the Roman Catholic doctrine is wrong concerning this matter.  Having relations with your wife, using a contraceptive is not a sin, nor does it defile a Born Again Believer to use a contraceptive.  God killed Onan, because Onan broke the Law of God, and in so doing being from the Tribe of Judah, satan was hoping that it would keep the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from being born.  Following now the Letter of the Law, kills.  Thank God we are no longer under the Ceremonial Law, the Law of Moses, as it can not touch the Born Again Believer, the True Worshiper, Called of God.  Any Laws, Ordinances that were against us, Colossians 2:13-15, God has nailed to the Cross of Calvary, and the debt has been paid!  Hallelujah, Praise the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God's indescribable, unspeakable Gift!
