Revelation 1:4

4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven Spirits which are before his throne;


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares that He is, "I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, . . . "  That is, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth which comes forth from God the Father, eternal, immortal, immutable, wholly unchangeable.  There is no incongruity (Incongruous:  Nothing inconsistent, disagreeing, not harmonious.) in this place, where, of necessity being the very words of God the words must be adapted to the mystery, not the mystery corrupted or impaired by the words.  The Seven Spirits where are (in the presence of) before His throne; . . . "  These Three, the God which Is from the beginning with God the Father, and which Was with His people both Old and New Testament people from the beginning, Who died and was resurrected, and Shall be known as the Almighty God again shown to be One with God the Father in Glory, John 10:30, signifies the Word of Jehovah God, which is the proper name for God, and which is here shown to be the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Word of God coming forth here from the Holy Spirit who proceeds from God the Father and from God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. This Holy Spirit is One in person according to His subsistence, but having many gifts with the communication of His power, and in demonstration of His Divine works in those seven Churches, here perfectly manifests Himself as if there were many Spirits, every one perfectly working in His own Church. Which is why in:


Revelation 5:6
6 And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.


the Holy Spirit of God, which is the Seven Spirits of God, are called the seven horns and seven eyes of the Lamb, as if to say, that the Holy Spirit is most throughout the world having absolute power and wisdom.  Which is why the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is said to have those Seven spirits of God, burning as Seven Lamps Eternal before God's Throne, as in:


Revelation 3:1
1 And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars; I know thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest, and art dead.


Revelation 4:5
5 And out of the throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices: and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.


Note:  God's Grace and peace is asked by prayer from this Holy Spirit, which is a Divine work, and an action incommunicable in respect to God.  The Holy Spirit is placed between God the Father and God the Son -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as set in the same degree of dignity and operation with Them.  Besides this, the Holy Spirit of God is before the Throne of God having the same nature and same substance with God the Father and God the Son, and being the seven eyes and seven horns of the Lamb.  Moreover, these Spirits (which are One Holy Spirit) are never said to adore God, as all other things are, as they themselves are God, i.e. God the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit here is shown in His sevenfold, i.e.:  His perfect, complete, and universal Oneness with God the Father and God the Son ever burning, eternally burning as Lamps before the Throne of God.  The Lamb of God -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, along with the Holy Spirit (having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the Seven Spirits of God,) standing in the Midst of the Throne, along with the four beasts, with God the Father and God the Holy Spirit, Revelation 4:6; Revelation 5:6; Revelation 7:17, opened the Book, and loosed the Seven Seals of it, when no one could be found among all creatures in Heaven and earth to open the Book -- nor even to look upon the Book, by Whom the Book was opened, the Lion of the Tribe of Judah was alone worthy to open the Book. . . 



Revelation 5:1-10

1 And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.
2 And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?

3 And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, neither to look thereon.

4 And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon.
5 And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

6 And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.

Note:  These are the Seven Spirits of God -- the Holy Spirit, which are later called the horns and eyes of the Lamb, now acting as a guard waiting upon God the Son to open the Book, which God the Father gave to God the Son to open, God the Son the only One worthy in all of Heaven and earth to open the Book.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God, the Great God and Savior, the Almighty God, One with God the Father and God the Son, perfect in all perfectness given all power and authority in Heaven and earth, is worthy to open the Book.  Sevens are constantly repeated throughout the Book of Revelation. There are seven Chief Angels, www.alemattec.com/2 And I saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to them were given seven trumpets.doc, seven Churches, seven Spirits, seven Seals, seven Trumpets, seven Thunders, seven Vials.  The Holy Spirit, called the Seven Spirits, is NOT seven in number, nor seven in nature, but the seven meaning the infinite perfect Holy Spirit of God, in Whom there is a diversity of gifts and operations.  The Holy Spirit is before the Throne of God; as God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, made all things, John 1:1-5, God the Father and God the Son governs all things by the Holy Spirit.  

Angels are never termed Spirits in the Holy Bible.  The four living creatures and the four and twenty Elders fall down to Worship God the Son that sitteth on the Throne, the Lamb of God -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Revelation 4:1-11.  The seven Spirits -- the Holy Spirit, though, neither stands up nor falls down to Worship.  To these the "seven spirits of God -- the Holy Spirit" the seven Churches, to whom the Holy Spirit speaks so many things, are completely subordinate to Him, to the Holy Spirit, as are also ALL the Angels, including the Chief Angels, "the seven Angels which stand before God."  The Holy Spirit is called the seven Spirits, not with regard to His essence nor His nature, which is One with God the Father and God the Son, but with regard to His manifold operations.

7 And he came and took the book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the throne.
8 And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.
9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;

10 And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.
