John 5:22-23
22For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son: 

23That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him.
Sometimes, God stops hearing us because of our sin . . .
Isaiah 59:1-2
1Behold, the LORD's hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his ear heavy, that it cannot hear: 

2But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear

Sometimes God does not want us to pray for someone, as they are under his wrath, so praying for them is against His Will.
Jeremiah 7:16
16Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up cry nor prayer for them, neither make intercession to me: for I will not hear thee.

Jeremiah 14:11

11Then said the LORD unto me, Pray not for this people for their good.

Jeremiah 11:14
14Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up a cry or prayer for them: for I will not hear them in the time that they cry unto me for their trouble.

Proverbs 15:29
29The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the prayer of the righteous.

James 4:2-3
2Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye have not, because ye ask not. 

3Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume it upon your lusts.
1 John 5:13-15
13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 

14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.
Note:  How do we know God's Will?  We simply don't pray according to our will, but as the Lord Jesus Christ taught, " . . . Thy Kingdom come, Thy will be done . . ." not our will but His alone.  We asked in this fashion, and He hears our prayers.  This does not mean He will answer them as we (according to our will) would want.  In fact, often times His answer is no, as He knows what's best.

Even the Apostle Paul, prayed that his blindness would be removed (he was becoming more and more blind).  He said that three times I asked the Lord to remove this from me . . .

2 Corinthians 12:7-9
7And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 

8For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 

9And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.
God's Will is always done, so we are always to pray according to His Will.
Daniel 4:34-35
34And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I blessed the most High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is from generation to generation: 

35And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?
They Will be done . . . 
Matthew 6:6-13
6 But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.
7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.
9After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. 

10Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. 

11Give us this day our daily bread. 
12And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. 

13And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.

I have yet to determine God’s Will Perfectly, so I just do what the Lord Jesus Christ tells us to do, and that is pray that His Will is done.  As long as we do that, we know that He hears our prayer.
1 John 5:13-15
13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 

 14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

 15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.

Note:  What’s the opposite of 1 John 5:14?  If we ask anything NOT according to His Will, He DOES NOT hear us.  So, we know that the Lord Jesus Christ declares that the Father already knows what you need before you ask.  The Father still requires that we ask, though, in obedience . . . ALWAYS according to His Will alone, not ours.

Also, do NOT use vain repetitions as the Roman Catholic system of error teachers their own, to say the Rosary giving honor to another other than God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost.  Furthermore, they teach them this vain repetition in their prayer . . . as the heathen, nonbelievers do.  Again, God the Father already knows you need before you ask.  He requires that you ask, though . . . ALWAYS ACCORDING TO GOD'S WILL!
Matthew 6:7-15
 7But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking. 
 8Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him. 
 9After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.                                                                                                                              

 10Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.

 14For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: 

 15But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.

Note:  Of course, our daily bread is not only the physical food we require, but most importantly “The Bread of Life, the Manna that came down from Heaven,” which is our Lord Jesus Christ.  It’s interesting, that God the Father even required the Lord Jesus Christ to ask:

Psalm 2:1-12
 1Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine a vain thing? 

 2The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against the LORD, and against his anointed, saying, 

 3Let us break their bands asunder, and cast away their cords from us. 

 4He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the LORD shall have them in derision. 

 5Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in his sore displeasure. 

 6Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion. 

 7I will declare the decree: the LORD hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee. 

 8Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession. 
 9Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; thou shalt dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel. 

 10Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the earth. 

 11Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling. 

 12Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the way, when his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are all they that put their trust in him.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ did not come to do His Own Will, but the Will of the Father.  Christ Jesus delighted in doing the Will of His Father, Jehovah God.

John 7:16-18
 16Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me. 

 17If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself. 

 18He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him.
Matthew 26:41-43
41Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak. 

 42He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done. 
 43And he came and found them asleep again: for their eyes were heavy.

Psalm 40:6-8
6Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required. 

 7Then said I, Lo, I come: in the volume of the book it is written of me, 
 8I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.
Note:  Yes, the volume of the Book from Genesis 1:1 to Revelation 22:21 is written of the Lord Jesus Christ!


 Luke 24:13-27
 13And, behold, two of them went that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs. 

 14And they talked together of all these things which had happened. 

 15And it came to pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near, and went with them. 

 16But their eyes were holden that they should not know him. 

 17And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad? 

 18And the one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto him, Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things which are come to pass there in these days? 

 19And he said unto them, What things? And they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people: 

 20And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be condemned to death, and have crucified him. 

 21But we trusted that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, to day is the third day since these things were done. 

 22Yea, and certain women also of our company made us astonished, which were early at the sepulchre; 

 23And when they found not his body, they came, saying, that they had also seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive. 

 24And certain of them which were with us went to the sepulchre, and found it even so as the women had said: but him they saw not. 

 25Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 

 26Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 

 27And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.
Hebrews 10:6-9
6In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure.

 7Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God. 

 8Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; 

 9Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second.
Hebrews 8:6-12
 6But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises. 

 7For if that first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second. 
 8For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah: 

 9Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord. 

 10For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people: 

 11And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest. 

Note:  Saying, Know the Lord: this intimates the manner of teaching here denied, which was a formal, customary way of teaching in such a way as it was merely proverbial with them.  So was the matter of it: Know the Lord . . . as they used to say. The Temple of the Lord, Jeremiah 7:4-10; The burden of the Lord, Jeremiah 23:34-40; The day of the Lord, Amos 5:18-20, or otherwise, being Commanded NOT to teach them to know the Lord notionally only, without any influence upon their heart, without their believing, loving, fearing, or obeying Him, 1 John 2:3-4. Or to teach them to know the Lord as only the One redeeming and delivering them out of Egypt, or out of the land of the north.  That is, bringing them back from their captivity in Babylon, as they were taught, Exodus 20:2; Jeremiah 23:7-8 from their history.  As this is NOT how you teach them to know the Lord, the full counsel of the Lord, Acts 20:27-28.  Instead, THOU SHALL TEACH THEM AS delivering them from sin, from the curse of the Law, from God's wrath to come, and of Hell. Or, that they shall not teach one another so darkly, slenderly, and imperfectly in the meaning of types, shadows, and ceremonies.  Instead, thou shall teach them that they might know the Lord in Truth, and worship Him according to His mind.  That they should take so much pains to instruct them concerning the Lord and His True worship, as they took with the Gentiles when they proselyted them. 


 12For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.
