Luke 14:25-26

25 And there went great multitudes with him: and he turned, and said unto them,
26 If any man come to me, and hate not his father, and mother, and wife, and children, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple.

Note:  Hate here in the Greek means:  Properly, to detest (on a comparative basis); hence, to denounce; i.e.:  one's love for someone or something or refusing to love them less than someone (something) else.  This word hate shown in Luke 14:16, above, centers on a moral choice, elevating one value over another.  One choice, therefore, is loving God; all the other choices, i.e.:  refusing to love God above all others, refusing to love the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as one's preferred or first choice to love over another, is satanic, is the love of satan and his world, i.e.:  satan's family. 
So, what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was saying was that, If any man come to me, and refuses to denounce or renounce loving anyone, or anything, on the earth more than Me, i.e.:   (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) either his father, and mother, and wife, and children, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple.

To hate here can also mean to feel and express nothing more than a mere interest in, or disregard and indifference to, a person or a thing.  Thus, be lukewarm about one's choice in refusing to detest (on a comparative basis); hence, to denounce; i.e.:  one's love for someone or something or refusing to love them less than someone (something) else, Revelation 3:14-22.  This word hate shown in Luke 14:16, above, centers on a moral choice, elevating one value over another.  Therefore, to renounce one's choice or the one you love more in favor of another. If anyone or anything stands between God and man, and therefore these words are spoken in a comparative way, and not by themselves.

The word hate in Luke 14:16 above is also used in the following verses the same way, Matthew 5:43-44; Matthew 6:24; Matthew 10:22; Matthew 24:9-10; Mark 13:13; Luke 1:71; Luke 6:22; Luke 6:27; Luke 16:13; Luke 19:14; Luke 21:17; John 3:20; John 7:7; John 12:25; John 15:18-25.  "If any man come to me, . . ."   That is, in a spiritual way, not a physical way, not simply stating by words that they believe in and follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord, God, Savior, any many honored God with their lips, their words, but their hearts were FAR from God, Isaiah 29:12-14; Matthew 15:8; Mark 7:6.  Not that proper hatred of any, or all of these, is enjoined (enjoined:  To direct or impose by authoritative order or with urgent admonition.) by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, for this would be contrary to the Laws of God, by reason and Divine revelation.  This is meant concerning ANYTHING or ANYONE that would be preferred to the Lord Jesus Christ or Nazareth, and anyone who would dissuade from His service.  If you love any of these more than He.  Such who were faithful were Called, even to the hating of those formerly loved as family members, and would be accounted the disciples (learners, followers) of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and thus Called, these should be ready to part with their dearest and closest relations, even their own family and friends, those with whom formerly as closest relations had provided the greatest enjoyment of life, and even with life itself, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth calls for it.  Otherwise, they are not worthy to be called His disciples.


There went great multitudes with him, many as they loved Him, and even more for the company of others, and for the miracles He wrought. Yes, where there are many there will be more who come in as a mixed multitude. 

Exodus 12:38 

38And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds, even very much cattle.
Note:  As the Israelis came out of Egypt, they brought with them family whom they had married of Egyptians, a mixed multitude.  These, who were not Jews, and their spouses who were not faithful to God's Covenant came with the rest of the Jews out of Egypt.  When Moses was gone for 40 days, these people turned the children of Israel to worship the Egyptian "god" Apis.    www.alemattec.com/Apis, the Bull god of Egypt.htm
As they did not have enough gold to make a full-size image of Apis, they made a baby bull, a calve, the golden calf.


Exodus 32:1-8

32 And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down out of the mount, the people gathered themselves together unto Aaron, and said unto him, Up, make us gods, which shall go before us; for as for this Moses, the man that brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we wot not what is become of him.

2 And Aaron said unto them, Break off the golden earrings, which are in the ears of your wives, of your sons, and of your daughters, and bring them unto me.

3 And all the people brake off the golden earrings which were in their ears, and brought them unto Aaron.

4 And he received them at their hand, and fashioned it with a graving tool, after he had made it a molten calf: and they said, These be thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.

5 And when Aaron saw it, he built an altar before it; and Aaron made proclamation, and said, To morrow is a feast to the Lord.

6 And they rose up early on the morrow, and offered burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; and the people sat down to eat and to drink, and rose up to play.

7 And the Lord said unto Moses, Go, get thee down; for thy people, which thou broughtest out of the land of Egypt, have corrupted themselves:

8 They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I commanded them: they have made them a molten calf, and have worshipped it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said, These be thy gods, O Israel, which have brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.


2 Kings 10:29 
29Howbeit from the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who made Israel to sin, Jehu departed not from after them, to wit, the golden calves that were in Bethel, and that were in Dan.

2 Chronicles 13:8 
8And now ye think to withstand the kingdom of the Lord in the hand of the sons of David; and ye be a great multitude, and there are with your golden calves, which Jeroboam made you for gods.



 
Nehemiah 13:3 
3Now it came to pass, when they had heard the law, that they separated from Israel all the mixed multitude.




Luke 14:25-26, ABOVE:  Here was a mixed multitude, like that which went with Israel out of Egypt.  Such we must expect there will always be in the Church mixing in, the tares, with the True Worshipers of God, those Born Again, the Elect, and it will therefore be necessary with God's discernment that we judge amongst the good and the evil, that we should carefully mark and separate between the precious and the vile.


Romans 16:17 
17Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them.



Philippians 3:17 
17Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample.


Matthew 10:37
37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.

Note:  Yes, even these are to be neglected and forsaken, and turned from with indignation and resentment, when they stand in the way of the honor, the Glory, and interest of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and His God, God the Father.


John 20:17 
17Jesus saith unto her, Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father: but go to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God.



Matthew 10:37 and Luke 14:25-26 above:  Yes, for God Himself hates this way.  Despises any that would turn from His Word and His Only Begotten Son, the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The world hates us in the same way, for following the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Romans 9:13
13 As it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated.

1 John 3:13
13 Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you.


Romans 1:30-32

30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:

32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.


John 17:14
14 I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.


John 15:25
25 But this cometh to pass, that the word might be fulfilled that is written in their law, They hated me without a cause.

John 15:24
24 If I had not done among them the works which none other man did, they had not had sin: but now have they both seen and hated both me and my Father.

John 15:23
23 He that hateth me hateth my Father also.

John 10:30 
30 I and my Father are one.

John 15:18-19
18 If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.

19 If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.

John 7:7
7 The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify of it, that the works thereof are evil.

John 3:20
20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.


John 8:12 
12Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.

John 9:5 
5As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.


Luke 16:13
13 No servant can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.


Matthew 23:8-10

8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is ALWAYS speaking in the Spiritual realm.  He is NOT talking about your Dad, your father.  You can call your Dad father if you'd prefer.  The Roman Catholic "system of error," which openly denies the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, calls their "priests" Father, and their leader "pope"  meaning papa, Father.  They call him "Holy Father".

10 Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ.




Luke 12:50-53

50 But I have a baptism to be baptized with; and how am I straitened till it be accomplished!

51 Suppose ye that I am come to give peace on earth? I tell you, Nay; but rather division:

52 For from henceforth there shall be five in one house divided, three against two, and two against three.

53 The father shall be divided against the son, and the son against the father; the mother against the daughter, and the daughter against the mother; the mother in law against her daughter in law, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.



Matthew 5:42-45

42 Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of thee turn not thou away.

43 Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy.

44 But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;

45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.



Matthew 10:33-35

33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.

34 Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.

35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.

Note:  "For I am come to set a man at variance . . ."  Strife, discord, conflict; deadly opposition between eternally hostile principles, penetrating into and rending asunder even the dearest ties that bind, family.



Mark 8:34
34 And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me.
