Matthew 16:24
24Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me.

Note:  the word "deny" is the Greek transliterated word:  Aparneomai, which means:  to deny, to affirm that one has no acquaintance or connection with someone;  to forget one's self, lose sight of one's self and one's own interests, not to declare one's own self-will, but God's Will alone.


The first part mentioned of the word deny, i.e.:  to affirm that one has no acquaintance or connection with someone, an example in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is:


Matthew 26:34-35
34Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, That this night, before the cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice.
35Peter said unto him, Though I should die with thee, yet will I not deny thee. Likewise also said all the disciples.

John 13:38
Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down thy life for my sake? Verily, verily,I say unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.

also in:

Luke 12:9
9But he that denieth me before men shall be denied before the angels of God.


Note:  the word "deny" is the Greek transliterated word:  Aparneomai, which means:  to deny, to affirm that one has no acquaintance or connection with someone;  to forget one's self, lose sight of one's self and one's own interests, not to declare one's own self-will, but God's Will alone.


The second part mentioned of the word deny means, i.e.:  to forget one's self, lose sight of one's self and one's own interests, not to declare one's own self-will, but God's Will alone, an example in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is:


Mark 8:34
34And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me.

Luke 9:23
23And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.

Luke 14:27
27And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after me, cannot be my disciple.



Titus 1:4-9

4 To Titus, mine own son after the common faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ our Saviour.

5 For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the things that are wanting, and ordain elders in every city, as I had appointed thee:

6 If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot or unruly.

7 For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre;

Note:  The Greek word for selfwilled is:  Authades, which means:  self-pleasing, self-willed, arrogant, insisting on man's free will to "chose God".  There is no place given in Holy Scripture that man should insist on his own free will, but here spoken by God that a man who is a True Worshiper, one who Prophesies, i.e.:  speaks the Truth of God's Holy Word, the Holy Bible, SHALL NOT BE selfwilled.  This word in the Greek, Authades, selfwilled comes from the base words:  Hedone, which means:  pleasure, desires for pleasure, self-pleasure; and the word Autos, which means:  himself, herself, themselves, itself, he, she, it, the same, or those who by their "own will" claim God.  These "autos" these "Hedones" these lovers of their own selves, claim God not by inspiration of the Holy Spirit, and through His Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but come in by what is called in Holy Scripture:   through the idea of a [baffling wind] (a backward wind.)  

2 Timothy 3:1-5
1 This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.
2 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,
3 Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,
4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;
5 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.

Again, they come in by a baffling wind, a backward wind . . . . Notice, the wind in Holy Scripture represents the Holy Spirit.  They, therefore who claim self-will to come to God, believe they are coming to God by the Holy Spirit, but instead come by a baffling wind, a backward wind, a devil, demon, one who claims to speak for God, but comes in backward.  Baffling means:  to defeat or check a person by confusing or puzzling them.  Baffling wind means:  a wind that frequently shifts from one point to another -- not fixed!  Doesn't hold to Sound Doctrine, claims one thing at one time, denying the other, then claims that thing, and denies the other.  Separates out Holy Scripture (dividing it) by making it private interpretation.

Again, they claim to have the Holy Spirit, to exercise their own self-will to come to God, but they come in by a backward wind, a baffling wind, a devil, a demon, which claims to represent God and His Holy Spirit, but is designed to confuse or puzzle a person, constantly shifting from one point to another, is not Sound in their Doctrine, and Separates out Holy Scripture by dividing it from the whole by making it a "private interpretation".  Since this devil, demon which "mimics" the Holy Spirit is a backward wind, those who come in under its "power" fall away, that is backward.  We all see those under this demon, devil, such as the one in Benny Hinn, as they "fall backward" under his influence.  http://video.search.yahoo.com/search/video?p=benny+hinn
Pentecostals fall into this camp, coming in by this same devil, demon, believing they are receiving the Holy Spirit, but instead (by their own will, claiming their self-will to come to God) come in by a backward wind (devil, demon representing the Holy Spirit of God -- falsely) and by a baffling wind, which confuses and puzzles, constantly shifting from one point of Doctrine to another, not being Sound in that Doctrine, and they separate out one part of Holy Scripture and claim their authority from it, denying other parts of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible in the process.

2 Peter 1:20
10Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation.


Continuing with the second part of Titus 1:4-9, which I split to give the above note:

Titus 1:8-9

8 But a lover of hospitality, a lover of good men, sober, just, holy, temperate;

9 Holding fast the faithful word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine both to exhort and to convince the gainsayers.



2 Peter 2:1-22

1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

2 And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of.

3 And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise of you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not.

4 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;

5 And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly;

6 And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly;

7 And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked:

8 (For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;)

9 The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished:

10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.

11 Whereas angels, which are greater in power and might, bring not railing accusation against them before the Lord.

12 But these, as natural brute beasts, made to be taken and destroyed, speak evil of the things that they understand not; and shall utterly perish in their own corruption;

13 And shall receive the reward of unrighteousness, as they that count it pleasure to riot in the day time. Spots they are and blemishes, sporting themselves with their own deceivings while they feast with you;

14 Having eyes full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; beguiling unstable souls: an heart they have exercised with covetous practices; cursed children:

15 Which have forsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness;

16 But was rebuked for his iniquity: the dumb ass speaking with man's voice forbad the madness of the prophet.

17 These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom the mist of darkness is reserved for ever.

18 For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them who live in error.

19 While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servants of corruption: for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in bondage.

20 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.

21 For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them.

22 But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.
