Woe, used in the same sense as the Hebrew in the Greek,  Matthew 11:21; Matthew 18:7; Matthew 23:13-16, 23, 25, 27, 29; Matthew 24:19; Matthew 26:24; Mark 13:17; Mark 14:21; Luke 6:24-26; Luke 10:13; Luke 11:42-44, 46, 52; Luke 21:23; Luke 22:22; Jude 1:11; Revelation 9:12; Revelation 11:14; Revelation 12:12.  Woe is unto me, i. e.:  A Divine penalty threatens me, Hosea 9:12; Jeremiah 6:4; Isaiah 6:5; 1 Corinthians 9:16.

Also of the Scribes and Pharisees, who pronounced the wicked righteous men, even allowing the wicked to steal from widows their houses, and used as an excuse, a pretended cause, "a cloak of covetousness, John 15:22" provided the wicked kept the traditions of the elders, and paid Tithes of all they possessed, and gave them money for their long prayers, Matthew 23:14.
