You and I formulate ideas through a system of language. I am writing in American-English, which evolved gradually from old Teutonic tongues, Anglo-Saxon (before 1100 A.D.), and "Middle English, from the Middle Ages, more specifically Middle English describes dialects of English in the history of the English language between the High and Late Middle Ages, or roughly during the three centuries between the late 12th and the late 15th century.  It's origins go back to "Indo-Aryan" languages of the Middle East and beyond.

Today, it would be easier for a modern American  or Englishman to learn to speak and write French or Spanish than to learn "old English." Called "Anglo-Saxon," this ancient and forgotten tongue has become, through the gradual evolution of speech and writing, a distinct language from modern English. Anglo-Saxon was a language which came from an older Teutonic tongue, which in turn came from Indo-Aryan sources.  Words change, and their meaning over time change as well.  That is why God wrote his language down, and gave us the definition of words, so that as words change, we could research the definition of the word to see the original meaning and intent of the writer.  Again, words and their meaning over time change, i.e.:  the word “gay” used to mean only the definition used under #3 below:
1. of, pertaining to, or exhibiting sexual desire or behavior directed toward a person or persons of one's own sex; homosexual: a gay couple. 
2. of, indicating, or supporting homosexual interests or issues: a gay organization. 
3. having or showing a merry, lively mood: gay spirits; gay music. Synonyms: cheerful, gleeful, happy, glad, cheery, lighthearted, joyous, joyful, jovial; sunny, lively, vivacious, sparkling; chipper, playful, jaunty, sprightly, blithe. Antonyms: serious, grave, solemn, joyless; staid, sedate; unhappy, morose, grim; sad, depressed, melancholy. 
4. bright or showy: gay colors; gay ornaments. Synonyms: colorful, brilliant, vivid, intense, lustrous; glittering, theatrical, flamboyant. Antonyms: dull, drab, somber, lackluster; conservative. 
5. Slang: Often Disparaging and Offensive. awkward, stupid, or bad; lame: This game is really gay. 

The English language is wholly pagan. However, so is Japanese, Chinese, Arabic, or any other language.

Take for an example our English word "God." Where did it come from?  In Hebrew it is the plural of 'elowahh.  Meaning of the Supreme God, exceeding and great, the Mighty Supreme Being, the Mighty God.  Another word used directly for the Hebrew God is Elohim.  Elohim, Phonetic Spelling: (el-o-heem') or God is masculine, always used in the plural sense, meaning the Supreme God.  Its root word 'Elowahh is singular and is masculine, coming from yet another root word 'el meaning God, Almighty, goodly, great, Mighty one or the Mighty God, powerful, and strong.  God Who is the Perfect One, the Perfect Being having in Himself all power, all wisdom, all Might, all goodness, all Truth who is to be worshiped as creator and ruler of the universe, God Who always existed from eternity past and lives forever into eternity future, Who is without end.


Our English language is wholly pagan. So are all other languages whether they be Japanese, Chinese, Arabic, etc . . . .  Words are merely sounds, or written characters, which convey thought, meaning, and understanding, to the human mind. Today, when a modern American or Englishman addresses "God" in prayer, if he is Christian he is thinking to address God who is the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

This Mighty Holy God, God the Father who is the great God and Who is Ruler of the universe, and He is the Member of Elohim Who created all things through His Logos, or Spokesman of His Divine Family, the Word of God, the Truth of God, the only Way to God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the very Son of God, the only begotten of God the Father.

Logos:  lógos (meaning "word") is preeminently used of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the One Who expresses the thoughts of God the Father through God the Holy Spirit.  Logos regards a person sharing a message, meaning "reasoning expressed by words."

John 1:1-5

1 In the beginning was the Word (logos), and the Word (logos) was with God, and the Word (logos) was God.
Note:  Logos in parenthesis added by me to show you the word logos means "Word".

2 The same was in the beginning with God.

3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.

4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men.

5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.



Biblical scholars know that the Hebrew language spoken today bears little resemblance to the ancient Hebrew of Abraham's time. They know that the 70 years captivity in Babylon dramatically altered the Jews' language.  They know there have been many changes in the Hebrew tongue down through history. Thus, by the time God called His people Israel from Egypt, their language had long since undergone considerable alteration.

Thus, there is no specific tongue that is particularly impressive or pleasing to God.  It is utterly nonsensical to believe that, if two people who speak different languages who are standing side by side, thinking the same thing in their minds concerning God; praying to the Creator God of all things, in by and through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from the heart, that one man is heard while the other is not, if one man is using some modern form of Hebrew (which is what is spoken today instead of the ancient Hebrew, while the other is praying in English, Japanese, or Greek.  God is not reached through human tongues, but through broken hearts, contrite repentance of sin, and through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth His Only Begotten Son, the Lord and Savior of His people, the sole mediator between man and God.

Deuteronomy 6:3-5
3 Hear therefore, O Israel, and observe to do it; that it may be well with thee, and that ye may increase mightily, as the Lord God of thy fathers hath promised thee, in the land that floweth with milk and honey.
4 Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord:
5 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.
Malachi 2:10
10 Have we not all one father? hath not one God created us? why do we deal treacherously every man against his brother, by profaning the covenant of our fathers?
Mark 12:32 
32And the scribe said unto him, Well, Master, thou hast said the truth: for there is one God; and there is none other but he:
Romans 3:30 

30Seeing it is one God, which shall justify the circumcision by faith, and uncircumcision through faith.

5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;
6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.

19Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

Does God listen only when His name is spoken correctly in ancient Hebrew? If so, what of the hundreds of years of European, British, and all those that came from them, i.e.:  Americans, Canadians, Australians, etc . . . history, when even the language of the Holy Bible itself, and therefore the language used by those in God's True Church, was a language undergoing gradual change—a language wholly unrelated to ancient Hebrew?

Since the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said the "gates of the Hell" would never prevail against His Church, and since there would always be scattered remnants of God's Church somewhere on earth, and since, from the earliest part of the first century these Christians were not mainly Jewish but Gentile converts to Christianity, then such people had to pertain to the nations which gradually overspread and settled Europe and the British Isles, as well as Scandinavia, and the uttermost parts of the world. There is not one shred of evidence to suggest such peoples retained God's Divine names and titles in the ancient Hebrew tongue.  Not one shred of evidence.

God the Father said to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:
Psalm 2:8
8 Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.
Acts 1:8
8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Mark 13:27
27 And then shall he send his angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from the uttermost part of the earth to the uttermost part of heaven.


Matthew 16:18
18And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

So, did God-fearing, Christ-worshiping people call upon God during all these hundreds upon hundreds of years?  Most assuredly. One may well ask did God's Church cease to exist from about the second century until today?  Since God's Church did exist down through all this time, and since God continually watches over His people; has heard their prayers, intercedes for them, preserves them, fulfilled His promise that His Church would always exist—then God must have heard them in whatever tongue they spoke.

Those who insist upon making the primary focus of their message the use of so-called "Sacred Names" are missing the point, entirely. Notice another outstanding Bible proof: Pentecost, and the Gift of Tongues.

On the Day of Pentecost, a great miracle occurred involving languages. God's Apostles were given the gift of speaking in other languages as a witness to thousands of unbelievers in Jerusalem (the Jews).

The word "tongue" in English is used both for the organ of speech, as well as the language being spoken. The word tongue is used the same in Hebrew, Latin, and Greek. Much confusion has resulted from those wholly ignorant of this fact, together with the unfortunate insertion of a single word into the King James Bible text "unknown." Though the translators italicized this word to indicate it was added (hopefully to provide clarity), and is not in the original manuscripts, many ignorant people have supposed the Apostles uttered gibberish, instead of intelligible speech in a known language. Today, some false teachers, wolves in sheeps clothing, particularly television evangelists seem to delight in suddenly interrupting themselves with strange blatherings, displaying what they claim is "tongues" speaking to their audiences, but which is merely deliberate put-on; unintelligible sounds which are meaningless and antichristian.



1 Corinthians 14:2 
2For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in the spirit he speaketh mysteries.

1 Corinthians 14:4 
4He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; but he that prophesieth edifieth the church.



1 Corinthians 14:13 -14

13Wherefore let him that speaketh in an unknown tongue pray that he may interpret.
14For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my understanding is unfruitful.

1 Corinthians 14:19 
19Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than ten thousand words in an unknown tongue.

1 Corinthians 14:27 
27If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at the most by three, and that by course; and let one interpret.


The miracle of Pentecost was intended to communicate God's Truth to those who spoke in languages foreign to Jerusalem—a miracle involving both the speaking and the understanding!  Think today of the many immigrants who no longer speak the language of their grandparents, of even their parents, but the language of their now native land.

The crowd consisted of people from Parthia, Media, Elam, Mesopotamia, Judaea, Cappadocia, Pontus, Asia, Phrygia, Pamphylia, Egypt, Libya around Cyrene, Rome, and other "Jews and proselytes" from around the known world, plus "Cretes and Arabians." This represents at least sixteen distinctly different languages and dialects. The Holy Bible says these thousands were astonished because they now heard each Apostle speaking in the language or native tongue of each of the different nations, as each one of these nations had different languages.

Acts 2:1-11

1 And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.

2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.

3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.

4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

Note:  Each Apostle was immediately given this gift by the Holy Spirit of Speaking in tongues.  The Apostle Peter Preached, and the other Apostles used the Apostle Peter’s words, and spoke them each in a different language to the men thus gathered from other nations.


5 And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven.

6 Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.

7 And they were all amazed and marvelled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans?

8 And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born?

9 Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia,

10 Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes,

11 Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God.


There is absolutely no indication whatsoever that the Apostles lapsed into the original ancient Hebrew each time they spoke of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, nor of God the Father. Rather, it is obvious, and plainly logical, that whatever names or words in each of the more than sixteen languages and dialects being spoken conveyed to these unconverted Jews' minds the Truth of the resurrection were the words and names used as their own words and names in their own languages.

When, for example, when the Apostle Peter said:

Acts 2:22 
22Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know:

So, how would a Roman, an Arabian, a Cretian, a Mesopotamian, an Egyptian, have heard and understood these words if spoken in ancient Hebrew, as they did not know nor understand ancient Hebrew?

If then a Spaniard had been present (and it is possible a few were), he may well have heard the Apostle Peter say by way of the other Apostles, having one of the Apostles speak in Spanish, as it would be phonetically pronounced,  Hay-sus de Nazaret for "Jesus of Nazareth," and Dios for "God." Did the Apostle Peter as he spoke, were the words he was thinking in Aramaic, or Greek? Neither. In the Apostle Peter's mind, he spoke in his own native tongue, a dialect of Aramaic which marked him as a Galilean. Yet, since the miracle was both in the hearing and the speaking, each one of these different Jews heard the Apostle Peter's words interpreted for them by the other Apostles speaking their language as if spoken in their, [the Arabian Jews', or the Roman Jews', or the Cappodocian Jews'] own language.

If an Englishman or an American had been standing there, he would have plainly heard the Apostle Peter say, "Jesus of Nazareth." We have no knowledge of how the name "Jesus" (Hebrew, "Joshua," or "Yahshua") would have been pronounced so an Arabian, Roman, or Bithinian would have understood it, nor do we have their words for "God" available to us for our understanding. Remember, the word "God" had not yet evolved from ancient Teutonic tongues, and was not extant at the time the Apostle Peter spoke through a miracle.

Is there something "magical" about pronouncing one of God's Divine names or titles "just so"?  Some people believe so, and teach such nonsense.  There are those who seem to believe access to God is only through getting the sound right—correctly pronouncing what they assume is an accurate pronunciation of this or that Hebrew word. Remember now, it is the pagans who believe in magic names, phrases and words which are superstition.  Christians should never worship that way.

Acts 25:7-22
7 And when he was come, the Jews which came down from Jerusalem stood round about, and laid many and grievous complaints against Paul, which they could not prove.
8 While he answered for himself, Neither against the law of the Jews, neither against the temple, nor yet against Caesar, have I offended any thing at all.
9 But Festus, willing to do the Jews a pleasure, answered Paul, and said, Wilt thou go up to Jerusalem, and there be judged of these things before me?
10 Then said Paul, I stand at Caesar's judgment seat, where I ought to be judged: to the Jews have I done no wrong, as thou very well knowest.
11 For if I be an offender, or have committed any thing worthy of death, I refuse not to die: but if there be none of these things whereof these accuse me, no man may deliver me unto them. I appeal unto Caesar.
12 Then Festus, when he had conferred with the council, answered, Hast thou appealed unto Caesar? unto Caesar shalt thou go.
13 And after certain days king Agrippa and Bernice came unto Caesarea to salute Festus.
14 And when they had been there many days, Festus declared Paul's cause unto the king, saying, There is a certain man left in bonds by Felix:
15 About whom, when I was at Jerusalem, the chief priests and the elders of the Jews informed me, desiring to have judgment against him.
16 To whom I answered, It is not the manner of the Romans to deliver any man to die, before that he which is accused have the accusers face to face, and have licence to answer for himself concerning the crime laid against him.
17 Therefore, when they were come hither, without any delay on the morrow I sat on the judgment seat, and commanded the man to be brought forth.
18 Against whom when the accusers stood up, they brought none accusation of such things as I supposed:
19 But had certain questions against him of their own superstition, and of one Jesus, which was dead, whom Paul affirmed to be alive.
Note:  Superstition is the Greek word deisidaimonia means:  pagan religion in general; in a bad sense superstition.  This Greek word for superstition is from the root word:  deisidaimonesteros, which means:  (from deidō, "to dread" and daimōn, "a deity") – properly, religious (superstitious) fear, driven by a confused concept of God – producing "sincere" but very misdirected religion. Indeed, this is the mark of heathenism, antichristian belief lacking understanding of God’s True nature and His love toward His own.
1 John 4:18
18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love.
(Continuing) Acts 25:20-22
20 And because I doubted of such manner of questions, I asked him whether he would go to Jerusalem, and there be judged of these matters.
21 But when Paul had appealed to be reserved unto the hearing of Augustus, I commanded him to be kept till I might send him to Caesar.
22 Then Agrippa said unto Festus, I would also hear the man myself. To morrow, said he, thou shalt hear him.
Who did not hear, as a child, of the various "magic words" supposed to unlock a genie in a bottle, a giant in a castle, a hidden treasure in a cave, or by a witch brewing up a magical evil potion, saying  "abra cadabra,"? This is merely corrupt Latin for "open, corpse?" ("abra" for open, and "cadabra," as in "cadaver" for body, or corpse)—a demoniacal, ghoulish statement the world has taught us.  

God the Father in Heaven, is not reached through the sounds uttered by human throats, tongues and lips using “magical words or phrases”.  All human languages are corrupt, and it is impossible for us to speak in a language devoid of corruption.

Can we who Believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the only way for a man’s Salvation, as our Lord, God, and King gain contact with God, nevertheless? Can those who were pagans call upon God? Can sinners call upon God? How can a sinner repent, unless he first calls upon God for forgiveness?

Psalm 80:18 
18So will not we go back from thee: quicken us, and we will call upon thy name.

Note:  Quicken in the Hebrew means:  keep leave, make alive, certainly, give promised life, let, suffer to live, nourish up
Psalm 86:5 
5For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee.
Psalm 116:13 
13I will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of the Lord.
Psalm 145:18 
18The Lord is nigh unto all them that call upon him, to all that call upon him in truth.
Isaiah 12:4 
4And in that day shall ye say, Praise the Lord, call upon his name, declare his doings among the people, make mention that his name is exalted.

Romans 10:12-13 

12For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him.
13For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.
1 Corinthians 1:1-3
1 Paul called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ through the will of God, and Sosthenes our brother,

2 Unto the church of God which is at Corinth, to them that are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, with all that in every place call upon the name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both their's and our's:

3 Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.
English word "God." Where did it come from, does anyone know? The Encyclopedia Britannica, eleventh edition, states, "God. The common Teutonic word for a personal object of worship ... The word 'God' [German "Gott" from "Guth," which was related to Taurus, the Bull] on the conversion of the Teutonic races to Christianity, was adopted as the name of the one Supreme Being, the Creator of the universe.... ‘God’ was and is now a word common to all Teutonic languages. In Gothic it is Guth (God); Dutch has the same form as English; Danish and Swedish have Gud (God), German Gott (God). According to the  New English Dictionary, the original may be found in two Aryan roots, both of the form gheu, one of which means 'to invoke,' the other 'to pour', the last is used of sacrificial offerings. The word would thus means the object either of religious invocation or of religious worship by pouring out blood by a sacrifice. It has also been suggested that the word might mean a 'molten image' from the sense of 'pour."' (Vol. 12: p. 169).

"Gott" (God) and related terms, then, were merely Teutonic sounds for "deity" or "things that are worshiped," and are therefore the equivalent of the Hebrew Elohim, the Greek Theos, and the English word God.

Notwithstanding the pagan origins of the word itself, it is important to understand that words are merely sounds, or written characters, which convey thought, meaning, understanding, to the human mind. Today, when a modern American or Englishman addresses "God" in prayer, if he is Christian he is thinking to address God who is the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the great God who is Ruler of the universe, the Head member of Elohim Who created all things through His Logos, or Spokesman of His Divine Family. Surely, no modern American or Briton thinks he is using a word which connotes a molten image, or means "to pour," no matter the ultimate Aryan roots of the English word.

It is also important to understand that God does not frown upon everything created by "pagan" (or non-Hebrew) cultures. God does forbids only those things that are contrary to His Laws and His nature, i.e.:  things that misrepresent Who and What He is or His Word.



It was the Creator God, Jehovah God, God the Father through God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-5; Proverbs 8:1-36; 1 Corinthians 1:20-24; Job 38, 39, 40; Job 42:1-6; Isaiah 6:1-5; Revelation 19:1-16; Ephesians 3:9-12; Matthew 11:27; Luke 10:22; John 3:35; John 4:24-26; John 5:20; John 13:3; John 16:15; Ephesians 1:1-14; Colossians 1:12-20; Acts 17:24-31; 1 Corinthians 8:6; 1 Corinthians 13:4-8; Colossians 2:2-3, Romans 8:38-39; 2 John 1:3; Jude 1:21; 2 Corinthians 5:17-19; Hebrews 1:1-8; Hebrews 2:9-18; 1 Corinthians 15:20-28; Revelation 4:1-11; Revelation 15:1-8; Revelation 1:17-18; Revelation 1:8, who confused and divided man's languages, lest mankind progress so rapidly to the point of sophisticated technology and world-destroying weapons that God's plan for the Salvation of His people would not be allowed the proper time for its development.  God thus retards man’s ability to efficiently communicate.

Isaiah 40:28-31

28 Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard, that the everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is weary? there is no searching of his understanding.

Note:  Who created the earth, the ends of the earth?  Answer:  The Creator God, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, created ALL things:  John 1.

29 He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength.

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall:

31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.



Isaiah 9:6-7
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.

Note:  Let us go down . . . Us, i.e.:  The Holy Trinity, the One Triune God:  God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost.

8 So the Lord scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth: and they left off to build the city.
9 Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the Lord did there confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the Lord scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.
Note:  Babel means confusion. From balai meaning confusion; Babel (i.e. Babylon), including Babylonia and the Babylonian empire -- Babel, Babylon, to mingle, mix, confuse, confound.

To this day, the lack of communication is a major dividing point between nations. In geopolitics, world trade, in the exchange of ideas, and thus different languages are a major impediment mankind, of which there are hundreds of languages.

God did this deliberately. Did that mean God had therefore consigned every nation down through history to be saddled with a pagan language which made it utterly impossible to call upon the Lord God? Did this mean He left only the original ancient Hebrew untouched in such a way that only those who spoke those words as “magical words” can call on the name of the Lord God?

Notice the Holy Bible says God confounded the language of all the earth.  All the earths’ language which everyone had spoken as one language knowing whose God’s name was in the one original language was now confused or different one people from another , including the Hebrews language . Biblical scholars know that the Hebrew spoken today bears little resemblance to the ancient Hebrew of Abraham's time. They know that the 70 year's captivity in Babylon dramatically altered the Jews' language.  Now there have been many changes in the Hebrew tongue down through history. Thus, by the time God called Israel out of Egypt, their language had long since undergone considerable alteration.

Thus, there is no specific tongue that is particularly impressive or pleasing to God.  .  It is utterly nonsensical to believe that, if two people who speak different languages who are standing side by side, thinking the same thing in their minds concerning God; praying to the Creator God of all things, in by and through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from the heart, that one man is heard while the other is not, if one man is using some modern form of Hebrew (which is what is spoken today instead of the ancient Hebrew, while the other is praying in English, Japanese, or Greek.  God is not reached through human tongues, but through broken hearts, contrite repentance of sin, and through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth His Only Begotten Son, the Lord and Savior of His people, the sole mediator between man and God.



Does God listen only when His name is spoken correctly in ancient Hebrew? If so, what of the hundreds of years of European, British, Middle Eastern history, when even the language of the Holy Bible itself, and therefore the language used by those in God's True Church in such regions, was a language undergoing gradual change—and now languages wholly unrelated to ancient Hebrew?

What exactly did God mean when He told Moses to say "I AM” was God’s name?  Is "I AM" a name, or a state of being? To the best knowledge of the scholars, the expression "I AM" meant God was telling Moses  that He, that is God, was the One who was Life Self-Perpetuating, Self-sufficient One; the "Eternal," Ever-living, Immortal, All-Powerful, Creator Being who has life self-inherent within Himself.

He was saying, in effect, "I will be what I will be," connoting His absolute eternal power, His self-perpetuating state, His total authority, His might, His power, His perfectness. In the Latin tongues, there are two words for the infinity, "to be." In Spanish, they are ser (to be), and estar (to be). To express one's nationality, or one's profession, one might say, "Soy Americano; soy  doctor," that is in English "I am an American; I am a doctor."  Ser in Spanish connotes a permanent state of being.

The other infinity, estar, or Estoy which is translated exactly the same into English,  “to be” or "I am," but which comes from a wholly different root, which is a temporary or transitory state of being. If I wanted to say "I am here," I would say, "Estoy aqui." If I wanted to say "I am thinking about it," I would say, "Estoy pensando en esto." These expressions are connoting a transitory state of being that is a temporary state of being, but appear the  same in English, "I am."

Exodus 3:14
14 And God said unto Moses, I Am That I Am: and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, I Am hath sent me unto you.

The Hebrew words God spoke were, "hayah hayah " meaning "To Be, To Be." Hayah in the Hebrew means:  to exist, i.e. To Be.  Which comes from a a primitive root  word ‘avah which means to breathe.  The All existing One.  The Self existing One.  The All existing One, to breath (to breathe life), to be.  The Hebrew does not connote a transitory state of being, but a permanent one.

Exodus 3:13-17
13 And Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come unto the children of Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of your fathers hath sent me unto you; and they shall say to me, What is his name? what shall I say unto them?
14 And God said unto Moses, I Am That I Am: and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, I Am hath sent me unto you.
15 And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, the Lord God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath sent me unto you: this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.
16 Go, and gather the elders of Israel together, and say unto them, The Lord God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob, appeared unto me, saying, I have surely visited you, and seen that which is done to you in Egypt:
17 And I have said, I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt unto the land of the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, unto a land flowing with milk and honey.

God was showing Moses His absolute, perpetual, self-inherent Eternal, never-ending state of Being. God did not stop with this remarkable statement. He went on to say in verse 15 above, "...Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, the LORD [Hebrew: YHVH, often pronounced "Jehovah"] God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath sent me unto you: this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.

The Member of the Divine Family Who became Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the CREATOR God revealed in the Book of Genesis. Of this, there can be no doubt:

The Apostle John wrote:
John 1:1-5
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
2 The same was in the beginning with God.
3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.
4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men.
5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.


Can anything be plainer? The One who became the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, to die for the sins of the world (his family,) is the Member of God’s family and is the One who created  all things.

As Creator God, the Lord Jesus Christ  is first revealed in a dual sense as  Elohim, which is a plural word, connoting more than One,  such as a family or a church.


Genesis 1:1
1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
“In the beginning God [Elohim, the divine ones, more than one, of the plural speaking of the supreme God] created the heaven and the earth". Elohim denotes, by its usage in the Holy Bible, the Creator in relation to His creatures, the last of his creation man. 


Genesis 1:26-27
26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.
27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.

 "And God [Elohim] said, 'Let US make man in OUR image, after OUR likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

"So God [Elohim, the divine ones, more than one] created man in His own image, in the image of God (Elohim, the divine ones, more than one] created He him; male and female created He him). This conversation between the two members of the Divine Family called "God," or Elohim, is simply impossible to misinterpret. Obviously, more than One Divine Being, together called "God," is involved; One speaking, and the Other agreeing and doing.  The Father speaking, the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth creating.

John 8:28
28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.

To the English-speaking person, "God" is far more meaningful than Elohim, for the latter is foreign to him. Our word "God" is used almost the exact same way the ancient Hebrews used the word Elohim—of the one true Deity to be worshiped.


A name merely means, "A word or a phrase that constitutes the distinctive designation of a person or a thing," or, a word that conveys meaning, designation, character, nature, identity, and understanding  about that person or thing.

The names and titles of God do precisely that. They convey to our mind as we think deeply about the many names, titles and attributes of God, His creative Power, His Covenant relationship with man, His boundless goodness, His limitless Grace, His fathomless Mercy, His majesty, His awesome POWER, which all  help us to develop that healthy AWE of our great Creator God, and the family called "Elohim," that God intends.

Remember, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said we should commence our prayers by addressing the One whom Jesus came to reveal; the "Father" of the Divine Family called "Elohim," now to the True Worshiper, the Born Again Christian, the Elect of God as Our Father.  Our Father is  Holy Name.  So Holy, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Logos of God, the intimate member of the Elohim, Commands that we call no man on earth Father.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is NOT speaking of you calling your Dad the name Father.  The Lord Jesus Christ is always speaking to us in the Spiritual realm, and thus what He Commands is to call no man on earth Father who speaks for God.
Matthew 23:8-10
8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.
9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.
10 Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ.
Note:  But be not ye called Rabbi:  Rabbi in the Hebrew means:   'My great one; my honorable sir, my Master.'
Matthew 6:9 
9After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

Luke 11:2 
2And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth.

Is it "wrong" then to apply some of the Divine names and titles to God when searching for Him in prayer? No, not at all, because we are called to remember that God the Holy Spirit inspired the Apostle Paul to write:

Romans 8:22-26
22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now.
23 And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.
24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for?
25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it.
26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.

Note:  Groaneth or Groanings in the Greek means:  groaning (sighing), especially brought on by circumstances creating great pressure when the person is overwhelmed, and their thoughts are going a mile a minute, and can’t even think how to pray.  The Greek root word means:  I groan, expressing intense grief, anger, or desire.
27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

The Apostle Paul goes on to prove that God can be moved, can be reached, and  will understand when His creatures, human beings, in whom God has placed His Holy Spirit, are deeply, and hopefully, and prayerfully wrestling with their own innermost temptations, problems, hopes and yearnings, fears and sin—and God HEARS even though not one single word has been spoken by the creature.  Since God sends His Holy Spirit, which is God, to make intercession for us with God.

Once we understand that the meanings we attach to words are what is important, not sounds themselves, then we can only conclude that "Elohim"; or "Lord" or "Eternal One" or the “Ancient of Days” are just as sacred as "Yahweh" or "Jehovah" is no less Holy than the name of God, or any other name or title that has ever been uttered, either by man or by Angel.

God's many names and titles tell us Who and What God is, and how He relates to His people. The Lord Jesus Christ's "new name," which He will give to His family members adopted by Him refers not merely to a new sound, but to a new kind of relationship.

Revelation 3:12
12 Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will write upon him my new name.

The new name will reflect in that name a new kind of relationship between God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost and those who receive the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth’s new name.  All will speak the same language, and all understand the new names perfectly.

The time is coming when God will purify human language.  God will remove the names of false gods from the lips of the people, and cause all nations to call upon His holy name. At that time, the peoples of this earth will learn the true meanings of all God's many names and titles.  They will speak His names with deep respect and a sense of awe.

Do we today, as Christian pray to I AM when we address God?  Do we pray to:  "Yahweh," or "Jawveh," or "Jehovah," or “the Ancient of Days”?  Do we as Americans, or Britons, speak the name of the Son of God as Joshua," or "Yahshua" instead of the name the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth?   Some foolish people, with good intentions insist so.   They say that by only pronouncing God's name in Hebrew, they claim, can you then communicate with God.  Is this true? What IS God's true name that we as Christians are Commanded to call upon in our prayers?

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth’s Commands are exceedingly clear: When you pray, you are to pray, “After this manner . . . “.
Matthew 6:9
9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

How does the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Command us to call upon God, Who the Lord Jesus Christ came to reveal to us?  As Our Father.  Furthermore, as a True Worshiper, one Born Again, the very Elect of God, we have the right to cry Abba, Arabic for Father.   Abbá – "Father," used as the term of tender endearment by a Beloved child – i.e. in an affectionate, dependent relationship with their Father; spoken as a small child to his "daddy," or "papa," to their Father who as a child perceives his Father as great, Mighty, and strong, full of wisdom and Truth.



Mark 14:36 
36And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; take away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will, but what thou wilt.

Romans 8:15 
15For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.

Galatians 4:6 
6And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.


2 Thessalonians 2:15-17
15 Therefore, brethren, stand fast, and hold the traditions which ye have been taught, whether by word, or our epistle.
16 Now our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God, even our Father, which hath loved us, and hath given us everlasting consolation and good hope through grace,
17 Comfort your hearts, and stablish you in every good word and work.
2 Thessalonians 3:1-4
1 Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may have free course, and be glorified, even as it is with you:
2 And that we may be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men: for all men have not faith.
3 But the Lord is faithful, who shall stablish you, and keep you from evil.
4 And we have confidence in the Lord touching you, that ye both do and will do the things which we command you.
Jude 1:24-25
24 Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,
25 To the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and ever. Amen.
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Ghost;

As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be,

world without end. Amen, Amen.
