Richard Mouw never intended to start a riot within the evangelical community by saying his fellow believers had "sinned against Mormonism." But that's exactly what happened.

Mouw, president of Fuller Theological Seminary in Pasadena, Calif., had been meeting regularly with Latter-day Saint scholars before he gave a seven-minute introduction of Ravi Zacharias, an evangelical speaker who addressed a packed audience in the Mormon Tabernacle in November 2004.

"We've often seriously misrepresented the beliefs and practices of members of the LDS faith," Mouw said that night. "It's a terrible thing to bear false witness."

The impact was immediate.

Some of Mouw's colleagues and fellow believers were outraged. They accused him of selling out, of not standing for the Christian truth or adequately denouncing evil, of being duped.

Undeterred, Mouw continued this line of preaching to evangelicals for the next seven years and maintained regular conversations with Mormons. He has now expanded it into a just-released book, "Talking with Mormons: An Invitation to Evangelicals."

A group of interfaith leaders Thursday (Aug. 9) exhorted Americans to do more than pray for better times.

Rabbi David Saperstein, director of the Religious Action Center of Reform Judaism, said that religious groups must together focus their efforts against hate crimes.

Also on the conference call were Catholic Bishop Denis J. Madden; Imam Mohamed Magid, president of the Islamic Society of North America; the Rev. Peter Morales, president of the Unitarian Universalist Association of Congregations; and Rabbi Burton L. Visotzky, director of the Milstein Center for Interreligious Dialogue at the Jewish Theological Seminary.

The Honorable Lord Krishna: A Prophet Of Allah . . .

Hindus worldwide will soon observe Krishna Janmashtami, a celebration of Lord Krishna's birth. While many recognize the differences between Islam and Hinduism, few may appreciate that according to Islamic principles and Prophet Muhammad, Lord Krishna was a true Prophet of God.

Islam only argues that the original core teachings of Hinduism and Islam are the same -- the unity of God and the obligation to serve mankind. Furthermore, nothing in the Quran, Sunnah or Hadith declares that Lord Krishna was not a prophet. Thus, this short article offers nine points to consider -- together -- that Lord Krishna is a true prophet of God, a prophet whom Muslims also revere along with their fellow Hindu neighbors.

1. First, the Quran is the only ancient scripture that specifically mentions and praises other faiths. While the Quran mentions Jews and Christians specifically, in numerous places, likewise, it mentions Hindus in a group known as the Sabians. Sabians refer to non-Abrahamic traditions -- Hindus, Buddhists, Zoroastrians, Taoists, etc. Thus, recognition of Hinduism exists in the Quran.

2. Islam teaches six Articles of Faith. The Fourth Article of Faith is the belief in all of God's prophets. This simple Article of Faith provides further credence to recognizing Lord Krishna as a prophet sent to the Indian subcontinent. 

3. The Quran is clear that God's Divine guidance is not exclusive to any one people. Rather the Quran says that God sent "messengers to every people" (10:48) and "We raised among every people a messenger" (16:37). Prophet Muhammad further declared that God has sent no less than 124,000 prophets to mankind throughout history (Ibn Hanbal, Musnad, 5, 169) of which only 28 are mentioned in the Quran. None of those 28 prophets are mentioned as being sent to the Indian subcontinent. Thus, it is perfectly reasonable that Lord Krishna is one of the many prophets God sent with His Divine message.
(Note:  That is what the false Christian "church," teaches today.  That is, they falsely teach that God has declared all people as part of His family, and have forgiven mankind at the Cross of Calvary, and all faiths are acceptable, just a different way to view what God has said in His Holy Word, the Holy Bible.  The Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible stands against all other false religions, including the false Christian "church," in that God's Holy Word is sent to the Elect of God ONLY, God's Chosen, (hand Chosen, i.e.:  Ordained) those Born Again, Called by God for His purpose, the True Worshipers.

Isaiah 55:11
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.

Mark 13:20
20 And except that the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh should be saved: but for the elect's sake, whom he hath chosen, he hath shortened the days.)

4. Segueing from the previous point, the Quran clearly declares, "And We sent some Messengers whom We have already mentioned to thee and some Messengers whom We have not mentioned to thee..." (4:165). Thus, to declare that Lord Krishna is not a prophet simply because the Quran does not mention him is a meritless argument.

Ephesians 4:4-7

4 There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling;

5 One Lord, one faith, one baptism,

6 One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.

7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ.

There is One Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. With Him was connected "one faith," "one body (of Born Again Believers,) "One Spirit (the Holy Ghost), "one hope" of Christians which concerns their Calling, and "one baptism." This is the public profession and recognition of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as Lord, God the Son, and Savior ALONE, of the Elect of God.

Though there are many congregations (local Churches), yet, there is but one True Church of the firstborn, whose names are written in Heaven; which consists of Saints of different ages, places, states, and conditions, who are all one in Christ Jesus, Who is the One as the Head, the Lord, Who is God the Son, and the ONLY Head of His body (the Church).  Here, the Apostle Paul makes this argument to excite the Saints to unity of Spirit in Christ Jesus.

One Spirit; the Holy Spirit of God, who convicts of sin, animates, quickens (Quickens:  makes alive that which was dead,) and actuates the body: One Spirit, Who convinces of sin, enlightens, regenerates, and makes alive (quickens); One Spirit Who incorporates into the Body of Christ Jesus, the Church; One Spirit Who comforts the Saints; One Spirit Who helps them in their access to God in, by, and through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- ALONE; One Spirit Who makes known the things of the Lord Jesus Christ to them, One Spirit, Who is a Spirit of adoption, and Who is given as the seal and earnest of the Heavenly Glory to come for the Saints of God.  The consideration of this should engage to unity by like minded True Worshipers, the Elect of God, because a contrary conduct must be grieving to the Holy Spirit of God, unsuitable to His genuine fruits, and very unlike the true Spirit of a Christian, one Called by God, Ordained, Loved, and Chosen.  One Holy Spirit which set aside and energized the first Christians who were of one heart, and of one soul, of the same mind, and having the same affections for one another, and saying and believing the same Truth, having the same witness, the same Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

" . . . even as you are Called in one hope of your calling;" that is, the glory hoped for, and which is laid up in Heaven and which all Saints Have Obtained, held there by the very Power of God, and will be enjoyed there, to which the Saints of God are Called with an effectual Calling, as being Called is an effectual Call, and is one and the same: there are no degrees in it; it will be equally possessed by all the Saints of God; for they are all loved with the same love, Chosen in the same head with the same mark by God, and secured in the same royal eternal New Covenant; they are bought with the same price of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood alone, and are Justified by the same righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood; they are all equally the Sons of God, and so joint heirs of the same Heavenly Inheritance already reserved for them; and are all made Kings and Priests unto God, and there is but One Kingdom, One Crown in likeness, although many are given Crowns, One inheritance for them all; and the Holiness of all the Saints in Heaven will be alike; and therefore they should be heartily affected to one another here on earth, who are to be partners together in God's Glory for all eternity.
