Psalm 78:67-71 
67 Moreover he refused the tabernacle of Joseph, and chose not the tribe of Ephraim:
68 But chose the tribe of Judah, the mount Zion which he loved.
69 And he built his sanctuary like high palaces, like the earth which he hath established for ever.
70 He chose David also his servant, and took him from the sheepfolds:
71 From following the ewes great with young he brought him to feed Jacob his people, and Israel his inheritance.
Note:  King David was a type of Christ, as he was the great and good Shepherd, who was humbled first, and then exalted; and of whom it was foretold, that he should be filled with the Holy Spirit of God with wisdom and understanding. On the uprightness of his heart, and the skilfulness of his hands, all his subjects may rely; and of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end. Every trial of human nature hitherto, confirms the testimony of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, that the heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked, and nothing but being created anew by the Holy Ghost can cure the ungodliness of any.

Mercy put Israel again under the condition of obedience. Here the power of God delivers, after they have failed even under this, and judgment is come, God acting according to His mind of love. 

The Tables of the Law, the 10 Commandments, never came into the camp. Moses' face shone only when he had seen God, when he went up the second time accepted by God in Grace; but for Israel, this was putting them back under Law. It is Grace, then Law brought in after Grace, which is death and condemnation. Moses could not take the cold perfect Law without Mercy "Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin--; and if not, blot me out, I pray thee, out of thy book which thou hast written." No, was the answer; the soul that sins, it will I blot out. This was Law without Mercy, the letter of the Law.  Exodus 32.  Now, though, the Law is written in a Christian's heart, provided by Mercy, God's Grace.

2 Corinthians 3:1-18
1 Do we begin again to commend ourselves? or need we, as some others, epistles of commendation to you, or letters of commendation from you?

2 Ye are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men:

3 Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshy tables of the heart.

4 And such trust have we through Christ to God-ward:

5 Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to think any thing as of ourselves; but our sufficiency is of God;

6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.

7 But if the ministration of death, written and engraven in stones, was glorious, so that the children of Israel could not stedfastly behold the face of Moses for the glory of his countenance; which glory was to be done away:

8 How shall not the ministration of the spirit be rather glorious?

9 For if the ministration of condemnation be glory, much more doth the ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.

10 For even that which was made glorious had no glory in this respect, by reason of the glory that excelleth.

11 For if that which is done away was glorious, much more that which remaineth is glorious.

12 Seeing then that we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech:

13 And not as Moses, which put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

14 But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ.

15 But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart.

16 Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away.

17 Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.

18 But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.

The Chamber of the Hewn-Stone 
One of the chambers in the north of the Court was called the Chamber of the Hewn-Stone. In the western part of chamber, where an opening lead to the Chail, the Great Sanhedrin convened. Its members sat in a semi-circle. In the center sat the head of the Sanhedrin. In the eastern part of this chamber, where an opening lead to the Court, the priests on watch gathered to recite the Shema and to pray here, after the Tamid offering had been slaughtered and its blood was dashed upon the altar.

Note:  As you can see from what is happening today, this rebuilding of the Third Temple is being done in unbelief. The very fact that the Sanhedrin have focused their attention on designing the building where they will sit, rather than the whole of the Temple for God’s Glory, shows just how full of self-importance they are.

The Sanhedrin is a religious council that is made up of 71 of the most learned Jewish scholars in the land of Israel. The Sanhedrin, which presided over the trial of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was dissolved in the year 358 A.D.. The Council was officially reconvened on the 13th of October, 2004. Often in direct opposition to government policy, they have taken on various projects such as planning for the rebuilding of the Third Jewish Temple and anointing a King to replace the democratically elected Knesset. They have in the past attempted to reinstate the animal sacrificial system, which the Holy Bible Prophesies will recommence just prior to or during the tribulation period.  Ezekiel 43:18-27, Hebrews 10:1-14


Numbers 11:16-27
16 And the Lord said unto Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be the elders of the people, and officers over them; and bring them unto the tabernacle of the congregation, that they may stand there with thee.
17 And I will come down and talk with thee there: and I will take of the spirit which is upon thee, and will put it upon them; and they shall bear the burden of the people with thee, that thou bear it not thyself alone.
18 And say thou unto the people, Sanctify yourselves against to morrow, and ye shall eat flesh: for ye have wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, Who shall give us flesh to eat? for it was well with us in Egypt: therefore the Lord will give you flesh, and ye shall eat.
19 Ye shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor five days, neither ten days, nor twenty days;
20 But even a whole month, until it come out at your nostrils, and it be loathsome unto you: because that ye have despised the Lord which is among you, and have wept before him, saying, Why came we forth out of Egypt?
21 And Moses said, The people, among whom I am, are six hundred thousand footmen; and thou hast said, I will give them flesh, that they may eat a whole month.
22 Shall the flocks and the herds be slain for them, to suffice them? or shall all the fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to suffice them?
23 And the Lord said unto Moses, Is the Lord'S hand waxed short? thou shalt see now whether my word shall come to pass unto thee or not.
24 And Moses went out, and told the people the words of the Lord, and gathered the seventy men of the elders of the people, and set them round about the tabernacle.
25 And the Lord came down in a cloud, and spake unto him, and took of the spirit that was upon him, and gave it unto the seventy elders: and it came to pass, that, when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied, and did not cease.
26 But there remained two of the men in the camp, the name of the one was Eldad, and the name of the other Medad: and the spirit rested upon them; and they were of them that were written, but went not out unto the tabernacle: and they prophesied in the camp.
27 And there ran a young man, and told Moses, and said, Eldad and Medad do prophesy in the camp.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth referred to the Temple on three separate occasions throughout His earthly ministry. On the first occasion, when He drove the moneychangers out of the Temple, He said,
 
John 2:16
16 And said unto them that sold doves, Take these things hence; make not my Father's house an house of merchandise.
 
On the second occasion the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said,
 
Matthew 21:13
13 And said unto them, It is written, My house shall be called the house of prayer; but ye have made it a den of thieves.
 
On the third and final occasion the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said that it was no longer My Father's house or My house, but your house:
 
Luke 13:35
35 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and verily I say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until the time come when ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.

Note:  The same mindset still exists in the Sanhedrin today. This is still very much their house, and it will remain desolate, even when rebuilt, until the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth returns and claims it for His own. This will be the house that the antichrist, the Roman “pope” will eventually defile during the tribulation period:

2 Thessalonians 2:4
4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.
Note:  Only when the Hebrews recognize the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Messiah, will the Lord then return and set up His Kingdom:

Zechariah 12:10
10 And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.


Luke 13:35
35 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and verily I say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until the time come when ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.

Note:  No land can be prepared, no foundation can be laid, no wall can be erected without a detailed architectural plan first being drawn up, approved by engineers, and presented for final approval. The plans have been approved and can now be implemented, and the immediate commencement of work on this aspect of the Holy Temple complex can begin any time, with the final go ahead from whomever governs Israel.

The Sanhedrin Chamber of Hewn Stone is but a single chamber in the northern wall of the Holy Temple. It was chosen as the initial focus of the blueprint project, not because of its architectural significance, per se, but because of its overwhelming spiritual significance to the world.

Note:  The Holy Bible is very clear on the fact that during the coming Tribulation, the supporters of all faiths will follow and worship the same world messiah, the antichrist. In the Book of Revelation the Apostle John describes this antichrist as the beast who will have dominion over the whole earth:

Revelation 13:1-8

1 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy.
2 And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority.
3 And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death; and his deadly wound was healed: and all the world wondered after the beast.
4 And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him?
5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.
6 And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.
7 And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations.
8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.

Note:  The whole world is adamantly heading towards a multi-religious dispensation in which all nations will be spiritually united under the supreme leadership of the antichrist and the false prophet. Many, most, of the so called Christian Churches will lead the way toward this multi-culteralism, interdenominational, interfaith false mystery religion.  They will openly venerate and worship not only the beast, but also the dragon (satan) since the beast will succeed in uniting divided humanity by bridging all religious and political differences among them. That will be the culmination of a spirit of globalism which has already been working for quite some time to change people’s perceptions by inducing them to accept a new world order of globalism in all spheres of life.

Furthermore, various orthodox Jews have been caught in the same web of multi-religious thinking. On 13th October, 2004, after almost two millennia, a Sanhedrin was again instituted in modern Israel. This body, however, currently has limited powers and is only recognized by Orthodox Jews. The new Sanhedrin is composed of 71 prominent Rabbis and other Jewish scholars. At the meetings of the Sanhedrin Council the possibility of the rebuilding of the Temple in Jerusalem has been a major subject for discussion. The sensational news from the Sanhedrin in Jerusalem is that the Third Temple will be a house of prayer to all monotheistic faiths, of which Judaism, Christianity, and Islam are the most important. The Lord’s words in Isaiah 56:7 are quoted, taken out of context, as justification for this announcement:

Isaiah 56:7
7 Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called an house of prayer for all people.

Note:  This statement is wrongly interpreted in a multi-religious way in order to give recognition to non-Biblical faiths such as Islam and Roman Catholicism, as well as the other false so called Protestant “churches” which have fallen the way of Rome.

The link between Islam and Israel is illustrated not only in the history the Jewish and Arab peoples who both can claim a link to Abraham, but in their opposition one to another in the future.  The creation of the Nation of Israel in 1948 was an event foretold by the Hebrew Prophets, including Moses,  Jeremiah, Isaiah and Ezekiel. The creation of the Nation of Israel however has created a dilemma for the other ancestors of Abraham, those not of the Promise, who have occupied the land in their absence.  

These two groups of Abraham’s descendents, the Hebrews and the Arabs, both groups having their own unique view not only from a political, but also a religious perspective, vie for the land.    In the absence of the Hebrew nation in their land, peoples came to occupy the lands of Israel, after the Hebrew dispersion from the land by the Romans in A.D. 70 under Titus, and A.D 135 under the Emperor Hadrian.  The Emperor Hadrian, as an great insult to the Hebrews named the land Palestine after the Philistines.  Therefore, when Jacob’s descendents, Israel, came back to the land, as a free nation, rather then a subject people of the Muslim nations, the Jews faced both ethnic and religious opposition. On May 14, 1948, the day the State of Israel came back into existence, they were attacked by five Arab armies who refused to allow a Jewish state to exist. Israel won the war and established Jerusalem as their capital city.  Opposition to their existence continued, as Muslim nations waged a series of wars, they lost more and more territory to Israel.

This was not the first time a resettled Jewish population faced a gauntlet of opposition.  Over 2,500 years ago, the Hebrews faced similar opposition following the Babylonian captivity (605-539 B.C).  Cyrus the Great, the Persian king who defeated the Babylonians allowed the Jewish captives to return to the land:



Ezra 1:1-3

1 Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the Lord by the mouth of Jeremiah might be fulfilled, the Lord stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in writing, saying,

2 Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, The Lord God of heaven hath given me all the kingdoms of the earth; and he hath charged me to build him an house at Jerusalem, which is in Judah.

3 Who is there among you of all his people? his God be with him, and let him go up to Jerusalem, which is in Judah, and build the house of the Lord God of Israel, (he is the God,) which is in Jerusalem.

As the Hebrews migrated back to the land, the peoples who had occupied Jerusalem and the surrounding lands in their absence did not welcome their arrival, including the Palestinians who are not even an Arab people.  The Philistines, and the Palestinians, were a people who as part of the Sea Peoples, appeared in the southern coastal area of Canaan at the beginning of the Iron Age (circa 1175 BC), most probably from the Aegean region. The Sea Peoples, or Peoples of the Sea, were a confederacy of seafaring raiders from Southern Europe, especially the Aegean Sea who sailed around the eastern Mediterranean and invaded Anatolia, Syria, Canaan, Cyprus, and Egypt toward the end of the Bronze Age.  Peleset, generally believed to refer to the Philistines, who might have come from Crete and were with the Tekrur (possibly Greek Teucrians).  A struggle ensued, with nearly the entire Jewish population being destroyed during the time of Xerxes, (486-465 B.C.)


Esther 3:13

13 And the letters were sent by posts into all the king's provinces, to destroy, to kill, and to cause to perish, all Jews, both young and old, little children and women, in one day, even upon the thirteenth day of the twelfth month, which is the month Adar, and to take the spoil of them for a prey.


Note:  The story of Mordecai, who convinced Esther the Queen to move to save the Jews from Haman’s holocaust. The same struggle continued during the time of Xerxes’ son, who allowed Nehemiah to rebuild the walls and city of Jerusalem. 

In the Book of Nehemiah, the Old Testament records the threats and opposition the Jews received from the occupants of Jerusalem, and the outlying areas. In Nehemiah, we are told how the builders carried a sword, and half the men stood guard, as the walls were built.  Over 2400-years ago, Nehemiah records a similar opposition to the Jews, which we see today. 


Nehemiah 4:7-8

7 But it came to pass, that when Sanballat, and Tobiah, and the Arabians, and the Ammonites, and the Ashdodites, heard that the walls of Jerusalem were made up, and that the breaches began to be stopped, then they were very wroth,

8 And conspired all of them together to come and to fight against Jerusalem, and to hinder it.
  

Nehemiah 4:16-18

16 And it came to pass from that time forth, that the half of my servants wrought in the work, and the other half of them held both the spears, the shields, and the bows, and the habergeons; and the rulers were behind all the house of Judah.

17 They which builded on the wall, and they that bare burdens, with those that laded, every one with one of his hands wrought in the work, and with the other hand held a weapon.

18 For the builders, every one had his sword girded by his side, and so builded. And he that sounded the trumpet was by me.


Note:  Though these Scriptures was written over 2,500 years ago, we see the same nations and peoples involved in today’s conflict, being both Arab and Muslim.  

The Prophet Ezekiel over 2,500 years ago, Prophesied about today’s nation of Israel, and how the Jews would be gathered from the nations, settled back in the land, following a period of desolation, they would be opposed by the surrounding nations. Israel would face a massive invasion by a group of allied nations, including Persia (Iran), Libya (Put), Ethiopia (Cush) and a group of nations from the north, led by (Magog), Russia. 

Israel of today, compared to the days of Nehemiah, faces even greater odds on all sides and even within its own borders.  Israel is surrounded by enemy nations who have lost to Israel century after century with this hatred built up.  These enemy nations, Muslim nations, see Israel and the Jews, from the view of the Quran and Islamic Shari Law. In addition to Islamic opposition from its immediate neighbors, distant nations, such as Iran have threaten to annihilate the Jewish State, once Iran has nuclear capability.   

Another problem faced by Israel, is its lack of friends in the world, including throughout Europe, where anti-Semitism is growing, and there is little compassion for the nation of Israel:

1. European countries have large Muslim populations, these populations vote against Israel. 
2. European populations are oil dependent, and they need the oil supplied by Arab/Muslim nations. 
3. Europe has a long built in history of animosity towards the Jews, passed down from generations. 
4. Europe has adopted a humanist philosophy which is anti-Biblical, the Jews being the focus of the Old Testament in the Holy Bible as God's Elect now brings with it Europe’s disdain. 

Anybody viewing the situation from an earthly perspective the outlook for the Nation of Israel looks bleak, bleak indeed.  With so much opposition, how could such a small nation of about five million Jews expect to survive, when surrounded by such hostility, numbering in the hundreds of millions. Just as in the days of Queen Esther and the Prophet Nehemiah, the days seems bleak as well, however, for those who understood the Holy Bible's Prophecy, the mere creation of the nation of Israel was a Prophetic event waiting to happen.  However, not only was the nation’s creation foretold by the Prophets of God, but the coming opposition was also foretold, thousands of years ago, even listing the nations which would come against Israel in the last days.  

The Prophet Ezekiel covers this period of Israel’s existence in detail in Chapters 36-43.  In these chapters, the Prophet Ezekiel records the three phases of Israel during the last days.

1. The creation of the nation of Israel gathered from the nations. Ezekiel 36-37 
2. The battle of Gog and Magog, following its creation. Ezekiel 38-39 
3. The rebuilding of the Temple, the Third Temple, following the defeat of Gog and Magog. Ezekiel 40-43 

 The Nation of Israel and their Temple

The Holy Bible clearly demonstrates in Bible Prophecy, the nation of Israel will come into existence in the last days, and the Third Jewish Temple will replace, the third most holy site to the Muslims, the Dome of the Rock or Noble Sanctuary.   We know this because the Abomination of Desolation, requires a Third Temple, and the only place a Third Temple can be is located on the same location of the Dome of the Rock, which is built over the previous Jewish Temples.  

Prior to the building of the Third Temple, Islam as a force against Israel needs to be removed, in order for the Temple to be built.  The Muslim world has threatened World War if the Dome of the Rock is harmed in any way.   While, the Muslims threaten war over the Third Temple, preparations are under way to put the Third Temple in place.  Among these preparations is the reestablishment of the Sanhedrin, a ruling body of 71 Jews who will oversee the establishment of the Third Temple.  Quoting the Jewish publication Arutz Sheva 

"The recently re-established Sanhedrin - ideally, Judaism's top legal assembly - of 71 rabbis and scholars also moved to solidify logistical aspects of the body.

The Sanhedrin heard expert testimony on the various opinions as to the exact part of the Temple Mount upon which the Holy Temple stood. The fact that there has never been an archaeological expedition or dig on the Temple Mount, coupled with continuous Muslim efforts to destroy historical evidence of the Holy Temple at the site, have made determining the exact location difficult.

Identifying the spot on which the Temple stood is a matter of controversy among scholars, and has serious ramifications for those wishing to visit the Temple Mount. It is also critical for the renewal of the Passover sacrifice, and ultimately for the building of the third and final Holy Temple."

Additionally, established in Israel at this time is the Temple Institute with the purpose of planning and preparing for the establishment of the Third Temple.  Quoting from the Temple Institute’s website,

"The Institute's work touches upon the history of the Holy Temple's past, an understanding of the present day, and the Divine promise of Israel's future. The scope of these activities includes education, research, and development. The Temple Institute's ultimate goal is to see Israel rebuild the Holy Temple on Mount Moriah in Jerusalem, in accord with the Biblical commandments."

All the excitement and plans by Jewish groups, for the Third Temple has not escaped the notice of Muslims either.  The recent announcement by Israeli Knesset Member Uri Ariel (NRP), on plans to build a synagogue on a vacant section of the Temple Mount received this rebuke and warning from a leading Muslim Sheik in Jerusalem. Quoting the publication Arutz Sheva: 

"Sheikh Raad Salah - head of the Islamic Movement in Israel, a Hamas supporter, and an outspoken enemy of Israel - warns that Israeli plans to build a synagogue on the Temple Mount could lead to violence and bloodshed. "The day will never come when a Moslem or an Arab will have the right to cede even one foot of the Al-Aqsa Mosque or of Jerusalem," the Sheikh's Al-Aqsa movement announced....  We remind the Israeli establishment, which stands behind these plans, that the problem of Al-Aqsa and Jerusalem is not just a Palestinian problem, but a Palestinian, Arab and Islamic problem. The day the Al-Aqsa Mosque is harmed, Heaven forbid, all the Arab and Islamic nations will call to prevent this damage. Watch out! Beware of merely the thought of hurting or desecrating the mosque."

This is a small sampling of the incredible amount of pressure boiling between Orthodox Jewish groups and Islamic fundamentalist groups regarding the Temple Mount.  Regardless of what the Muslims want, Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, is clear a Third Temple is coming, and the rest or the world will hear about it.  God through the nation of Israel will make an appeal to all nations.  Through Israel came the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who Israel rejected. Moreover, in the end of days, Israel will again be presented with their Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, this time, however, they will accept Him.   

Israel’s existence and rebirth is an essential part of both the Old and New Testaments.  The Lord Jesus Christ Himself declared, that He would not be seen again until Israel acknowledged Him as their Messiah, as their Lord. 

Matthew 23:37-39

37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!

38 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate.

39 For I say unto you, Ye shall not see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.  

The restoration of Israel as a nation state
Islam plays a central role in the end-times as they oppose the nation of Israel and the fulfillment of Holy Scripture fore told by the Holy Prophets of God, which clearly shows a restored Israel, the descendents of Jacob, back in the Land of Israel.  The Prophet Ezekiel clearly proclaims a restored Israel in the last-days.  The Prophet Ezekiel is not alone in this Prophecy, as mentioned before. Both Old and New Testament Prophets declare a restored Israel in the last days.

Israel as a nation was to be restored for several reasons:

1. God had made covenant promises to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob concerning the land of Israel and their descendents. 
2. God redemptive plan includes a restored Israel, which accepts the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in the last days. 
3. God uses Israel to judge the nations. 
4. Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, requires a Third Jewish Temple to be in place at the Second Coming.  We can only have a Third Jewish Temple if there are Jewish people and Priests in the Land of Israel. 
5. God Word places the nations gathering against the Land of Israel and the Jews in the last days. 

Today, many groups condemn Israel’s claim to their land, and they reject the Holy Bible as a reference to validate that claim.  This is understandable, because they don’t believe the Holy Bible.  There is however no excuse for Christian leaders, who reject Israel’s claim to their land. This rejection of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is what leads many "churches" to endorse homosexual marriage and abortion. Since apostate "churches" want to believe in "Gay rights" they need to reinterpret Holy Scripture and take away its literal meaning. Non-literalists say, that God did really mean to speak against these acts, or that the Prophets really meant something else.  Those who reject Holy Scripture and yet to claim to be the leaders in evangelical Christianity need to be challenged outright.

People such as Hank Hanegraaff and Stephen Sizer reject the Holy Bible in its literal form.  Instead, they try to reinterpret the Holy Bible, claiming God did not really mean what the Prophets wrote.   There is really no excuse for such a rejection of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  Holy Scripture rejects their view, by the creation of the State of Israel, and the gathering of the Hebrew people on the lands of their ancestors. It is very sad to see people who claim to believe the Holy Bible, reject the Holy Bible, when it does come out the way they think it should.

Hank Hanegraaff, www.Equip.org calls himself the "Bible Answer Man," but rejects a literal Holy Bible.  Hang Hanegraaff advocates Replacement Theology.  Hank Hanegraaff and others like him believe that God really did not mean the Nation of Israel in the latter days, he meant the Gentile Church.
