Imperative 

The imperative mood corresponds to the English imperative, and expresses a command to the hearer to perform a certain action by the direct Order and Authority of the one Commanding, i.e.: one who has the direct Authority, i.e.: (God the Father,) or by one who has been given the Authority, i.e.:  (God the Son) (Matthew 28:18) and by Whose Command under His Authority subordinates are to follow exactly what has been Commanded, Ordered. Thus, Jesus' Command:

Mark 1:15 15 And saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the gospel.

This is not at all an "invitation," but an absolute Command requiring full obedience on the part of the hearers/readers of the Gospel.  Thus is both verses, Matthew 4:19 and Mark 1:17, the invitation isn’t given in a passive voice, as asking “if they would follow Him.  It is in the Imperative, given as a Command such as that by a leader in battle ahead of His troops:  Follow me!  Come ye (you) after me!

Matthew 4:19
19And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men.

Mark 1:17
17And Jesus said unto them, Come ye after me, and I will make you to become fishers of men.

The song, I recall as a child said:

I will make you fishers of men . . .
By Harry D. Clarke ... 1927 .

I will make you fishers of men 
fishers of men, 
fishers of men, 
If you follow me. 
If you follow me. 
If you follow me. 
I will make you fishers of men 
If you follow me. 

One simple added word, the word IF, really clouds the issue, because it sounds as if the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was asking if they would consider following Him.  That is not how the Greek is written, which is in the Imperative in the above two Holy Scriptures.  The same as in Matthew 9:9 AND Luke 5:27-28, which are also in the Imperative:

Matthew 9:9
9And as Jesus passed forth from thence, he saw a man, named Matthew, sitting at the receipt of custom: and he saith unto him, Follow me. And he arose, and followed him.

Luke 5:27-28

27 And after these things he went forth, and saw a publican, named Levi, sitting at the receipt of custom: and he said unto him, Follow me.

28 And he left all, rose up, and followed him.

Also, in the Imperative:

Acts 12:7-8

7 And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands.

8 And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And so he did. And he saith unto him, Cast thy garment about thee, and follow me.

John 1:43

43The day following Jesus would go forth into Galilee, and findeth Philip, and saith unto him, Follow me.

Additional, as further examples of the imperative (Command/Order), the two instances where people were given the Command by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, again in the Imperative, but they refused the Command.  Much the same, as though given by a Commander in Battle to follow not as a suggestion, but a Command (Order).  One who refused such a Command by the One in Authority would be sentenced to death.

Luke 9:59

59And he said unto another, Follow me. But he said, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my father.

Luke 18:22

 22 Now when Jesus heard these things, he said unto him, Yet lackest thou one thing: sell all that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.

Paul (<:’)
Jesus first!
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
