The Roman Catholics have change the word faults to sin.  Confess your faults one to another--not to the "priest," as Rome insists.

Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another . . .  To open their hearts to each other, in order to maintain truth in the inner man as to oneself; and to pray for each other in order that charity (love) should be in full exercise with regard to the faults of others.  Grace and Truth being thus spiritually formed in the Church, and a perfect union of heart among Christians, so that even their faults are an occasion for the exercise of charity (as in God love towards us), and entire confidence in each other, according to that charity (love), such as is felt towards a restoring and pardoning God.  What a beautiful picture is presented of Divine principles animating men and causing them to act according to the very nature of God Himself, and the influence of His love upon the heart of man.  Official confession as deployed by the Roman Catholic "church" and other "churches" destroys all this and is completely contrary to it.

James 5:15-16
15 And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.
16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.


Note:  Here in the Greek faults means:  A falling away, lapse, slip, false step, trespass.  The word sin has also been added, but this is not the word or context.  Specifically, faults here in the Greek means:  A false step, a trespass.
This refers to the trespasses, falls, faults which the Born Again sick man confesses.

The connection between sin and sickness is implied in:
Isaiah 33:24; Matthew 9:2-5; John 5:14
Your falls and offenses, in relation to one another. The word faults (above) is not the same as sins.

Note:  Debts here in the Greek mean:  That which is owed, a debt.  A Born Again Believer owes no debt to God.  ("Being a debtor") for a Born Again Believer ends at Calvary where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth paid all our debt in His blood, Colossians 2:6-15.  Christ Jesus extends total release to us, forgiving the penalty for each time we spent His gift of life rather than invested it. Indeed, the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ removes all the penalty (condemnation, John 5:24; Romans 5:16; Romans 8:1) of sin, John 19:28-30. 

13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.

14 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you:

Note:  The word trespasses here in the Greek means:  A false step, a trespass.  A falling away, lapse, slip, false step, trespass.  Also, some have added sin.  However, man does NOT forgive sins; only God forgives sins, Psalm 51:1-4; Mark 2:1-12.  Properly, trespasses means to fall away after being close-beside, i.e. a lapse (deviation) from the Truth; an error, "slip up"; wrong doing that can be (relatively) unconscious, "non-deliberate."

15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.
