Note:  In the Greek zóé means:  Life.  Life, both of physical (present) and of spiritual (particularly future) existence after physical death.  All life:  Throughout the universe, is derived – i.e. it always (only) comes from and is sustained by God's self-existent life.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth intimately shares His gift of life with His people, creating each in His image (which is spiritual, a spiritual image of God ***) which gives all of those adopted into God's family Ephesians 1:4-6 , 
, then the capacity to know and have His Eternal life with God in Heaven, while being Saved from the wrath of God, John 3:36.  Zóé, i.e.:  Life, corresponds with the Hebrew word, Chay, Genesis 1:24.

Genesis 1:26
26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.

Man was to be a creature different from all that had been previously made.  Flesh and spirit, Heaven and earth must be put together in him.  Man with God's Holy Spirit must be allied to both worlds.  Therefore, God Himself not only undertakes to make, but is pleased so to express Himself, and consults among the others of the Holy Trinity as if He had called a council to consider of the making of man, "Let us make man . . . "  The three persons of the Trinity:  God the Father, God the Son (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) and God the Holy Ghost, consult about it, and concur in it; because man, when he was made, was to be dedicated and devoted to God the Father, God the Son, and God Holy Ghost.  Yea, man was made in God's image, and after His likeness --  two words to express the same thing.  God's image upon man, consists both in his nature, not that of his PHYSICAL body, for God has not a body but is a Spirit, John 4:24, but that of his soul.  The soul is a spirit, an intelligent, immortal spirit, an active spirit, herein resembling God, the Father of spirits, Hebrews 12:9, and the soul of the world.  God placed man in his place and authority.  Let us make man in our image, and let him have dominion.  As man has government over the inferior creatures, as man is God's representative on earth.  Yet man's government of himself by the freedom of his own will, has in it more of God's image, than man's government of the creatures.  Chiefly in man's purity and rectitude is God's image upon man, and consists in knowledge, righteousness, and true holiness, Ephesians 4:24; Colossians 3:10-14.  Man was made upright in knowledge, righteousness, and true holiness, Ecclesiastes 7:29.  In the beginning, man had an habitual conformity of all his natural powers to the whole Will of God.  Thus, man's understanding saw Divine things clearly, and there were no errors in man's knowledge.  Man's will complied readily and universally with the Will of God; without prereluctance, (Prereluctance:  Lack of eagerness or willingness; disinclination.  To struggle or rebel against.  To resist, make opposition.).  Man's affections were all regular, and he had no inordinate appetites or passions, Colossians 3:1-6.  Man's thoughts were easily fixed to the best subjects, and there was no vanity or ungovernableness in them.  Thus holy, thus happy, were our first parents, in having the image of God (God's Holy Spirit) in and upon them.  How, though is this image of God upon man now defaced!  How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning!, Isaiah 14:12.  How small are the remains of God's image upon the whole of mankind, and how great the ruins of God's likeness is now upon man in the world!

The Hebrew counterpart ruwach (rûach) has the same range of meaning as 4151 (pneúma), i.e. it likewise can refer to spirit/Spirit, wind, or breath.]
