Luke 6:37-38
37 Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn not, and ye shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye shall be forgiven:
38 Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you again.
Note:  The same measure that ye mete shall be measure to you again . . .  If you use righteous judgment, righteous judgment is used toward you.  If you use rash, petty judgment, that will be used against you as well.

Isaiah 1:18 
18 Come now, and let us reason together, saith the Lord: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.

Note:  The Lord God, Jehovah God, is a God of reason.  His thoughts and ways are higher than man’s.  Jehovah God calls us to reason, to find the Truth of Holy Scripture, for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Word of God, the Truth of God, and in finding that Truth, and acknowledging Him alone as our Lord and Savior, are sins are thus washed as white as snow in the blood of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

John 14:6
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.



Isaiah 55:7-9

7 Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the Lord, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.

9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.


Note:  The lack of discernment (the ability to make moral judgments) is lacking today in the Churches.  The reluctance to make distinctions, the antipathy to render moral judgments, means that proper distinctions are not being rendered.  Those who do not understand Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, unwittingly make a judgment not to judge.  The judgment people who lack discernment make is, “Judging others is wrong”.  The man who is opposed to making judgments comes to the conclusion then that if  “Judging others is wrong,” then “Those who judge others are wrong!”.

In these two morally wrong judgments we see a contradictory nature.  They judge that judging is wrong.  They have made their judgment.  They judge others who make judgments according to Holy Scripture as being wrong.

The Holy Bible neither condemns, nor commends, those who make NO judgments, since there are none of these people.  All judge.  What the Holy Bible condemns are those who make false judgments, rash judgments, who call good, evil, and evil, good.
Isaiah 5:20-21
20 Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!
21 Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and prudent in their own sight!
Note:  A man who refuses to distinguish good from evil, right from wrong, true from false, by attempting to abandon logic and rationality called for in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, merely succeeds in making evil judgments.  A Christian is Commanded to:  Test, try, to judge, and to prove all things.
1 Thessalonians 5:21
21 Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.
Isaiah 8:19-20
19 And when they shall say unto you, Seek unto them that have familiar spirits, and unto wizards that peep, and that mutter: should not a people seek unto their God? for the living to the dead?
20 To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.
1 John 4:1
1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.
Proverbs 31:9
9 Open thy mouth, judge righteously, and plead the cause of the poor and needy.
John 7:24
24 Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment.
1 Corinthians 14:29
29 Let the prophets speak two or three, and let the other judge.
Note:  The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible Commands us to be skeptical of everything except the written Word of God, the Holy Bible.  God has already judged those who are not Christians.  Those who claim to be, those “within” we are Called to judge if they walk not righteously.
1 Corinthians 5:11-13
11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolator, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat.
12 For what have I to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them that are within?
13 But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore put away from among yourselves that wicked person.
Note:  Here, the Apostle Paul Commands to judge, to distinguish and evaluate certain person in the Church if they are fornicators, coveteous, idolaters, revilers, drunkards, or extortioners, to separate from such men.  Below, the Apostle Paul continues with the Corinthians:
Romans 14:1-23
1 Him that is weak in the faith receive ye, but not to doubtful disputations.
2 For one believeth that he may eat all things: another, who is weak, eateth herbs.

3 Let not him that eateth despise him that eateth not; and let not him which eateth not judge him that eateth: for God hath received him.

4 Who art thou that judgest another man's servant? to his own master he standeth or falleth. Yea, he shall be holden up: for God is able to make him stand.

5 One man esteemeth one day above another: another esteemeth every day alike. Let every man be fully persuaded in his own mind.

6 He that regardeth the day, regardeth it unto the Lord; and he that regardeth not the day, to the Lord he doth not regard it. He that eateth, eateth to the Lord, for he giveth God thanks; and he that eateth not, to the Lord he eateth not, and giveth God thanks.

7 For none of us liveth to himself, and no man dieth to himself.

8 For whether we live, we live unto the Lord; and whether we die, we die unto the Lord: whether we live therefore, or die, we are the Lord's.

9 For to this end Christ both died, and rose, and revived, that he might be Lord both of the dead and living.

10 But why dost thou judge thy brother? or why dost thou set at nought thy brother? for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.
Note:  The emphasis lies upon the word "brother," in both branches of the expostulation (Expostulation:  To reason earnestly with someone against something that person intends to do or has done.); and the force of the Apostle Paul's reasoning is that they should not judge nor despise one another, because they were Brethren in the faith, i.e.:  they stood in the same relation to God and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, belonged to the same family, were partakers of the same Grace, and had no pre-eminence one over another.  They had but one master, and all they were Brethren: and which then the Apostle Paul further enforces with the following reason or argument:  “ . . . for we shall all stand before the Judgment seat of Christ.”  At the last day, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shall sit on His throne of Glory ONE with God the Father, as the Almighty God, and all nations shall be gathered before the Lord Jesus Christ, and He shall pronounce and execute the decisive sentence on each of them.  There is a particular, and a general judgment -- a particular judgment at death  when the soul is immediately consigned to bliss or woe, Heaven or Hell.  Then, a general Judgment in the end of time standing before the Judgment Seat of Christ Jesus.  The Second Judgment when the Lord Jesus Christ will be the Judge, appointed so by His Father, and is every way fit for it, being God omniscient and omnipotent to condemn the world, i.e.:  satan's family to everlasting condemnation and Hell.  When the Lord Jesus Christ shall appear in His Glory, He shall sit on His Judgment Seat, the dead will be raised, the Books will be opened, and all shall be summoned to appear before the Judge, the Lord Jesus Christ, of every age and sex, of every rank and degree, and of every character, good or bad.  Here the first Judgment is mentioned with the Saints of God, the True Worshipers, those Born Again, Called of God are particularly designed, "for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.", Isaiah 45:23-24.  Born Again Believers are not judged for condemnation but for reward.  So if found unfaithful in small things, they shall receive but a small reward.  If found faithful in greater things then they shall receive a greater reward.  The Second Judgment, is for sinners NOT saved, and their judgment is for condemnation.
11 For it is written, As I live, saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.

12 So then every one of us shall give account of himself to God.

13 Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge this rather, that no man put a stumblingblock or an occasion to fall in his brother's way.

14 I know, and am persuaded by the Lord Jesus, that there is nothing unclean of itself: but to him that esteemeth any thing to be unclean, to him it is unclean.

15 But if thy brother be grieved with thy meat, now walkest thou not charitably. Destroy not him with thy meat, for whom Christ died.

16 Let not then your good be evil spoken of:

17 For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.

18 For he that in these things serveth Christ is acceptable to God, and approved of men.

19 Let us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and things wherewith one may edify another.

20 For meat destroy not the work of God. All things indeed are pure; but it is evil for that man who eateth with offence.

21 It is good neither to eat flesh, nor to drink wine, nor any thing whereby thy brother stumbleth, or is offended, or is made weak.

22 Hast thou faith? have it to thyself before God. Happy is he that condemneth not himself in that thing which he alloweth.

23 And he that doubteth is damned if he eat, because he eateth not of faith: for whatsoever is not of faith is sin.
1 Corinthians 6:2-3
2 Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world? and if the world shall be judged by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters?
3 Know ye not that we shall judge angels? how much more things that pertain to this life?
Note:  The Apostle Paul has judged those in the Churches, declaring they are to judge right and wrong, according to the Scripture, God's Word, th Holy Bible.  The Apostle Paul calls the Galatians foolish, fools,:
Galatians 3:1
1 O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?
Note:  Here, the Apostle Paul calls some of those within the Church at Philippi dogs and evil workers.
Philippians 3:1-3
1 Finally, my brethren, rejoice in the Lord. To write the same things to you, to me indeed is not grievous, but for you it is safe.
2 Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision.
3 For we are the circumcision, which worship God in the spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no confidence in the flesh.
Note:  The man who attacks those who judge righteously, or condemns those for so doing, does so not out of benevolence or even tolerance.  There motive, quite often, is very clear.  They want to escape judgment themselves.  They believe that if no one is permitted to judge others, then he himself will escape judgment.  The Apostle Paul says in Romans 1 that sinful men suppress the Truth, which they know naturally as Truth, innately as Truth, in their unrighteousness.  They go about suppressing the Truth of God.  The same way others who do not want to be judged suppress the Truth of Holy Scripture, and attack the individual making a righteous judgment telling them to “judge not, and ye shall not be judged”!
Romans 1:16-32
16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.
17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith.
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness;
19 Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.
20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:
21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.
22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,
23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.
24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves:
25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.
26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature:
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet.
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient;
29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers,
30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,
31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:
32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.
Note:  Trying to escape God’s judgment is a futile attempt.  By telling someone not to judge, because they have already judged that someone who judges is wrong, they do not escape God’s Judgment.  The Apostle Paul explains further in Romans 2:1-3 below:
Romans 2:1-3
1 Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things.
2 But we are sure that the judgment of God is according to truth against them which commit such things.
3 And thinkest thou this, O man, that judgest them which do such things, and doest the same, that thou shalt escape the judgment of God?
Note:  Their main purpose is to silence others:  “Judge not, and ye shall not be judged,” is to allow the sinner to escape uncondemned and unpunished.  When a man complains that we are not to judge between good and evil, when his advice is followed, this always benefits evil and harms the good.  Additionally, whenever a person makes a judgment, that judgment reflects the person’s own values, his own standard, and in so doing opens him up to judgment from others.  If a man would not judge, he believes because in so doing it would reveal the man’s own values, so trying to conceal his values, that is without revealing his own values, he shuts others down by compelling them not to judge.  In this way he believes he can therefore escape the judgment of others.

Here in Matthew 12:35-37 is the Truth of God, where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is showing that in judging one discloses one’s own values:
Matthew 12:35-37
35 A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things.
36 But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.
37 For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.
Note:  We cannot escape judgment by refusing to judge, for a man cannot refuse to judge.  Judging not to judge is a judgment.  Rational men must judge, and will be held accountable for the judgments we make, the words we speak, even the very thoughts we think.

Another way of not judging is by trying to make the argument that “that is your ‘truth’”.  They further argue, everything is not black and white, but there are many “gray” areas in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  I’ve heard these arguments many times.  They argue, to escape judgment.  They say, “There are two sides to every story.”  Their argument is supposed to mean that before making a judgment, that is deciding a matter, it is wise to hear all the arguments.  However, to those who do not want you to make a judgment, what they mean is that there are two sides to every issue, and both sides, somehow and maybe should, be “right”.  In other words, there is no real right or wrong.  There is not true or false.  There is only “true and true”.  Your “truth,” and another mans “truth”.  Your “truth” even when following what God Commands, cannot be imposed upon “my truth”.  As you cannot judge “my truth,” as they claim to escape judgment – for “God knows my heart”.  However, in that judgment of self, man believes that “I'm not bad.  On some imaginary scale in their mind, they believe that 'I'm not worse, and really, much better than many others' ”.  Therefore, God could not possibly judge me as being wicked.  As long as I follow not judging others, God won't judge me.  However, this imaginary scale is ALWAYS, of course, tipped in one's favor.  Their own heart deceives themselves, and is wicked.  God, through the Prophet Jeremiah thus declares this concerning man:
Jeremiah 17:9
9 The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? 

In other words, they declare that we are not to judge anything as being either, good or evil, right or wrong, for there are two sides to every issue, and both sides are possibly “true,” and because of this your “truth,” might be different from “my truth”.  God's Word alone is Truth, and EVERY MAN IS A LIAR, Romans 3:1-4.

People who claim to be agnostic, “one who does not know” proudly proclaim that no one knows Truth.  What is true for you isn’t true for me.  They are very arrogant in accusing anyone who claims to know God’s Truth of “being puffed up,” or of arrogance and pride.  Many times they try to attack the individual as simple minded, by saying that “you only think in black and white, don’t you?  No gray whatsoever”.  The victim of such an attack, if they have not studied the Word of God, the Holy Bible, and are certain of their position, is frequently intimated by the confident tone of an agnostic (atheist) who argues their principle so absolute, that there is more than just black and white, and that any fool would know that!

Instead, if the person understood Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible’s teaching they should turn it back on the agnostic (atheist).  “I see, you don’t think in terms of good and evil do you?  You don’t attempt to even distinguish between good and evil, do you?  You don’t try to judge between good and evil, do you?  You don’t try to tell right from wrong, do you?”  When rephrased, we can see how evil the idea of moral grayness is, and how it causes people to judge falsely.

Since the Christian is Commanded to test all things by the written Word of God, the Holy Bible, he must be prepared to do so.  The fear of men, the fear of being judged unrighteous by those promoting the popular condemnation of judging causing many to either agree with the world (satan’s family) or remain silent.
The Holy Bible is Truth, John 17:17.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Truth, John 14:6. The Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit, is Truth, and will guide men in all Truth, John 16:7-14, as the Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Truth, John 15:26-27. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth taught in John 4:23-24, that God the Father can only be worshiped in Spirit and in Truth. The Truth is very important, and the very reason for which Christ came into the world, John 18:37.  The Truth is that The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Son of God, the Messiah, the Christ, and only by faith in Him can anyone be Saved from God Almighty's Wrath, and by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, alone, for their Salvation have their sins forgiven and obtain eternal life, John 20:31. 
The Jews, the Scribes and the Pharisees, sought to kill the King of kings, and the Lord of lords, John 7:24-26; John 8:37-45; Revelation 17:10-14; Revelation 19:11-16, because the Lord Jesus Christ spoke boldly the Truth, John 8:31-47, and they being NOT of God, but of satan, wanted the Lord Jesus Christ dead.

As then, so now, people hate God's Truth, John 7:7; John 15:18-19; John 17:9-19; 1 John 3:10-14, and speak evil of those who speak God's Truth, 1 Peter 2:12; 1 Peter 3:9-11; 1 Peter 3:16; 1 Peter 4:3-5 and want to kill them for speaking God's Truth, Matthew 24:9-13.

Therefore, whenever a Christian is confronted with ANY situation in which the Holy Bible, the Word of God or its Doctrines are attacked, he must speak up, as we who are Called by God, the Truth Worshipers, those Born Again, are Called to defend the faith, to earnestly contend for the faith, which is the Truth of God's Holy Word, Jude 1:3.  How a Born Again Christian speaks, certainly depends on his situation, but we are Commanded to speak:
Matthew 10:16-42
16 Behold, I send you forth as sheep in the midst of wolves: be ye therefore wise as serpents, and harmless as doves.
17 But beware of men: for they will deliver you up to the councils, and they will scourge you in their synagogues;
18 And ye shall be brought before governors and kings for my sake, for a testimony against them and the Gentiles.
19 But when they deliver you up, take no thought how or what ye shall speak: for it shall be given you in that same hour what ye shall speak.
20 For it is not ye that speak, but the Spirit of your Father which speaketh in you.
21 And the brother shall deliver up the brother to death, and the father the child: and the children shall rise up against their parents, and cause them to be put to death.
22 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that endureth to the end shall be saved.
23 But when they persecute you in this city, flee ye into another: for verily I say unto you, Ye shall not have gone over the cities of Israel, till the Son of man be come.
24 The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above his lord.
25 It is enough for the disciple that he be as his master, and the servant as his lord. If they have called the master of the house Beelzebub, how much more shall they call them of his household?
26 Fear them not therefore: for there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; and hid, that shall not be known.
27 What I tell you in darkness, that speak ye in light: and what ye hear in the ear, that preach ye upon the housetops.
28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.
29 Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing? and one of them shall not fall on the ground without your Father.
30 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered.
31 Fear ye not therefore, ye are of more value than many sparrows.
32 Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven.
33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.
34 Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.
35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.
36 And a man's foes shall be they of his own household.
37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.
38 And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me.
39 He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it.
40 He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me.
41 He that receiveth a prophet in the name of a prophet shall receive a prophet's reward; and he that receiveth a righteous man in the name of a righteous man shall receive a righteous man's reward.
42 And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of cold water only in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.
Note:  In some situations, a simple statement objecting to an attack on the Word of God, the Holy Bible, or its Doctrines could be, “That is NOT what the Bible says, and that statement is not true.”  Of course, other situations may call for a more extended response, rebuttal, etc . . . .  However, in ALL situations in which the Christian faith is under attack in the presence of a True Worshiper, a Christian, the Christian must speak up, as we are Called to Contend for the Faith:  www.alemattec.com/CONTENDING FOR FAITH lies within the NKJV 'bible'.doc.  A True Worshiper of God, a Born Again Christian, cannot adopt a neutral position be remaining silent, expressing neither agreement nor disagreement.  Bing silent when falsehood is taught and God’s Truth is denied is not being neutral.  It is an alliance with falsehood and treason to the King of Glory, the Lord of Hosts, the King of Kings, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Psalm 24:7-10 

7Lift up your heads, O ye gates; and be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors; and the King of glory shall come in.

8Who is this King of glory? The Lord strong and mighty, the Lord mighty in battle.

9Lift up your heads, O ye gates; even lift them up, ye everlasting doors; and the King of glory shall come in.

10 Who is this King of glory? The Lord of hosts, he is the King of glory. Selah.
Note:  In such a situation, when a True Worshiper of God, a Christian remains silent, his silence speaks loudly.  He cares more of what the world (satan’s family) thinks of him, than what God thinks of him.  By failing to object when error is taught and God’s Truth is denied, is to condone error by treating error and Truth as if they were the same.  If the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, a Christian’s Lord, God, King, and Savior is under attack, and a Christian keeps silent, he has not maintained his neutrality, but he has in effect denied the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth before men.

Martin Luther wrote:
“Confessing Christ is the most important activity in Christian life; on it one must venture life and limb, goods and honor.  The evil spirit does not so severely assail him who believes aright and lives a good life in seclusion and by himself.  But to come out into the open and spread, confess, Preach, and extol one’s faith for the good of others also, that he (satan) cannot bear”. 

Further, Luther wrote:
“I am not concerned with life but with Doctrines in the Holy Bible.  Evil life does no great harm except to itself.  But evil teaching is the most pernicious thing on Earth, for it leads hosts of souls to Hell.  Whether you are good or bad does not concern me, but I will attack your poisonous and lying teaching which contradicts God’s Word, and with God’s help I will oppose you vigorously”.
Note:  In the middle of battle, when lines are not clearly drawn, a haze or fog arises.  The fog of battle.  The fog of war.  The fog of war is the uncertainty in situational awareness experienced by participants in military operations. The term seeks to capture the uncertainty regarding one's own capability, adversary capability, and adversary’s intent during an engagement, operation, or campaign.
Keeping the lines sharply drawn between good and evil, white and black, truth and error, is of vital importance, not only to our own well being, but the well being of others who hear us.  If we fail to exercise righteous judgment, as natural born sinners, we slip back into the moral “fog” in which all principles and actions are gray.
Additionally, Luther wrote:
“If I profess with the loudest voice and clearest exposition every portion of the Truth of God except precisely that little point which the world and the devil are at that moment attacking, I am not confessing Christ, however boldly I may be professing Christ. Where the battle rages, there the loyalty of the soldier is proved and to be steady on all the battlefield besides is mere flight and disgrace if he flinches at that one point”. 
Hebrews 5:14
