I have references written all over my Holy Bible.  I use the Scoffied Edition, King James Version.  I believe it to be closes to the Greek.

	What Bible do you use? 


	A:
	We use only the King James Version. This is an issue far too big to get into here. Yet, to summarize we use the King James Bible for the following reasons: (These are just a short list of reasons)

First, we believe in providential preservation of the scriptures. This means that God not only revealed his Word to the writers and inspired them to write down what He revealed without error, but God has also been busy and is still busy preserving His Word from generation to generation. Thus, the common man and woman can have a trustworthy copy of God’s Word without having to be an expert in Greek. We do not believe the King James translators were inspired. We do not believe that the entire world will answer to the King James Bible. We do not believe that the King James Bible corrects the originals. However, we do believe that God has preserved His Word in tact for the English speaking people through the King James Bible.
The words of the LORD are pure words: as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times. Thou shalt keep them, O LORD, thou shalt preserve them from this generation for ever. Psalm 12:6-7 

Secondly, while it is often said that the modern versions simply make the word of God easier to understand, in reality most often the changed wording also changes the meaning or hinders the meaning. Just one example out of a multitude is the frequently mentioned use of “Ye, Thee and Thou.” The new versions simply replace these with “you and your.” Yet, by doing so the meaning of the text is destroyed because the three pronouns mentioned above are used for a specific purpose. They are employed to convey the singular-plural distinctions in the second person forms of pronouns and verbs. This distinction is quite lost when “thou, thee, and thy” are replaced with “you and your.”

“Thee and Thou” are singular, while “Ye and You” are plural. This is lost when you replace them all with “You and Your.”

For example:
Exodus 4:15. "THOU shalt speak unto him, and put words in his mouth; and I will be with THY mouth, and with his mouth, and will teach YOU what YE shall do." The THOU, THY refer to Moses, but YOU refers to the nation which would be instructed by the spokesman Aaron. If you simply use “you and your” it is impossible to tell who is being spoken to in the text.

Exodus 29:42. "This shalt be a continual burnt offering throughout YOUR generations at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation before the LORD where I will meet YOU, to speak there unto THEE." The YOU, referring to the children of Israel, is explained in the following verse, but THEE refers to Moses, who had the holy privilege of hearing the words of God directly (Leviticus 1:1).

John 3:7. "Marvel not that I said unto THEE, YE must be born again." The message was spoken to an individual, Nicodemus, but the message referred to all men. The same phenomenon occurs in verse 11, where we read: "I say unto THEE ... that YE receive not our witness." 
Thirdly, the reason we use the King James Bible is also seen when you test the New International Version, N.I.V. for example, against the King James Version. Below is just a handful out of hundreds of test verses. Check out the N.I.V. with the King James Bible using these verses.

1. Let's fill in the missing words in Matthew 5:44 using the NIV.
NIV -- 44 But I tell you: Love your enemies[i] and pray for those who persecute you, 
KJV -- 44 But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;

NIV -- BLANK, they drop this verse altogether.

NIV -- BLANK, they drop this verse altoghter.
KJV -- 11 For the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.

4. In Matthew 27:35, when the soldiers parted Jesus’ garments they were fulfilling the words of the prophet. What were those words?
NIV -- 35 When they had crucified him, they divided up his clothes by casting lots.
KJV -- 35 And they crucified him, and parted his garments, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, They parted my garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast lots.
(Note:  Spoken by the Prophet Kind David, Psalm 22:18
KJV -- 18 They part my garments among them, and cast lots upon my vesture.)

5. Fill in the blanks using Matthew 20:16, “…for ______ are called but few are ________.”
NIV -- 16 "So the last will be first, and the first will be last."
KJV -- 16 So the last shall be first, and the first last: for many be called, but few chosen.

6. In Luke 9:55, what did the disciples not know about themselves?
NIV -- 55 But Jesus turned and rebuked them,
KJV -- 55 But he turned, and rebuked them, and said, Ye know not what manner of spirit ye are of.

7. According to Luke 9:56, what did Jesus not come to do?
NIV -- 56 and they went to another village.
KJV -- 56 For the Son of man is not come to destroy men's lives, but to save them. And they went to another village.


8. According to Luke 23:38 in what three languages was the superscription above the cross written?
NIV -- 38 There was a written notice above him, which read:|sc THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.
KJV -- 38 And a superscription also was written over him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.

9. Using John 3:13, write down where Jesus is now.
NIV -- 13 No one has ever gone into heaven except the one who came from heaven—the Son of Man.
KJV -- 13 And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.


10. According to Acts 8:37, what is one major requirement for baptism?
NIV --  BLANK, they drop this verse altogether.
KJV --  37 And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.

11. In Acts 9:6 what did Saul ask Jesus?
NIV -- 6 "Now get up and go into the city, and you will be told what you must do."
KJV -- 6 And he trembling and astonished said, Lord, what wilt thou have me to do? And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into the city, and it shall be told thee what thou must do.

12. Using the NIV, write out Romans 16:24 word for word.
NIV -- BLANK, they drop this verse altogether.
KJV -- 24 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen.

13. I Timothy 3:16 is one of the greatest verses in the Bible on the deity of Christ. In this verse, who was manifested in the flesh?
NIV -- 16 Beyond all question, the mystery of godliness is great:   He appeared in a body, was vindicated by the Spirit, was seen by angels, was preached among the nations, was believed on in the world, was taken up in glory.
KJV --  16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.

14. According to the second part of I Peter 4:14, how do lost people speak of Christ and how are saved people to speak of Him?
NIV -- 14 If you are insulted because of the name of Christ, you are blessed, for the Spirit of glory and of God rests on you.
KJV -- 14 If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of, but on your part he is glorified.

15. Comparing I John 5:7-8 in the NIV and KJV, who are the three persons in the trinity?
NIV -- 7 For there are three that testify: 8 the Spirit, the water and the blood; and the three are in agreement.
KJV -- 7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.   
8 And there are three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one.

KJV -- 17 For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ.




23. According to the note contained in the NIV concerning Mark 16:9-20, should it really be in the Bible?

NIV -- 9 When Jesus rose early on the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had driven seven demons. 10 She went and told those who had been with him and who were mourning and weeping. 11 When they heard that Jesus was alive and that she had seen him, they did not believe it. 

 12 Afterward Jesus appeared in a different form to two of them while they were walking in the country. 13 These returned and reported it to the rest; but they did not believe them either. 

 14 Later Jesus appeared to the Eleven as they were eating; he rebuked them for their lack of faith and their stubborn refusal to believe those who had seen him after he had risen.

 11 And they, when they had heard that he was alive, and had been seen of her, believed not. 

 12 After that he appeared in another form unto two of them, as they walked, and went into the country. 

 13 And they went and told it unto the residue: neither believed they them. 

 14 Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he was risen. 

 15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 

 16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.

25. In Acts 28:28 Paul told the Jews that God would save the Gentiles. How did they respond in Acts 28:29?

NIV --  28 "Therefore I want you to know that God's salvation has been sent to the Gentiles, and they will listen!"  29 BLANK, they drop this verse altogether.
KJV -- 28 Be it known therefore unto you, that the salvation of God is sent unto the Gentiles, and that they will hear it. 29 And when he had said these words, the Jews departed, and had great reasoning among themselves.
