True Worshipers, the Elect of God, the Chosen, those Born Again, those Called by God, the True Christians -- are a Royal Priesthood . . .

The two Offices of both King and Priest was highly esteemed by both the Jews and among the heathen nations.  The Office of King was not known to the Jews under the Law of Moses, the Old Testament Law.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone was a King in Jeshurun.


Deuteronomy 33:1-5

1 And this is the blessing, wherewith Moses the man of God blessed the children of Israel before his death.

2 And he said, The Lord came from Sinai, and rose up from Seir unto them; he shined forth from mount Paran, and he came with ten thousands of saints: from his right hand went a fiery law for them.

3 Yea, he loved the people; all his saints are in thy hand: and they sat down at thy feet; every one shall receive of thy words.

4 Moses commanded us a law, even the inheritance of the congregation of Jacob.

5 And he was king in Jeshurun, when the heads of the people and the tribes of Israel were gathered together.


Note:  "And he was king in Jeshurun, i.e.:  The Lord was King in Jeshurun, Who loved the people, and all His Saints are in His hand, and sit down at his feet, and everyone shall receive of His words.  Also, Moses who under God, was in charge of the civil government of the Hebrews.  God was the Supreme Governor, the King of Kings, and Moses the chief magistrate under God.  When the heads of Israel, and the tribes of the people were gathered together, at Mount Sinai where the Law was given, to hear it repeated by Moses, in the Book of Deuteronomy, who were at different times convened together for that purpose:

Deuteronomy 1:1
1 These be the words which Moses spake unto all Israel on this side Jordan in the wilderness, in the plain over against the Red sea, between Paran, and Tophel, and Laban, and Hazeroth, and Dizahab.


Moses' brother Aaron was the High Priest.  Moses and Aaron were of the Tribe of Levi.  Those who were the Kings of Israel by Divine Appointment, were of a different Tribe than the Priesthood.  The Priesthood was from the Tribe of Levi, and the Kings were first from the Tribe of Benjamin (as was King Saul) but that tribe lost their Divine appointment which was then given to the Tribe of Judah (King David's Tribe).

Even before the giving of the Law, we had One Who was both King and Priest, and His Priesthood was not after the Tribe of Levi, nor the Tribe of Benjamin, but the Tribe of Judah:

Genesis 14:18
18 And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God.

Note:  Salem, the King of Salem, brought forth bread and wine, the Lord Supper.  Salem in the Hebrew means "peace or peaceful" which was an early name of Jerusalem.  The King of Salem, the King of Jerusalem, the King of peace, peaceful.  The King of Peace or the Prince of Peace.  The eldest son, who was to inherit by Divine right, the Kingdom of His Father, was at times called King, although still a Prince. The words Prince and King were at times used interchangeable. 


Jeremiah 33:22-26

22 As the host of heaven cannot be numbered, neither the sand of the sea measured: so will I multiply the seed of David my servant, and the Levites that minister unto me.

23 Moreover the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah, saying,

24 Considerest thou not what this people have spoken, saying, The two families which the Lord hath chosen, he hath even cast them off? thus they have despised my people, that they should be no more a nation before them.

Note:  ". . . my people, . . ." shows God has not cast off Israel for ever.  "Considerest thou not what this people have spoken, . . ."  Meaning, the Chaldeans and other infidels who thought God had utterly cast off Judah and Israel, the Kingdom and the Priesthood, the family of David and the family of Aaron, the Tribes of Judah and Levi, because God corrected them for a time.

The Chaldeans and other nations believed that God had cast Judah and Levi off, that both were cast off by the Lord, and that there would be no more Kings out of the one, nor Priests out of the other.  Thus, they have despised my people, as being rejected of God, whom they believe God would never more regard or restore to their former condition in Church and State, so they had given them up for lost, that they would be no more a nation and Church, having Kings to reign over them, nor Priests to minister for them, that they should be no more a nation before them as either Kings and Priests.



God then answers the Chaldeans and other nations:  If I have NOT appointed the ordinances of heaven and earth, concerning the course of the sun, moon, and stars, and the influence of the heavenly bodies, and if I had NOT appointed all in the earth concerning the fruits of the earth, the seasons of the year, seedtime and harvest, summer and winter, if these ARE NOT settled and fixed, and occur regularly in their season, and DO NOT appear according to appointment and promise, then I will cast away the seed of Jacob and David.  In other words, as God had done these things, concerning the seasons and harvest, then He will NOT caste away Jacob and David.  ". . . so that I will not take any of his seed to be rulers over the seed of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob: for I will cause their captivity to return, and have mercy on them".

25 Thus saith the Lord; If my covenant be not with day and night, and if I have not appointed the ordinances of heaven and earth;

26 Then will I cast away the seed of Jacob and David my servant, so that I will not take any of his seed to be rulers over the seed of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob: for I will cause their captivity to return, and have mercy on them.



Malachi 2:4-6

4 And ye shall know that I have sent this commandment unto you, that my covenant might be with Levi, saith the Lord of hosts.

5 My covenant was with him of life and peace; and I gave them to him for the fear wherewith he feared me, and was afraid before my name.

6 The law of truth was in his mouth, and iniquity was not found in his lips: he walked with me in peace and equity, and did turn many away from iniquity.




Malachi 3:1-3

1 Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the Lord of hosts.
Note:  The Messenger of the New Covenant, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

2 But who may abide the day of his coming? and who shall stand when he appeareth? for he is like a refiner's fire, and like fullers' soap:

3 And he shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver: and he shall purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer unto the Lord an offering in righteousness.


Note:  The Messiah, the Christ, the King, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth imparts His Righteousness to His Church, for He is made of God to us Righteousness, and Born Again Believers, God's Chosen, His Elect, the True Worshipers of God are made the Righteousness of God in Him. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is our Lord God, our Righteousness, our sanctification, and our redemption. The Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom is an everlasting Kingdom. In this world prosperity and adversity succeed or follow each other, as light and darkness, day and night. The Covenant of Priesthood shall be secured. All True Believers, God's Chosen, His Elect are a Holy Priesthood, a Royal Priesthood, who offer up spiritual sacrifices, which are acceptable to God -- themselves.  Offered to God as living sacrifices. The promises of that Covenant shall have full accomplishment in the Gospel upon the Israel of God.



Galatians 6:16
16 And as many as walk according to this rule, peace be on them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God.

Note:  All that walk according to the Gospel, are made to be the Israel of God, on whom shall be peace and mercy. Let us not despise the families which were of old, the Chosen people of God, though for a time they seem to be cast off.  As God will return to the Jews in the latter days.


The king of this world, satan, is called king, as one over a kingdom.  Satan is also called the prince, the prince of this world:


Matthew 12:26 
26And if Satan cast out Satan, he is divided against himself; how shall then his kingdom stand?

Luke 11:18 
18If Satan also be divided against himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because ye say that I cast out devils through Beelzebub.

John 12:31 
31Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out.

John 14:30 
30Hereafter I will not talk much with you: for the prince of this world cometh, and hath nothing in me.

John 16:11 
11Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged.

Ephesians 2:2 
2Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:



Genesis 14:18
18 And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God.

King here in the Hebrew means:  Royal, King, Son of a King (a Prince,) and King of the Trees:


Isaiah 9:6 
6For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.


Judges 9:8
8 The trees went forth on a time to anoint a king over them; and they said unto the olive tree, Reign thou over us.

Judges 9:15
15 And the bramble said unto the trees, If in truth ye anoint me king over you, then come and put your trust in my shadow: and if not, let fire come out of the bramble, and devour the cedars of Lebanon.


Prophesies concerning the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, state that this Messiah, this Christ, was to be a Priest and King after the Order of Melchizedek. 


Hebrews 7:1-2

1 For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him;

2 To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation King of righteousness, and after that also King of Salem, which is, King of peace;

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord of the Sabaoth, Isaiah 1:9, Romans 9:29, James 5:4, was both King and Priest, as was Melchizedek (Melchisedec).


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is both King and Priests, after the order of Melchizedek (Melchisedec) as declared by God the Father . . .

Psalm 110:1-4

1 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.

2 The Lord shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion: rule thou in the midst of thine enemies.

3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of thy power, in the beauties of holiness from the womb of the morning: thou hast the dew of thy youth.

4 The Lord hath sworn, and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.


Hebrews 5:6 
6As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

Hebrews 5:10 
10Called of God an high priest after the order of Melchisedec.

Hebrews 6:20 
20Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

Hebrews 7:11 
11If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron?

Hebrews 7:17 
18For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

Hebrews 7:21 
21(For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:)


Note:  A King has a Kingdom, such as He rules over as the Lord, the King.


Luke 1:25-34

25 Thus hath the Lord dealt with me in the days wherein he looked on me, to take away my reproach among men.

26 And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth,

27 To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin's name was Mary.

28 And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women.

29 And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation this should be.

30 And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God.

31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name Jesus.

32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David:

33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end.

34 Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a man?



Luke 23:39-43

39 And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us.

40 But the other answering rebuked him, saying, Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the same condemnation?

41 And we indeed justly; for we receive the due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss.

42 And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy kingdom.

43 And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with me in paradise.



John 18:35-37

35 Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests have delivered thee unto me: what hast thou done?

36 Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.

37 Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.


Ephesians 5:1-6

1 Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children;

2 And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.

3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;

4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.

5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.

6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.



Revelation 1:9 
9I John, who also am your brother, and companion in tribulation, and in the kingdom and patience of Jesus Christ, was in the isle that is called Patmos, for the word of God, and for the testimony of Jesus Christ.


Revelation 11:15 
15And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever and ever.



Matthew 27:36-38

36 And sitting down they watched him there;

37 And set up over his head his accusation written, This Is Jesus The King Of The Jews.

38 Then were there two thieves crucified with him, one on the right hand, and another on the left.


Mark 15:2 
2And Pilate asked him, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answering said unto them, Thou sayest it.


Mark 15:9 
9But Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that I release unto you the King of the Jews?
 

Mark 15:12 
12And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will ye then that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King of the Jews?


Mark 15:18 
18And began to salute him, Hail, King of the Jews!
 

Mark 15:26 
26And the superscription of his accusation was written over, The King Of The Jews.


Luke 23:3 
3And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answered him and said, Thou sayest it.



Luke 23:37-38 

37And saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save thyself.
 
38And a superscription also was written over him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, This Is The King Of The Jews.



2 Timothy 4:1-5

1 I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom;

2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.

3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;

4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

5 But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.



2 Peter 1:10-12

10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall:

11 For so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

12 Wherefore I will not be negligent to put you always in remembrance of these things, though ye know them, and be established in the present truth.


1 Timothy 6:14-16

14 That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukable, until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ:

15 Which in his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;

16 Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.


Revelation 17:13-15

13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast.
14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.



Revelation 19:11-16

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.

15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.


Exodus 15:3 
3The Lord is a man of war: the Lord is his name.
