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Let's look at the Vatican's WEB site, the "holy see, the "pope" " and see what satan's church, those under the prince of the power of air, children of disobedience have to say:

The priest is a man of prayer. "I nourish you with what I myself live on," St. Anselm said. The proclaimed truths must be discovered and adopted in the intimacy of prayer and meditation. Our ministry of the word consists in expressing what was first prepared in prayer.

However, this is not the only dimension of priestly prayer. Since the priest is mediator between God and men, many turn to him asking for prayers. Thus prayer, in a certain sense, "creates" the priest, especially as Pastor. And at the same time every priest "creates himself’ constantly, through prayer. I am thinking of the marvelous prayer of the Breviary, Officium Divinum, in which the whole Church, through the lips of her ministers, prays together with Christ; I am thinking of the vast numbers of requests and prayer intentions that are constantly presented to me by various people. I take note of the intentions mentioned to us by people from all over the world and I keep them in my chapel on my prie-dieu, so that they are constantly in my mind, even when they cannot literally be repeated every day. There they stay and it can be said that the Lord Jesus knows them, for they are among the notes on my prie-dieu and also in my heart.


My answer:  What does the Holy Bible say?  Who is the SOLE (ONLY ONE) Mediator between man and God?

1 Timothy 2:4-6

 4Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 

 5For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; 

 6Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.


What other lies do they offer?  Why do they not understand what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said?  They are of their father the devil, satan.  They are demonic.  They are NOT His sheep as they do NOT hear his voice -- His Truth in His Word.

John 10:26-28

26But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto you. 

 27My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 

 28And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

John 8:43-45

43Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word. 

 44Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. 

 45And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.
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95. “...Born of the Virgin Mary”: Why is Mary truly the Mother of God?

Mary is truly the Mother of God because she is the Mother of Jesus (John 2:1, John 19:25). The One who was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and became truly her Son is actually the eternal Son of God the Father. He is God himself.


My answer:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth always refers to her at "woman".  He did not call her Mother.  Begotten is always from the Father's side of the family.  Here specifically, the Father to the Son.  The Lord Jesus Christ, therefore was not begotten of Mary, but of Jehovah God.

John 2:4

4Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come.


John 19:26-27

26When Jesus therefore saw his mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, he saith unto his mother, Woman, behold thy son!
27Then saith he to the disciple, Behold thy mother! And from that hour that disciple took her unto his own home.



The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was God's Son, because God the Father was His Father, not because Mary was his mother.

John 3:16 

 16For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

96. What does the “Immaculate Conception” mean?

God freely chose Mary from all eternity to be the Mother of his Son. In order to carry out her mission she herself was conceived immaculate. This means that, thanks to the grace of God and in anticipation of the merits of Jesus Christ, Mary was preserved from original sin from the first instant of her conception.


My answer:  No, Mary had sin.  One who had not sin doesn't need a savior.  Only a sinful person needs a savior, for the wages of sin is death.

Luke 1:46-48

46And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord, 

 47And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour. 

 48For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed.

Romans 6:22-23

 22But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. 

 23For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Romans 3:23-26

23For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 

 24Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: 

 25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; 

 26To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.

ONLY the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the very Son of God, the Righteous King, knew no sin:

2 Corinthians 5:20-21

20Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 

 21For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.

Hebrews 4:14-16

 14Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. 

 15For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. 

 16Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

97. How does Mary cooperate in the divine plan of salvation?

By the grace of God Mary was kept free from every personal sin her whole life long. She is the one who is “full of grace” (Luke 1:28), “the all holy”. When the angel announced to her that she would give birth to “the Son of the Most High” (Luke 1:32), she freely gave her consent with “the obedience of faith” (Romans 1:5). Mary thus gave herself entirely to the person and work of her Son Jesus, espousing wholeheartedly the divine will regarding salvation.



My answer:  So, let me get this straight.  Mary "freely gave her consent" with "the obedience of faith?"  Let's see what Romans 1:5 actually states.  Is it about Mary?  No, this was concerning the Apostles and the Saints at Rome (Babylon).  Was Mary ever called an Apostle?

Romans 1:1-7

 1Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God, 

 2(Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) 

 3Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh; 

 4And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead: 

 5By whom we have received grace and apostleship, for obedience to the faith among all nations, for his name: 

 6Among whom are ye also the called of Jesus Christ: 

 7To all that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ.


The ONLY one Full of Grace is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Only Begotten of the Father:

John 1:14

 14And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

John 1:17-18

17For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. 

 18No man hath seen God at any time, the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

98. What does the virginal conception of Jesus mean?

The virginal conception of Jesus means that Jesus was conceived in the womb of the Virgin solely by the power of the Holy Spirit without the intervention of a man. He is the Son of the heavenly Father according to his divine nature and the Son of Mary according to his human nature. He is, however, truly the Son of God in both natures since there is in him only one Person who is divine.

99. In what sense is Mary “ever Virgin”?

Mary is ever virgin in the sense that she “remained a virgin in conceiving her Son, a virgin in giving birth to him, a virgin in carrying him, a virgin in nursing him at her breast, always a virgin” (Saint Augustine). Therefore, when the Gospels speak of the “brothers and sisters of Jesus”, they are talking about the close relations of Jesus, according to the way of speaking used in Sacred Scripture.

My answer:  Mary had additional children, both male and female.  That isn't the issue, as this was the physical realm.  The Lord Jesus Christ didn't even count this as important.  The Lord Jesus Christ refers them always to the Spiritual, and he minimized Mary, as the woman, which he always called her.

Matthew 13:53-58

 53And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence. 

 54And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works? 

 55Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas? 

 56And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things? 

 57And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house. 

 58And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.

Matthew 12:47-50

47Then one said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand without, desiring to speak with thee. 

 48But he answered and said unto him that told him, Who is my mother? and who are my brethren? 

 49And he stretched forth his hand toward his disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my brethren! 

 50For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, the same is my brother, and sister, and mother.

100. In what way is the spiritual motherhood of Mary universal?

Mary had only one Son, Jesus, but in him her spiritual motherhood extends to all whom he came to save. Obediently standing at the side of the new Adam, Jesus Christ, the Virgin is the new Eve, the true mother of all the living, who with a mother's love cooperates in their birth and their formation in the order of grace. Virgin and Mother, Mary is the figure of the Church, its most perfect realization.


My answer:  The Bride of Adam was Eve.  Eve was turned to sin.  So now, the Roman Catholic Church likens the Lord Jesus Christ now married to “his mother” who is the "new Eve" and in this way they claim she is the co-redeemer as she now is "the true mother of all the living".   This is sinful and is called fornication in Holy Scripture -- unlawful according to God's Law.

Married to his mother?  To consummate a marriage, one must have sexual relations.  If one lieth with his father's wife (in other words his mother, or step-mother if a remarriage) . . . both of them shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.

Leviticus 20:11

11And the man that lieth with his father's wife hath uncovered his father's nakedness: both of them shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.

Deuteronomy means in the Hebrew "a copy of the Law", or "the second Law," meaning the second time the Law was given.  Important enough to be given a second time.  :-) 

Deuteronomy 27:20

20Cursed be he that lieth with his father's wife; because he uncovereth his father's skirt. And all the people shall say, Amen.

Again, to be married to your mother (or step mother) was to be cursed, cursed of God, condemned to hell.



109. In the Kingdom, what authority did Jesus bestow upon his Apostles?

Jesus chose the twelve, the future witnesses of his Resurrection, and made them sharers of his mission and of his authority to teach, to absolve from sins, and to build up and govern the Church. In this college, Peter received “the keys of the Kingdom” (Matthew 16:19) and assumed the first place with the mission to keep the faith in its integrity and to strengthen his brothers.


My answer:  The Apostle Peter was their leader, but not their head.  The Apostle Peter was being led away from the faith by the Judaizers, those of the circumcision – the Jewish converts to Christianity.  The Apostle Paul withstood the Apostle Peter – since, according to their false words above -- the Apostle Peter DID not keep the faith “in its integrity”.  Even so much that the Apostle Peter drew others away to follow the Judaizers, including the Apostle Barnabas.  If, they try to build again the thing destroyed, the Old Testament “works of the Law,” then they became a transgressor of God’s Law.

To build again the things not lawful, such as the rites and ceremonies of the Law of Moses, which were now abrogated, including the priesthood, which the Apostle Paul had declared to be so all over the Gentile world; and therefore should he go about to establish these things again now as necessary to Salvation, or teach men to join the observance of them along with the Lord Jesus Christ's Righteousness for justification, then, says the Apostle Paul, “. . . I make myself a transgressor”: for he could not be otherwise, be the case how it would with respect to the abrogation, or non-abrogation of the Law; for if the Law was not abolished, then the Apostle Paul made himself a transgressor of it; by neglecting the Old Testament Law himself, and teaching others to do so; and if it was abolished, then it must be criminal in him to enforce the observance of it as necessary to a sinner's justification before God through faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Old Testament cannot be drug into the New Testament.  They are two completely different systems.  One is by works, the other by Grace alone by faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for one’s Salvation.

Galatians 2:11-21

11But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed. 

 12For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision. 

 13And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation. 

 14But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews? 

 15We who are Jews by nature, and not sinners of the Gentiles, 

 16Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. 

 17But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. 

 18For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. 

 19For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God. 

 20I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. 

 21I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

The Lord Jesus Christ alone is man's head.  The Apostle Peter never claimed a special leadership position, but claimed that the Lord Jesus Christ was the stone of stumbling, the rock of offense.  He never claimed to be any kind of stone or rock on which the Church was built.

Luke 22:24-26

 24And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted the greatest. 

 25And he said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and they that exercise authority upon them are called benefactors. 

 26But ye shall not be so: but he that is greatest among you, let him be as the younger; and he that is chief, as he that doth serve.

Why should it not be with them?  Why would they not exercise lordship one over the other? As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was their Master, Lord, God, Head.  They were all Brethren.


Matthew 23:1-9

 1Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples, 

 2Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat: 

 3All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not. 

 4For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers. 

 5But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments, 

 6And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues, 

 7And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi. 

 8But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren. 

 9And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.

116. Did Jesus contradict Israel's faith in the one God and savior?

Jesus never contradicted faith in the one God, not even when he performed the stupendous divine work which fulfilled the messianic promises and revealed himself as equal to God, namely the pardoning of sins. However, the call of Jesus to believe in him and to be converted makes it possible to understand the tragic misunderstanding of the Sanhedrin which judged Jesus to be worthy of death as a blasphemer.


My answer:  Unbelievable, the death of the Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, crucified the most horrible of deaths, was just due to a "tragic misunderstanding."  It's not that they were demonic, of the devil, of satan.  God said they were.  Still today, they do NOT hear His Word.


John 8:43-45

 43Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word. 

 44Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. 

 45And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.

117. Who is responsible for the death of Jesus?

The passion and death of Jesus cannot be imputed indiscriminately either to all the Jews that were living at that time or to their descendants. Every single sinner, that is, every human being is really the cause and the instrument of the sufferings of the Redeemer; and the greater blame in this respect falls on those above all who are Christians and who the more often fall into sin or delight in their vices.

My answer:  That's not what the Lord Jesus Christ said of the Jews -- the Scribes, the Pharisees, and all the people who followed them:

Luke 11:49-51

49Therefore also said the wisdom of God, I will send them prophets and apostles, and some of them they shall slay and persecute: 

 50That the blood of all the prophets, which was shed from the foundation of the world, may be required of this generation; 

 51From the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zacharias which perished between the altar and the temple: verily I say unto you, It shall be required of this generation.

118. Why was the death of Jesus part of God's plan?

To reconcile to himself all who were destined to die because of sin God took the loving initiative of sending his Son that he might give himself up for sinners. Proclaimed in the Old Testament, especially as the sacrifice of the Suffering Servant, the death of Jesus came about “in accordance with the Scriptures”.


My answer:  The have dragged the Old Testament into the New Testament.  These were a certain sect of the Pharisees, who had come in from Judaea. Acts 15  They are the Judaizers that never left the system, and eventually took over the system.  They are now the Roman Catholic “church.”  They were of those who had crucified the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and they had meant it for evil, and by wicked hands . . .

The Apostles Peter and Barnabas had fallen under the Judaizers sway, but the Apostle Paul withstood the Apostle Peter to his face.  Why, the Judaizers were “false brethren” came in to spy out those who had the Spirit of the Lord, which is called “their liberty” and to bring them into the bondage of the Old Testament Law – the Roman Catholic “church” today.

2 Corinthians 3:17

17Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.

Galatians 2:3-5

 3But neither Titus, who was with me, being a Greek, was compelled to be circumcised: 

 4And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage: 

 5To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.


It simply was God's plan . . .

Acts 2:22-24

 22Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know: 

 23Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain: 

 24Whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible that he should be holden of it.


There is no point in me continuing through their whole document.  It is clear they are VOID of the Truth of God's Word, and proclaim another Gospel, although there is not another but one Gospel.  Anyone who proclaims another Gospel, is cursed of God.  The Church at Galatia was one of the first to be taken over by the Judaizers.  They desired to be put back under the Law, to follow the Old Testament.  They Preached "another Gosepel" and were Cursed of God.  The Apostle Paul said he marveled at them . . .

Galatians 1:6-9

6I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: 

 7Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ. 

 8But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. 

 9As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.

The Apostle Paul called them fools . . .

Galatians 3:1-3

 1O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you? 

 2This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

 3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?

The Apostle Paul was afraid of them . . . as they desired to be in bondage to the Law, wanted to be under the Old Testament system of a priesthood, sacrifices, etc . . .

Galatians 4:8-11

 8Howbeit then, when ye knew not God, ye did service unto them which by nature are no gods. 

 9But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage? 

 10Ye observe days, and months, and times, and years.

Note:  They observed Old Testament feasts, holidays, religious requirements, etc . . .

 11I am afraid of you, lest I have bestowed upon you labour in vain.
