" . . . and the “devout Catholic” former F.B.I. Head, Louis Freeh Whom Timothy Dolan has contracted to lead the internal investigation of DiMarzio, is also alleged to have ties to Opus Dei.
Freeh and his wife, Marilyn, have 6 sons. He is a devout Roman Catholic.  One of Freeh's sons was enrolled at the private The Heights School in Potomac, Maryland, which Vise.com describes as "an Opus Dei academy." Several of his sons are now enrolled in Archmere Academy, a Roman Catholic school in Claymont, Delaware where Joe Biden went to High School.
"Pizza Connection" case
A notable case Freeh was associated with was the " Pizza Connection" investigation, in which he was lead prosecutor. The case involved a drug trafficking operation in the U.S. by Sicilian organized crime members who used pizza parlors as fronts. After a 14-month trial, 16 of 17 co-defendants were convicted. The "Pizza Connection" case was, at the time, the most complex criminal investigation ever undertaken by the U.S. government. 
Major events during Freeh's tenure as FBI Director

Shortly before and during Freeh's tenure, the FBI was involved in a number of high-profile incidents and internal investigations.
Civil liberties

Among other Justice Department officials (including Attorney General Reno), Freeh was named a co-defendant in Zieper v. Metzinger, a 1999 federal court case. The American Civil Liberties Union assisted the plaintiffs who sued due to the FBI's conduct in investigating Military Takeover of New York City, a short (fictional) film made in October 1999 that discussed riots and a military takeover of Times Square on New Years' Eve, 1999. 

In testimony to the Senate Judiciary Committee, Freeh said that the widespread use of effective encryption "is one of the most difficult problems for law enforcement as the next century approaches." He considered the loss of wiretapping to law enforcement as a result of encryption to be dangerous and said that the "country [would] be unable to protect itself" against terrorism and serious crimes. 
Ruby Ridge

An investigation of the August 1992 incident at Ruby Ridge, Idaho, which took place under the administration of George H. W. Bush, in which an FBI sharpshooter killed the wife of a wanted suspect, was ongoing when Freeh became Director. A paramilitary FBI unit, the Hostage Rescue Team (HRT), was present at the incident; Freeh later said that had he been director, he would not have involved the HRT. FBI sniper Lon Horiuchi was later charged with manslaughter; Freeh said that he was “deeply disappointed” at the charges, filed by a county prosecutor and later dropped. 
Freeh was not even censured for alleged managerial failures in the investigation of the incident, although a Justice Department inquiry had made such a recommendation.
Waco

An investigation of the events of April 19, 1993 when FBI agents opened fire on the Branch Davidian compound at Waco, Texas was ongoing during Freeh's tenure. While the event had taken place before he became Director, a highly controversial investigation ensued, including allegations of a cover-up by the FBI, and tensions developed between Freeh and Janet Reno, then- Attorney General. Reno, who had herself been blamed for mishandling of the confrontation and investigation, sent United States Marshals to FBI headquarters to seize Waco-related evidence. 
Centennial Olympic Park bombing

The U.S. Senate Subcommittee on Terrorism, Technology and Government Information heard testimony from Freeh regarding the leaking of Richard Jewell's name to the media in connection with the bombing at the 1996 Olympic Games. Freeh testified that he did not know how the name of Jewell, who had been falsely accused in the bombings, had been leaked to the media. 
Montana Freemen

Freeh and the FBI were praised for the handling of the 81-day standoff between law enforcement agents and the Montana Freemen, a fringe political group. Director Abraham Foxman of the Anti-Defamation League, which had issued reports critical of the Freemen and encouraged their prosecution, commended the "peaceful conclusion" to the standoff. 
Unabomber

The "Unabomber" Theodore Kaczynski was apprehended in 1996 after his manifesto, Industrial Society and its Future, was published in the New York Times and Washington Post. Freeh and Attorney General Reno recommended publication, acceding to Kaczynski's offer to "renounce terrorism" if it were. A tip from the bomber's brother David, who recognized the writing style, assisted the FBI in his capture. 
Robert Hanssen

Robert Hanssen, a 27-year veteran of the FBI, was arrested in 2001 and charged with spying for the Soviet Union and Russia, beginning in 1985. Freeh called the security breach "exceptionally grave" and appointed a panel, led by former FBI and CIA head William 

Webster, to review the damage done by Hanssen's espionage. 
Wen Ho Lee
In 1999, Los Alamos National Laboratory scientist Wen Ho Lee was fired from his job; in 1999 he was arrested and held without trial for 278 days while his handling of sensitive nuclear information was investigated. Freeh accused him of downloading a "portable, personal trove" of United States nuclear secrets. Lee pled guilty to one of the fifty-nine counts brought against him, after which he was freed from jail. 
A Justice Department report of the investigation of Lee said that Director Freeh was not fully informed about the investigation until over a year after it began, and that the FBI as a whole "bungled" the case. 
Chinese political and campaign fundraising controversies

In February 1997, the media announced that Freeh personally blocked the sharing of intelligence information regarding China's alleged plot to influence U.S. elections with the White House. The following month, Freeh testified before Congress that his investigation into campaign finance irregularities of the 1996 U.S. election campaigns for president and Congress was not focusing on individual criminal acts, but on a possible conspiracy involving China. Later that year, Freeh wrote a memorandum to Attorney General Reno calling for an Independent Counsel to investigate the fund-raising scandal. In his memo he wrote: "It is difficult to imagine a more compelling situation for appointing an Independent Counsel." Reno rejected his request.

Other cases

Other cases handled by the FBI during Freeh's' tenure included the death of White House counsel Vince Foster (in 1993), allegations of incompetence at the FBI crime laboratory, investigation of the Oklahoma City bombing (1995) and the capture and prosecution of Timothy McVeigh, and investigation of the crash of TWA Flight 800.
Criticism

Among others, Business Week in 2000 called for the resignation of Director Freeh, citing the Carnivore communications monitoring system, the Waco cover-up, and insubordination to Attorney General Reno as reasons. 
Resignation

In June, 2001, he resigned amid criticism that the FBI needed stronger leadership, particularly after allegations of spying by Robert Hanssen. Upon his resignation, he was praised by Attorney General John Ashcroft, who called him "a model law enforcement officer." 
Post-FBI

Freeh approached acting New Jersey Governor Donald DiFrancesco, and offered to serve, without salary, as the state's anti-terrorism "czar." Di Francesco approached both major-party candidates for governor to secure their approval; Bret Schundler, the Republican candidate, agreed "in principle." However, Democrat Jim McGreevey, who won the gubernatorial election, turned down Freeh in favour of Golan Cipel, who had no relevant experience. It was later revealed that McGreevey and Cipel had carried on a homosexual relationship. McGreevey was heavily criticized for giving the post to Cipel rather than Freeh or another experienced individual.

In September 2001, Freeh was appointed to the board of directors of credit card issuer MBNA; he is also the bank's general counsel, as well as corporate secretary and ethics officer. Likewise, Bristol-Myers Squibb elected him to its board of directors. 

Freeh is also a member of the board of consultants of the Gavel Consulting Group, formed by current and former federal judges and high-ranking government officials to provide advice and counseling to the private sector. 

Book and editorials

An editorial by Louis Freeh, which was critical of the 9/11 Commission, appeared in the November 17, 2005 edition of the Wall Street Journal. 

In 2005, Freeh (with Howard Means) published a book about his career in the FBI, entitled My FBI: Bringing Down the Mafia, Investigating Bill Clinton, and Fighting the War on Terror. It is highly critical of both President Clinton and former counter-terrorism advisor Richard A. Clarke. Freeh made an appearance on The Daily Show to promote the book. 

A New York Times review called it "...a letdown, a breezy, middlebrow memoir that appears aimed at Oprah watchers rather than Foreign Affairs readers."

But he came to be seen—wrongly—as a Clinton sympathizer. Freeh worked closely with Reno’s team on the much-lampooned Waco and Ruby Ridge investigations. A Freeh aide leaked an advance copy of an anti-Clinton book to the White House. The FBI didn’t protest when Clinton staffers requisitioned the FBI files of hundreds of Republicans. Hill Republicans began to seethe at what they perceived as the politicization of the FBI.

Freeh and his top aides realized their independence was threatened. They understood that the FBI’s real constituency was not the president or attorney general, who can’t bother the bureau, but Congress, which controls the FBI budget. Freeh was also enraged by White House behavior: He reportedly felt the administration had embarrassed the bureau with Filegate and was disgusted by Clinton’s sleazy fund raising and sleazier adultery.

So Freeh and his team cultivated their Republican paymasters. He charmed key senators—Orrin Hatch and Arlen Specter in particular. He delighted Republicans by lavishly praising Ken Starr. Congress boosted Freeh’s budget by 50 percent in four years. When DOJ budgeters rejected FBI requests, the bureau’s lobbyists even went behind the DOJ’s back and persuaded legislators to add the goodies to the final bill.

Broward County is considering hiring Freeh to look into the mass shooting at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School in Parkland in which 17 children and adults were shot dead.

I also spoke with his critics in the Administration and with his friends, including Mayor Rudolph Giuliani, who knew Freeh from his New York City days as a fabled F.B.I. agent, federal prosecutor, and federal judge.

By the time he leaves, at the end of June, Freeh, who is fifty-one, will have completed nearly eight years on the job. He has overseen the largest expansion of the F.B.I. in the agency’s history, and assured its central role in national-security issues, very possibly becoming more powerful than J. Edgar Hoover. But there have been major embarrassments, most recently the discovery that Robert Hanssen, a longtime, trusted F.B.I. agent, had spied for the Soviet Union and Russia for fifteen years. The F.B.I.’s judgment was questioned after the Bureau fingered an Atlanta security guard, Richard Jewell, in connection with a bombing during the 1996 Summer Olympics; serious problems were uncovered in its once famed laboratory; and Freeh was active in pressing for the indictment of Wen Ho Lee, the Chinese scientist accused of mishandling nuclear secrets, in an investigation that a federal judge later said “embarrassed our entire nation.”  Freeh noted in his retirement statement that during his tenure the Bureau has more than doubled its overseas presence—with new offices in cities from Moscow to Cairo.

Freeh worked with Janet Reno United States Attorney General, preceded by William Barr, succeeded by John Ashcroft.  Janet Wood Reno (July 21, 1938 - November 7, 2016) served as the 78th United States Attorney General from 1993 to 2001 under Bill Clinton. An authoritarian, she presided over the government siege in Waco in 1993 and forcibly returned young Elián González to his father in communist Cuba in 2000. During her reign, the population of federal prisons almost doubled. In 1994 she "decreed that federal prosecutors would no longer be restrained by the ethics guidelines of state bar associations prohibiting all lawyers from contacting defendants directly without their lawyers present."

Reno was in charge during the Justice Department's prosecution of Timothy McVeigh and Terry Nichols for their deadly bombing of the Alfred P. Murrah Federal Building in Oklahoma City;

Waco, TX -- Janet Reno, the Clinton Administration Attorney General during the 1990s who died on Monday at the age of 78, will above all be remembered for her role in the horrific US federal assault against the Branch Davidian religious cult in April 1993, at a cost of more than 80 lives, including those of 21 children.  The Davidians were a tiny and obscure religious fundamentalist sect led by David Koresh. Tracing their theological origins to the Seventh Day Adventists, they combined ultra-right views with apocalyptic visions. 

Under Reno, the April 19 Waco massacre triggered a massive fire in which almost all of the victims met horrific deaths. The lives of scores of innocent people, including defenseless children, were considered collateral damage as the Administration, through Attorney General Reno, sent a message 'that any defiance of the ruling class would meet with a ruthless and bloody response'.  There was obviously an enormous discrepancy between the scale of the force used against the Branch Davidians and the actual threat which this tiny religious group represented.  It seems to drive home the message, 'Thus perish enemies of the state.'

Upon Reno's death, President Obama and Bill and Hillary Clinton issued statements lauding former the Attorney General in the hours after her death. Obama said that Reno was “tough as nails, and never cowered in her fight for what was right.” The Clintons, in their joint statement, mentioned gun control and other issues. Significantly, neither Obama nor the Clintons made any mention of Waco.

Freeh also worked with Jesuit trained, Georgetown, George Tenet, the Director of the C.I.A.

In the recent court transcript, however, it is Maxwell’s attorney, Laura Menninger — not Ransome or her attorneys — who named Dershowitz.
“[Ransome] has alleged not only that my client [Maxwell] ran a sex trafficking organization but she claims also that she was directed by my client and the Epstein defendants to have sex with third parties, including Alan Dershowitz, for example,’’ Menninger said. “And so to the extent my client or Mr. Dershowitz or anyone else is going to be asked about their private sexual activity, I believe that would implicate their privacy rights...’’

Roberts, who now lives in Australia, said that Epstein ordered her to have sex with Dershowitz six times, according to a 2015 affidavit, which was filed in connection with an unrelated Epstein federal lawsuit. 

At that time, Dershowitz launched a media blitz on TV asserting that Roberts made up the story. He also called for Roberts’ lawyers — Edwards and University of Utah law professor Paul Cassell — to be disbarred. The lawyers sued Dershowitz for defamation, and the case was settled last year. 

Dershowitz publicly declared he was vindicated after a federal judge ordered Roberts’ affidavit stricken from the court record. But the judge did not address the veracity of her sexual misconduct claims; he instead ruled that the affidavit was misplaced in a case not involving Dershowitz.

Boies, whose firm represented Roberts pro bono, addressed Dershowitz’s longstanding contention that he had been exonerated.
“Anytime in a lawsuit where you were the defendant and you paid the plaintiff $900,000 to settle it — that’s a strange kind of vindication,’’ Boies said, asserting that Dershowitz paid that amount as part of the defamation settlement with Edwards and Cassell.
In 2016, Dershowitz released a statement following what he said was “an independent investigation’’ that had been conducted by former FBI Director Louis Freeh, who is now a private consultant.
“Our investigation found no evidence to support the accusations of sexual misconduct against Professor Dershowitz. In fact, in several instances, the evidence directly contradicted the accusations made against him,’’ Freeh wrote.

Most of the court records in the Roberts case are sealed. In February, the Miami Herald filed a motion in the Southern District of New York, seeking access to documents. The motion, which was not opposed by Roberts, could shed more light on the full scope of Epstein’s crimes and who was involved. 

The motion was denied. The Herald is appealing.

Roy Cohn’s “favor bank” and his unique position as a liaison between the criminal underworld, the rich and famous, and top media influencers made him a force to be reckoned with. Yet, it was his political connections to leadership figures in both the Republican and Democratic parties and his close relationship to long-time FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover, among other figures, that made him and his dark secret “untouchable” for much of his life. Though most of his political influence was forged in the 1950s, Cohn became even more powerful with the rise of Ronald Reagan.

Even though he nominally maintained his affiliation with the Democratic Party throughout his life, Cohn was a well-known “fixer” for Republican candidates and this is clearly seen in his outsized roles during the 1976 and 1980 presidential campaigns of Ronald Reagan. It was during the latter that Cohn would meet another of his proteges, Roger Stone, whom he infamously instructed to leave a hefty bribe tucked in a suitcase at the doorstep of the Liberal Party’s headquarters during the 1980 campaign. During this campaign, Cohn would also meet Paul Manafort — an associate of Stone and later Trump’s 2016 campaign manager — and introduce both to Donald Trump.
Cohn’s law partner, Tom Bolan, was also an influential force in the Reagan campaign and later chaired Reagan’s transition team in 1980. Reagan then named Bolan, whom he considered a friend, a director of the Overseas Private Investment Corporation, the government’s development finance institution, and he was also the New York finance co-chairman in the Reagan campaign in both 1980 and 1984. Bolan was also close to others in Cohn’s circle, such as William F. Buckley Jr., Donald Trump and Rupert Murdoch.
Furthermore, Bolan was instrumental in securing federal judgeships for several individuals who would later become influential, including future FBI Director Louis Freeh. Cohn was also able to get friends of clients appointed as federal judges, including Donald Trump’s sister, Maryanne Trump Barry. After Barry was appointed as a federal judge, Trump called Cohn to thank him for pulling strings on his sister’s behalf.
Though Cohn was not given a public position in the Reagan administration, he was not merely a “dirty trickster” who worked in the shadows during the Reagan campaigns. In fact, he worked closely with some of the more visible faces of the campaign, including the then-communications director for Reagan’s 1980 campaign and later CIA director, William Casey. According to Christine Seymour — Cohn’s long-time switchboard operator from the late 1960s up until his death in 1986, who listened in on his calls — Casey and Cohn were close friends and, during the 1980 campaign, Casey “called Roy almost daily.”

Former FBI Director Louis Freeh has teamed up with controversial defense attorney Alan Dershowitz to register to lobby the U.S. government on behalf of an Israeli billionaire with a sketchy past, according to a registration form reviewed by CNBC.
The Trump administration sanctioned the international businessman, Dan Gertler, for making “hundreds of millions of dollars’ worth of opaque and corruption mining and oil deals in the Democratic Republic of the Congo,” the Treasury Department said in December 2017.

Dershowitz, an outspoken supporter of Trump, said he’s an attorney for Gertler.
“I am acting as a defense lawyer, not a lobbyist. But the rules require registration if you present a defense to a non-judicial agency,” he told CNBC.

Dershowitz and Freeh are lobbying the Treasury Department, which froze Gertler’s assets two years ago.

Freeh’s security team was hired by Dershowitz to investigate claims that he sexually assaulted a woman who later alleged she was abused by Jeffrey Epstein. In 2016, Freeh said his independent investigation “found no evidence to support the accusations of sexual misconduct.”
Former FBI Director Freeh May Be Tapped to Help Volkswagen with Emissions Scandal 
Looking for help with its emission scandal, Volkswagen is reportedly planning to hire former FBI Director Louis Freeh.

The automaker wants Freeh to deal with investigators who are probing the alleged manipulation of diesel-emissions test, Fox Business reports. 
Freeh currently operates a risk management group called Freeh Group International Solutions.
Interestingly, Freeh wouldn’t be the only former FBI director involved in the case. Robert Mueller, who served 12 years at the helm before retiring in 2013 has been named the “settlement master” to deal with 500 lawsuits against the company.
The Justice has accused Volkswagen of violating the Clean Air Act and is seeking as much as $46 million in a suit against the automaker.
Former FBI Director Freeh Nearly Struck 3 Motorists Before Crashing Car in Vermont 
Former FBI Director Louis Freeh nearly struck two cars and a motorcycle head-on at a high rate of speed, one of the drivers told police, the Burlington Free Press reports.

Van Coleman said the drivers took evasive action to avoid a collision after Freeh’s SUV swerved into the left lane of Vermont 12.

Coleman told the Free Press that Freeh was  “was doing about 60 to 65 miles per hour and was on the left side of the road.” The speed limit was 50 mph.

Freeh’s car swerved off the road and into a tree. He was seriously injured.
“His head was down, so I thought he had fallen asleep,” Coleman said.

Mystery G-Man Rushes to Scene
A still unidentified FBI agent was one of the first people to arrive at the accident scene, according to police. He was apparently from out of state. What he was doing there is still not clear. Police believed him to be off-duty, but could not say with certainty.

Students of history will note the many instances in which FBI have shown up at sensitive accident/crash scenes with great haste—sometimes seemingly surmounting formidable obstacles, and sometimes arriving in force that would seem impossible based on actual local staffing.
One of many examples where FBI swarmed a crash scene was the 1972 Chicago plane crash that killed Dorothy Hunt, a former CIA officer and wife of the embattled CIA officer and Watergate burglar E. Howard Hunt, while she was cooperating with a journalist on inquiries into Watergate. The FBI took over the investigation, prompting complaints from the National Transportation Safety Board, which has statutory responsibility for such air disaster probes. (A detailed review of the incident can be found in Carl Oglesby’s Yankee and Cowboy War.)

Freeh himself was involved in a similar accident scene takeover, following the downing/crash of TWA flight 800 over Long Island. Freeh commandeered the investigation from the National Transportation Safety Board right after the incident in July 1996. Once the FBI took over, the NTSB was denied access to witnesses (see Aviation Week, Dec. 15, 1997; paywall).  That August, chemists at the FBI crime lab found traces of PETN, a component of bombs and surface-to-air missiles.  Yet, in November 1997, the FBI closed the investigation for good, claiming no evidence of a criminal act had been found.  There has never been a follow-up investigation of this case. Giuliani says firm defending corrupt Romanian-American is paying him

Trump’s attorney said he wrote to the Romanian president under a retainer paid by Freeh Group, who represent Gabriel Popoviciu
https://www.theguardian.com/us-news/2018/aug/29/rudy-giuliani-romania-letter-paid-freeh-group
The former New York City mayor said on Tuesday that he wrote the letter under a retainer he is paid by the Freeh Group, a private consultancy run by Giuliani’s friend Louis Freeh, a former FBI director and federal judge. Giuliani declined to say how much he was paid.

Freeh represents Gabriel “Puiu” Popoviciu, who was convicted in 2016 of crimes relating to his purchase of land in Bucharest that he developed into a shopping mall. The conviction was upheld last year by an appeals court and Popoviciu was sentenced to seven years in prison. After police struggled to find him, he was located in London and arrested.

In a statement last year, Freeh said he had concluded that Popoviciu’s conviction and sentence were “not supported by either the facts or the law” after reviewing the case with a team that included former federal prosecutors.
Giuliani said he wrote his letter to Romania following “a review of the work done by Louis Freeh and Jim Bucknam”, Freeh Group’s chief executive. Bucknam worked for Giuliani as a federal prosecutor during the late 1980s, when Giuliani was the US attorney in Manhattan.
While Giuliani’s letter did not mention Popoviciu’s case, he claimed that innocent people had been jailed and that “an amnesty should be given to those who have been prosecuted and convicted through the excesses” of the anticorruption agency.
Asked to confirm that his work for Freeh effectively related to Popoviciu’s case, Giuliani said in a text message: “Overall situation not any one case. The letter speaks for itself. The rest you have to get from my client.” Freeh and Bucknam did not respond to requests for comment.
