A woman wrote to me, I think you are a nice man, but you deserve a woman who believes as you do what the Bible says.  I wrote to her, “I could show you many Truths that I'm sure your church does not teach that are in the Bible.  Most churches today teach a "soft" Gospel which is not the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  People can all gather around this soft "Gospel," and all denominations can agree in the "love of God."  So, it doesn't really matter where you stand or with who.  Roman Catholic, Methodist, Presbyterian, Mormon, Jehovah Witness, Muslim, Hindu, etc . . .  God loves everyone, right?  People from all these "religions" say they chose God.  He has no part of that, of course, for God ALWAYS has done the Choosing”.

The actions of a man may be hated, and just indignation be expressed against and toward them, and yet his person be loved, tenderness be used toward him, and pity shown him in one’s heart – all at the same time.  All men, even one’s enemies, are to be loved with a natural love, as men; though they cannot be loved with a spiritual affection, as we are to love the Brethren in Christ: furthermore, in natural affection there are degrees, according to the relation or relationship one has with another and circumstances that persons stand in to one another.  We can see this expressed even after the heat of battle.  We may have fought for our very lives, but after the prisoner is taken, we show him this love as a natural man, not treat him as an animal.

Bless them that curse you: when wicked men curse you, as Shimei cursed King David, 2 Samuel 16:5-13, do not “render evil for evil, or railing for railing, but contrariwise, give a blessing”; give good words, use kind language, mild and soft expressions; such as may either win upon them, or put them to shame and silence: “bless, and curse not”; the latter belongs to them, the former to you; “let them curse you, but bless thou them”: curses better fit their mouths, and blessings a Christians.  The Lord Jesus Christ in His Sermon on the Mount corrected the Scribes and Pharisee’s way of teaching this way:

Matthew 5:43-45

43Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. 

 44But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; 

 45That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.


It is important to note:  blessing here, does not signify praising them, for that would be sinful, which is sometimes the sense wrongly used of the word; nor is it wishing, or praying for a blessing on them, which is right and good to those who do God’s Will; but this is mentioned afterwards, as distinct from a blessing; wherefore, it is better to understand it of a sweet and engaging address unto, and behavior and conduct towards such, whose mouths are full of cursing and bitterness.

Do good to them that hate you; such as hate you in their hearts, and discover their hatred by their actions; do not return in the same way or manner, but on the contrary, do them all the good you can; perform all the kind offices that lie in your power, as far as possible within you . . .

Romans 12:17-19

 17Recompense to no man evil for evil. Provide things honest in the sight of all men. 

 18If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men. 

 19Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord.


Yes, we are even called to let them partake of our bounty and liberality; if poor, feed, cloth, and supply them, as you are able, with the necessities of life; and give them wholesome advice for the good of their souls: by “so doing,” you will “heap coals of fire on their heads”; of enemies, make them friends; engage their affections to you, and you may be happy instruments in doing them good, both in soul and body:

Proverbs 25:21-22

 21If thine enemy be hungry, give him bread to eat; and if he be thirsty, give him water to drink: 

 22For thou shalt heap coals of fire upon his head, and the LORD shall reward thee.


Romans 12:19-21

 19Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord. 

 20Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head. 

 21Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.

Pray for them that despitefully use you and persecute you. However, in all prayer pray that God’s Will is done in us and through us to them.  What the Lord Jesus Christ commands, He Himself did; for as He hung upon the Cross at Calvary, He prayed for His crucifiers:   the Centurion and the Roman Soldiers, who were then using Him in the most despiteful, as well as humanly cruel manner; the Lord Jesus Christ interceded for them saying, “Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do.”: and in this the Lord Jesus Christ has left us an example, that we should tread in His steps.  Thusly, He was quickly followed by his Holy Martyr Stephen; who, while he was being stoned, prayed for his persecutors and murderers, saying, “Lord, lay not this sin to their charge.” 

Acts 7:59-60

59And they stoned Stephen, calling upon God, and saying, Lord Jesus, receive my spirit. 

 60And he kneeled down, and cried with a loud voice, Lord, lay not this sin to their charge. And when he had said this, he fell asleep.


This breathes out the true spirit of Christianity, and is peculiar to it. The whole of this teaching by the Lord Jesus Christ is directly opposite to the tenets of the Jews, particularly the Scribes and Pharisees; who allowed revenge, and keeping anger against any person that had done them an injury, and sought revenge against those who crossed them.

Matthew 5:38-39

 38Ye have heard that it hath been said, An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth: 

 39But I say unto you, That ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also.

Again, as I wrote at the beginning, I could show you many Truths that I'm sure your church does not teach that are in the Bible.  Most churches today teach a "soft" Gospel which is not the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  People can all gather around this soft "Gospel," and all denominations can agree in the "love of God."  So, it doesn't really matter where you stand or with who.  Roman Catholic, Methodist, Presbyterian, Mormon, Jehovah Witness, Muslim, Hindu, etc . . .  God loves everyone, right?  People from all these "religions" say they chose God.  He has no part of that, of course, for God ALWAYS has done the Choosing.



Matthew 25:1-12

 1Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom.

 2And five of them were wise, and five were foolish.

 3They that were foolish took their lamps, and took no oil with them:

 4But the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps.

 5While the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept.

 6And at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him.

 7Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their lamps.

 8And the foolish said unto the wise, Give us of your oil; for our lamps are gone out.

 9But the wise answered, saying, Not so; lest there be not enough for us and you: but go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.

 10And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with him to the marriage: and the door was shut.

 11Afterward came also the other virgins, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us.

 12But he answered and said, Verily I say unto you, I know you not.


Luke 6:45-46

 45A good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is evil: for of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh.

 46And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?




John 14:15-17

 15If ye love me, keep my commandments. 

 16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 

 17Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.


It's all about the love of the Brethren, fellow True Worshipers, those Born Again:


1 John 5:1-4

 1Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him. 

 2By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. 

 3For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous. 

 4For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.

Again, the actions of a man may be hated, and just indignation be expressed against and toward them, and yet his person be loved, tenderness be used toward him, and pity shown him in one’s heart – all at the same time.

Mark 10:17-27

17And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life? 

 18And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God. 

Note:  He did not Worship the Lord Jesus Christ as God, but certainly should have.  He admired the Lord Jesus Christ, and in his own self righteousness came before Him, and knelt before Him as an act of worship, but did not Believe in Him, but rather believed in his own rightousness.  The Lord Jesus Christ rebukes the man for calling Him good, but without this True Worship of the Lord Jesus Christ as God.

 19Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy father and mother. 

 20And he answered and said unto him, Master, all these have I observed from my youth. 

 21Then Jesus beholding him loved him, and said unto him, One thing thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and follow me. 

 22And he was sad at that saying, and went away grieved: for he had great possessions. 

 23And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his disciples, How hardly shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God! 

 24And the disciples were astonished at his words. But Jesus answereth again, and saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for them that trust in riches to enter into the kingdom of God! 

 25It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God. 

 26And they were astonished out of measure, saying among themselves, Who then can be saved? 

 27And Jesus looking upon them saith, With men it is impossible, but not with God: for with God all things are possible.

Verse 21of Mark 10 above, “Then Jesus beholding him loved him . . .”  loved meaning:  to treat affectionately or kindly, to welcome, befriend.

  All men, even one’s enemies, are to be loved with a natural love, as men; though they cannot be loved with a spiritual affection, as we are Called to love the Brethren in Christ: furthermore, in natural affection there are degrees, according to the relation or relationship one has with another and circumstances that persons stand in to one another.  We can see this expressed even after the heat of battle.  We may have fought for our very lives, but after the prisoner is taken, we show him this love as a natural man, not treat him as an animal.


It's all about the love of the Brethren, fellow True Worshipers, those Born Again:


2 John 1:1-7

 1The elder unto the elect lady and her children, whom I love in the truth; and not I only, but also all they that have known the truth; 

 2For the truth's sake, which dwelleth in us, and shall be with us for ever. 

 3Grace be with you, mercy, and peace, from God the Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love. 

 4I rejoiced greatly that I found of thy children walking in truth, as we have received a commandment from the Father. 

 5And now I beseech thee, lady, not as though I wrote a new commandment unto thee, but that which we had from the beginning, that we love one another. 

 6And this is love, that we walk after his commandments. This is the commandment, That, as ye have heard from the beginning, ye should walk in it. 

 7For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.

1 John 4:19-21

19We love him, because he first loved us. 

 20If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 

 21And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.

(Brother:  Brethren in Christ, a fellow believer, united to another by the bond of affection). 

1 John 2:9-11

 9He that saith he is in the light, and hateth his brother, is in darkness even until now. 

 10He that loveth his brother abideth in the light, and there is none occasion of stumbling in him. 

 11But he that hateth his brother is in darkness, and walketh in darkness, and knoweth not whither he goeth, because that darkness hath blinded his eyes.

(Brother:  Brethren in Christ, a fellow believer, united to another by the bond of affection). 

1 John 2:14-16

 14I have written unto you, fathers, because ye have known him that is from the beginning. I have written unto you, young men, because ye are strong, and the word of God abideth in you, and ye have overcome the wicked one. 

 15Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 

 16For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.
(World, satan's family).  We are Called to love the Brethren. (Brother:  Brethren in Christ, a fellow believer, united to another by the bond of affection).

1 John 3:9-11

 9Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 

 10In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 

 11For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another.

(Verse 9 of 1 John 3, . . . for his seed remaineth in him, i.e.:  God's Holy Spirit remains in him, a True Believer).  


So, let's re-read 2 John 1 below knowing what the message is from 1 John 3: 11 above . . . which is the message you've heard from the beginning . . . that we should love one another, (That is love the Brethren, love one another as the Lord Jesus Christ loved them (the Apostles-- those who received direct revelation from the Lord Jesus Christ) and his Disciples (Disciples means learners)).



John 13:33-35

 33Little children, yet a little while I am with you. Ye shall seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so now I say to you. 

 34A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another. 

 35By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.

2 John 1:4-7

4I rejoiced greatly that I found of thy children walking in truth, as we have received a commandment from the Father. 

 5And now I beseech thee, lady, not as though I wrote a new commandment unto thee, but that which we had from the beginning, that we love one another. 

 6And this is love, that we walk after his commandments. This is the commandment, That, as ye have heard from the beginning, ye should walk in it. 

 7For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.



Matthew 7:21-23

21Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.

 22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?

 23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.



Luke 13:24-28

 24Strive to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.

 25When once the master of the house is risen up, and hath shut to the door, and ye begin to stand without, and to knock at the door, saying, Lord, Lord, open unto us; and he shall answer and say unto you, I know you not whence ye are:

 26Then shall ye begin to say, We have eaten and drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets.

 27But he shall say, I tell you, I know you not whence ye are; depart from me, all ye workers of iniquity.

 28There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of God, and you yourselves thrust out.
