Exodus 9:14-16

14 For I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayest know that there is none like me in all the earth.

15 For now I will stretch out my hand, that I may smite thee and thy people with pestilence; and thou shalt be cut off from the earth.

16 And in very deed for this cause have I raised thee up, for to shew in thee my power; and that my name may be declared throughout all the earth.



Deuteronomy 28:20-22

20 The Lord shall send upon thee cursing, vexation, and rebuke, in all that thou settest thine hand unto for to do, until thou be destroyed, and until thou perish quickly; because of the wickedness of thy doings, whereby thou hast forsaken me.

21 The Lord shall make the pestilence cleave unto thee, until he have consumed thee from off the land, whither thou goest to possess it.

22 The Lord shall smite thee with a consumption, and with a fever, and with an inflammation, and with an extreme burning, and with the sword, and with blasting, and with mildew; and they shall pursue thee until thou perish.



2 Chronicles 7:12-14

12 And the Lord appeared to Solomon by night, and said unto him, I have heard thy prayer, and have chosen this place to myself for an house of sacrifice.

13 If I shut up heaven that there be no rain, or if I command the locusts to devour the land, or if I send pestilence among my people;

14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.



2 Chronicles 20:9
9 If, when evil cometh upon us, as the sword, judgment, or pestilence, or famine, we stand before this house, and in thy presence, (for thy name is in this house,) and cry unto thee in our affliction, then thou wilt hear and help.



Psalm 78:49-55

49 He cast upon them the fierceness of his anger, wrath, and indignation, and trouble, by sending evil angels among them.

50 He made a way to his anger; he spared not their soul from death, but gave their life over to the pestilence;

51 And smote all the firstborn in Egypt; the chief of their strength in the tabernacles of Ham:

52 But made his own people to go forth like sheep, and guided them in the wilderness like a flock.

53 And he led them on safely, so that they feared not: but the sea overwhelmed their enemies.

54 And he brought them to the border of his sanctuary, even to this mountain, which his right hand had purchased.

55 He cast out the heathen also before them, and divided them an inheritance by line, and made the tribes of Israel to dwell in their tents.




When God's people follow false teachers, God will not hear their cries.

Jeremiah 14:11-15

11 Then said the Lord unto me, Pray not for this people for their good.

12 When they fast, I will not hear their cry; and when they offer burnt offering and an oblation, I will not accept them: but I will consume them by the sword, and by the famine, and by the pestilence.

13 Then said I, Ah, Lord God! behold, the prophets say unto them, Ye shall not see the sword, neither shall ye have famine; but I will give you assured peace in this place.

14 Then the Lord said unto me, The prophets prophesy lies in my name: I sent them not, neither have I commanded them, neither spake unto them: they prophesy unto you a false vision and divination, and a thing of nought, and the deceit of their heart.

15 Therefore thus saith the Lord concerning the prophets that prophesy in my name, and I sent them not, yet they say, Sword and famine shall not be in this land; By sword and famine shall those prophets be consumed.



Jeremiah 24:10 
10And I will send the sword, the famine, and the pestilence, among them, till they be consumed from off the land that I gave unto them and to their fathers.



Jeremiah 29:17 
17Thus saith the Lord of hosts; Behold, I will send upon them the sword, the famine, and the pestilence, and will make them like vile figs, that cannot be eaten, they are so evil.
Note:  Figs are required by God to produce much fruit, or they are cursed of God.

Mark 11:21 
21And Peter calling to remembrance saith unto him, Master, behold, the fig tree which thou cursedst is withered away.



Habakkuk 3:4-6

4 And his brightness was as the light; he had horns coming out of his hand: and there was the hiding of his power.

5 Before him went the pestilence, and burning coals went forth at his feet.

6 He stood, and measured the earth: he beheld, and drove asunder the nations; and the everlasting mountains were scattered, the perpetual hills did bow: his ways are everlasting.

Note:  "And his brightness was as the light; . . ."By which is meant a power that was joined with His brightness, which was hidden to the rest of the world, but was revealed at Mount Sinai to His people:

Exodus 24:16
16 And the glory of the Lord abode upon mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days: and the seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud.

Psalm 31:16
16 Make thy face to shine upon thy servant: save me for thy mercies' sake.


" . . . he had horns coming out of his hand:  . . ."  "horns" being an emblem of power and might, authority and dominion.  Thus, the phrase may denote that power and authority in Heaven and in earth which are given to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone as Mediator and Savior, and exercised by Him.   

The word "horn" is a military term, and is used for the wings of armies, those held both to the right and left of the Commander.  Here, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is being described as a Commander, a General of an army, the Lord of Hosts, marching forth in a warlike manner.

Exodus 15:3 
3The Lord is a man of war: the Lord is his name.

" . . . he had horns coming out of his hand:  . . ."  which denotes armies, the Hosts of Heaven and the companies under Him, at his hand, in His Hand, like the Preachers (Stars) of the Seven Churches:

Revelation 1:16
16 And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength.


Revelation 1:20
20 The mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and the seven golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches: and the seven candlesticks which thou sawest are the seven churches.



" . . . he had horns coming out of his hand:  . . ." is the Hosts of Heaven under His Command, accoutred (accountred:  to provide with equipment or furnishings : outfitted,) and ready to obey His Orders, His Commands.  This is particularly true of the Apostles, whom he sent forth to subdue men to Him.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in His Power committing the Gospel of the circumcision to the Apostle Peter, and of the uncircumcision to the Apostle Paul, Galatians 2:7-9, whose ministrations were made successful to the pulling down of the strong holds of sin and satan, and reducing many to the obedience of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


". . . and there was the hiding of his power."  That is, in His hand, there was His power, which before was hidden, which is now made manifest (known,) and yet so little displayed, in comparison of what it is in itself, that it may be rather said to be hid here rather than revealed.  There, in His hand, lies His power, with which He hides and covers His people in the day of battle, especially His ministering slaves, His Pastors, whom He holds in His right hand, and preserves them amidst a thousand dangers and difficulties, and keeps them for further usefulness:



John 10:27-30

27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.

30 I and my Father are one.


Acts 18:10
10 For I am with thee, and no man shall set on thee to hurt thee: for I have much people in this city.
