Deuteronomy 21:14 
14And it shall be, if thou have no delight in her, then thou shalt let her go whither she will; but thou shalt not sell her at all for money, thou shalt not make merchandise of her, because thou hast humbled her.
Deuteronomy 24:7
7 If a man be found stealing any of his brethren of the children of Israel, and maketh merchandise of him, or selleth him; then that thief shall die; and thou shalt put evil away from among you.

Note:  The sense of both Deuteronomy 21:14 and 24:7 is the sense shown in 24:7 directly above, that making merchandise is stealing (i.e.:  making a slave, and selling him) . . .  A manstealer, a thief, i.e.:  menstealers, 1 Timothy 1:9-11 shall die . . .
2 Peter 2:3 
3And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise of you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not.
Note:  Covetousness in the Greek means :  Avarice (Avarice:  Excessive or insatiable desire for wealth or gain:  greed, greediness, cupidity(Cupidity:  a strong desire for money or possessions, lust, i.e. (by implication) fraudulency, extortion -- covetous(-ness) practices, greediness).
“ . . .with feigned words . . .”  Feigned in the Greek means:  Made up, counterfeit.  Properly, shaped according to a mold (predesign) to deceive; (figuratively) "made-up," fabricated, i.e. unrealistic ("forged" from something artificial, not from God’s Words); contrived (Contrived:  having an unnatural or false appearance or quality, phony, pretended, unnatural) but made to seem as though God’s Words, but artificial, faked, made-up.
The words make merchandise in the Greek means:  To buy and sell, to trade off, to make a trade (trade their words) for gain, for money, filthy lucre, for men’s souls – to sell you soul to satan.

Filthy lucre, i.e.:  Money:  1 Timothy 3:1-13; Titus 1:4-16; 1 Peter 5:1-10.

Jeremiah 6:13 
13 For from the least of them even unto the greatest of them every one is given to covetousness; and from the prophet even unto the priest every one dealeth falsely.
Luke 16:14
14 And the Pharisees also, who were covetous, heard all these things: and they derided him.

Note:  Covetous in the Greek means:  Money-loving, avaricious (Avaricious:  Greedy of gain:  excessively acquisitive especially in seeking to hoard riches,) covetous.  
The Scribes and Pharisees, the Jews, hated the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and wanted Him dead.  The new religion -- according to these Jews, this Christianity which was the True Worshipers, those Called of God, those Born Again Believers as followers and slaves of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth – needed to go. Therefore, they sent in spies to undermine, and to destroy the True Christian Church.  These were false Brethren, Jews, who infiltrated the new Christian Churches and eventually took control, took over dragging the Old Testament Priesthood with them into the New Testament Church.  These false Brethren, Jews, formed within Christianity the Roman Catholic “church”.  The Jews, who had rejected the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Messiah sent forth spies into Christ's Church to destroy that system from within.  These Judaizers, these false Brethren, were simply of satan.  They had opposed the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the Lord Jesus Christ had said of them, that they were satan's children, and did the “will of their father: who was a murderer, and a lair, yes, the very “father of lies””.  These satanic Jews/Egyptian/Babylonian/ worshipers hated the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God's Only Begotten Son, and had Him crucified.  Therefore, like the Scribes and Pharisees, and all the people who followed their leaders, these corrupted Jews sent forth their spies into Christianity.  These Judaizers, who came from this corrupted group of Jews who had brought their false Egyptian/Babylonian worship into the Hebrew worship at the Temple at Jerusalem, came into Christianity as spies, to destroy by corruption the people of God.  These Jews, according to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth were covetous, lovers of money, wealth, power, position, etc . . . 
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These false Brethren, those who seek base gain, like much of the "churches" today whose Pastors and staff seek much base gain, are greedy, dishonestly seeking wealth, which is "lucre," as in:
1 Samuel 8:3
3And his sons walked not in his ways, but turned aside after lucre, and took bribes, and perverted judgment.

Note:  Lucre means base gain, greedy for money, dishonest wealth.

1 Timothy 3:3
3Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous;

1 Timothy 3:8
8Likewise must the deacons be grave, not doubletongued, not given to much wine, not greedy of filthy lucre;

Titus 1:7
7For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre;

Titus 1:11
11Whose mouths must be stopped, who subvert whole houses, teaching things which they ought not, for filthy lucre's sake.

1 Peter 5:2
2Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind;

Luke 12:13-21
13 And one of the company said unto him, Master, speak to my brother, that he divide the inheritance with me.

14 And he said unto him, Man, who made me a judge or a divider over you?

15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth.

16 And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully:

17 And he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits?

18 And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods.

19 And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.

20 But God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided?

21 So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God.

Acts 20:16-38
16 For Paul had determined to sail by Ephesus, because he would not spend the time in Asia: for he hasted, if it were possible for him, to be at Jerusalem the day of Pentecost.

17 And from Miletus he sent to Ephesus, and called the elders of the church.

18 And when they were come to him, he said unto them, Ye know, from the first day that I came into Asia, after what manner I have been with you at all seasons,

19 Serving the Lord with all humility of mind, and with many tears, and temptations, which befell me by the lying in wait of the Jews:

20 And how I kept back nothing that was profitable unto you, but have shewed you, and have taught you publicly, and from house to house,

21 Testifying both to the Jews, and also to the Greeks, repentance toward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.

22 And now, behold, I go bound in the spirit unto Jerusalem, not knowing the things that shall befall me there:

23 Save that the Holy Ghost witnesseth in every city, saying that bonds and afflictions abide me.

24 But none of these things move me, neither count I my life dear unto myself, so that I might finish my course with joy, and the ministry, which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God.

25 And now, behold, I know that ye all, among whom I have gone preaching the kingdom of God, shall see my face no more.

26 Wherefore I take you to record this day, that I am pure from the blood of all men.

27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.

28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.

29 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not sparing the flock.

30 Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them.

31 Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space of three years I ceased not to warn every one night and day with tears.

32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up, and to give you an inheritance among all them which are sanctified.
33 I have coveted no man's silver, or gold, or apparel.
34 Yea, ye yourselves know, that these hands have ministered unto my necessities, and to them that were with me.

35 I have shewed you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, It is more blessed to give than to receive.

36 And when he had thus spoken, he kneeled down, and prayed with them all.

37 And they all wept sore, and fell on Paul's neck, and kissed him,

38 Sorrowing most of all for the words which he spake, that they should see his face no more. And they accompanied him unto the ship.
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Romans 1:28-35
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient;
29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers,

30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:

32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.
Romans 7:6-8
6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.

7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.
8 But sin, taking occasion by the commandment, wrought in me all manner of concupiscence. For without the law sin was dead.
Romans 13:8-10
8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.
The Apostle Paul taught that a Christian was to let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for he who loves his fellowman has fulfilled the Law. The Commandments, "Do not commit adultery," "Do not murder," "Do not steal," "Do not covet," and whatever other Commandment there may be, are summed up in this one rule: "Love your neighbor as yourself." Love does no harm to its neighbor. Therefore love thy neighbor by (following the above Commandments listed in the Ten Commandments concerning one's neighbor, which is listed in the Second Table of the Law, www.alemattec.com/Franklin Graham, 'Why I am boycotting Wells Fargo,' and the Ten Commandments . . . .doc) is the fulfillment of the Law to love thy neighbor.  Doing no evil against your neighbor, not breaking God's Law concerning how to treat one another, fulfills the Law of loving thy neighbor.  (We might actually not even like them, but NOT doing them evil as above fulfills the Law of loving thy neighbor).
