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Thus, Vicar of Christ means: One who opposes Christ, One who is a substitute for Christ, One who is:   anti (opposes, substitutes for) Christ. 

Note:  God would not, and did not, send “a mere man” to be the substitute for Himself.  God would send men to represent Him, but NOT to be His substitute.  God would ONLY send another God to be His substitute, John 5:37; John 6:39; John 6:57; John 8:18; John 8:29; John 8:42; John 10:36; John 12:49; John 14:24; John 14:26; John 15:26; John 17:21; John 17:25; John 20:21.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- God-man, sent by God the Father, as did God the Father, AND God the Son sent God the Holy Ghost as another Comforter to His Chosen, John 3:1-21, His Elect, the True Worshipers, those Born Again, Called as God the Father's AND God the Son's representative or witness.


If a mere man claims to be God’s substitute, or a substitute for God he in fact opposes God, and in the Greek above in the Holy Bible the word means anti, i.e.:  opposite, substitute for, or one who opposes God.  Therefore, if a mere man then makes such a claim “to be God’s substitute” he is in fact an anti-God.
