This is a false Gospel, not the one once delivered to the Saints. 

Jude 1:1-4

 1Jude, the servant of Jesus Christ, and brother of James, to them that are sanctified by God the Father, and preserved in Jesus Christ, and called: 

 2Mercy unto you, and peace, and love, be multiplied. 

 3Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you, and exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints. 

 4For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ. 

Man never had "free will" in the spiritual realm.  God alone is sovereign and always does the choosing.  satan is sovereign in the unbelievers life so that they are blinded, deaf, and cannot come to God as their hearts are stony in them to the Gospel.  In this way, they are DEAD in their trespasses and sins with no ability in such a condition, as sin so envelops them -- mind, body, soul, and spirit so that they cannot come to life apart from God's Choice to quicken them.  No free will in the spiritual realm!  Even in a perfect world where Adam and Eve knew no sin, their free will was exercised to deny God.  God had to remedy this, so He exercises His Will over man in the spiritual realm to bring them to Him.  Even in a perfect world, man always chooses self over God in the exercise of their free will. This is a snare of the devil, satan, which declares that man can come to God in his, mans, free will.

God the Father alone can Call one to repentance.

2 Timothy 2:25-26

 25In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 

satan's control, where they have no free will for he has taken them captive "at his will".  How may the "recover themselves.?"  Only if God, peradventure (peradventure in the Greek means:  whether at all, if perhaps" "He, God the Father" will give them repentance . . . to acknowledge the Truth -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as Lord, God, King, Savior, as He alone is the Truth . . . "

 26And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.


" . . . out of the snare of the devil, who are taken (THEM) captive by him (satan) at his will."

Where is their free will in the spiritual realm here, when satan has taken them captive -- ". . . at his, satan's will?".  Their hearts are made of stone, their eyes have scales, their ears are full of wax, they are dead in their trespasses and sins.  God ALONE can break this bondage.  Every person who becomes a miracle of faith in the Lord Jesus Christ has been quickened, made alive, by God the Father, where they come to acknowledge the Truth -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but not by the will of man (free will).  Only God can cause one to be made alive, so only those whom He has Called to believe acknowledge His Truth and thus receive Him, alone as their Lord, God, King, Savior, the Only begotten son of the Father -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and thus they receive repentance and eternal life at His hand.


John 1:12-13

12But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 
Note: "But as many as received Him . . ."  Received in the Greek means:  to associate with one's self as companion, attendant" to be His attendant.
The received is a passive receiving done to one by God placing the seed in them, and thus they become His (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's) attendant, slave.  It is passive until received, then one places hold of it and cannot let go for it is now become part of them, as their new birth.  Example:  As, I can receive a bullet into my arm.  I didn't actively ask for the bullet, but at the same time it was received there.

 13Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.


Let's look at an example of those who "receive":


Matthew 13:16-23

16But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. 

 17For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them. 

 18Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower. (Note:  Man isn't doing anything until God initiates by His Word and actively does the sowing (sending the bullet using my example above).

Isaiah 55:11
 11So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.

Note:  God is the sower, God the Father in and through and by God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as He -- God the Son does nothing (says or does anything of His own Will but in stead came to do the Will of His father).

 19When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart. This is he which received seed by the way side. 
(Note:  Man in his fallen nature, stony heart, dead in their trespasses and sins cannot understand:  No one understandeth, and none seek after God!  Why?  As it is written!

Romans 3:10-12

10As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 

 11There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 
 12They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. )


 20But he that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it; 

 21Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended. 

 22He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful. 

 23But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

Romans 3:11
11There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 

So, how does one understandeth the Word of God?  God's free gift of faith -- Grace alone!  Why did God cause the New Birth this way?  So that none can boast!

Ephesians 2:8-10

8For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: 

 9Not of works, lest any man should boast. 

 10For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.


When the Word was Preached, did all believe?

Acts 2:47

 47Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.


Acts 13:48

48And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.

Does every man hear?  No.   That is what the Lord Jesus Christ repeats over and over again . . . Those who have ears . . .   Has ever man learned of the Father (been taught by the Father)?  No.  Only those he has ordained to eternal life hear, and only those who are then taught by God the Father, after He has Chosen them, will come to the Son.

John 6:43-45

43Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not among yourselves. 

 44No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

 45It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.


Matthew 13:8-11

 8But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold. 

 9Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. 

 10And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? 

 11He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.


Matthew 13:24-30

 24Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field: 

 25But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way. 

 26But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also. 

 27So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares? 

 28He said unto them, An enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? 

 29But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. 

 30Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.



Matthew 13:36-43

 36Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field. 

 37He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man; 

Note:  God is the sower, God the Father in and through and by God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as He -- God the Son does nothing (says or does anything of His own Will but in stead came to do the Will of His father).

 38The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one; 

 39The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels. 

 40As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world. 

 41The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity; 

 42And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 

 43Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.


John 5:30-40

 30I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me. 

 31If I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true. 

 32There is another that beareth witness of me; and I know that the witness which he witnesseth of me is true. 

 33Ye sent unto John, and he bare witness unto the truth. 

 34But I receive not testimony from man: but these things I say, that ye might be saved. 

 35He was a burning and a shining light: and ye were willing for a season to rejoice in his light. 
Note:  John the Baptist, the Lord Jesus Christ says, "He was a burning and a shining light: . . ."

 36But I have greater witness than that of John: for the works which the Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do, bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me. 

 37And the Father himself, which hath sent me, hath borne witness of me. Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape. 

 38And ye have not his word abiding in you: for whom he hath sent, him ye believe not. 

 39Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me. 

 40And ye will not come to me, that ye might have life.

Why would they (the Scribes and the Pharisees, the Herodians, the Sadducees, and all the people that followed them) NOT come to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that they would have eternal life?  They had scales on their eyes, wax in their ears, controlled by satan at his will, doing their father's deeds, loving their inequity, not understanding God's Word, not being righteous (that is, not being made so by God,) therefore, they died in their sins.


Matthew 22:15-46

 15Then went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they might entangle him in his talk.

16And they sent out unto him their disciples with the Herodians, saying, Master, we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God in truth, neither carest thou for any man: for thou regardest not the person of men.

 17Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute unto Caesar, or not? 

 18But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye me, ye hypocrites? 

 19Shew me the tribute money. And they brought unto him a penny. 

 20And he saith unto them, Whose is this image and superscription? 

 21They say unto him, Caesar's. Then saith he unto them, Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are Caesar's; and unto God the things that are God's. 

 22When they had heard these words, they marvelled, and left him, and went their way. 

 23The same day came to him the Sadducees, which say that there is no resurrection, and asked him, 

 24Saying, Master, Moses said, If a man die, having no children, his brother shall marry his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother. 

 25Now there were with us seven brethren: and the first, when he had married a wife, deceased, and, having no issue, left his wife unto his brother: 

 26Likewise the second also, and the third, unto the seventh. 

 27And last of all the woman died also. 

 28Therefore in the resurrection whose wife shall she be of the seven? for they all had her. 

 29Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God. 

 30For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven. 

(Note:  Again, since there is no death in heaven, there is not need to have children.  Those Born Again, become adopted children in Heaven.  God has exactly the number of children in heaven that He wants).

 31But as touching the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read that which was spoken unto you by God, saying, 

 32I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? God is not the God of the dead, but of the living. 

 33And when the multitude heard this, they were astonished at his doctrine. 

 34But when the Pharisees had heard that he had put the Sadducees to silence, they were gathered together. 

 35Then one of them, which was a lawyer, asked him a question, tempting him, and saying, 

 36Master, which is the great commandment in the law? 

 37Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 

 38This is the first and great commandment. 

 39And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 

 40On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets. 

 41While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them, 

 42Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The son of David. 

 43He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, 

 44The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool? 

 45If David then call him Lord, how is he his son? 

 46And no man was able to answer him a word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him any more questions.

King David, in spirit (by the Holy Spirit of God says) that His Lord the one that ruleth over him has one that rules over his Lord, i.e.:  God the Father. 44The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool?

King David said, . . .So, LORD (God the Father) said unto my Lord (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) . . .  

They were afraid to answer the Lord Jesus Christ's question, therefore no man that day would ask Him any more questions:

46And no man was able to answer him a word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him any more questions.


Luke 20:27-47

27Then came to him certain of the Sadducees, which deny that there is any resurrection; and they asked him, 

 28Saying, Master, Moses wrote unto us, If any man's brother die, having a wife, and he die without children, that his brother should take his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother. 

 29There were therefore seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and died without children. 

 30And the second took her to wife, and he died childless. 

 31And the third took her; and in like manner the seven also: and they left no children, and died. 

 32Last of all the woman died also. 

 33Therefore in the resurrection whose wife of them is she? for seven had her to wife. 

 34And Jesus answering said unto them, The children of this world marry, and are given in marriage: 

 35But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage: 

 36Neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the angels; and are the children of God, being the children of the resurrection. 

 37Now that the dead are raised, even Moses shewed at the bush, when he calleth the Lord the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. 

 38For he is not a God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto him. 

 39Then certain of the scribes answering said, Master, thou hast well said. 

 40And after that they durst not ask him any question at all. 

Note:  By this answer, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth silenced the Scribes (the Doctors of the Law, God's Old Testament).

The Lord Jesus Christ goes on to ask them a question they would not answer:

 41And he said unto them, How say they that Christ is David's son? 

 42And David himself saith in the book of Psalms, The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, 

Note:  King David said, . . .So, LORD (God the Father) said unto my Lord (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) . . .  


 43Till I make thine enemies thy footstool. 

 44David therefore calleth him Lord, how is he then his son? 

 45Then in the audience of all the people he said unto his disciples, 

 46Beware of the scribes, which desire to walk in long robes, and love greetings in the markets, and the highest seats in the synagogues, and the chief rooms at feasts; 

 47Which devour widows' houses, and for a shew make long prayers: the same shall receive greater damnation.



Revelation 22:15-17

 15For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 

 16I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares that He is the root and the offspring of King David.  The ROOT the one that produced King David, then came from Him as King David was of the House of Judah.

 17And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.


Revelation 5:1-6

 1And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals. 

 2And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof? 

 3And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, neither to look thereon. 

 4And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon. 

 5And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof. 

 6And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.


Mark 3:6
6And the Pharisees went forth, and straightway took counsel with the Herodians against him, how they might destroy him.

Mark 12:13
13And they send unto him certain of the Pharisees and of the Herodians, to catch him in his words.


Matthew 16:6
6Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees.

Matthew 16:11-12
11How is it that ye do not understand that I spake it not to you concerning bread, that ye should beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees?  12Then understood they how that he bade them not beware of the leaven of bread, but of the doctrine of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees.
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had to repeat to them over and over, as they didn't understand what leaven was in His sayings.  They did not understand, and thought the Lord Jesus Christ was speaking of leaven in bread.  Then, they understood that he wasn't warning them about leaven in bread, but that the leaven was DOCTRINE of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees, and of the Herodians.  Leaven is their DOCTRINE.

Mark 8:15
15And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the leaven of the Pharisees, and of the leaven of Herod.

Leaven of Herod or the Herodians.  Their false Doctrine.  Worship of their rulers as god, as infallible as if they were truly as God themselves.

The Herodians were a public political party, but followers believed in Worship of Caesar or the King as one anointed by God, who distinguished themselves from the two great historical parties of post-exilian Judaism (Pharisees and Sadducees) by the fact that they were and had been sincerely friendly to Herod the Great, the King of the Jews, and to his dynasty (cf. such formations as "Caesariani," "Pompeiani").

True, God anoints (places by His Own power, His Own authority, His Own hand) all that rule, both good and bad Kings, i.e.:  good King, King David; bad King, Pharaoh.  People believed that if God placed the King in power to rule over them, that they are to worship that leader and follow that leader blindly, i.e. the so called "pope".

Leaven of Herod or the Herodians.  Their false Doctrine.  Worship of their rulers as god, as infallible as if they were truly as God themselves.  In each of the cases shown below, the Herodians had their name coupled with that of the Pharisees.

Mark 3:6
 6And the Pharisees went forth, and straightway took counsel with the Herodians against him, how they might destroy him.

Mark 12:13
13And they send unto him certain of the Pharisees and of the Herodians, to catch him in his words.


Matthew 22:15-16

15Then went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they might entangle him in his talk. 

 16And they sent out unto him their disciples with the Herodians, saying, Master, we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God in truth, neither carest thou for any man: for thou regardest not the person of men.


Mark 8:15

 15And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the leaven of the Pharisees, and of the leaven of Herod.


Luke 13:31-32

 31The same day there came certain of the Pharisees, saying unto him, Get thee out, and depart hence: for Herod will kill thee. 

 32And he said unto them, Go ye, and tell that fox, Behold, I cast out devils, and I do cures to day and to morrow, and the third day I shall be perfected.


Acts 4:25-28

 25Who by the mouth of thy servant David hast said, Why did the heathen rage, and the people imagine vain things? 

 26The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ. 

 27For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together, 

 28For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel determined before to be done.



Leaven of Herod or the Herodians.  Their false Doctrine.   Worship of their rulers as god, as infallible as if they were truly as God themselves. 


There were tensions because of the religious and secular leadership roles held by Hyrcanus.  Sixty-three coins found near Bethlehem bear the inscription, “Yohanan the High Priest.” The reserve side of the coins contains the phrase, “The Assembly of the Jews.” This seems to suggest that during his reign, Hyrcanus was NOT an absolute ruler. Instead, Hyrcanus had to submit at times to an Assembly of Jews that had a certain amount of minority power.  The conflict between the Pharisees and Hyrcanus was of Hyrcanus’ roles as High Priest and Ethnarch (Ethnarch -- political leadership over a common ethnic group or homogeneous kingdom. The word is derived from the Greek words ἔθνος (ethnos, "tribe/nation") and ἄρχων (archon, "leader/ruler")) led to a falling out. Thus, this conflict between Hyrcanus and the Pharisees elevated the status of the Sadducees.

Ethnarch refers to rulers of vassal kingdoms who did not rise to the level of Kings, but who were greeted as though they were Kings.  Given the same honor. The Romans used the terms natio and gens for a people as a genetic and cultural entity, regardless of political statehood.

The best-known Ethnarch is Herod Archelaus, son of Herod the Great, who was Ethnarch of Samaria, Judea (Judah), and Idumea (Edom), from the death of his father in 4 BC where Ethnarch Herod Archelaus ruled until AD 6. This region is known as the Tetrarchy of Judea. His brother Philip received the north-east of the realm and was styled Tetrarch (circa 'ruler of a quarter'); and Galilee was given to Herod Antipas, who bore the same title. Consequently, Archelaus' title singled him out as the senior ruler, higher in rank than the Tetrarchs and the Chief of the Jewish nation; these three sovereignties were in a sense reunited under Herod Agrippa from 41 to 44 A.D..

Previously, Hyrcanus II, one of the later Hasmonean rulers of Judea, had also held the title of Ethnarch, as well as that of High Priest.

Queen Alexandra of Jerusalem 139–67 B.C. was the only Jewish regnant queen, she was the last woman ruler of Judaea, and the last ruler of ancient Judaea to die as the ruler of an independent kingdom.

A Queen Regnant (plural "Queens Regnant") is a female monarch who reigns in her own right, in contrast to a "Queen Consort", who is the wife of a reigning King. An Empress Regnant is a female monarch who reigns in her own right over an empire.

Queens Regnant possess and exercise sovereign powers. The husbands of Queens Regnant do not usually share their wives' rank, title or sovereignty. Queens Consort share their husbands' rank and titles, but do not share the sovereignty of their husbands.

A "Queen Dowager" is the widow of a king who reigned in his own right, and a "Queen Mother" is a Queen Dowager who is also the mother of a reigning, or former reigning sovereign.

Queen Alexandra was initially sympathetic to the Nasorean chief-priest of her day before being convinced to order his execution.  Queen Alexandra's oldest son by Alexander Jannaeus was Hyrcanus II who fought his younger brother Aristobulus II in the 60's B.C. over the Jewish High Priesthood. Hyrcanus II was eventually successful after enlisting the help of the Nabataean king, Aretas III; bribing Roman officials, including Scaurus; and gaining the favor of Pompey the Great who defeated his brother and took him away to Rome.

Reestablishment of the Sanhedrin . . .

The Pharisees, who had suffered intense misery under Alexander, now became not only a tolerated section of the community, but actually the ruling class. Queen Alexandra installed as High Priest her eldest son, Hyrcanus II a man wholly after the heart of the Pharisees and the Sanhedrin was reorganized according to their wishes. This body had hitherto been, as it were, a "house of lords," the members of which belonged to the highest rabbinical court. So, from this time forward the Sanhedrin became a "supreme court" for the administration of justice and religious matters, the guidance of which was placed in the hands of the Pharisees.

The Sadducees were moved to petition Queen Alexandra for protection against the ruling party. Alexandra, who desired to avoid all party conflict, removed the Sadducees from Jerusalem, assigning certain fortified towns for their residence.  

The Herodian Dynasty was a Jewish dynasty of Idumean descent, client Kings of Roman Iudaea Province between 37 B.C. and 92 A.D.  Herod the Great, who was the son of Antipater the Idumean and Cypros, a Nabataean princess, managed to escape to Rome. There he was elected King of the Jews by the Roman Senate. However Herod did not fully conquer all Israel until 37 B.C. He ruled for 34 years.

Herod the Great ruled Israel until 4 B.C.; at his death his kingdom was divided among his three sons.

Herod Archelaus, son of Herod the Great and Malthace the Samaritan, was given the main part of the kingdom: Judea, Edom and Samaria. He ruled for ten years until 6 A.D. when he was "banished to Vienne in Gaul, where—according to Dion Cassius Cocceianus, "Hist. Roma," lv. 27—he lived for the remainder of his days."

Herod Philip I, son of Herod and his fifth wife Cleopatra of Jerusalem, was given jurisdiction over the northeast part of his father's kingdom; he ruled there until his death in 34 A.D..

Herod Antipas, another son of Herod and Malthace, was made ruler of the Galilee and Perea; he ruled there until he was exiled to Spain by emperor Caligula in 39 A.D.. Herod Antipas is also the person referenced in the Christian New Testament Gospels, playing a role in the death of John the Baptist and the trial of Jesus.

King Agrippa I was the grandson of Herod the Great; thanks to his friendship with Emperor Caligula (The third Emperor of the Roman Empire) he was appointed by Caligula as ruler of the territories of Herod Philip after his death in 34 A.D., and in 39 A.D. he was given the territories of Herod Antipas. In 41 A.D. emperor Claudius added to his territory the parts of Iudea province that previously belonged to Herod Archelaus. Thus, King Agrippa re-united his grandfather's kingdom under his rule. He died in 44 A.D..

Emperor Caligula Claims of divinity . . .

When several kings came to Rome to pay their respects to him and argued about their nobility of descent, he cried out "Let there be one Lord, one King". In A.D. 40, Caligula began implementing very controversial policies that introduced religion into his political role. Caligula began appearing in public dressed as various gods and demigods such as Hercules, Mercury, Venus and Apollo. Reportedly, he began referring to himself as a god when meeting with politicians and he was referred to as Jupiter on occasion in public documents. A sacred precinct was set apart for his worship at Miletus in the province of Asia and two temples were erected for worship of him in Rome. The Temple of Castor and Pollux on the Forum was linked directly to the Imperial residence on the Palatine and dedicated to Caligula. He would appear here on occasion and present himself as a god to the public. Caligula had the heads removed from various statues of gods and replaced with his own in various temples. It is said that he wished to be worshipped as Neos Helios, the New Sun. Indeed, he was represented as a sun god on Egyptian coins.

Caligula's religious policy was a departure from that of his predecessors. Living Emperors could be worshipped as divine in the east and dead Emperors could be worshipped as divine in Rome. Augustus had the public "worship his spirit" on occasion, but this was an extreme act that emperors generally shied away from. Caligula took things a step further and had those in Rome, including Senators, worship him as a physical living god.

King Agrippa I'st son, King Agrippa II was appointed King and ruler of the northern parts of his father's kingdom. He was the last of the Herodians, and with his death in 92 A.D., the dynasty was extinct.

Leaven of Herod or the Herodians.  Their false Doctrine.  Worship of their rulers as god, as infallible as if they were truly as God themselves.


The Vatican Obelisk was first brought from Egypt to Rome by Caligula. It was the centerpiece of a large racetrack he built.  The city of Rome harbors the most obelisks in the world. There are eight ancient Egyptian and five ancient Roman obelisks in Rome, together with a number of more modern obelisks; there was also formerly (until 2005) an ancient Ethiopian obelisk in Rome.

Originally raised (created or built)) in the Forum Iulium in Alexandria, Egypt by the prefect Cornelius Gallus on Augustus's orders around 30–28 B.C. The Vatican Obelisk was brought to Rome by Caligula in 37 for the Spina (spine) of the Vatican Circus. Relocated by Pope Sixtus V in 1586 using a method devised by Domenico Fontana; the first monumental obelisk raised in the modern period, it is the only obelisk in Rome that has not toppled since Roman times. During the Middle Ages, the gilt ball on top of the obelisk was believed to contain the ashes of Julius Caesar.  Fontana later removed the ancient metal ball, now in a Rome museum, that stood atop the obelisk and found only dust. 

Vatican Circus was the site of the first organized, state-sponsored martyrdoms of Christians in 65 A.D.. Tradition holds that two years later, Saint Peter and many other Christians shared their fate. The circumstances were described in detail by Tacitus in a well-known passage of the Annals, (xv.44).

The site for crucifixions in the Circus would have been along the spina ("spine"), as suggested by early Acts of Peter describing the spot of his martyrdom as inter duas metas ("between the two metae or turning-posts", which would have been equidistant between the two ends of the circus). This identification is likely to be genuine given the trauma of the event for the Christian community. An obelisk found at the center of this Circus's spina was re-erected in Saint Peter's Square in the 16th century by the architect Domenico Fontana. The Vatican Obelisk was originally brought to Rome by Caligula.

At the base of the Vatican Obelisk, is the "wind rose" which are sixteen elliptical white marble markers is labeled with the compass point and the name of the wind from that direction.  The "Wind Rose" is ancient, but it was added to the Saint Peter's Square in 1850 by "pope" Pius IX.  At the same time, "The Tower of the Winds" was built at Rome.

Frescoes of the Tower of Winds (1578-1582) in Rome . . .  The Tower of the Winds was and is pagan.

The Tower of the Winds, also called horologion (timepiece), is an octagonal Pentelic marble clocktower on the Roman agora in Athens.   http://www.chem.uoa.gr/Location/AthensMap/AM_Aerides.htm The structure features a combination of sundials, a water clock and a wind vane.[1] It was supposedly built by Andronicus of Cyrrhus around 50 B.C., but according to other sources might have been constructed in the 2nd century B.C. before the rest of the forum.

The 12-metre-tall structure has a diameter of about 8 metres and was topped in antiquity by a weathervane-like Triton that indicated the wind direction. Below the frieze depicting the eight wind deities — Boreas (N), Kaikias (NE), Eurus (E), Apeliotes (SE), Notus (S), Livas (SW), Zephyrus (W), and Skiron (NW) — there are eight sundials. In its interior, there was a water clock (or clepsydra), driven by water coming down from the Acropolis.

In early Christian times, the building was used as the bell-tower of a Byzantine Church. Under Ottoman rule it became a tekke and was used by whirling dervishes.  Whirling Dervishes:  The Mevlevi Order, or the Mevlevilik or Mevleviye (Persian: مولويه - Molavīyeh) are a Sufi order founded in Konya (in present-day Turkey) by the followers of Jalal ad-Din Muhammad Balkhi-Rumi, a 13th century Persian poet, Islamic jurist, and theologian. Mevlevi Order are also known as the Whirling Dervishes due to their famous practice of whirling as a form of dhikr (remembrance of God). Dervish is a common term for an initiate of the Sufi path; the whirling is part of the formal Sema ceremony and the participants are properly known as semazen-s.  The Mawlawi believe in performing their dhikr in the form of a "dance" and musical ceremony known as the Sema, which involves the whirling, from which the order acquired its nickname. The Sema represents a mystical journey of man's spiritual ascent through mind and love to the "Perfect". Turning towards the truth, the follower grows through love, deserts his ego, finds the truth, and arrives at the "Perfect". He then returns from this spiritual journey as a man who has reached maturity and a greater perfection, able to love and to be of service to the whole of creation.

Rumi has said in reference to Sema:

"For them it is the Sema
 of this world and the other.
 Even more for the circle of dancers
 within the Sema
 Who turn and have, in their midst,
 their own Ka'aba."

and what he is saying is that when, like in Mecca you have come closer to God, likewise when you perform Sema you are also closer to God.

A Khanqah, Khaniqah (also transliterated as Khanqa, and Khaneqa Persian: Khanegah and Khaneghah), ribat, zawiya, or tekke is a building designed specifically for gatherings of a Sufi brotherhood, or tariqa, and is a place for spiritual retreat and character reformation. In the past, and to a lesser extent nowadays, they often served as hospices for Sufi travelers (Salik) and Islamic students (Talib). Khanqahs are very often found adjoined to Dargahs (shrine of a Sufi saint), mosques and madrasas (Islamic schools). They are found throughout the Persian-influenced Islamic world, especially Iran, Central Asia and South Asia.

Sufism emerged as a movement within Islam, or when the first khanqah or or tekke was built. Sufis themselves trace their movement back to Muhammad; academic historians argue for later dates. One of the characteristic features of later medieval Sufism was the spread of institutions, variously known as khanqahs or ribats, complete with buildings and endowments which housed and supported the activities of the mystics. Their origins are quite obscure, but it is likely that their roots lie in ninth- and tenth-century Iran.

In the Arab world, especially North Africa, similar buildings are also found, which are known in Arabic as a zawiya or zaouia (Arabic: zāwiya). In Turkey and other formerly Ottoman areas like Albania and Bosnia, similar buildings are called locally tekke or tekye (takiyah). In South Asia, the words Khanqah and Dargah are used interchangeably for the Sufi shrines.
 

The Tower of the Winds in Rome was built between 1578 and 1580 by Palace architect Bolognese Ottaviano Mascherino. The Tower of the Winds in Rome was to be used for astronomical studies. By 1627, the arches of the gallery were closed. The first floor has the Sala della Meridiana known as the Meridian Hall.  Galleria delle Carte Geografiche by pope Gregory XIII (who was responsible for introducing the Gregorian calendar) had a craze for astronomy, and was responsible for this 120m-long (394ft) gallery, with its Tower of the Winds observation point at the north end. Ignazio Danti of Perugia drew the maps, which were then frescoed (1580-83), and show each Italian region, city and island with extraordinary precision.
