The world system teaches you so, therefore . . . it "must be true!"  Right?

Maybe, take just a few moments to read God's Word, and then hear what a Calvinist Preacher has to say on a Youtube video.  Now, I have listened to some other things he has to say, and I don't agree fully with them all.  However, I think this video is "point on".

Man has free will in and over these things . . . EXCEPT, God controls the outcome ALWAYS:

First, his own choices, which are always limited by God to direct the man.  You can have complete free will to become a millionaire, but without the OPPORTUNITY your free will is limited.  God directs a man's steps, or the way he goes:


Psalm 37:23
23The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD: and he delighteth in his way.

Proverbs 16:9
9A man's heart deviseth his way: but the LORD directeth his steps.

Jeremiah 10:23
23O LORD, I know that the way of man is not in himself: it is not in man that walketh to direct his steps.



After man's free will is controlled by God, God then gives man the area his has authority to work freely in and over, called his dominion:

Genesis 1:26-28

26And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

 27So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. 

 28And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

Note:  Man ALWAYS chooses what's best for him from his available choices, and always chooses self over God.  Even in a perfect world:  Example, the Garden of Eden.  Man's free will to chose in the Spiritual realm was NEVER given man.  God directs the steps of the man in all parts of his life by limiting his opportunity, thus moving man EXACTLY to chose those things that benefit the man most from AVAILABLE opportunities given him by God.  Thus, if, let's say, God wants a Jewish man (Jonah) to go Preach to a Gentile city (Nineveh, which had sixscore thousand persons, 120,000) and the man decides from his own free will NOT to do that which God in the Spiritual realm has decided; God limits the man's opportunity (available choices) and places the man in circumstance that . . . he then by his own "free will" decides the best choice is to do what God had decided he would do in the beginning.

So let's see how this Jewish Preacher, Jonah, who was mad at God for limiting his opportunity to flee and by his own self will not to do what God had commanded (in the Spiritual realm would be done).  Why did Jonah refuse to Preach to Nineveh?  Simply because the Jews thought as God's Chosen people, that the Gentiles were not part of God's plan for salvation.  Gentiles were unclean, like dogs, and therefore it disgusted him that God would save such people.  Jonah explains why he fled in verse 2 of Jonah 4 . . . , because God was gracious would show His Grace to the Gentiles who the Jews thought as dogs.



Jonah 4:1-4

 1But it displeased Jonah exceedingly, and he was very angry. 

 2And he prayed unto the LORD, and said, I pray thee, O LORD, was not this my saying, when I was yet in my country? Therefore I fled before unto Tarshish: for I knew that thou art a gracious God, and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and repentest thee of the evil. 

 3Therefore now, O LORD, take, I beseech thee, my life from me; for it is better for me to die than to live.
Note:  Reason Jonah, who was mad at God for limiting his opportunity or available choice down to a simple decision . . .  better for me to die than to live if I will have to do this thing . . . , but Jonah did EXACTLY what God had Called him to do in the end.  God's reply to Jonah for being mad . . . has it done you any good to be angry?

 4Then said the LORD, Doest thou well to be angry?


Jews looked at the Gentiles as dogs . . .

Matthew 15:22-28

 22And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 

 23But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 

 24But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 

 25Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 

 26But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs. 

 27And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 

 28Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.


In the Spiritual realm, God has given satan control over man's Spiritual will, so that satan blinds man and keeps him in bondage, slavery to his sin.  Since God limits the man's opportunity to free himself from this bondage, he therefore dies bound in his sin . . . UNLESS God by His Sovereign Will, moves and saves the man, who has no opportunity to free himself whatsoever.  God who is completely Sovereign, does everything after the Council of His Own Will, including choosing those whom it will free from their sin, and give to specific people, called the Elect (Chosen) of God Eternal Life in Christ Jesus of Nazareth, Lord of Host.

2 Timothy 2:23-26

23But foolish and unlearned questions avoid, knowing that they do gender strifes. 

 24And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, 

 25In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 

 26And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.


We have obtained an inheritance (past tense, done deal) Chosen by God before the foundation of the world, the Elect of God, who will be saved.


Ephesians 1:11

11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:


Acts 2:47

47Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.



Acts 13:48

48And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.




John 1:12-13

12But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 

13Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

Note:  " . . . as many as received him . . ."  Received again is past tense.  Received can be active:  I received something by my own will taking it, or passive, the man received a deadly wound.   Another passive RECEIVED example, Matthew 19:29, something done to them.  This is passive, in that man received him, by God placing his spirit in the man who was in bondage to sin, under satan's control, thus causing the man to be Born Again into freedom of new life as a completely changed person, with Christian liberty, no longer in bondage to satan, but with a new nature.  This new nature gives the man his faith, and God gives each man their measure of faith.



Romans 12:3
3For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.

Revelation 13:8

8And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.


Revelation 17:8

8The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.
