Of man's free will?  Not according to Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  Man in his sinfulness rebels against God's Sovereignty, and demands his "right" to free choose his own eternity.  Every single time, even in a perfect world, i.e.:  the Garden of Eden, man chooses self over God.  God therefore, to remedy man's sinful nature that is so corrupt and dead toward God with man's stony heart, God chooses some to save and show His Power toward by bringing the rebellious man unto Himself, when man by his own will would never chose to come to God.

In the Greek, the word GIVEN here means:  I put, I allow, I give, I put, I place, I bestow, I bring forth, I commit, I deliver (up), I give, I grant, I make, I produce, I permit, I drew.

John 6:44
 44No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

In the Greek, the word DRAW here means:  I drag, I draw, I pull, I persuade, I unsheathe (to draw from or as if from a sheath or scabbard), I haul.

When were we Chosen to believe?  Ephesians 1, I repeat over and over again, says before the foundation of the world.  Let's see when God Chose a couple of His:  A Prophet and a Apostle:

Galatians 1:15-18

15But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, 

16To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: 

17Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them which were apostles before me; but I went into Arabia, and returned again unto Damascus. 

18Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and abode with him fifteen days.

Jeremiah 1:5

5Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb I sanctified thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the nations.

1 John 5:14-15

14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.

Romans 8:27

27And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

If you are a Born Again Believer, it is because God has Ordained, Hand Chosen you to believe.  You have obtained (past tense, already a done deal) an Inheritance in Heaven with God;  God does EVERYTHING after the counsel of His Own Will, not ours:

Ephesians 1:11-12

11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.

Hebrews 13:21

21Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Note:  the Greek word for PERFECT above used throughout the New Testament means: One does something to something or someone else, i.e.:  God does to us, that is --  to complete, to prepare one, to make whole, to fit together that which is incomplete or broken, to bring into its proper condition something incomplete, to repair, to cause to fully function, to mend, to fully train, to equip.
