Leviticus 19:28

28Ye shall not make any cuttings in your flesh for the dead, nor print any marks upon you: I am the LORD.

Note:  No tatoos for God's family.  The heathen mark themselves in honor of their family or loved ones, often those that are dead . . . in remembrance of them.  I have a tatoo I got in the Navy over 40 years ago in honor of my Dad, it was a yellow rose (of Texas).  This is before I knew that we are called as a people, as Christians NOT to mark ourselves in such a way.



Job 10:1-22

 1My soul is weary of my life; I will leave my complaint upon myself; I will speak in the bitterness of my soul. 

 2I will say unto God, Do not condemn me; shew me wherefore thou contendest with me. 

 3Is it good unto thee that thou shouldest oppress, that thou shouldest despise the work of thine hands, and shine upon the counsel of the wicked? 

 4Hast thou eyes of flesh? or seest thou as man seeth? 

 5Are thy days as the days of man? are thy years as man's days, 

 6That thou enquirest after mine iniquity, and searchest after my sin? 

 7Thou knowest that I am not wicked; and there is none that can deliver out of thine hand. 

 8Thine hands have made me and fashioned me together round about; yet thou dost destroy me. 

 9Remember, I beseech thee, that thou hast made me as the clay; and wilt thou bring me into dust again? 

 10Hast thou not poured me out as milk, and curdled me like cheese? 

 11Thou hast clothed me with skin and flesh, and hast fenced me with bones and sinews. 

 12Thou hast granted me life and favour, and thy visitation hath preserved my spirit. 

 13And these things hast thou hid in thine heart: I know that this is with thee. 

 14If I sin, then thou markest me, and thou wilt not acquit me from mine iniquity. 

Note:  God marks his own with the Holy Spirit in their foreheads (minds, and more deeply into their subconscious).  God watches us, marks us, as a Watchman watches at sea for a whale, or watched over and guarded by God; and from which Job could make no escape, nor get a release.):

Job 7:12
 12Am I a sea, or a whale, that thou settest a watch over me?  See my note on Job 7:12 below . . .

Job 10:15
 15If I be wicked, woe unto me; and if I be righteous, yet will I not lift up my head. I am full of confusion; therefore see thou mine affliction; 

Note:  Job did not deny that as a sinner he deserved his sufferings; but he thought that justice was executed upon him with peculiar rigor. His gloom, unbelief, and hard thoughts of God, were as much to be ascribed to satan's inward temptations, and his anguish of soul, under the sense of God's displeasure with him, all this as his outward trials of suffering, and remaining depravity. Our Creator, who came in to us as Christ our Redeemer also, will not destroy the work of His hands in any humble Born Again Believer, a True Worshiper of God through the Lord Jesus Christ alone; but will renew him unto Holiness, that he/she may enjoy Eternal Life with God through the Son of God, and to be forever with Him.
We see in Job a heart which, although rebellious, depends upon God, and would rejoice to find Him.  Job understands nothing of his case, nor of the dealings of God, he turns to God (although he does not find Him, and although he complains that God's Hand is heavy upon him), and Job had a heart which repelled indignantly the accusation of hypocrisy made by his friends; for Job was conscious that he looked to God, and that he had known God and acted with reference to Him, though God thought fit to bring his sin to his remembrance.

Job 10:16-22

 16For it increaseth. Thou huntest me as a fierce lion: and again thou shewest thyself marvellous upon me. 

 17Thou renewest thy witnesses against me, and increasest thine indignation upon me; changes and war are against me. 

 18Wherefore then hast thou brought me forth out of the womb? Oh that I had given up the ghost, and no eye had seen me! 

 19I should have been as though I had not been; I should have been carried from the womb to the grave. 

 20Are not my days few? cease then, and let me alone, that I may take comfort a little, 

 21Before I go whence I shall not return, even to the land of darkness and the shadow of death; 

 22A land of darkness, as darkness itself; and of the shadow of death, without any order, and where the light is as darkness.


Job 7:12

12Am I a sea, or a whale, that thou settest a watch over me?


Note:  Am I a sea, or a whale, . . . Like the restless sea, to which very wicked, profligate, and abandoned sinners are compared, that are continually casting up the mire and dirt of sin and wickedness as from the bottom of a sea or ocean; am I such an one? One like the raging sea, its proud waters and foaming waves, to which fierce and furious persecutors and tyrannical oppressors are compared; did I behave in such a manner to the poor and distressed in the time of my prosperity that You, God, had granted me? Or did I behave like its tossing waves, which attempt to pass the bounds that are set to them; am I such an one, that have transgressed the very Laws of God and then, which are set as boundaries to restrain the worst of men? Am I a whale, or like any great fish in the ocean, or one as a dragon in the sea (in the waters,) the Leviathan, or the piercing and crooked serpent? Which also is an emblem of cruel princes, as the Kings of Egypt and Assyria, or antichrist, that thou should settest a watch over me?


Isaiah 27:1

1In that day the LORD with his sore and great and strong sword shall punish leviathan the piercing serpent, even leviathan that crooked serpent; and he shall slay the dragon that is in the sea.

Psalm 74:13

13Thou didst divide the sea by thy strength: thou brakest the heads of the dragons in the waters.


Job 20:1, 27-29

 1Then answered Zophar the Naamathite, and said,

 27The heaven shall reveal his iniquity; and the earth shall rise up against him. 

 28The increase of his house shall depart, and his goods shall flow away in the day of his wrath. 

 29This is the portion of a wicked man from God, and the heritage appointed unto him by God.


Job responds to the accusation, that God is punishing him for his sin:

Job 21:1-6

 1But Job answered and said, 

 2Hear diligently my speech, and let this be your consolations. 

 3Suffer me that I may speak; and after that I have spoken, mock on. 

 4As for me, is my complaint to man? and if it were so, why should not my spirit be troubled? 

 5Mark me, and be astonished, and lay your hand upon your mouth. 

 6Even when I remember I am afraid, and trembling taketh hold on my flesh.


Note:  The world seems to look at outward prosperity as a mark of the "true church", and the true members of it, so they seem to think that the ruin of a man's prosperity proves him a hypocrite (an actor, one not a True Worshiper, therefore being punished by God) at least that is their understanding and the one the world (satan's family) proposes. This Job's friends also asserted, but Job denied. If they looked upon him, they might see misery enough to demand compassion, and their bold interpretations of this mysterious providence should be turned into silent wonder, for Job was not hypocrite, but a righteous man declared so by God Himself.


Job 1:7-8

 7And the LORD said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and down in it. 

 8And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil?

Note:  Yes, the "churches" today, these "mighty churches," mega-churches, holding great prosperity, believe "God is blessing there "church," as they provide a "soft Gospel," one of love, entertainment for the masses of people, like Joel Osteen, Joyce Meyer, etc . . . All the while making these "ministers of satan" who come as "ministers of light" and "wolves in sheep clothing" to make merchandise of you, are like the Church at Laodicea, who had heard God's Word Preached to them, and had allowed false Doctrine in, and had become rich by the world's standard.  Let's see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares of them . . .




Revelation 3:14-19

14And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God; 

 15I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot. 

 16So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth. 

Note:  Here, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares that they make Him sick, make Him vomit, make Him throw up!  The Lord Jesus Christ declares He will cast them from His Body, as He is the Head of His Body which is His Church, that is of the True Believers.  Why?  Next verse.
 
 17Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked: 

 18I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see. 

 19As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.


Psalm 37:37-38

37Mark the perfect man, and behold the upright: for the end of that man is peace. 

38But the transgressors shall be destroyed together: the end of the wicked shall be cut off.


Jeremiah 2:13-25

13For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water. 

 14Is Israel a servant? is he a homeborn slave? why is he spoiled? 

 15The young lions roared upon him, and yelled, and they made his land waste: his cities are burned without inhabitant. 

 16Also the children of Noph and Tahapanes have broken the crown of thy head. 

 17Hast thou not procured this unto thyself, in that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, when he led thee by the way? 

 18And now what hast thou to do in the way of Egypt, to drink the waters of Sihor? or what hast thou to do in the way of Assyria, to drink the waters of the river? 

 19Thine own wickedness shall correct thee, and thy backslidings shall reprove thee: know therefore and see that it is an evil thing and bitter, that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, and that my fear is not in thee, saith the Lord GOD of hosts. 

Note:  Who is the Lord GOD of hosts?  What does the Hebrew word "host" mean?  See my note below . . .  

 20For of old time I have broken thy yoke, and burst thy bands; and thou saidst, I will not transgress; when upon every high hill and under every green tree thou wanderest, playing the harlot. 

 21Yet I had planted thee a noble vine, wholly a right seed: how then art thou turned into the degenerate plant of a strange vine unto me? 

 22For though thou wash thee with nitre, and take thee much soap, yet thine iniquity is marked before me, saith the Lord GOD. 

 23How canst thou say, I am not polluted, I have not gone after Baalim? see thy way in the valley, know what thou hast done: thou art a swift dromedary traversing her ways; 

 24A wild ass used to the wilderness, that snuffeth up the wind at her pleasure; in her occasion who can turn her away? all they that seek her will not weary themselves; in her month they shall find her. 

 25Withhold thy foot from being unshod, and thy throat from thirst: but thou saidst, There is no hope: no; for I have loved strangers, and after them will I go.


2 Samuel 5:10
2And David went on, and grew great, and the LORD God of hosts was with him.

1 Kings 19:10
10And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD God of hosts: for the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

1 Kings 19:14
14And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD God of hosts: because the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

Isaiah 3:15
15What mean ye that ye beat my people to pieces, and grind the faces of the poor? saith the Lord GOD of hosts.

Isaiah 10:23-24
23For the Lord GOD of hosts shall make a consumption, even determined, in the midst of all the land.
24Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD of hosts, O my people that dwellest in Zion, be not afraid of the Assyrian: he shall smite thee with a rod, and shall lift up his staff against thee, after the manner of Egypt.

Isaiah 22:5
5For it is a day of trouble, and of treading down, and of perplexity by the Lord GOD of hosts in the valley of vision, breaking down the walls, and of crying to the mountains.
Isaiah 22:12
12And in that day did the Lord GOD of hosts call to weeping, and to mourning, and to baldness, and to girding with sackcloth:

Isaiah 22:14-15
14And it was revealed in mine ears by the LORD of hosts, Surely this iniquity shall not be purged from you till ye die, saith the Lord GOD of hosts.
15Thus saith the Lord GOD of hosts, Go, get thee unto this treasurer, even unto Shebna, which is over the house, and say,

Isaiah 28:22
22Now therefore be ye not mockers, lest your bands be made strong: for I have heard from the Lord GOD of hosts a consumption, even determined upon the whole earth.

Jeremiah 2:19
19Thine own wickedness shall correct thee, and thy backslidings shall reprove thee: know therefore and see that it is an evil thing and bitter, that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, and that my fear is not in thee, saith the Lord GOD of hosts.

Jeremiah 5:14
14Wherefore thus saith the LORD God of hosts, Because ye speak this word, behold, I will make my words in thy mouth fire, and this people wood, and it shall devour them.

Jeremiah 35:17
17Therefore thus saith the LORD God of hosts, the God of Israel; Behold, I will bring upon Judah and upon all the inhabitants of Jerusalem all the evil that I have pronounced against them: because I have spoken unto them, but they have not heard; and I have called unto them, but they have not answered.
 
Jeremiah 46:10
10For this is the day of the Lord GOD of hosts, a day of vengeance, that he may avenge him of his adversaries: and the sword shall devour, and it shall be satiate and made drunk with their blood: for the Lord GOD of hosts hath a sacrifice in the north country by the river Euphrates.

5Behold, I will bring a fear upon thee, saith the Lord GOD of hosts, from all those that be about thee; and ye shall be driven out every man right forth; and none shall gather up him that wandereth.

25The LORD hath opened his armoury, and hath brought forth the weapons of his indignation: for this is the work of the Lord GOD of hosts in the land of the Chaldeans.

Jeremiah 50:31
31Behold, I am against thee, O thou most proud, saith the Lord GOD of hosts: for thy day is come, the time that I will visit thee.

Hosea 12:5
5Even the LORD God of hosts; the LORD is his memorial.

Amos 5:15
15Hate the evil, and love the good, and establish judgment in the gate: it may be that the LORD God of hosts will be gracious unto the remnant of Joseph.

Amos 9:5
5And the Lord GOD of hosts is he that toucheth the land, and it shall melt, and all that dwell therein shall mourn: and it shall rise up wholly like a flood; and shall be drowned, as by the flood of Egypt.

Note:  The "He" that toucheth the land, is the Lord GOD of hosts . . .  Host in the Hebrew word Tsaba' which means:  that which goes forth, army, war, warfare, host army, host, i.e.:  Host (of organized army), host (of Angels).  The He that toucheth the land, the Lord GOD of hosts (the one who is in charge of the army of Angels, that goes out to make war.




Psalm 104:32
 32He looketh on the earth, and it trembleth: he toucheth the hills, and they smoke.

Psalm 59:5
 5Thou therefore, O LORD God of hosts, the God of Israel, awake to visit all the heathen: be not merciful to any wicked transgressors. Selah.

Psalm 147:4
4He telleth the number of the stars; he calleth them all by their names.

Psalm 148:2
 2Praise ye him, all his angels: praise ye him, all his hosts.


Psalm 24:8

8Who is this King of glory? The LORD strong and mighty, the LORD mighty in battle.

Note:  Who is this King of glory?.... This is repeated, because of the preceding words, and in order to have a further account of his glorious Person, as follows: the Lord of hosts, he is the King of glory; he who is the Lord of Sabaoth, the Lord of the armies, both of the heavens and the earth; at Whose disposal and control all things are in both worlds, above and below: this is the great and glorious Person that condescends to dwell in His Churches, and in the hearts of His people; and this honor have His Saints.  Who is this Lord of Sabaoth, this Glorious King, this Lord of Host (Heaven's Armies,) this Lord of Lords?

Sabaoth in the Greek means: the Lord of Hosts, the Lord (Head) of Armies. (Heavenly Hosts (Host=Armies), Host (Armies) of Angels). 


Lord in the Greek means:  Lord, Master:   A person exercising absolute ownership rights; Lord.  Which comes from the root word, kuros, meaning (absolute authority), one who is the Head or who holds Headship, Master.  One over all others.
Philippians 2:5-11
5Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 

6Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 

7But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 

8And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 

9Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: 

10That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; 
11And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
Sabaoth in the Greek means: the Lord of Hosts, the Lord (Head) of Armies. (Heavenly Hosts (Host=Armies), Host (Armies) of Angels). 
Lord in the Greek means:  Lord, Master:   A person exercising absolute ownership rights; Lord.  Which comes from the root word, kuros, meaning (absolute authority), one who is the Head or who holds Headship, Master.  One over all others.
Romans 9:29
29And as Esaias said before, Except the Lord of Sabaoth had left us a seed, we had been as Sodoma, and been made like unto Gomorrha.
James 5:4
4Behold, the hire of the labourers who have reaped down your fields, which is of you kept back by fraud, crieth: and the cries of them which have reaped are entered into the ears of the Lord of sabaoth.

Matthew 12:8
8For the Son of man is Lord even of the sabbath day.

Mark 2:28
28Therefore the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.

Luke 6:5
5And he said unto them, That the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.

This Lord of the Sabbath, is also the Lord of Sabaoth (Hosts, Heavenly Armies,) the King of Glory, . . .  Who is:  21Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 


Colossians 1:18
18And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.

Ephesians 1:20-23
 20Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 

 21Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 

 22And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church, 

 23Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.


Ephesians 1:9-12
 9Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself: 

 10That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 

 11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

 12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.


Psalm 24:10
10Who is this King of glory? The LORD of hosts, he is the King of glory. Selah.

Note:  The ascension of the Lord Jesus Christ into Heaven, and the welcome given to Him there in that He found the gates of Heaven shut; but having by His blood made Atonement for the Sins of His people -- Christians, as one having Authority (Power), He came again unto His Father, Jehovah God with authority to bring those along whom He had purchased with His own blood, and sits at the right hand of God the Father. As He returned to His Father in Heaven, the Angels were to Worship Him:

Hebrews 1:6
 6And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.

Note:  Who is He, this One, this King of Glory? It is answered, that He is strong and mighty; mighty in battle to save His people, and to subdue His (and their) enemies. This King of Glory is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and can be applied to His entrance into the souls of men by His Word and His Holy Spirit, that they may be His Temples. The gates and doors of the heart are to be opened to Him, as possession is delivered to the rightful owner, God the Father, through God's the Son's Self-sacrifice on the Cross at Calvary. We may apply it to His Second Coming with Glorious power. Lord God, they Will be done.  Open the everlasting door of the souls which you claimed before the Foundation of the world by thy Grace, that we may now receive thee (not by our own might, not by the will of the flesh, nor by the will of man, but receive thee as something done unto us by You which we cannot do nor undo, that is to be given Eternal Life which is done unto us, and be wholly Thine, Called, Chosen, Elect vessels of your Choosing, a Holy people, a Holy nation under one Shepherd:  the Mighty God, the Wonderful Counselor, the Prince of Peace, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; and that, at length, we may be numbered with thy Saints in Everlasting Life with you for all eternity in Glory by your Only Begotten Son's Righteousness).

Here is part of a Sermon by Spurgeon called The Lord of Host (of the Armies of Heaven) . . . .  Spurgeon, the great prince of Preachers, the great Baptist Preacher of  the 1800s http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Charles_Spurgeon . . .
For thus says Jehovah to me, "As the lion or the young lion growls over his prey, against which a band of shepherds is called out & he will not be terrified at their voice nor disturbed at their noise, so will the LORD of hosts come down to wage war on Mt Zion and on its hill. Like flying birds so the LORD of hosts will protect Jerusalem. He will protect & deliver it. He will pass over (pacach also describes the "Passover" as used in Exodus)  & rescue it.
Isaiah 31:4-5
 
4For thus hath the LORD spoken unto me, Like as the lion and the young lion roaring on his prey, when a multitude of shepherds is called forth against him, he will not be afraid of their voice, nor abase himself for the noise of them: so shall the LORD of hosts come down to fight for mount Zion, and for the hill thereof. 

 5As birds flying, so will the LORD of hosts defend Jerusalem; defending also he will deliver it; and passing over he will preserve it.
Picture the fearless Lion jealously guarding His prey, this Lion who is of the Tribe of Judah - so too the LORD of hosts is our Warrior: 

Exodus 15:3
3The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name.
Revelation 5:5
5And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

This great LORD will protect, deliver and rescue His covenant people "for the gifts & the calling of God are irrevocable."

Romans 11:29

 29For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance.


The fulfillment of this Prophecy is when the LORD Jesus returns at the end of this present age as Commander of "the armies of Heaven ("hosts" which include Saints & the Angels): 

Revelation17:14
14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.


Note:  Those with Him which are in Heaven, clothed in fine linen, white & clean ...following Him on white horses. From His mouth comes a sharp Sword, so that with it He may strike down the nations & He will rule them with a rod of iron & He treads the wine press of the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty.
Revelation 19:14-15

14And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean. 

 15And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.


"and so all Israel will be saved just as it is written, "THE DELIVERER WILL COME FROM ZION, (Jerusalem) HE WILL REMOVE UNGODLINESS FROM JACOB":


Romans 11:26
 26And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob:


Note:  In Israel's greatest hour of need the LORD of Sabaoth (Heaven's Armies) will return & wage war  & rescue His covenant people Israel for all eternity:

Zechariah 13:8-9
8And it shall come to pass, that in all the land, saith the LORD, two parts therein shall be cut off and die; but the third shall be left therein. 

 9And I will bring the third part through the fire, and will refine them as silver is refined, and will try them as gold is tried: they shall call on my name, and I will hear them: I will say, It is my people: and they shall say, The LORD is my God.
Born Again Believers today must remember that this is the same Name that all in Covenant with Him can run to, crying out in their hour of need, when all hope seems to be lost & defeat appears inevitable. May we all learn to cry out to our Captain, to the Great and fierce Lion Warrior, the LORD of Hosts it is He, for the battle is His. 
	Who is the LORD of hosts?

	Isaiah 44:6

6Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.


Comparing Holy Scripture with Holy Scripture we find that in:
Revelation 22:13

13I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ identifies Himself as "I am the Alpha & the Omega, the first & the last, the beginning & the end." which clearly parallels the Isaiah 44:6 passage above. So, Jesus is our Jehovah Sabaoth (similar affirmation by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth are found in):

Revelation 1:17
 17And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:
Revelation 2:8

8And unto the angel of the church in Smyrna write; These things saith the first and the last, which was dead, and is alive;

16And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the feast of tabernacles.
Note:  In this passage which in context Zechariah 14 appears to occur during what is known as the millennium.
Revelation 20:4-7

4And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 

 5But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection. 

 6Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years. 

 7And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison,
Here we see that the King (of kings):

Revelation 17:14
14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

Revelation 19:16
16And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.
Is the Lord Jesus Christ also referred to as the LORD of Hosts?

	What "HOSTS" is He LORD over? In other words who is subject to His Commands and Orders?



The Hebrew for "host" is Tsaba used ~ 486 times in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, with most uses having something to do with warfare, armies or fighting. In general, "Host" can describe (1) a multitude of men (army),  (2) Angels (good & bad) or (3) physical stars.
It is perfectly clear in Holy Scripture that Jehovah is LORD over ALL HOSTS, whether they are the Host (armies) on earth,  including the stars or the Angels (whether good or bad). 
 
Stated another way this Jehovah Sabaoth is the Lord of Armies (Hosts), or written another way, this Jehovah Sabaoth, IS the Lord of Hosts, and is in complete Command and total Control of all HOSTS and there are no "troop movements" so to speak without His knowledge or Command, as the Lord is the (Head, Master, Commander over these Hosts). This should give those who run TO the strong tower of Jehovah Sabaoth a great deal of comfort & reassurance. 
Nebuchadnezzar the greatest King of his time was humbled by God for seven years, after which he came to the proper understanding of the LORD of Host ...
Daniel 4:35

 35And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?

The Psalmist also affirms God's sovereign control over the Angelic forces (the Host (Armies) of Heaven)...
Psalm 103:20

 20Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word.
Bless the LORD you His angels, mighty in strength who perform His word, obeying the voice of His word! 
	How does Hebrews 1:14 & Psalms 91:11-12 help understand how the Angelic Hosts interact with their Commander, Jehovah Sabaoth?

	

Hebrews 1:14
14Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?


Psalm 91:11-12

11For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways. 

12They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.
Note:  Who will give His Angels charge? Is this not Jehovah Sabaoth? O to know Him with such confidence & total reliance as the One Who gives the Angelic Host "charge concerning us”. These truths make it clear that the focus of our adoration & praise should go to the Commander of the Angels, not to the Angels who serve as His "ministering spirits". 
Although this promise was applied specifically to the Lord Jesus Christ, it is also a marvelous representation of the ministry of Angels on behalf of the "heirs of salvation".

Psalm 91:12

12They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.


Hebrews 1:14
14Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?
A wonderful story of a great Prophet of God:
2 Kings 6:8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 21, 22, 23 


Note:  This illustrates the authority Jehovah has over the Armies of Heaven & should serve to encourage us all to cry out to Jehovah Sabaoth. The context is an angry Aramean King who seeks to destroy Elisha the great Prophet of God surrounding the city where Elisha lived with his horses & chariots & a great army. However, Elisha knew Jehovah as LORD over the Angelic Armies (Host) of Heaven and so when his frightened servant said, “Alas, my master! What shall we do”?
2 Kings 6:15
15And when the servant of the man of God was risen early, and gone forth, behold, an host compassed the city both with horses and chariots. And his servant said unto him, Alas, my master! how shall we do?
The Prophet Elisha responded with complete confidence...


2 Kings 6:16-17

16And he answered, Fear not: for they that be with us are more than they that be with them. 

17And Elisha prayed, and said, LORD, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he may see. And the LORD opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw: and, behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire round about Elisha.

“Do not fear, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them." Then Elisha prayed & said, "O Jehovah, I pray, open his eyes that he may see. & Jehovah opened the servant's eyes & he saw & behold the mountain was full of horses & chariots of fire all around Elisha. (You can read the rest of this faith building story in) 2 Kings 6.. 
So in 2 Kings 6, we see that in the face of insurmountable odds & no hope humanly speaking of for escape, The Prophet Elisha cries out to Jehovah God to open the eyes of his servant to see that Jehovah is in Command of countless ANGELIC HOST and is ready to send forth His ARMIES (HOSTS) as ministering Spirits (Angels) to those who are being saved:
Hebrews 1:14
14Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?


While our experience may not be as dramatic as the Prophet Elisha's, we need to remember that "we have access by faith into this Grace in which we stand" (Romans 5:2) & we can cry out to the same LORD that Elisha cried out to, the One Who has at His disposal "an innumerable Host (company of  "thousands upon thousands" Angels)" (Hebrews 12:22). 
When like the Prophet Elisha's servant you reach your "extremity", run to the sufficiency of the Strong Tower of Jehovah Sabaoth confident that...
The eyes of Jehovah are toward the righteous & His ears are open to their cry...& Jehovah hears and delivers them out of all their troubles. (Psalm 34:15-17) 
	What additional insight can we glean by examining how Jewish scholars  translated "Jehovah Sabaoth" from Hebrew to Greek in the Septuagint?



"LORD of Sabaoth" is translated with at least 3 different Greek phrases in the Septuagint (Lxx):
1) "Kurios Sabaoth" - almost identical to the Hebrew in meaning, "Lord of hosts".
2) "Kurious ton dunamon" - can be translated the "Lord the Able (One)" or the Lord Who is Able, a great Truth to remember about Jehovah Sabaoth when we find ourselves facing insurmountable odds &/or are experiencing unrelenting assault by the enemy.  
"He is able" is a description of Jehovah found three times in the New Testament.  Let's see who this Jehovah who is able is speaking in the Scriptures:
2 Timothy 1:12

12For the which cause I also suffer these things: nevertheless I am not ashamed: for I know whom I have believed, and am persuaded that he is able to keep that which I have committed unto him against that day.
Hebrews 2:18

 18For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.

Hebrews 7:25
 25Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.
Cry out to Jehovah Sabaoth who upon hearing the sound of a Believer’s anguish is ever able to come to their side and to rescue them either out of the fire or through the fire, always with the intended purpose of conforming them more to the very image of the Lord Jesus Christ.
"Kurios pantokrator" (pantokrator (pas = all + kratos = might, dominion, power) is the most frequent Greek phrase used to translate Jehovah Sabaoth and literally means the "Lord Almighty", the One Who holds sway over ALL things. 



It is certainly not an accident that in the New Testament pantokrator is found almost exclusively in the Book of Revelation, actually nine different times, where we see the LORD ALMIGHTY exert His Dominion & triumph over all evil, all the forces of evil, both human & Angelic. This is your strong tower Jehovah Sabaoth of the Old Testament in the Person of the Lord Almighty, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth of the New Testament. In His unchanging character (immutable) we can find assurance that He will win the victory over all the host of evil. Therefore, we can confidently cast all our burdens upon the LORD of Hosts, the Almighty One, the Lord Jesus Christ knowing that He cares for us.
Keep these truths about Jehovah Sabaoth in mind as you study the Holy Scriptures. May these insights motivate us all to run without hesitation or reservation into the Strong Tower of His Wonderful Name, the LORD of Hosts, the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. 

	What does Amos 5:14 teach about who can expect the very present help of Jehovah Sabaoth in the time of trouble?

	Amos 5:14
14Seek good, and not evil, that ye may live: and so the LORD, the God of hosts, shall be with you, as ye have spoken.


Clearly this passage shows that the one who would cry out to Jehovah Sabaoth in the hour of need and find "life" in His presence is the one who seeks good rather than evil (a good pattern - focus on good first which will make it much easier to avoid evil.

John the Baptist, spoken of by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as being the greatest Prophet of all explains the correct order for a man's life:

John 3:30

 30He must increase, but I must decrease.

Matthew Henry adds: 

"This is the sure way to be happy ourselves and to have the continual presence of God with us: "Seek good & not evil, that you may live"...that you may have the favor of God, which is your life, which is better than life itself, that you may have comfort in yourselves and may live to some good purpose. You shall live, for so the Lord God of Hosts shall be with you and be your life.’’ Note, Those that keep in the way of duty (i.e.:  obey) have the presence of God with them, as the God of Hosts, a God of Almighty Power.... & whatever good we do, we must do it from a principle of love, do it of choice and with delight. Those who thus love good will seek it, will contrive to do all the good they can, enquire for opportunities of doing it, and endeavor to do it to the utmost of their power. They will also hate evil, will abhor the thought of doing an unjust thing, and abstain from all appearance of it. In vain do we pretend to seek God in our devotions if we do not seek good in our whole conversations (i.e.:  our general manner of life)."
A. W. Tozer http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/A._W._Tozer said that as Born Again Believers we must seek to...
Acquaint thyself with God. Furthermore, to regain her lost power, the Church must see Heaven opened and have a transforming vision of God.

But the God we must see is not the utilitarian (utilitarian means a philosophy : the belief that a morally good action is one that helps the greatest number of people) God who is having such a run of popularity today, whose chief claim to men's attention is His ability to bring them success in their various undertakings and who for that reason is being cajoled and flattered by everyone who wants a favor. The God we must learn to know is the Majesty in the Heavens, God the Father Almighty, and of His Only Begotten Son, the Maker of Heaven and earth, the only wise God our Saviour....

Knowledge of such a Devine Being, the One True God, cannot be gained by study alone. It comes by a wisdom the natural man knows nothing of, neither can he know, because it is spiritually discerned. To know God is at once the easiest and the most difficult thing in the world. It is easy because the knowledge is not won by hard mental toil, but is something freely given by the Holy Spirit. As sunlight falls free on the open field, so the knowledge of the Holy God is a free gift to men who are open to receive it, by God's Holy Spirit. But this knowledge is difficult because there are conditions to be met and the obstinate nature of fallen man does not take kindly to them.

Ezekiel 9:1-6

 1He cried also in mine ears with a loud voice, saying, Cause them that have charge over the city to draw near, even every man with his destroying weapon in his hand. 

 2And, behold, six men came from the way of the higher gate, which lieth toward the north, and every man a slaughter weapon in his hand; and one man among them was clothed with linen, with a writer's inkhorn by his side: and they went in, and stood beside the brasen altar. 

 3And the glory of the God of Israel was gone up from the cherub, whereupon he was, to the threshold of the house. And he called to the man clothed with linen, which had the writer's inkhorn by his side; 

 4And the LORD said unto him, Go through the midst of the city, through the midst of Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men that sigh and that cry for all the abominations that be done in the midst thereof. 

 5And to the others he said in mine hearing, Go ye after him through the city, and smite: let not your eye spare, neither have ye pity: 

 6Slay utterly old and young, both maids, and little children, and women: but come not near any man upon whom is the mark; and begin at my sanctuary. Then they began at the ancient men which were before the house.



Romans 16:17
17Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them.


Philippians 3:17-19

17Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample. 

18(For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: 

19Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.)




Revelation 13:16-17
16And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:
17And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of the beast, or the number of his name.

Revelation 14:9
9And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand,

Revelation 14:11
11And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name.

Revelation 15:2
2And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God.

Revelation 20:4
4And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.
