Genesis 1:26-27

26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.
27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.


Man was to be a creation, a creature different from all that had been hitherto made. Flesh and Spirit, Heaven and earth, put together in him by God. God said, Let us, i.e.: Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, make man, Genesis 1:26.  Man, when he was made, was to glorify God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost.  Into that great name we who are Saved, are Born Again are to be Baptized, for to that great name we have Eternal Life, and in that great name we have and owe our being, Acts 17:28. It was the Spirit of man that beared the image of God. Only those who have the Holy Spirit bears the image of God.  Man was made upright, Ecclesiastes 7:29.

Note: Upright in the Hebrew means: That which is right, pleasing in the eyes of, or agreeable to, God.  Adam's understanding saw Divine things clearly and truly; there were no errors or mistakes in his knowledge; Adam's will consented at once, and in all things, to do the Will of God.  Adam's affections were all regular with no sin, no perversion, and he had no bad appetites or passions.  Adam's thoughts were easily brought and fixed to the best subjects focusing them on God's Glory. Thus, Adam was Holy and happy, likewise was also Eve, and our first parents had the image (likeness) of God upon them by having God's Holy Spirit in them, having received God's Image or likeness, God's Holy Spirit.  Now, how this image of God upon man is defaced, and through disobedience to God's Command man is completely separated from God!  Man no longer is in the image of God, as by his sinful nature is enmity toward God, as his mind is completely carnal, natural!  In such a condition, man cannot commune with God, unless God Calls him, John 6:44, and man become Born Again, as ONLY Spirit understand and receives Spirit, John 3:1-8, as a natural man, born of the flesh ONLY, not having the Holy Spirit of God cannot receive the things of the Holy Spirit, as they are foolishness to him (the natural man, one NOT born of the Spirit,) for they are Spiritually discerned, 1 Corinthians 2:14. 

Romans 8:7

7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.

Note:  Adam had a soul being animal, mortal, but also made in the Image of God, as "a living soul," and destined to live for ever in perfect harmony with God on earth. After the fall, the Image of God, God's Holy Spirit was no longer in man. Therefore, if Adam had eaten of the Tree of Life, Genesis 3:22, still his body was but an animal-souled body, not a Spiritual body, such as believers shall have, man would live forever separated from God by man's sin. Therefore, God separated man from the Tree of Life, Genesis 3:24, so that God could bring man through man's death, back to God by the righteousness of God's Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Neither was Adam a "life-giving spirit," as is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Adam and Eve's soul had an Image of the Spirit, rather than the fulness of it, such as man shall have when restored "body, soul, and spirit," by the second Adam, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, 1 Thessalonians 5:23. As the first and lower Adam came before the second Heavenly Adam, so the animal-souled body comes first, and must die before it be changed into the spiritual body when then the Spirit predominates over the animal-soul, natural nature of man. 
"Flesh and blood" of the same animal and corruptible nature, 1 Corinthians 15:37; 1 Corinthians 15:39, as our present, 1 Corinthians 15:44, animal-souled bodies, cannot inherit the Kingdom of God. Therefore the believer acquiesces gladly in the unrepealed sentence of the Holy Law, which appoints the death of the present body as the necessary preliminary to the resurrection body of Glory. Hence a Born Again Christian is Called to die daily to the flesh and to the world, 1 Corinthians 15:31, as the necessary condition to a man's regeneration here and in the hereafter, John 3:6; Galatians 2:20. Being born of the flesh constitutes a child of Adam, so then being born of the Spirit constitutes a child of God. Not merely is the change of body possible, but it is necessary once a Born Again Believer dies a physical death, or is alive when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth returns. The resurrection body will be still a body though Spiritual, and substantially retaining the personal identity of the Born Again Christian as is proved by Luke 24:39; John 20:27, compared with Philippians 3:21. The Kingdom of God--which is not at all animal, but altogether Spiritual. Corruption doth not inherit, though it is the way to, incorruption (1 Corinthians 15:36-38; 1 Corinthians 15:52; 1 Corinthians 15:53).
Galatians 6:8
8 For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.



Matthew 10:28

28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

Isaiah 42:8
8 I am the Lord: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.



We are also called to live our faith in “communion with God and with our brothers, adoration of God,” he went on, “and to face with strength the labors and trials of life.”

Concluding his reflections, Pope Francis prayed that the region’s “Madonna of Freedom” intercede so that all might attain “the joy of serving the Lord and of walking in the freedom that He has given us, the freedom for adoration.”

Note:  " . . . the freedom for adoration."  Which is the adoration, i.e.:  worship of Mary as "the one who intercedes," . . .

May the "Madonna of Freedom," intercede . . .  Mary, the "Madonna of Freedom," cannot intercede, as there is ONLY ONE Mediator, One intercessor between God and man, and that is the man Jesus Christ, alone!


1 Timothy 2:5-6
5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;

6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.
Romans 8:34; Hebrews 4:12; Hebrews 7:25

One Intercessor as Mediator.  A mediator is a go-between, i.e. (simply) an internunciator, or (by implication) a reconciler (intercessor) -- mediator. 

Intercession, prayers:  Intercession refers to the petitions (intercessions) prayers of Born Again Believers as they "fall in line with" God's Will – revealing how the one intervening should get involved after drawing near to God and agreeing with God's revealed Will, praying that God's Will alone is done.  True intercession seeks to act only as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth directs, i.e. following God's Will to act as the Lord Jesus Christ's hand is extended.


Intercession, prayer is a falling in with, meeting with God Will; a coming together, to visit, converse, or for any other cause, through a conference or a conversation with another.  Thus, a petition, supplication before God according to God's Will is used of this type of prayer, which is an intercession to God in by and through the sole Mediator between God and man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- ALONE.



1 John 4:5

5 They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth them.

Note:  Here, they who are of satan's family, i.e.:  the world, makes intercession (as though a prayer) before the world, satan's family, and the world, i.e.:  satan's family heareth them.




1 Timothy 2:1-6
1 I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men;
Note:  Supplications, prayers, intercessions. It is difficult to distinguish between these three words. Perhaps the idea in supplication is that of want; in prayers that of solemn devotion in the Worship of God that God's Will is done, www.alemattec.com/How do we pray . . ..doc, and in intercessions that of individual petitions to God for someone else.  In so doing, we pray through the sole Mediator, the One Intercessor, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Here the Apostle Paul is speaking of public prayers. First of all, answering the question for whom we ought to pray, here the Apostle Paul teaches that we must pray for all men, and especially for every type of magistrate.  The Jewish "spirit" might look on Gentile Kings or Governors as enemies, and on Gentiles in general as unworthy of God's Divine favor. The persecution of which Christians were the object gave the flesh occasion to nourish these dispositions and to enter into their spirit using the Letter of the Law, which kills, www.alemattec.com/The_Letter_of_the_Law_kills_._._._.doc.

God's Grace rises above all these thoughts-all these feelings of a man's heart.  That in our prayers, which should be made early in the morning, in the first place, before anything else is done, and particularly shown here by the Apostle Paul before Preaching in their public prayer, which seems to have been the custom of the early Saints,  Acts 4:31.  
Along with "intercessions," intends either complaints exhibited in prayer against others that have done injuries, Jeremiah 7; or prayers put up for others, either for the averting of evil from them, or for the bestowing some good thing on them, as the Lord Jesus Christ had done and had been Prophesied that He would, Isaiah 53:12.  

Prayers and intercessions to be made for all men, not only for all the True Saints of God, but for all in the Churches of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Not only for Ministers of the Gospel, nor only for near relations and friends, according to the flesh, but for all the inhabitants of the country and city in which men dwell.  That peace and prosperity of which are to be prayed for, and yes even for one's enemies, and such as reproach, persecute, and despitefully use the Saints of God.  Even for all sorts of men, Jews and Gentiles, rich and poor, high and low, bond and free, good men and bad men.  It cannot be understood of every individual that has been, is, or shall be in the world.  Billions of men are dead and gone, for whom prayer is not to be made, www.alemattec.com/Baptizing for the dead, praying for the dead, Preaching to the dead . . . .doc.  Many are in Hell, to whom it would be of no service, www.alemattec.com/Death, Hell . . . .doc.  Many are now in Heaven, who stand in no need of prayer or intercession.  Nor is prayer or intercession to be made for such who have sinned the sin unto death, www.alemattec.com/. . . and there is a sin not unto death.doc, and have never repented nor bowed to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord, God, Master, and Savior.  

Besides, giving of thanks, as well as prayers, are to be made for all men, ACCORDING TO THE WILL OF GOD concerning their lives.  Certainly the meaning is not, that thanks should be given for wicked men, for persecutors, for heretics, or false teachers, such as Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom the Apostle Paul had delivered to satan, 1 Timothy 1:20.   We know NOT who God has Called to repentance, 2 Timothy 2:24-26, for satan controls men and keeps them in bondage, except for their fruits, their words and deeds; not just deeds.  If their words do not line up with their deeds, or if their deeds do not line up with their words, they are NOT of God.  Here, a Christians prayers and intercessions are understood of men of all sorts, of every rank and quality and the prayer is always according go God the Father's Will alone for their lives. We must pray for all men, for the world of mankind in general, as well as for particular persons who need or desire our prayers, that God's Will is done in their life.  Though the Kings at this time were heathens, and full-blown enemies to Christianity, and persecutors of Christians, yet they must pray for them, because it is for the public good that there should be civil government, and proper persons entrusted with the administration of it.  These then whom therefore we ought to pray, yes, though we ourselves suffer under them, we are Commanded to pray even for our enemies, Matthew 5:43-45; Luke 6:19-29.  Pray for Kings, and all that are in authority, that is, inferior magistrates, give thanks for them if thanks are warranted, and pray for their welfare and for the welfare of their Kingdoms.  God may be using them to punish evil.  We pray that God's Will is done in their lives.  We pray that God will allow us, i.e.:  Christians to live in the peace thereof if we may have peace, and give thanks for them if they allow peace, and for the benefit we have under their government.  In order that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. See then what we must desire for Kings, even harsh ones doing evil in the world, that God might turn their hearts, and direct them and make use of them in such a way that we under them may lead a quiet and peaceable life.
2 For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty.

3 For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour;

4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.

5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;

6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.




The Holy Bible nowhere instructs believers in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to pray to anyone other than God the Father, ACCORDING to God the Father's Will, www.alemattec.com/How do we pray . . ..doc. 
The Holy Bible nowhere encourages, nor even mentions, that Born Again Believers are to ask, i.e.:  pray, that the Saints or Angels in Heaven for their prayers for us. Why, then, do Roman Catholics pray to Mary and/or their fake "AINTs," i.e.  "saints," or request their prayers from them, www.alemattec.com/'AINT Christopher' . . . along with a bunch of other fake, made up 'SAINTS' of the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . .doc?  Roman Catholics view Mary and their "saints" as "intercessors" before God.  They believe that their made-up "saints," i.e.:  aints, such as Budda, www.alemattec.com/Buddha was made a 'Saint' in the Roman Catholic and Eastern Orthodox 'churches' . . . .doc, who they believe are glorified in Heaven, have more "direct access" to God than the True Worshipers, those Born Again, Called of God, God's Elect have. Hebrews 4:14-16
14 Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.

15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
16 Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

1 Timothy 2:5-6
5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;
6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.


Note:  There is no one else that can mediate with God for us.  Therefore, since the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS the ONLY mediator between God and man, this then indicates Mary and saints cannot be mediators. They cannot mediate (stand in the middle,) to communicate our prayers to God, as ONLY the Lord Jesus Christ alone IS that mediator.  Our prayer requests, intercessions to God ONLY according to God the Father's Will, can ONLY be heard in, by, and through the sole Mediator between God and man, the man Christ Jesus.  Furthermore, the Holy Bible tells us that the Lord Jesus Christ Himself is interceding for us before the Father, and that the Holy Spirit's prays for Born Again Believers, whose prayers go through the sole Mediator, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. 

Romans 8:26-27; Romans 8:34; 1 Timothy 2:1-6; Hebrews 7:24-28

With the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself interceding for the True Worshipers, the Born Again Believers, God's Elect, those Called of God, why would we need Mary or any of the fake "saints" of the Roman Catholic "church" to intercede for us?  Who would God listen to more closely than His Only Begotten Son, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord God of Israel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth? Romans 8:26-27
26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.
27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

Note:  The Holy Spirit maketh intercession for Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers of God, through Who?  Through the ONE, i.e.:  the He, Who  KNOWETH what is the mind of the Holy Spirit.  WHO is the He, the One that knows the mind of the Holy Spirit?  Who is the " . . . HE that searcheth the hearts . . . ?

As it is HE that searcheth the hearts that KNOWETH what is the mind of the Holy Spirit, and it is HE (the one that searcheth the hearts) Who maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered!  The HE is the Lord God of Israel, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who searcheth the hearts and maketh intercession for His Called, His Chosen, the Elect of God, the True Worshipers, those Born Again. 


Hebrews 4:12
12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

Note:  The Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 1:1-5, Romans 8:26-27., is the discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

1 Chronicles 28:1-9

1 And David assembled all the princes of Israel, the princes of the tribes, and the captains of the companies that ministered to the king by course, and the captains over the thousands, and captains over the hundreds, and the stewards over all the substance and possession of the king, and of his sons, with the officers, and with the mighty men, and with all the valiant men, unto Jerusalem.

7 Moreover I will establish his kingdom for ever, if he be constant to do my commandments and my judgments, as at this day.

8 Now therefore in the sight of all Israel the congregation of the Lord, and in the audience of our God, keep and seek for all the commandments of the Lord your God: that ye may possess this good land, and leave it for an inheritance for your children after you for ever.

9 And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the God of thy father, and serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind: for the Lord searcheth all hearts, and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, he will be found of thee; but if thou forsake him, he will cast thee off for ever.
Note:  Therefore, the Lord God of Israel, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth searcheth all hearts, and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts of man, and as it is He that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because He maketh intercession for the Saints according to the Will of God.  
Isaiah 47:4
4 As for our redeemer, the Lord of hosts is his name, the Holy One of Israel.

1 Samuel 17:45; 2 Samuel 7:26-27; 1 Kings 19:14; Isaiah 37:16; Isaiah 44:6
