Psalm 23:5
5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.

Psalm 37:20
20 But the wicked shall perish, and the enemies of the Lord shall be as the fat of lambs: they shall consume; into smoke shall they consume away.

Psalm 119:139
139 My zeal hath consumed me, because mine enemies have forgotten thy words.

Psalm 138:7
7 Though I walk in the midst of trouble, thou wilt revive me: thou shalt stretch forth thine hand against the wrath of mine enemies, and thy right hand shall save me.


Psalm 139:21-24

21 Do not I hate them, O Lord, that hate thee? and am not I grieved with those that rise up against thee?

22 I hate them with perfect hatred: I count them mine enemies.

23 Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts:

24 And see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.



Isaiah 1:23-24

23 Thy princes are rebellious, and companions of thieves: every one loveth gifts, and followeth after rewards: they judge not the fatherless, neither doth the cause of the widow come unto them.

24 Therefore saith the Lord, the Lord of hosts, the mighty One of Israel, Ah, I will ease me of mine adversaries, and avenge me of mine enemies:

Isaiah 1:28
28 And the destruction of the transgressors and of the sinners shall be together, and they that forsake the Lord shall be consumed.


Luke 19:14, 27-28

14 But his citizens hated him, and sent a message after him, saying, We will not have this man to reign over us.

27 But those mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over them, bring hither, and slay them before me.

28 And when he had thus spoken, he went before, ascending up to Jerusalem.

Note:  "But those mine enemies, . . ."  Meaning particularly the Jews, who were enemies to the very person of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and hated and rejected Him as the King and Messiah.  These evil Jews rebelled against Him and would not submit to His Government or rule over them.  These Jews were enemies to His people, first the Apostles and early Brethren of the Christian Church, and were exceeding mad against them and persecuted them.  These satanic Jews were the enemies of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's Gospel, and the distinguishing Truths of it, and to His ordinances which they rejected and heaped judgment against themselves by declaring that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth should NOT reign over them.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth therefore declares that they, the Jews be brought hither, and slay them before me.  Which had its accomplishment in the destruction of Jerusalem by the pagan Roman General Titus who would later become Titus Flavius Caesar Vespasianus Augustus, when multitudes of them were slain with the sword, both with their own, and by their enemies the Romans.

Under General Titus, Jerusalem was sacked and much of the population killed or dispersed. Josephus claims that 1,100,000 people were killed during the siege, of which a majority were Jewish.[43] 97,000 were captured and enslaved, including Simon Bar Giora and John of Gischala.[43] Many fled to areas around the Mediterranean. General Titus reportedly refused to accept a wreath of victory, as he claimed that he had not won the victory on his own, but had been the vehicle through which their God had manifested his wrath against his people.[44]

Luke 19:41-44

41 And when he was come near, he beheld the city, and wept over it,

42 Saying, If thou hadst known, even thou, at least in this thy day, the things which belong unto thy peace! but now they are hid from thine eyes.

43 For the days shall come upon thee, that thine enemies shall cast a trench about thee, and compass thee round, and keep thee in on every side,

44 And shall lay thee even with the ground, and thy children within thee; and they shall not leave in thee one stone upon another; because thou knewest not the time of thy visitation.

Note:  This is true of all natural men, that they are enemies of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and so too all negligent and slothful professors, and self-proclaimed "Ministers" of the Word who are NOT Called by God, i.e.:  women and the effeminate, homosexual "Ministers" and those who support them who, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shall come a second time, of which His coming to destroy the Jewish nation was but an emblem and pledge, He will punished them with everlasting destruction.  Then all His enemies will be slain and destroyed:  sin, satan, the world (satan's family), and death.  Luke 19:27 But those mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over them, bring hither, and slay them before me.

These are the same as the Jews who were the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's enemies and the enemies of His people and His Gospel, who came into Christianity unawares as spies to destroy True Christianity from within.  They are false Brethren, Judaizers, which took over Christianity as the Roman Catholic "church," and are the enemies of the Cross of Christ Jesus today as they were during the time the Lord Jesus Christ first appeared.


Philippians 3:17-19

17 Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample.

18 (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ:

19 Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.)



Ecclesiastes 3:1-8

1 To every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven:

2 A time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up that which is planted;

3 A time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up;

4 A time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to dance;

5 A time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones together; a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing;

6 A time to get, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast away;

7 A time to rend, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to speak;

8 A time to love, and a time to hate; a time of war, and a time of peace.



1 Thessalonians 4:15-17

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.


Revelation 17:14 
14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.


Revelation 19:15-16

15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.
