Number one sin, pride, self love after rejecting God and rejecting the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Pride (self love) was the first sin of satan, who brought sin into the world.  Twice in the Old Testament, men who were so controlled by satan, that God spoke to satan through those men – the King of Tyrus, Ezekiel 28:12-19, and the King of Babylon, Isaiah 14:4-24.    When men become lovers of their own selves, then that sin cascades into worse, then worse, sin . . . covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;
2 Timothy 3:1-5
1 This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.
2 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

3 Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,
Note:  Incontinent in the Greek means:  Powerless, impotent; Properly, lacking self-control -- (Powerless--lacking self-discipline, self-restraint,) as satan does with them as he wills, (See 2 Timothy 2:25-26 below) they are powerless, inclined to excess.

4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;
Note:  Heady in the Greek means:  Falling forward, headlong; Impulsive, rash, reckless, brought on by unbridled passion. 
5 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.
2 Timothy 2:25-26
25 In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;
Note:  Peradventure in the Greek means:  Whether ever, whether at any time; whether at all; whether perchance (Perchance--Perhaps, Possibly,) haply (Haply--Whether by chance or luck).
26 And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.

Note:  Taken captive, in a snare of the devil, and do satan's will.  Such who are taken in satan's nets and snares, as creatures are taken alive, by fowlers, and huntsmen; and they are held fast, and become satan's captives, and his slaves, and do satan's will, (As did the Scribes and Pharisees, John 8:1-59) being led by satan (the devil) to whatsoever he pleases; satan works powerfully in them, and they readily comply with him, and obey satan's lusts after having given over first to be lovers of their own selves. 
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
