“Paul, i was wondering if you have any studies on evoution vs creation etc....   i dont know if you have been hearing the most recent arguments about if there was a creator he has done a lousy job in making the human body....” 

My answer:
I truly don't concern myself with any of this nonsense.  We know two things, and science proves it.


First, we know that evolution exists, but ONLY WITHIN SPECIES.  Never, between species.  This has never been an issue.  God created things to adapt to live in his world.
Second, the Second Law of Thermodynamics:
The second law of thermodynamics states that in general the total entropy of any system will not decrease other than by increasing the entropy of some other system. Hence, in a system isolated from its environment, the entropy of that system will tend not to decrease.
Entropy:  a process of degradation or running down or a trend to disorder.

Simply put, everything goes from order to disorder over time, unless external energy is applied to bring or keep into order.  Example, grass:  If you do not cut your grass (apply external energy to that system) grass will over grow into disorder.  Entropy is the degree of disorder or uncertainty in a system without outside energy keeping it ordered.

While quantity remains the same (First Law), the quality of matter/energy deteriorates gradually over time. How so? Usable energy is inevitably used for productivity, growth and repair. In the process, usable energy is converted into unusable energy. Thus, usable energy is irretrievably lost in the form of unusable energy.  Therefore, as usable energy decreases and the total then of this unusable energy thus increases, "entropy" increases. Entropy is also a gauge of randomness or chaos within a closed system. As usable energy is irretrievably lost, disorganization, randomness and chaos increase -- without an outside force (energy) applied to keep "repairing or replace the energy that has become usable energy.

Second Law of Thermodynamics - In the Beginning God created ...


 The implications of the Second Law of Thermodynamics are considerable. The universe is constantly losing usable energy and never gaining. We logically conclude the universe is not eternal. The universe, therefore, had a finite beginning -- the moment at which it was at "zero entropy" (its most ordered possible state). Like a wind-up clock, the universe is winding down, as if at one point it was fully wound up and has been winding down ever since. The question is who wound up the clock? 

The theological implications are obvious. NASA Astronomer Robert Jastrow commented on these implications when he said, "Theologians generally are delighted with the proof that the universe had a beginning, but astronomers are curiously upset. It turns out that the scientist behaves the way the rest of us do when our beliefs are in conflict with the evidence." (Robert Jastrow, God and the Astronomers, 1978, p. 16.) 

Jastrow went on to say, "For the scientist who has lived by his faith in the power of reason, the story ends like a bad dream. He has scaled the mountains of ignorance; he is about to conquer the highest peak; as he pulls himself over the final rock, he is greeted by a band of theologians who have been sitting there for centuries." (God and the Astronomers, p. 116.)
Since everything goes from order to disorder, man therefore, had to have been created.  Man could not have just “evolved” from disorder (say a primeval ‘soup’ of chemicals) into order.
