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Pope Francis declares: 

 A pilgrimage does not end when we arrive at our destination, but when we return home and resume our everyday lives, putting into practice the spiritual fruits of our experience. We know what Jesus did on that occasion. Instead of returning home with his family, he stayed in Jerusalem, in the Temple, causing great distress to Mary and Joseph who were unable to find him. For this little “escapade”, Jesus probably had to beg forgiveness of his parents. The Gospel doesn’t say this, but I believe that we can presume it. Mary’s question, moreover, contains a certain reproach, revealing the concern and anguish which she and Joseph felt.
 
Note:  Escapade means:  1650s, "An escape from confinement," from French escapade (16c.) "a prank or trick," from Spanish escapada "a prank, flight, an escape," noun use of fem. past participle of escapar "to escape," from Vulgar Latin *excappare (see escape ). Or perhaps the French word is via Italian scappata, from scappare, from the same Vulgar Latin source. Figurative sense (1814) is of "breaking loose" from rules or restraints on behavior.

To succeed in avoiding danger, elude (Elude:  To purposefully avoid or escape by speed, cleverness, trickery, etc.; evade).  Avoidance of reality: 
Escape,  elude,  evade mean to keep free of something. To escape is to succeed in keeping away from danger, pursuit, observation, etc.: to escape punishment. To elude implies baffling pursuers or slipping through an apparently tight net: The fox eluded the hounds.  To evade is to turn aside from or go out of reach of a person or thing: to evade the police. 
Not one of these words used for the definition of “escapade” is good.  Words such as:  Escape, a prank or trick, elude, cleverness, trickery, etc.; evade, a wild or exciting adventure, especially one that is mischievous or unlawful; scrape.  All of these words used to describe “escapade” would be used of someone who is disobedient.  Someone, because of their disobedience had to "beg forgiveness".  This word “escapade” was chosen specifically by this satanic "pope" of Rome to declare the Holy, Perfect Son of God as being disobedient.  If so, then the Lord Jesus Christ would have broken the Law of God, and in so doing would not be able to the Lord and Savior.  If breaking the Law of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would have to die for His Own sin(s).  Christ Jesus, being disobedient, would have broken the 5th Commandment, and what the Apostle James shows us directly below, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would be guilty of breaking the entire Law of God.

Note:  The Lord Christ of Nazareth appeared the first time in order to be made sin for many, and to bear our sins; they were laid upon Him on the Cross of Calvary.  The putting away of sin on the behalf of all who Trust in God by faith to deliver them to God by the Lord Jesus Christ's perfect sacrifice of Himself before God has been so complete, the sins of all believers so entirely blotted out, that, when Christ Jesus appears the second time, He has, as to them nothing to do with sin abolishing it on the Cross of Calvary.  The Lord Jesus Christ appears apart from sin, not only without sin in His blessed Person -- as this was the case at His first coming -- but (as to those who look for Him) outside all question of sin, for their final deliverance. "Without sin" is in contrast with "to bear the sins of many".   Without sin imputed to the Lord Jesus Christ's account at His Second Coming, with which he appeared before; without being a sacrifice for sin.  Not bearing the sin of many on Him as Christ Jesus did at His first coming (even then there was no sin in Him).  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth bare, (bore) the sin of many at His first coming thus once for all taken away, so as to need no repetition of His sin offering of Himself, Isaiah 53:1-12; Hebrews 9:26-28.  At the Lord Jesus Christ's Second Coming He shall have no more to do with sin, for by His death on the Cross of Calvary He died once for sin for all believers, both Old and New Testament Believers, Romans 6:9-10; Hebrews 7:27; Hebrews 9:26;

41 Now his parents went to Jerusalem every year at the feast of the passover.
42 And when he was twelve years old, they went up to Jerusalem after the custom of the feast.
43 And when they had fulfilled the days, as they returned, the child Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and Joseph and his mother knew not of it.
44 But they, supposing him to have been in the company, went a day's journey; and they sought him among their kinsfolk and acquaintance.
Note:  On these sacred journeys, whole villages and districts traveled in groups together, partly for protection, partly for company. 

45 And when they found him not, they turned back again to Jerusalem, seeking him.

46 And it came to pass, that after three days they found him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the doctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions.

47 And all that heard him were astonished at his understanding and answers.

Note:  "And all that heard him were astonished . . ."  They were astonished, Mary and Joseph and their friends and family, and all in the Temple hearing His discourse with the Doctors of the Law.  Mary and Joseph stood as much in awe of these renowned national teachers of the Law as peasants do of Kings, and were therefore astonished that their youthful son presumed to speak to them with such understanding as One Who spoke with authority. 

48 And when they saw him, they were amazed: and his mother said unto him, Son, why hast thou thus dealt with us? behold, thy father and I have sought thee sorrowing.

Note:  Here Mary's language implies that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had been fully instructed as to the time when his parents and their caravan would depart for Galilee with their friends and family members, and that the Lord Jesus Christ was expected to depart with them.  Obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ's higher duties constrained Him, though, and it then appears that Christ Jesus was then disobedient to His parents.  All duties which we owe to men, even though they are not to be neglected, so are they (according to the position in life which God has set us) not to be preferred before the Glory of God.  

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was and is eternally the very Son of God, and Christ Jesus had full consciousness of it.  The Lord Jesus Christ was also an obedient man, essentially and ever perfect and sinless as an obedient child.  Whatever sense then that the Lord Jesus Christ also had of with subjection to human parents did not alter the Lord Jesus Christ's obedience to His parents under the Law of God.  Consciousness of the one did not injure His perfection in the other.  The Lord Jesus Christ being the Son of God secured His perfection both as a child and a man on the earth.

Why did you put us into such a fright, as to scare us half to death? They were ready to say, as Jacob of Joseph, "An evil beast hath devoured him, Genesis 37:1-34".  Or, he is fallen into the hands of some more cruel enemy, who has at length found out that the Lord Jesus Christ was that young child whose life King Herod had sought some years ago, Matthew 2:1-18.  Or, a thousand imaginations, we may suppose, they had concerning the Lord Jesus Christ, each more even more frightful than another.

"Behold, thy father . . ."  Mary calls Joseph Jesus' father, though she knew he was not, in a proper sense.  However, because Joseph was supposed to be so, and was His father by the Law of Marriage, and especially, she might call Joseph so because of Joseph's paternal care of the Lord Jesus Christ in His education, and bringing Him up.  As the earthly "legal father of Jesus," this expression would necessarily have to be used when speaking of Joseph.  However, the Lord Jesus Christ does not accept Joseph as His true father, as we see by the Lord Jesus Christ's answer in the next verse . . .
49 And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?  
50 And they understood not the saying which he spake unto them.
51 And he went down with them, and came to Nazareth, and was subject unto them: but his mother kept all these sayings in her heart.
Note:  Subject here is the Greek word hupotassó which means: To place or rank under, to subject, mid. to obey.  To place or be placed under "one's authority," (His earthly parents) to obey.  
52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.

 “May His Name Be Blotted Out”:
Francis’ Favorite Painting contains Jewish Blasphemy against Jesus Christ

Chagall’s ‘White Crucifixion’…

In the interview book El Jesuita, the then “Cardinal” Jorge Bergoglio, now “Pope” Francis, revealed that his favorite painting is the White Crucifixion by Jewish artist Marc Chagall, displayed above. A closer look has now revealed that this work contains in Hebrew the blasphemous words “May his name and his memory be blotted out”.

Two changes were made by Chagall to the work, a swastika on the armband of the soldier burning the synagogue was overpainted as well as the words "Ich bin Jude" on a placard around the neck of a man. 
There is also a Lithuanian flag in the upper right hand of the painting, which is not unexpected due to Chagall's Litvak roots. Also, in the upper left hand portion of the painting there are the red flags of communism.
“Yeshu” is an acronym for “His name be Blotted out forever”.

Yeshu is a rabbinic name for Him which is a deliberate slur.  They, Jews, use the first three letters as an acronym: Yimach SHmo V’zichrono, meaning, “May his name and memory be blotted out.” Yeshu is a rabbinic “word play”; it is not the Lord JESUS Christ's name.

Chagall painted the White Crucifixion after the breakout of the Nazi pogroms against the Jews in November 1938, on the eve of World War II. 

Christ crucified is in the center, but Chagall himself said later, it is by no means a ‘Christian’ picture. The scenes that surround the Cross - a shattered village, a pillaged burning synagogue – tell its real meaning. It is a Christ who symbolizes the Jews who suffered at the hands of the Nazis. 

If we look more closely at this mirage of scenes, we see on the upper left there is a horrified woman and three rabbis fleeing; a little below them to the left soldiers carrying red banners press forward killing villagers and destroying their houses and obliging others to flee across the water in a boat. 

Now, let us go to the top right where we see a synagogue being burned by a Nazi brownshirt with Nazi flags flying above the flames. The synagogue’s furniture and books are thrown out into the street. 

Below, on both sides of the Cross, we see people running from those persecutions to hide and save the Jewish religious books and symbols from desecration. Among these fleeing people, there is one in blue at left who wears a placard, which said ‘Ich bin Jude’ (‘I am a Jew’).

At right below the Cross a white light comes from a scroll of the Torah and moves up a ladder to the Cross. The light is traversed by a green clad figure carrying a bundle. This figure appears in a number of Chagall’s painting and has been interpreted as the wanderer Jewish of Yiddish tradition. 

Dominating the picture in the center is the figure of the Lord Jesus Christ crucified. But this is very much a Jewish Christ who wears a Jewish tallith (Tallith:  A Jewish Prayer shaw, https://www.traditionsjewishgifts.com/tallit-tallis-prayer-shawl.html.) instead of a loincloth.  The Lord Jesus Christ's head is covered by a bandana. Over his head written in Hebrew and Latin are the words "King of the Jews." Below, at his feet burns a Menorah - strangely, with only six candles, one unlit – which is surrounded by a halo like the one that frames his head. 

According to Chagall’s White Crucifixion, Christ’s suffering and death had nothing to do with the Redemption of the human race and man’s Salvation. This Jewish Christ is suffering and perhaps holy, but he is not divine. 

Thus, the figure of Jesus on the Cross sums up the suffering of the Jewish people. Chagall himself affirmed this decades after the war, “For me, Christ always symbolized the true type of the Jewish martyr.” We have, therefore, a syncretism of the two religions in which Judaism maintains the upper hand. 

This is why Chagall painted a Crucified Christ in a number of his paintings. This is also why even before Vatican II, Jewish reaction to Chagall's crucifixion scenes was positive. It was accepted by revolutionary circles everywhere. They understood Chagall’s Jewish loyalties were hardly compromised by his choice of the crucifixion motif. Jacques Maritain called it “beautiful,” “Israelis climbing Calvary.” 

Jorge Mario Bergoglio, i.e.:  "dope" Francis I, aka:  "pope" Francis I, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Pope_Francis, also finds it beautiful. "pope" Francis is clearly comfortable with Chagall’s message that Christ symbolizes the Jewish people and not redemption. It fits with Francis' constant preaching favoring the poor, the oppressed and the marginalized.  
Pope Francis, a well-established ally and friend of the Jewish people, considers the painting "White Crucifixion" to be his favorite.

3. The Church regards with esteem also the Moslems. They adore the one God, living and subsisting in Himself; merciful and all- powerful, the Creator of heaven and earth,(5) who has spoken to men; they take pains to submit wholeheartedly to even His inscrutable decrees, just as Abraham, with whom the faith of Islam takes pleasure in linking itself, submitted to God. Though they do not acknowledge Jesus as God, they revere Him as a prophet. They also honor Mary, His virgin Mother; at times they even call on her with devotion. In addition, they await the day of judgment when God will render their deserts to all those who have been raised up from the dead. Finally, they value the moral life and worship God especially through prayer, almsgiving and fasting.
