2 Corinthians 5:1-10

1 For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

2 For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our house which is from heaven:

3 If so be that being clothed we shall not be found naked.

4 For we that are in this tabernacle do groan, being burdened: not for that we would be unclothed, but clothed upon, that mortality might be swallowed up of life.

5 Now he that hath wrought us for the selfsame thing is God, who also hath given unto us the earnest of the Spirit.

6 Therefore we are always confident, knowing that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord:
Note: " . . . WHILST WE ARE AT HOME IN THE BODY, . . ."  Physically here on earth, " . . . WE ARE ABSENT FROM THE LORD:"  Absent from the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

7 (For we walk by faith, not by sight:)
Note:  Faith (by a shadow), Sight (the reality when we get to Heaven).

8 We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord.
Note: "WE ARE CONFIDENT, I SAY, AND WILLING RATHER TO BE ABSENT FROM THE BODY, . . ."  To be physically dead, absent from the body. " . . . AND TO BE PRESENT WITH THE LORD".  To be physically dead, is to be PRESENT WITH THE LORD, 1 Corinthians 15:52-55.
 
9 Wherefore we labour, that, whether present or absent, we may be accepted of him.

10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.


The body of flesh is a heavy burden, the calamities of life are a heavy load. Born Again Believers groan while in the flesh, being burdened with a body of sin, and because of the many corruptions remaining and raging within them. Death will strip us of the clothing of flesh, this vessel, our physical body, and all the discomforts and physical comforts of life here on earth, as well as end all our troubles here on earth. True Worshipers, Born Again Believers, the Elect of God, God's Chosen,  shall be clothed with garments of praise, with robes of righteousness and glory. The present Graces and comforts of the Holy Spirit are earnests (act as an engagement ring that this marriage of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will take place) and give a Born Again Believer everlasting Grace, comfort, and assurance. Though God is with us here, by His Holy Spirit, and in His Ordinances Commanded by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and those Apostles who illuminated what Christ Jesus Commanded, yet we are not with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as we hope to be. Faith is for this world (it is a shadow,) and sight is for the other world (the reality for Born Again Believers, Heaven). It is our duty, and it will be our interest, to walk by faith, till we live by sight. This shows clearly the happiness to be enjoyed by the souls of Born Again Believers when absent from the body, and where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth makes known His Glorious presence. We are related to our physical body while here on earth, and to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as part of His Body, the Church; each claims a part in us. How much more powerfully the Lord Jesus Christ pleads for having the soul of the Born Again Believer closely united with Himself! Thou art one of the souls I have loved and Chosen for if a Born Again Believer, you are one of those given to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by God the Father, and Christ Jesus loses none that God the Father has given Him. What is death (the thing that has held men captive, in bondage in fear,) as an object of fear.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth took captivity (death) captive, and is the Lord over life and death.

Ephesians 4:8
8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men.

Thus, the Apostle Paul hurries himself and others to acts of duty. Well-grounded hopes of Heaven will not encourage sloth and sinful security. Let all who are NOT Born Again Believers, consider the Judgment to come, which is called, "The terror of the Lord".

2 Corinthians 5:11 
11Knowing therefore the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; but we are made manifest unto God; and I trust also are made manifest in your consciences.

Knowing what terrible vengeance the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would execute upon the workers of iniquity, the Apostle Paul and his Brethren used every argument and persuasion, to lead men to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE for their Salvation (to be Save from the wrath of God,) and to act as his Disciples. Their zeal and diligence were for the Glory of God and the good of the Lord Jesus Christ's Church. 


Numbers 23:19 
19God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good?

Note:  "God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: . . ."  God is neither the Son of Man, that He should repent.  The Son of man, is but a man, merely a man not God, and as a mere man needs to repent.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was both fully man, as the Son of Man, but without sin, with no need to repent, and fully God, the very Son of God.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, is now the High Priest of the people of God, as both a man Who alone is our Mediator between God and man, and as the Son of Man YET without sin, and He, Christ Jesus fully God, as the very Son of God.


Hebrews 4:15 
15For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.


1 Timothy 2:5 
5For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;


Deuteronomy 6:4-5

4 Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord:

5 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.



Again . . .
Numbers 23:19 
19God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good?

Repentance is found in fallen man, men who repent for what they have done, or change their minds, as to what they intended to do or set about, all the while perceiving it to be wrong to do what they know they should not do.  Along comes some unforeseen thing turning up they were not aware of, so they change their direction, change their mind.  Nothing of this kind belongs to God, or can befall Him.  God never changes His mind, alters His counsels, purposes, and decrees, and never varies in His affections to His people, nor makes void His Choice of them, or His Covenant made with the blood of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth with them.  God never changes His Calling of them by His Grace, and His gifts of Grace bestowed upon them, are without repentance.  There is no variableness, nor even a shadow of turning in His mind.  God is the Lord of Mercies toward His Called, His Chosen, the True Worshipers, Born Again Believers.  God never forgets His Word, God foresees all events, and God is able to perform all His pleasure, and God is true and faithful to His Word.  Therefore whatever is gone out of God's lips will never be altered, but will be most certainly fulfilled.

Some people argue that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth reference to Himself as the “Son of Man,” proves that the Lord Jesus Christ did NOT claim Himself to be a Deity, did not claim to be God, and thus was not the very Son of God.

During the Lord Jesus Christ's trial before the High Priest, Caiaphas, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth referred to Himself as the “Son of Man” foretold by the Prophet Daniel.

Both Annas and Caiaphas were High Priests.  Have two Heads, not One, as was given to the Jews by God to have but one High Priests.  Luke 3:2

The High Priest Caiaphas ordered the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, " . . . I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God."  Tell us, Ciaphas the High Priest order the Lord Jesus Christ, if your are the One, the Messiah, the Christ, the Son of God!  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth response, Thou (Thou, that is "you" you yourself) have said it, you yourself have said that I make this claim of Myself . . .  John 10:24-33
Yes, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had made this claim of being God, the very Son of God, repeatedly before them:  www.alemattec.com/I AM HE.doc
"Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven".
 


Matthew 26:57-68

57 And they that had laid hold on Jesus led him away to Caiaphas the high priest, where the scribes and the elders were assembled.

58 But Peter followed him afar off unto the high priest's palace, and went in, and sat with the servants, to see the end.

59 Now the chief priests, and elders, and all the council, sought false witness against Jesus, to put him to death;

60 But found none: yea, though many false witnesses came, yet found they none. At the last came two false witnesses,

61 And said, This fellow said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it in three days.

62 And the high priest arose, and said unto him, Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?

63 But Jesus held his peace, And the high priest answered and said unto him, I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

64 Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.

65 Then the high priest rent his clothes, saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what further need have we of witnesses? behold, now ye have heard his blasphemy.
Note:  What blasphemy?  As they had done before, and as it is repeated here, John 10:24-33,the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who, as the Son of Man, came in the form of just a man, now will be sitting at the right Hand of God the Father in His Power, and coming again in the clouds of Heaven.  Thus, again, " . . . but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God".

66 What think ye? They answered and said, He is guilty of death.
Note:  Deuteronomy 21:22-23

67 Then did they spit in his face, and buffeted him; and others smote him with the palms of their hands,

68 Saying, Prophesy unto us, thou Christ, Who is he that smote thee?


Thus, here before Caiaphas, the High Priest, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth referred to Himself as the “Son of Man” Who comes from Heaven, as the Son of God, foretold by the Prophet Daniel.  Why was the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth accused of blasphemy? It was because the High Priest, Caiaphas, knew very well what the Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible said—that the Son of Man who would come as God, God's Son, the Son of God, and as the Son of God He will be given authority (all power), Matthew 28:18, over all mankind and would be God, the very Son of God to receive man's Worship.




Daniel 7:13-14
13 I saw in the night visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they brought him near before him.
Note:  The Ancient of days is God the Father.

14 And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed.




Again:

Numbers 23:19

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, fully man, the Son of man, but without sin, AND fully God, the very Son of God, Who now sits at the right Hand of God the Father in Glory, in Heaven.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, like His Father, God the Father, the Father of lights, does NOT change either:

Hebrews 13:8 
8Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.


Again . . .

James 1:17 
Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.
