The word CALL OR CALLED in every instance is a Summons:  (A SUMMONS:  Is a Command to appear before a King or Judge, the One in Authority).  Although the Word Call or Called may have different meanings, as is shown below, the basis of each word is a Summons, an order to come, Called upon for a specific action, to follow God by faith, which is by Grace, and not of yourselves: Ephesians 2:8.

Called to (the discharge of) some Office.  One who is Divinely selected and appointed.

Acts 2:39

Note:  Shall call here in the Greek means:  A primary particle, denoting a supposition (Supposition:  Something that is supposed, claimed to be true or real, expected, or believed), a wish, or a possibility or uncertainty -- (what-, where-, whither-, who-)soever.

Thus, here would be Whosoever:  Any person at all, i.e.:  even as many, as the Lord our God shall call.  Usually unexpressed except by the subjunctive or potential mood.  Shall call indicates what could happen, but only on or under certain conditions, (Thus, God's Calling) or by the combination of certain "fortuitous causes". 

We can look at another example, in Matthew 11:23.


Matthew 11:23

23 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to hell: for if the mighty works, which have been done in thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day.

Note:  " . . .it would have remained . . . " here in the Greek means:  A primary particle, denoting a supposition (Supposition:  Something that is supposed, claimed to be true or real, expected, or believed), a wish, or a possibility or uncertainty -- (what-, where-, whither-, who-)soever.

Thus, here would be Wheresoever:  In what place, in, at, or to any place, i.e.:  Capernaum.  Or, whithersoever:  To whatever place, i.e.:  Capernaum.  It also could be "usually unexpressed" except by the subjunctive or potential mood.  " . . .it would have remained . . . " indicates what could happen, but only on or under certain conditions, or by the combination of certain "fortuitous causes" to Capernaum . . . , i.e.:  " . . .shalt be brought down to hell: . . ." 
Acts 2:47
47 Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.


Acts 13:48
48 And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.


John 6:40
40 And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

Who may have everlasting life?  " . . .every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, . . ."  How?  How do they see the Son, and believe?  ONLY by permission of the God the Father, as this is His Will, that no one comes to His Son, unless God the Father Calls.  THEN, they may have everlasting life . . .  ONLY those Summoned, Commanded by God, Divinely selected and appointed, can come to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.



John 6:44
44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.


John 6:53-58

53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.
Note:  The acts of eating and drinking do not give a man the right to Eternal Life.  It is the flesh, blood, and Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which faith lays hold, and feeds upon, which is by faith then the right is thus claimed.  Between these acts of faith, and Eternal Life, there is an inseparable connection, feeding on Him and drinking His blood, by faith.

54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.


Note:  “Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, . . ."  In OPPOSITION to what was typical meat and drink, although they were a SHADOW of the One to Come, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, yet His flesh, and His blood is consumed IN OPPOSITION to:  The manna in the wilderness, , the water out of the rock, the flesh and wine at the Passover meal, the meat and drink offerings under the Law, any and all other meats and drinks under that dispensation.  All these things, were but SHADOWS of the Reality of the SPIRITUAL Flesh and Blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ARE NOW abolished, being unprofitable, and not to be fed upon.

Thus, these phrases denote the reality, substance, and solidity (Solidity:  The quality or state of being solid.) of that Spiritual food the True Worshipers, the Elect of God, those Called, those Born Again Believers have in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, In OPPOSITION to the imaginary food of sensual sinners, who “feed on ashes,” Isaiah 44:20, and eat the “bread of deceit,” Proverbs 20:17.  In OPPOSITION to those who are but self-righteous persons, who spend their labor and money to live upon that which is not His Spiritual Bread, even upon their own works of righteousness.  In OPPOSITION to the superficial tastes of hypocrites and formal professors to Transubstantiation, i.e.:  the Roman Catholic "church," and others who take the outward elements of bread, and wine, in the Lord's supper, and change the Lord Jesus Christ Spiritual flesh, which is meat indeed, and His blood which is drink indeed, John 6:38-58, specifically, which is attended upon by persons destitute of the Grace of God. And these words may also be expressive of the virtue, efficacy, and excellency of this food, it being soul quickening, nourishing, strengthening, satisfying, and delightful food, as well as spiritual and savory.  Not to carnal persons, or outward professors, but to new born babes, and True Believers; and which, by them, may be had, and to the full, and that in due season, even every day, and is what will abide forever.


55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed.

56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him.

Note:  Wow, according to Transubstantiation, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth MUST BE REALLY FAT!  I mean, millions of people eating His Flesh, and drinking His blood, dwelling in the Lord Jesus Christ!  Additionally, Christians, too, would also be equally fat, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth dwells in them.  


No, this is NOT physical, i.e. having some "priest" turn physical bread and wine into the real body and blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but a Spiritual dwelling that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has in those Called to be Saved.  Thus, this is NOT Transubstantiation, but relying fully on the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for our Spiritual food and drink. www.alemattec.com/Why were the Protestants forefathers burned to the stake.doc

The True Worshipers, those Called, the Elect of God dwelt in the heart, and in the hands, and arms of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from everlasting, and as members in their Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the Head of the Body which is His Church, by God's Electing Grace, are represented in Him, as He alone is the sole Mediator of the New Covenant made with His body and His blood.  The True Saints of God, those Born Again Believers are the habitation or dwelling place of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  
The Lord Jesus Christ dwells not in their stomachs, not in the physical eating of Him, but He dwells in their hearts, and by faith He then is Spiritually consumed by using as a metaphor (Metaphor:  A word or phrase for one thing that is used to refer to another thing -- in order to show or suggest that they are similar.  An object, activity, or idea that is used -- as a symbol of something else.) symbolizing Him as food.  As a Metaphor of physically eating and drinking Him, we do so Spiritually and is expressive of a Born Again Believer, those Called of God, the Elect's Communion with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Him being in them, and them being in Him, which will continue for ever, John 17:21; John 17:23; John 17:26.

58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.

Note:  " . . . not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: . . ."  As the Jews that ate Manna in the desert, here spoken are dead physically.  The Manna that Moses gave was NOT from Heaven, but simply a metaphor, a symbol, a shadow of the True Bread, the True Manna, that came down from Heaven, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  See John 6:32, directly below.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, therefore declares that those who eat of this Spiritual Manna, which was Him, shall live forever.


John 6:32

32 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven.


John 6:30-35

30 They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work? 
31 Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven to eat.
32 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven.


33 For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world.
34 Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread.
35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.

Note:  Physically, those that take the Lord's Supper, Communion, still hunger and thirst.  Those that take the Lord's Supper,  Communion, believing in Him and understanding this as Spiritual, do not still hunger nor thirst, but for Righteousness.  Not their own righteousness, but the Lord Jesus Christ's Righteousness, alone, and thus they are filled, full, no longer hungry, as they are filled on “a particular kind of food:  that which nourishes, sustains, or supplies”.
Matthew 5:6
6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled. 

Note:  Filled her in the Greek means:  To feed, to fatten, to fill, to satisfy.  To fodder, i.e. (generally food for animals, beasts.) to gorge (supply food in abundance).  Or, a particular kind of food:  that which nourishes, sustains, or supplies.
There are those, like the Roman Catholic “church,” and others that simply seek after the Lord Jesus Christ “in the physical,” or are those who cannot see (spiritually) and thus “seek a sign,” who end up making images of Him, represented in their Communion, changing spiritual into physical, AND DO NOT BELIEVE IN HIM, and are thus NOT filled SPIRITUALLY, but only PHYSICALLY as beasts:
John 6:26

Note:  Filled her in the Greek means:  To feed, to fatten, to fill, to satisfy.  To fodder, i.e. (generally food for animals, beasts.) to gorge (supply food in abundance).  Or, a particular kind of food:  that which nourishes, sustains, or supplies .
Again, there are those, like the Roman Catholic “church,” and others that simply seek after the Lord Jesus Christ “in the physical,” or are those who cannot see (spiritually) and thus “seek a sign,” who end up making images of Him, represented in their Communion, changing spiritual into physical, AND DO NOT BELIEVE IN HIM, and are thus NOT filled SPIRITUALLY, but only PHYSICALLY as beasts:

15 Which have forsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness;

16 But was rebuked for his iniquity: the dumb ass speaking with man's voice forbad the madness of the prophet.

17 These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom the mist of darkness is reserved for ever.

18 For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them who live in error.

19 While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servants of corruption: for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in bondage.

20 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.

21 For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them.

22 But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.
